The <l«>al was 
finally closed Tuesday afternoon at fi 
o’clock in the office of R. L. Mall, one 
of the attorneys for the visiting dele- 
gat ion.

The signing of the contract followed 
an all-dav discussion of the provision to 
be placed in a new contract which was 
not drawn up and agreed upon until late 
in the afternoon. When this was brought 
aisiut the coniraid was signe«l in tripli­
cate. As Soon ms the formality was fin­
ished the committee quickly adjourned

The visitors will return to Fredericks- 
tmrg today with the good news for their 
fellow townsmen that the long ho|>ed for 
railroad is now an assured fact, or at 
least more so than ever in the past.

It is confidently expected that Mr. 
Nelson will begin a«-tive operation on 
the proposed road lo ig  l*efore the time 
limit expiles. He is certain that trains 
on tbe new road will lie hauling next 
year’s cron* out o f tiillespi« founty.
