Nine persons, including three wo­men and two children were killed and l'iity-fl\e persona injured when the first sec|ion of the Van Xandt Confederate Veterans special of eleven cur*, en route from Tevxs to the annual reunion at Maine l i t ,  was wrecked this mortiing oil a trestle one mile east of Abuchie, Miss, on the New Urlealis & North* eastern Railway.The locomotive, baggage car. one day coach and three louriat sleepers were derailed and tumbled down a high embankment, making n con­glomerate mass of wood and iron debris.
