Remodeling and rearranging of the 
American Legion Sanatorium is pro­
gressing satisfactorily, according to 
Dr. R. L. Cook, Medical Officer in 
command of the institution.

The 
wards are being thoroughly cleaned 
and rearranged to care for the pa­
tients expected to be housed there.

The dining hall and kitchen are un­
dergoing the most radical changes. 
New and iqodern equipment is being 
installed to facilitate better handling 
o f  the dining room and to make the 
work more efficient and convenient.

Dr. Cook has with him a part of the 
staff that will make up the personnel 
o f  the hospital. There are a few 
nurses, engineers, plumbers, electric­
ians, etc., already at the plant and

caring for the work being done at this 
time. According to Dr. Cook, the full 
forc^ is expected to be here within the 
next ten days or two weeks. This 
personnel will number approximately 
300 and will include the doctors, 
dieticians and clerical force needed in 
the operation of the sanatorium.

“ Not a patient is in the institution 
now,”  said Dr. Cook Monday after­
noon, “ because, until the equipment is 
rearranged* and installed, we cannot 
care for them properly and os we in­
tend to do.”

“ We hope, however,”  he contihued, 
“ to be able to take in about 100 pa­
tients about July 1st and are working 
to the boat of our ability to have suf­
ficient accomodations completed so as 
to be able to care for that number af­
ter that date. These patients will 
very likely come from the Veterans’ 
Hospital at Houston, which will be 
closed June 30th.

“As fast as we have facilities to ac­
comodate patients we expect to take 
them in and hope to be running full 
blast within the next six months. Our 
capacity will be 480 beds when in full 
operation.”

Dr. Cook has not completed his per­
sonnel for the kitchen and dining 
room force, nor for the clerical work. 
He stated Monday afternon that he is 
awaiting telegraphic advices from 
Washington before making up these 
staffs. The doctors to be stationed at 
the hospital are under orders to re­
port here and are expected to arrive 
in the near future.

The American Legion Memorial 
Hospital is officially known now, ac­
cording to Dr. Cook, as U. S. Veterans’ 
Hospital No. 93 and is under the con­
trol of the Federal Government 
through the U. S. Veterans’ Bureau.

Dr. Cook is a senior surgeon of the 
U. S. Public Health Service, which 
gives him a ranking equivalent to 
Lieutenant-Colonel in the United 
States Army. He has been detailed to 
the Veterans’ Bureau by the Federal 
Government.

The woolen mills have decreed that 

the price of wool “ shall not pass” 504 
per pound, and in order to fight back 
the possibility of prices making heavy 
advances after going over the top, the 
buyers have entrenched behind a bar­
rage of propaganda and are attempt­
ing to hold back the advance with a 
smoke screen of foreign production, 
says the Herald of Del Rio. But all 
the carefully planned defensive cam­
paign has failed in its effect to weak­
en the morale of thq growers and the 
advance threatens to break through 
and annihilate the enemy. And when 
this ia accomplished the growers will 
dictate the terms of peace. But the 
wool growers are just and fair, re­
gardless of the fact that they have 
been flayed almost to a finish in other 
campaigns, and will not attempt the 
unreasonable in their demands upon 
settlement. They know full well that 
they are entitled to 504 and better for 
wool and when the buyers indicate a 
willingness to pay the price justified 
by the local supply and the foreign 
price as considered together with the 
tariff there will be no delay in the 
movement of wool to the factories. 
The growers are demanding nothing 
more than the value of their product 
and will accept nothing less, but the 
mills seem to have an idea that the 
higher the price goes the tighter the 
growers will hold, which is entirely 
•rroneous. A lesson in holding for 
in unreasonable price wab taught the 
/rowers a short time back and they 
.iave not forgotten all that it taught.

OVER 300 PEOPLE REGISTERED AT 
TOURIST iCAMP SINCE NINE 1ST

Majority Were Texas People; Others 
From All Parts of Country; All

Kerrville’s Tourist Camp is proving 
to be a popular place during these 
days, when thousands of people are 
traveling over the country, seeing the 
sights and getting a lot of fresh air 
and outdoor exercise.

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CITY COMMISSION PASSES NEW 
ORDINANCE REGULATING TRAFFIC

ML E. Bogle Appointed Traffic Officer 
and Violations of Rules To Be 

Prosecuted.

|  At a meeting held last Monday the 
City Commissioners passed an ordi­

nance setting forth rules and regula­
tions governing the parking, turning, 

[etc., and traffic on the streets of Kerr­
ville.
| M. E. Bogle has been appointed as 

[traffic officer and has been busy get­
ting the people educated to the new 

I ordinance. A number of warning cards 
have been printed and are placed in 
vehicles parked at a wrong angle or 

I in the wrong place.
The new ordinance requires that 

cars and other vehicles be parked at 
a 46 degree angle with the curb on 
the right Imnd side of the street in 
which the car is headed. The front 

I end of the car must be within a foot 
of the curb.

Turning of vehicles at points bther 
than at street intersections on Water 
Street betwen Washington and Clay 
Streets is forbidden. Stopping of 
autos and other vehicles in the middle 
of the street, or in any other position 
than that described for parking, aad 
leaving them there, even for a short 
while, is not permissible. Hits is 
aimed more particularly at the park­
ing in the center of Water Street in 
front of the Post Office while the own­
er or driver of such vehicle goes in for 
mail.

Speeding and running with open 
cutouts in the city are also to be prose­
cuted under the new ordinance. En­
forcement of this section will add 
much to the convenience and safety 
of pedestrians and motorists.

Under the new regulations viola­
tion of any one o f them is punishable 
by a fine of from $3 to $25 plus costs 
of trial. The officer making the ar­
rest will take the name' and license 
number of the offender and notify 
him to appear for trial unless a trial 
is demanded at once. In case of 
notification process, should the of­
fender fail to appear at the time 
designated, unless with legal excuse, 
he is punishable by a heavy fine and 
each day lapsing without his appear­
ance constitutes a separate offense. 
This, of course, is in addition to the 
punishment to which he is liable for 
the original violation.

A copy of the ordinance, which #x- 
lains in detail the traffic rules, will 

found elsewhere in this paper. 
I.ook it up and read it over. It might 
be well to keep a copy so that, if at 
any time you are in doubt about any 
o f the regulations, you can look it 
up for your own benefit.

TRAFFIC ORDINANCE

Kerrville, Texas, June 28, 1923.
The City Council met in special ses­

sion on above date with Mayor A. T. 
Adkins presiding and Commissioners 
Hal Peterson and C. H. Johnston being 
present, and the City Council passed 
the following ordinance, to-wit: 

ORDINANCE
An Ordinance fixing certain rules 

and regulations with respect to the 
operation and parking of motor and 
other vehicles upon certain designated 
streets and parts of streets within the 
city limits of Kerrville, Texas; pro­
viding the method of arrest of the 
violators of such rules, regulations, 
and the manner in which the offender 
shall be nouired to appear before the 
proper authorities, upon arrest; de­
fining the offense of such rules and 
regulations and prescribing penalties 
therefor and the compensation of o f­
ficers making such arrest, fees and 
coats in such proceedings, and declar­
ing an emergency.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COMMISSIONERS OF THE CITY 
OF KERRVILLE, TEXAS:

Section 1. That the owners and 
operators o f all motor and other ve­
hicles operating the same within the 
corporate limits of the City of Kerr­
ville, Texas, from and after the final 
passage o f this ordinance be and they 
are hereby required in driving and 
operating cars and other vehicles upon 
the streets o f said city to drive upon 
the right hand side of the street as

said vehicles are then headed. Except 
in such cases as it may be necessary 
to depart from the right hand side of 
the street in passing other vehicles 
headed in the same direction.

Section 2. No motor car or other 
vehicle shall be left standing upon 
Water Street between Clay and Wash­
ington Streets in said city either with 
or without the operator of such ear or 
vehicle, unless parked as in this ordi­
nance hereinafter provided.

Section 8. In parking a motor or 
other vehicle upon Water Street be­
tween Clay and Washington Streets 
in said city, the same shall be parked 
on the right hand side of said Water 
Street in the direction in which said 
motor or other vehicle is headed, and 
aa close to the curb as practicable, but

“ stapes than 
>, and at an 

angle to said curb o f about 46 degrees.
Section 4. No motor or other ve­

hicle shall be stopped upon or near the 
center of the street between the points 
above defined except where it is ne­
cessary for the same to be so stopped 
to allow the passage of other vehicles 
and for the purpose of parking and re­
moving such vehicles from the point 
where the same is parked.

Section 5. No motor or other ve­
hicle being operated upon said Water 
Street, between the streets above des­
ignated, shall be turned from the right 
hand side to the left hand side of said 
Water Street at any other point than 
at the intersection of some other street 
with said Water Street.

Section 6. Any person violating any 
of the provisions of the foregoing or 
dinance shall be guilty of a misde­
meanor and upon conviction thereof 
shall be fined not leas than $8.00 noY 
more than $26.00 for each offense, and 
in addition to such fine shall be re­
quired to pay all costs o f such pro­
ceeding as hereinafter provided.

Section 7. In case of the arrest of 
any person for the violation of any 
of the provisions of this ordinance, un­
less such person demand that he be 
taken before the most accessible of­
ficer having jurisdiction of such mat­
ter, the arresting officer shall take 
the name and address of such person 
and the name o f his motor vehicle or 
description o f other vehicle, and notify 
him, in writing, to appear before the 
officer designated, at the time and 
place to be specified in such writing, 
at least five days subsequent to the 
date of such notice, and upon promise

in writing o f such person to appear 
at such time and place such officer
shall forthwith release him from eus- 
tory, or said office* may require bond 
as otherwise provided by State law.

Any person wilfully violating such 
promise shall be guilty o f a misde­
meanor regardless of the disposition 
of the charge upon which he was 
originally arrested, and upon convic­
tion thereof shall be fined not less 
than $10.00 nor more than $60.00, and 
each day he fails to appear shall con­
stitute a separate offense.

Section 8. Officers making arrests 
and trying causes for violation of any 
of the provisions of this ordinance 
shall be entitled to the same fees as
ace provided under the State laws for 
H H IL M H U S 1 ** fii

in
the laws of the State o f Texas.

This ordinance shall be cumulative 
of all other ordinances of the City o f 
Kerville relating to the same or 
similar subjects except where such 
other ordinances shall be in conflict 
herewith.

The foregoing ordinance was read 
before and duly considered by the 
Commissioners, whereupon Commis­
sioner Peterson moved that the rule* 
requiring ordinances to be read three 
several days be suspended and that 
said ordinance be placed upon its third 
reading and final passage, which mo­
tion was duly seconded by Commis­
sioner Johnston and said ordinance 
having been read three times and said 
motion duly put, the same was unani­
mously adopted and passed.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTIO\ NO. 16
Proposing an amendment to Article 8, of the Constitution of the State of 

Texas, which relates to taxation and revenues, by adding thereto a new 
section to be known as Section 9a, directing the Legislature to provide for 
the construction, operation and maintenance, under State control, of a 
State system of public highways; providing for an election for the rati­
fication or rejection of amendment herein proposed, and making an ap­
propriation to defray the expenses of said election.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of the State of Texas:
Section 1. That there be submitted to the people of Texas, for ratification 

or rejection at a special election provided for herein an amendment to 
Article 8, of the Constitution o f the State of Texas, amending said Article 8, 
of the Constitution of the State of Texas by adding thereto a new section to 
be known as Section 9a, which shall read as follows:

Section 9a. The Legislature is authorized and directed to provide for the 
creation, establishment, construction, maintenance and repair of a system of 
improved highways throughout the State to be under the control of the State; 
and in order that the state may provide the means, revenues and in­
strumentalities for the establishment and maintenance of such system of high­
ways, the Legislature is empowered to levy and cause to be collected specific 
excise and ad valorem taxes, in addition of those permitted for other pur­
poses in the Constitution, but such an ad valorem tax shall be imposed only 
for the purpose of retiring the bonds authorized by vote of the people of this 
State as provided for hereinafter in this Section.

When said system shall have been designated and taken over for the State 
as provided in Section A hereof, the Legislature is authorized to make pro­
vision for the eouitable compensation to such counties for the value of such im­
provements as have been theretofore constructed by the Counties in the State.

Provided, also that save for the State highway system, in all other, respects, 
Counties shall have the right to build, construct and maintain roads, turnpikes, 
and bridges within their respective boundaries and the Constitutional pro­
visions relating thereto are not qualified or repealed by reason hereof.

The Legislature, at any Regular or Special Session, is authorised and 
directed to pass and enact all appropriate legislation necessary to carry 
out and effectuate the purpose and intent of these Articles.

Bee. 2. The Governor of the State is hereby directed to cause to be issued 
his necessary proclamation for an election to be held on the fourth Saturday 
in July, 1923, at which election this amendment shall be submitted to the 
qualified electors of this State for adoption or rejection and shall make the 
publication required by the Constitution and Laws of the State. Said elec­
tion shall be held under and in accordance with the General Election Laws of 
the State, and the ballots for said election shall have printed or written 
thereon in plain letters the following words: -

“ OFFICIAL BALLOT*: “ For the amendment to Article 8, of the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas, providing for a State system of highways.” 
“ Against the amendment to Article 8, of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas, providing for a State system of highways.”

Those voters who favor such amendment shall erase by marking a line 
through the words “ Against the Amendment to Article 8, of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas, providing for a State system of highways.”  Those who 
oppose such amendment shall erase by marking a line through them, the 
wor^s, "For the amendment to Article 8 of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas, providing for a State system of highways.” And the result o f the 
election shall be published and declared according to the majority of the votes 
cast in such election.

Bee. 8. The sum of Five Thousand Dollars or so much thereof as may be 
necessary Is hereby appropriated out of any funds in the treasury not other­
wise approptlsted for the purpose of paying the necessary expenses o f the 

clamatlon and publication of this amendment and the election to be belr
