BE FRAMED NOW

Texas Commercial News: Now that
the trestle board is cleared for new
designs, let us make a few pertinent
suggestions to those who have as-
sumed leadership in the matter of se-
curing right legislation on highway
building in Texas.

We are not agreed on the method |
of getting these good roads, A larszo‘
majority of the people of Texas are|
agreed that we should have a State
controlled and State tax-financed sys-
tem of roads, and that we should avail |
ourselves of the Federal aid fund. |
We don't seek to lay the blame for

make due provision for this whole-
some highway system in our organic
law, for after reading hundreds of |
papers in Texas, we were convinced |
that there is no agreement in the |
minds of the writers of Texas as to|
what is required in the way of a!
Constitutional amendment. |

Therefore, we suggest that the first |
¢tep is to hold a series of conferences,
with the Attorney General's Depart.
ment aiding, in which conference it
shall be ascertained definitely where. |
in our Constitution inhibits Texas in|
the matter of building, maintaining
and controlling a system of State|
highways; then let this conference
draw up a succint, terse amendment
which shall overcome that inhibition,
and then go before the people now, in
this good year 1923, with the text of |
that proposed amendment and let it
be attacked and defended during the
remainder of 1923 and all of 1924,
with a final conference sitting just |
before the sitting of the 39th Legis-|
lature in 1925. In this conference |
there should be made those changes |
in the wording of the amendment |
found necessary or desirable, after thu‘
thorough public consideration of the |
proposed amendment. Then this final
draft of the amendment should be
submitted to the Legislature and it
should pass both houses without the
dotting of an “i,” or the crossing of
. “L"

The next proposed amendment |
should be drawn after State-wide dis- |
cussion, and by the best brains in |
Texas. It should be as dignified and |
specific as learned linguists could
construct.

Stop the flivver for 3 good breathing
spell and a drink, while taking kodak
pictures of a drove of wild turkey, a
fawn - still displaying colorful spots,
of a big buck in contemptuous contem-
plation, of a squirrel scampering up
the nearest tree—you are at the top of
Texas and soon will start down the
other side, toward the Heart of the
Hills, to Kerrville, set like a richly
sparkling gem amid the eternal gran-
deur of mountains and verdant val-
leys—close down beside the Guada-
lupe of so much story and song. Rest
for a spell where these mountains
meet the sea, for it is the first railroad
you have seen in an overland trip of
near one hundred miles. Reach out
one hand and have a touch of nature,
with the other feel down in your pock-
et and pay for a generous share of the
things civilization and progress has to
offer. You are in a mountain resort
destined to mean much to Texans and
a by-word for recreation and pleasure
to unnumbered thousands each sum-
mer secson seeking the things they
cannot have at home—that is, keen
mountain air, trout fishing, hunting,
things coupled thus with motoring in
one of the State’s lovely playgrounds.

“These things are better seen than
pictured in words. All the colors of
printer’s ink manufactured, or all the
shades of an artist’s dream could not
duplicate one inch of mountain views
about the canyon's dim shadows at

the break of day, or when the sun dips |
{ suddenly at evening time behind the |

crest of a great hill and the world is
clothed in a soft clinging mantle of
twilight while the night comes on
apace to lull even the elfin spirits of
imagination to sleep. No man’s hand
has yet builded like the cathedral-
shaped domes of some wide-spread
mountain of rock; no architect has yet
designed a mansion to compare with
the home of some eagle’s nest builded
high up in the storm created crags;
no nature faker has ever yet cajoled
into life a beauty such as may be
found in rippling water over solid
rock, noisesome falls, deep pools of
clearness complete—all harnesced and
made to behave down between these
numberless miles of stone walls, over
which dangle yard-long ferns in end-
less profusion. No picture yet hung
in the art galleries of the world bears
the softeging touch of nature as do the
tender J-te of cypress, of mountain
cedar, of mountain laurel or the blue
of wild violets drinking from the
river's edge.

UNIFICATION IS LIKELY OF
TWO METHODIST CHURCHES

Cleveland, Ohio, July 24.—A plan,
which it is believed will ultimately
result in the reunion of the Northern
and Southern branches of the Metho-
dist Episcopal Church, divided in 1844
over the question of slavery, is ready
for presentation to the joint commis-
sion on unification at the opening
session of its four-day meeting here
today.

The results of the meeting will not
be made public, it is said, until the
plan has ben submitted to the gen-
eral conference of each branch, the
second of which will not be held until
1926.

The plan was prepared by a joint
committee of sixteen, the members of
which are confident that it will be ac-
cepted, according to Bishop William
F. Anderson of Cincinnati, chairman
of the Northern branch of the com-
mittee,

“We are- confident that we have
finally hit upon a plan which will ac-
complish the object for which we have
been striving since 1910,” Bishop An-
derson said. “Our differences are ad-
ministrative rather than doctrinal and
I am sure our plan will enable the
two branches to dovetail perfectly.”
