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ENTHUSIASTIC MEETING OF
CHAMBER OF COMMERCE

Session at Lake Side Tuesday Night
One of Livest of Year—Next Meet-
ing at Schreiner Institute.

What was lacking in numbers in at-
tendance was more than made up for
in the enthusiasm of those attending
the membership meeting of the
Chamber of Commerce at Lake Side
Park Tuesday night. About thirty
members were in attendance and in-
terest and enthusiasm never waned
from the time President Prescott
called the meeting to order until ad-
journment,

After the reading of the minutes
of the previous meeting and reading
of communications, several proposi-
tions for the betterment of Kerrville
and The Hill Country were brought
before the assembly.

The committee on the proposed fish
hatchery reported fully on this im-
portant project. A site has been se-
lected for same on Johnston Fork, af-
ter a canvass of all suitable sites had
been made. This site was selected
because of the natural advantages,
which will permit the construction of
the tanks at a low cost, and because
of the fine gravity flow of spring wa-
ter the year round. The committee
reported that a tentative contract has
been entered into with Chas. Eddins,
owner of the ground, for a long time
easement on the site, with a nominal
fee to Mr, Eddins for caring for the

ditches. The construction of the
hatchery will cost approximately
$2,600.

The committee submitted a propo-
sition from the Federal Bureau of
Hatcheries, in which the Government
offers to supervise the construction of
the hatchery and assist in stocking
same. They will supervise the work
of propagating fish without cost to
the citizenss When the fish are ready
to distribute the Bureau will send one
or more men for the purpose of draw-
ing down the ponds and distributing
the fish, 756 per cent of which will be
placed in waters the citizens direct,
and 25 per cent to be used in filling
applications in which the Bgreau is
interested.

The committee pointed out that this
should be the means of placing at
least 100,000 fish in locgl waters
yearly, and urged that immediate ac-
tion be taken on the matter, to enable
the hatchery to be completed by the
first of December, which will permit
propagation of fish for distribution
next year.

The hatchery committee, composed
of C. E. Salter, Ben Smith, J. L. Pam-
pell, Howard Butt and M. E. Bogle,
were complimented by the Chamber
of Commerce for the report turned in
and were continued as a permanent
committee for the construction of the
hatchery and authorized to canvass
the city and county for funds to carry
on this work.

Cecil Robinson made a report on
plans for the dedication seryices of
the U, S. Veterans’ Hospital No. 93,
stating that same would be held
about the middle of November, at
which time the citizens of Kerrville
will unite with various State and Fed-
eral officials and representatives of
the American Legion in celebrating
the completion of this great institu-
tion.

A short report was made on the
proposition of securing the permanent
encampment of the West Texas Con-
ference Assembly of the Methodist
Church, and while there was no defi-
nite information to impart to _the
meeting, it was stated that prospects
were bright indeed for securing this
encampment.

R. A. Franklin, superintendent of
the Kerrville Public Schools, submit-
mitted a proposition whereby the

In response to requests from far-
mers about treatment of oats for
smut, County Agent T. F. White
recommends the copper carbonate me-
thod, largely used in the West. The
advantages of this treatment are that
the grain does not have to be moist-

cheers under the able leadership of
Yell Leader Fincher and his assistant,
Herman Eckhardt.

ened and can be sowed immediately
afterward. The grain can be treated
during rainy weather, and, if sacked,
can be permitted to stand three or
four months without injury to the
seed,

A simple device can be made by tak-
ing a box or barrel with a tight fit-
ting cover and boring a hole through
the center, placing a rod or piece of
pipe through the hole so that the
ends rest on a support. Fill the box
about half full of grain and add cop-
per carbonate at the rate of two
ounces to each bushel of grain. Close
cover and turn rapidly for two min-

oughly with the grain. This treat-
ment is recommended by the Western
Experiment Stations because of the
fact that it does not injure the ger-
minating qualities of the grain, and
it can be drilled immediately after
treatment.

Copper carbonate dust is irritating
to the lungs and throat and care
should be taken not to inhale it. A
wet sponge or damp cloth should be
used over the mouth and nose while
the seed is being treated.

Maintenance Fund To Be Used on
Other County Roads.

| The Commissioners of Kerr County
! have been notified by the State High-
way Corhmission that the Kerrville-
Junction Highway will be taken over
by the State January 1st and main-
tained as a State Highway.

In anticipation of this event, the
Highway has been maintained in per-
fect condition, as the State will not
have money available at first to make
extensive improvements on highways
taken over, but do guarantee to keep
the highways in as good a condition
as when taken over by the State.

The taking over of this Highway by
the State will permit the county funds
and the fund endowed by Capt. Chas,
Schreiner for road maintenance to be
used on other roads in the county, so
that in a few years not only the main
Highway but all lateral roads will be
in the best possible condition.

Proceeds from the Highway Main-
tenance Fund amount to a little over
$11,000 per year, and in the past this
amount has been expended on the
main Highway, along w:th the pro-
ceeds from the sale of bonds voted
for that purpose. This amount of
money, available each year and ex.
pended wisely, will in a few years
time do wonders for the county roads.

At present it is not known whether
the maintenance crew will be contin-
ued after the first of the year or
whether the work on the lateral high-
ways will be done b{ contract. How-
ever, the trustees of the maintenance
fund state that the proceeds from
same will be used on these other roads
after it is not needed on the main
Highway. '

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KERRVILLE LIGHT PLANT INSTALLS

NEW 200-HORSEPOWER OIL ENGINE

Was Equipped With But One Unit
Seven Years Ago, Now Has Four;
Growth of City Responsible.

Installation of the new 200-horse-|
power Fairbanks-Morse oil engine at
the Kerrville Light & Power Com-!
pany's plant was begun the latter part
of last week. It is thought that the
new unit will be in use by October 15.

The new equipment gives the local
plant four light and power units with
a total of 508 engine horsepower and
with an electrical power large enough
to care for the needs of a city more
than twice the size of Kerrville.

The entire plant repsents quite a

I different scene today than it did back

in the early days of 1916 when the
present ownership, under the manage-
ment of S. Eastland, took over the

property. In those days there was
but a single power unit driven by
steam and supplying current from
{ about 5 p. m. until 8 a. m. The build-

ing was of frame and sheet iron con-
struction and was about half as large
as the present buildings.

Shortly after the property changed

hands a new 75-horsepower, two cyl-
inder Fairbanks-More oil engine and
generator were installed. That gave

the plant an auxiliary unit to use in
case of a breakdown of the other, ?

In the spring of 1917 an increase

was made in the service and day cur-
| rent was supplied three days each|
week. In 1918 the 24-hour service

was inaugurated and has been in ef-
fect since. !

During the summer of 1920 the
third power unit was added. It con-
sisted of a 126-horsepower Buckt-y(-]
oil engine and generator. To accom. |
odate the new equipment it became

a concrete block addition was erected. |

Steady growth of the city increased
the demand for light, power and ice
and to keep pace with the oxpnnsinn'
the management was constantly add- |
ing new and enlarged equipment and |
making improvements in their sys-
tems. In 1916 the capacity of the ice |
plant was six tons daily. During the |
summer months, and especially dur-)
ing fair weeks, it was necessary to
ship in ice by the carload from San
Antonio.

Last spring (1922) the ice plant
was enlarged by the addition of fa-
cilities which give the factory a daily
capacity of 18 tons at present, Man-
ager Eastland states that with this
capacity the plant is taxed to its lim.
it in the summer and that plans are
under consideration to take care of
the demand before another year
elapses. Mr, Eastland states that the
equipment will either have to be en-
larged or a storage vault of great ca-
pacity must be erected.

Then comes the new four cylinder
engine being installed. It represents
an investment of more than $16,000
and will take care of the electrical
needs of the city for lights for several
years, Manager Eastland says that
the plant is working to the end that an
independent power line can be estab-
lished in the future. When that pro-
ject materializes Kerrville will in-
deed take her place in the city class.

tem over the city and the enlargement

Back in 1916 only three men were
required to operate the entire plant.
Today eight men are on the pay roll.
The light and power service has
| nearly trebled since that time and

the demand for ice is more than three
times as great,

The only way to account for the
growth of the plant is the develop-
ment of Kerrville. Without a growth
and expansion in a city, utilities re-
main the same. When one stops to
consider the inerease in the facilities

of the local plant, made necessary by
the increasing demand for its service,
it seems very clear that Kerrville's
growth in the last seven and a half
years has not been a boom, but a

steady, substantial expansion in pop-
ulation, in business and in size.

The future growth of the Kerrville
Light & Power Company depends up-

on a corresponding expansion in Kerr-
ville, and the management is show-
ing its belief in that growth by lay-

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THE HIGH COST OF JUSTICE

Farm and Ranch: Members of the
bar associations throughout the coun-
try are showing interest in the de.
mands of laymen for a more simplified
and less expensive set of rules govern-
ing the operation of our courts. Many
lawyers have long realized the neces-
sity for reform, and at a bar associa-
tion meeting held recently in Beau-
mont, some very timely and apparent-
ly sensible suggestions were offered.
Just what will come of these sug-
gestions no one can foretell, but there
is encouragement in the fact that it
is generally recognized that a reform
is greatly needed.

The courts of our land were origin.
ally based on the courts of England,
the mother country, but' we have not
made the progress that has been made
in that country. Instead of constant-
ly striving to make justice more sure
and certain and to shorten the time
taken to dispose of a case, it seems
that we have gone just in the opposite
direction., Cases that would be dis-
posed of within a very few weeks in
England are dragged through a series
of new trials, appeals, etc., until years
elapse before they are marked off the
docket. Only those having influence,
or better yet, both influence and
money, can afford to seek justice in
our courts, Not that our courts can
be influenced or that they can be
bought, but because they are hope-
lessly entangled in such a mass of
precedent, red tape and rules of pro-
cedure that they are forced to witness
attorneys apply the wearing out pro-
cess in order to win their case. No
one should seek justice in a Texas
court who is unprepared financially to
fight through all of the courts of the
State and to suffer loss of time be-
cause of the various postponements

{| and delays demanded by the attorpeys

and granted by the 2ourts who fear
another reversal at the hands of the
higher court if they take any chances.

It is to be hoped that the bar as-
sociations of the land will not only
| devise means to save time for them-
| selves, but they will recommend a re-
| vision of the rules of procedure and
| bring about other reforms which will
make the courts of this State a poor
man's refuge as well as the rich man's
haven. When this is brought about
there will be more respect
courts and fewer infractions of the
law.

This country is ideal for the
three, but, comparatively speaking,
few people seem to realize it, There
are old settlers here who still almost
laugh at the idea as such a th'ng as
cabbage, tomatoes, peppers, berries,
peaches or pears, ever being any ma-
terial worth to the country,

One of our old-timers, however, rea.
lizes that such stuff means more to
the country than all the dry land
farming that could be done. He did
not know that until last year; a man
talked him into renting out one acre
of his land—an acre that could be ir-
rigated. The ground was used for
growing tomatoes; the owner of the
ground was to get one-third of the
money made on the little plot of
ground. Last fall, when he “counted
up,” he had $165 rent money. The man
is Robt. Lang.

This year he has about five acres
rented out, which is in truck stuff, and

Mr. Lang says the crop is better than
the one last year. He told the writer
Sunday that this winter he intends
building a large concrete reservoir, so
that next year he can handle the irri-
gating of the crop much better.

So before we speak lightly of truck
farming, let’s not forget that every
new truck farm that goes in enhances
land values.

Vegetables and fruit should now be
going out of here in car load lots in-
stead of truck load lots.
