As regards the horsepowu tax, the
minimum fee, irrespective of the size
of the motor, is $4 per year,

For instance, take a car in the Ford
class, weighing 2,000 pounds or less,
on which the weight tax is 40 cents’
per 100 pounds, the hotrsepower tax
is 17% cents per horsepower. The
latter tax remains the same on any
make of car, irrespective of amount
of horsepower. The ordinary Ford
car is rated at 22 horsepower, with
weight of 1,600 pounds.

While the motor fee bill at first
glance might appear to be compli-
cated, yet one can readily see how
simple it is, for it is only a question
of knowing the weight of the car to
be licensed and the horsepotwer—then
it becomes a matter of simple multi-
plication.

Texas Commercial News: Men
have been scorned for accepting a
bribe; the walls of penitentiaries have
extended their cold resisting stren h
in between the bribe receiver and
liberty; hundreds of papers have hold
up to scorn the bribe taker.

We agree that the public or pri-
vate individual who accepts a bribe
deserves all the ignominy his fellows
heap upon him; but we are wondenn$
tonight how refined our sense
bribery has become or shall become.

We believe that a groceryman has
a right to keep silent on matters af-
fecting public policy, if he fears trade
losses, for he has not taken a silent

ublic oath that he shall speak
bol y when the public’s interest is
involved,

Not so with the editor., Not so
with the publisher of a newspaper or
a magazine, or any other periodical,

When a marn accepts the responsi-
bility of the editorial pen, when a man
launches a periodical of any sort, he
takes a solemn oath that he will be
fair to society, that he will speak the
truth in his paper, that he will not
paint the fair face of truth for the
purpose of deceiving those who seek
the truth.

Much is said about the muzzled
press. Much is said about the ad-
vertisers dominating the papers’ poli-
cies. As for others, we know not

We don’t believe the advertiser or
the business man seeks to dominate
the press, nor do we believe that the
fair and conscientious statement of
editorial opinion ever hurt the busi-
ness of a paper.

We have found that editorial dom.
ination has not come from the ranks
of business, but it has sought to come
in the fair name of public welfare,
from the secretary or organizer of
some group which seems to keep its
face by pleading the public’s cause.

It is the secretary of the “organi-
zation devoted to the public welfare”
who seeks to have his “editorial” pub-
lished as the expression of your opin-
ion, or seeks to hold up before you
business losses should ycu follow the
course your conscience dictates.

Régardless of the paying end of a
newspaper, editorial utterances should
be ' absolutely free, and the paper
should be issued solely from the stand-
point of the general welfare of the
public.

Some would put “the pay end first,”
but we believe that the pay end of a
newspaper should be a secondary con-
sideration. The editorial and news
columns should be a paper’s only just-
ification of its existence.

We believe that a paper in the hands
of a sane, conscientious editor and
manager, who let their great goal be
truth, and who refuse to paint the
fair face of truth under any circum-
stances for the purpose of deceiving
their readers, will always be the most
successful paper from a financial
standpoint.

As a business proposition no pa.
per should ever be launched. Public
need should always give birth to a
paper, and this need should hover over
that paper as long as it lives.

No paper has a right to expect uni-
versal endorsement and approval. It
must be as content with the subscrib-
er who orders his subscription cancel-
led or the advertiser who cancels his
advertising contract or withholds his
advertising patronage, because of the
paper’s editorial utterances or its news
policy, as it is with those who as loyal-
ly stand by it.

It is a tact that sane, conscientious
editorial’ utterances and righteous
news policies have driven business
from the paper’'s door, but for every
