UNUSUAL COLLECTION OF HEIRLOOMS SELF’S JEWELRY STORE COMPLETES 
PROPERTY OF MRS. E. fi. WILLIAMS TWENTY-FIRST YEAR OF SERVICE

Hooka, Papers, L etters and Souvenirs Opened for Business May 13, 1903, 
D ating Back to Early Days of in Old Rock Drug S tore; Growth 

Nation in Assortm ent. Is Rapid and Substantial.

Did you ever picture in your mind’s 
eye the scene of the early days of the 
United S ta tes, helped in such picturi- 
zation by books, personal le tters and 
souvenirs of those tim es, some of his­
torical value, o thers of a personal 
fam ily nature , but all so vitally in ter­
esting  as to bring  clearly to your 
im agination the s tirrin g  times 
through which our forefathers passed 
im mediately following the D eclara­
tion of Independence ? /

Such was the experience of The 
M ountain Sun man last Saturday 
when he spent a delightful two hours 
in the home of Mrs. E. B. W illiams, 
1328 Jefferson  S treet, going over with 
her books, papers, le tters and souve­
nirs th a t have.been handed down in 
her fam ily for generations.

Some of the books in Mrs. W illiam 's 
possession date back as fa r  as 1759;

Ea r t of them are  school books used 
y her fo refa thers, and some are 

m agazines of cu rren t world events of 
those tim es; new spapers so old that 
they are yellowed w ith the passing 
years, yet w ithal so well preserved 
th a t the prin ting  is easily legible, 
containing artic les from the pen of 
such men as Daniel W ebster, Benja­
min Franklin , and others who had 
prom inent p a rts  in N ational affa irs  
of those days.

Mrs. W illiam s' g reat g randfathers, 
Thom as Harney and Adam Frailey, 
were men of prominence in those days 
and it is from these relatives th a t the 
heirlooms have descended.

Thomas H arney was a m ajor in the 
Revolutionary W ar and interesting 
indeed is the old bullet mold which he 
used to cast the balls used in the old 
muzzle-loading m usket with which he 
helped create th is country in which 
we live.

A nother relic th a t descended from 
him is an old fashioned oil lam p, used 
before even candles became popular. 
I t  is constructed so th a t ' it could 
easily be suspended from the  logs of 
the cabins and a cotton wick lying 
over the edge furnished the illum ina­
tion absorbing the oil in the iron 
container of the  lamp. Of a little 
la te r vintage and of a more aris to ­
cratic natu re  is the candle snuffer, 
which in la te r years he used.

Possibly one of the m ost in te rest­
ing relics handed down through the 
years is the Masonic apron th a t be­
longed to Thomas H arney. I t  is of 
the lam b’s skin and i? rem arkably 
well preserved. No record has been 
found as to  w hat Masonic lodge Mr. 
H arney belonged, and the w riting  on 
the back has been dimmed by the 
passing years so th a t one cannot read 
the date on which he was made a 
Mason. However, the old family 
Bible gives the  inform ation th a t he 
was born April 18, 1762 and died July 
16. 1813, so it is alm ost cetain tha t 
the apron was bestowed upon him 
either in the la tte r  p art of th e  17th 
century  or early  in the 18th. Mrs. 
W illiams th inks he joined the lodge 
in W ilm ington, Delaware, and la ter 
moved to Tennessee, then the fron tier, 
where there  possibly was no Masonic 
lodgcT available to  conduct the  burial 
services a t  his death, which would 
account fo r the apron rem aining in 
the fam ily instead of being buried 
w ith his body, according to  the  Ma­
sonic customs.

O ther in te resting  relics a re  from 
the o ther g reat g randfather. A white 
satin  vest, hand embroidered, which 
was worn by Adam F railey  on the 
day which he was m arried to Susanna 
Rumsey in 1794, together w ith the 
bride’s wedding slippers, of stain 
cloth and hand made, give an inkling 
into the proper th ing  to  w ear in those 
days. Possibly of more in terest, ea-

Tuesday, May 13, marked the 
tw enty-first anniversary of Self’s 
Jew elry Store. A fter more than  two 
decades of service to  patrons, the 
present handsome business house 
with the large stocks of various lines 
is a fa r cry from the little  com er 
in the old Rock Drug Store building 
occupied by S e lfs  in the early  days.

A stranger alighted from the 12:20 
tra in  April 30, 1903, and looked, with 
an eye of disapproval, a t the old 
dilapidated passenger depot of K err- 
ville. A few minutes passed and 
“B raggin’s Bus” stopped in fron t 
of the St. Charles Hotel, where one of 
the very few well kept lawns was 
pointed out to  the s tran g e r w ith the 
statem ent th a t it was the p re tties t 
spot in the city.

This s tranger was looking for a 
place where he m ight regain his 
health—get rid of a little  “th roa t 
trouble”—and earn a living fo r him­
self and family.

A few trips over the surrounding 
country and a liberal inhalation of 
the H eart o’ the Hills pure a ir  con­
vinced him th a t he had found the 
place for which he had been looking.

On May 13 the little  stock of 
jewelry, tools, m aterials and the good 
will of Chas. S. Kyle became the po- 
sessions of A. E. Self, who in his 
f irs t ad in the Mountain Sun said, 
“Shake; I am the new jeweler of 
Kerrville.”

The jew elry store a t  th a t tim e oc­
cupied one com er of the old Rock 
D rug Store, and consisted of one 
small show-case, one work bench and 
such push and energy as the proprie­
to r possessed. Though the new 
jeweler was also a graduate optom e­
tris t, the optical business was not 
pushed any because there was no 
room for testing  eyes. The kodak 
finishing was confined to his own in­
dividual developing and printing.

Five years in the Rock D rug Store, 
with such additional space as could be 
obtained, found more room absolute­
ly essential to the growing business. 
M. F. Weston was induced to  erect a 
building on Earl G arre tt S treet, 
where Pelf’s as an independent store 
opened up in the spring of 1908.

Six years la ter, kodak finishing 
having been taken up and more at-

Mrs. A. Z. Acree was killed while 
she was asleep Wednesday morning 
by the accidental discharge of a rifle 
in the hands of her husband.

The tragedy  occured about 5:30 
o’clock at the Acree home on the A. J. 
Norwood place on Turtle Creek, 11 
miles south of Kerrville.

Mr. Acree had arisen ju s t before 
daybreak without arousing his wife 
and was to join a brother to go to the 
field for a hunt. He had taken the 
gun, a .32 caliber W inchester, from 
its rack on the wall in a room adjoin­
ing th a t in which his wife was sleep­
ing.

In leaving the room he stumbled 
aga inst an incubator in the darkness, 
falling  across a rocking chair. The 
rifle struck an arm  of the rocker, 
causing it to be discharged.

The bullet passed through the open 
door and entered the top of Mrs. 
Acree’s head, ranging  downward and 
coming out through the mouth. Death 
v i s  instantaneous, physicians believe.

An inquest and post-m ortem  ex­
am ination were held as soon as o f­
ficers and a physician could reach the 
scene and a verdict of accidental 
death from gunshot wound was re­
turned.

Mrs. Acree was 43 years of age ami 
leaves, besides her husband three chil­
dren, two sons and a small daughter.

At a late hour Wednesday funeral 
arrangem ents were incomplete, as the 
relatives were aw aiting the arrival of 
Ellis C arter, a bro ther of the deceas­
ed, who was expected to arrive  from 
Carlsbad either late W ednesday even­
ing or early Thursday m orning. Mr. 
Acree, however, s ta ted  th a t the body 
probably would be taken to H em p­
stead, the old family home, fo r in­
term ent.

While the Acree fam ily have only 
resided in the com m unity a short 
time, they have made a host o f friends 
who join in expressions of sym pathy 
to the husband and children over this 
sad accident.

Game and Fish

Fredericksburg S tandard : We have 
a le tte r  from  the Game and Fish 
Commission a t A ustin to  the effect 
th a t while technically it m ay be a 
violation to use a .22 cal. rifle  on 
tu rtles  in rivers, s till all wardens 
have been instructed  to use judge­

ment and discretion and they will not 
file com plaint w here a rifle is used 
fo r th is  purpose only, as it is well 
known th a t tu rtles  destroy g rea t 
quan tities of fish . But it m ust be 
understood th a t such use of a rifle 
is not lawful outside of county of 
residence unless p arty  holds hunting 
license; th a t  all m anner of fish  trap s 
are unlaw ful; th a t  th is  includes m in­
now trap s  if made of wire or o ther 
m etallic substances; th a t fish boxes, I 
also known as “ live boxes,” for keep­
ing fish  caugh t legally until used are 
not unlaw ful. This cannot be stretch- 
to cover fish trap s , which are un ­
lawful.

No bass less th an  eleven inches 
long m ay be re ta ined  (bass are  also 
known as tro u t in this county); 
crappie and w hite perch, seven inches; 
th irty -five  fish per day of all kinds 
per man is the lim it; no live fish over 
th ree inches in length  m ay be used as 
bait unless caught with hook.

It is a violation of the law to leave 
any fish  on bank to die.

BETTER FIR E  PROTECTION

The Sun believes th a t something 
should be done by the citizens of 
Kerrville tow ard securing better fire  
protection fo r the city. The equip­
ment the city  has a t present is bet­
te r than possessed by many cities of 
even larger size than Kerrville, but 
it is not good enough for the m etrop­
olis of the Hill Country.

Pressure of the city mains is bet­
ter by fa r than  in most cities, but in 
addition to this pressure nearly every 
:ity of any size has some means of 
augm enting the pressure of their 
mains in case of fire. Some apply 
pressure to the entire system  of w ater 
mains by means of their central 
pumping station, while others have 
engines capable of applying the pres­
sure a fte r it leaves the mains. The 
la tter method would be fa r  more pre­
ferable to a city situated as is Kerr- 
rille.

An instance of the need of better 
protection occured las t Thursday, 
when the Fisk dairy barns adjoining 
the city, were destroyed by fire. The 
city departm ent responded to the 
alarm  and by aid o f the small chemi­
cal truck succeeded in preventing the 
spread of the flam es. But if they 
had possessed an engine capable of 
pumping w ater from either the large 
tank near the fire or from the creek 
within one hundred and fifty  yards of 
the barn, the flam es could easily have 
been suppressed within ten minutes 
with only a sm all loss to the owner.

Adjoining the city on all sides are 
fine homes that a re  not within reach 
of the city hydrants, and practically 
all are within reach of an inexhaunt- 
able supply of w ater in the river 
nearby which could be utilized' in 
fighting fire were the necessary ap­
paratus available.

In addition to  this an engine would 
greatly  increase the efficiency of the 
departm ent in the city where w ater 
from the city mains is available. The 
average pressure of the city mains ia 
from 40 to 60 pounds, while in the 
dem onstration put on by the W atrous 
F ire Equipm ent Co. the engine tested 
as high as 150 pounds. Where two 
men can easily handle a fire nozzle 
jn d er city pressure, it  required the 
united effo rts  of five to handle same 
under pressure from the engine. 
\nyone who has fought fire knows 

(ha t it is not the am ount of w ater you 
put on a fire  th a t extinguishes, hut 
the force with which this w ater is 
supplied.

A move is now on foot looking 
«>ward relieving the fire  hazard in 
Kerrville, and The Sun heartily  en­
dorses anyth ing  tha t will tend to give 
the city be tte r protection along this 
line.

MAIL ORDER PRINTING

San Marcos Record: The mail order 
printing houses have recently been 
sowing San Marcos down with circu­
lars and price lists, showing samples 
of prin ting  represented to be much 
cheaper than the local p rin ter's  prices. 
The prices may be below and perhaps 
are, th a t which the local p rin ter must 
charge and m aintain a reasonably 
substantial business and m eet the de­
mands and requirem ents of a respect­
able and progressive citizen. There 
is no difference in the local business 
man patronizing the mail order p rin t­
ing house because the cost is a little 
lower than the people a t large send­
ing away fo r their supplies because 
they can get them cheaper. The same 
principle is involved in each case. It 
is disloyalty to home industries and 
hurtfu l to every in terest of San M ar­
cos, because the money sent away ia 
gone from the channels of trade here 
and the local p rin ter and other busi­
ness men are made to su ffe r as a con­
sequence. Don’t ask the local paper 
to condemn mail order buying and 
then send away from home for p rin t­
ing when you m ight possibly save a 
few nickels. The fact is, th is cheap 
mail order prin ting  does not near 
compare with w hat you get a t home 
in quality and you also have the 
chance to read proofs and see what 
you are getting. You may say this 
artic le is selfish in its tendency. Well, 
we think the p rin ter who would not 
defend him self while he is defending 
his friends and neighbors would show 
poor judgem ent and very little  self- 
respect.

“In every phase of life the influence 
of m other affects our actions.

Beginning with her teach­
ing of baby lips to lisp a bedtime 
prayer, her teaching of the Lord’s 
P rayer and her stories of the C hrist 
as the child sits  on her knee, on 
through her kindly help in Bible and 
Sunday School lessons as the child 
m erges into youth and into full m an­
hood and womanhood. H er early 
guidance of our to tte ring  steps and 
her la ter counsel and advice as we 
travel along the road and slip and 
backslide and repent—her unfailing 
moral and physical encouragement in 
her e ffo rt to insure th a t we will be 
C hristian men and women—who can 
estim ate the immediate and fu ture 
influence ?

"No influence in the world excels 
th a t of the world’s mothers. The 
g rea t achievem ents of men in busi­
ness, in professions, in the a r ts  and 
sciences, in the city or on the farm  
are traceable to the influence of a 
good m other. *It is her life in 
another form  glorified in the 
trium phs of her children. Her guid­
ance pointed the w ay’.

“ M others’ children are  her delights; 
she weeps a t  their m isfortunes and 
shares th e ir tria ls  and business de­
pressions; she stands by them in ad­
versity  and, should they go wrong, it is 
m other who cannot believe they have

done evil. F riends may tu rn  their 
backs and acquaintances may con­
demn, but her love and fa ith  surpass 
all th ings; so th a t w hatever others 
may think, say, or do, she clings to 
them with a devotion unfailing. To 
die to save her children pain or 
m isery, to su ffer th a t they may be 
spared m isfortune—th a t is m other’s 
self-imposed way throughout the 
world.

“ When we are sore beset by tem p­
tation  and prone to stum ble and fall, 
when evil tongues are w agging and 
friends seem d riftin g  from  us, when 
we feel th a t all the world is against j 
us and would fain give up the s tru g ­
gle, m other is ever ready to put her 
loving arm s about us and help and 
protect and counsel and encourage 
and guide us and instill into us su f­
ficient of her own streng th  of 
character to overcome the obstacles 
and point to us the ever ready aid and 
ever present love of God and His 
prom ise to help us when we come to 
Him in prayer.

“How m other prays over us and 
w ith us and urges us to take all our 
difficulties and troubles to the G reat 
F a th er and the Loving E lder Brother. 
How often, when m other is dead, or 
absent, do we feel her presence and 
her influence when we are tem pted 
or troubled, and how sweet and 
soothing is the thought of her and of 
w hat she would wish, or do, in the 
circum stances—w hat she would say— 
how she would feel if we do tha t 
which we know we should not—and 
how often has th a t influence caused 
us to  do the rig h t and refuse to do 
the w rong?

“And, when we have yielded to 
tem ptation and have sinned, how we 
have had to fight our conscience when 
thoughts of m other and her teachings 
arise to  confound and confuse us.

“ Even the wicked m other, who has 
tau g h t her child many wicked things 
and who has neglected or defied God 
and influenced her child in the same 
path, has some redeem ing tra its  the 
g rea test of which is the fierceness 
and tenderness of her m other love 
which leaves its influence in some 
good tra i t  in the child.

“ A ltogether, then, it m ust be noted 
th a t ‘m other’s influence’, be it good 
or evil, is, next to God’s love and 
omnipotence, the g rea tes t th ing in 
the world and unbounded, never-end­
ing.

“ Let us all cherish and revere th a t 
m other love and ever give heed to 
tha t ennobling influence of mother.

“ Let us all give thanks this day 
th a t the Good God has blessed us 
w ith such good, C hristian  m others 
whose influence was, and is, ever for 
the best.”

(Continued From  F irs t Page)
clean competition in sports; the hikes 
am id the m ysteries of N ature and the 
learning of her secrets; the doing of 
work in the sp irit of fun; punctual­
ity se lf-tau g h t; orderliness through 
exam ple; the grow ing knowledge of 
God through an appreciation of His 
w orks; the  discussing of life problems 
about the camp fire ; the sp irit of 
service to o thers; discipline based on 
justice; the inspiration of messages 
from men who know boys; whole­
some, appetizing food; the health-giv­
ing sleep of the open; development 
th rough self-accom plishm ent; the 
satisfaction of a sum m er spent in 
body and charac ter building—these 
are  some of the things th a t Camp Rio 
Vista has to offer to the boys who go 
there.

The camp site consists of 320 acres 
of land. Tw enty acres in the form  of 
a square with the Guadaulpe on one 
of its  sides comprise the camp proper. 
About the o ther th ree aides are 
placed the snug, substan tial, floored 
camp houses.

The cabins are used as sleeping 
quarte rs and accommodate seven boys 
and an adult leader. Each house is 
equipped w ith built-in spring  cots, 
fo r which each boy m ust furnish  his 
bedding.

Centrally located stands the airy 
dining hall, the san itary  screened 
kitchen, com m issary, supply house, 
business office and firs t aid room. 
The la tte r  is provided with an ample 
stock of supplies with Dr. J . D. Jack- 
son as camp physician.

In the hollow square formed by the 
ten ts lie the baseball diamond, bas­
ket ball, volley ball and tennis courts, 
running track , jum ping pit and other 
means by which the boys may enjoy 
themselves.

A strongly  constructed diving pier 
star.os a t  the edge of the river with 
diving platform s of various heights, 
life guard’s station and boat landing.

Boys learning to  swim have access to 
a roped-off shallow enclosure under 
the careful supervision of trained 
swimming instructors.

The camp farm , all under irr ig a ­
tion, furnishes a fresh  daily supply of 
vegetables and other fa rm  products 
which mean much to  the wholesome­
ness and varie ty  of the cam p table. 
The cam p’s own dairy and poultry 
farm  supplies products of th a t  n a ­
ture.

Thorough physical exam inations 
are given each boy as he en ters the 
camp and careful records of his con­
dition and its im provem ents a re  kept. 
No boy is perm itted  to en ter the camp 
unfit, or showing any sym ptom s of 
communicable disease.

The daily program  includes se ttin g ­
up exercises and athletics conducive 
to the development and hardening of 
muscles and tissue, erect carriage and 
posture, increased lung capacity 
through deep b reath ing  and life in the 
open.

In order to stim ulate each boy to 
a tta in  the highest development pos­
sible an  honor system  has been in­

augurated, based upon the following 
points, each o f which counts ten:

H ealth, neatness, prom ptness, m an­
ners, cheerfulness, m orals, tru s t­
worthiness, achievem ent, industry, 
and helping others. When fifty  points 
have been secured the f irs t  honor 
emblem is presented. Upon securing 
sixty points the second is given, and 
with the obtaining of ninety points 
the high honor emblem, a greatly  cov­
eted honor, is given.

have road in the  new spapers in many
days w as th a t  about Governor Mc­
C ray of Ind iana, resign ing  the gov­
ernorsh ip  to  e n te r  upon a  ten  y ea rs’ 
sentence in prison fo r using the mails 
to  defraud. No doubt McCray did 
not g e t more than  was com ing to him. 
Men who have been honored by high 
positions should be held more ac­
countable fo r violations of law than  
the  humble, ignoran t citizen, but 
th ere  is som ething sad about the fall 
of a m an to whom g rea t things have 
been en trusted . McCray knew better, 
he now has ten long years to reflect 
upon his m istakes, and his punish­
m ent will be much harder on him 
than  it would be on the hardened 
crim inal.

Not long ago ten persons came 
from  a d istan t county in Texas to the 
P asteu r In s titu te  to be trea ted  for 
the  bite of a dog th a t proved to be
mad—an ordinary, useless, town dog. 
The expense to  those1 people was sev­
eral hundred dollars and some of them  
could poorly afford  it. The fear and 
distress of mind cannot be m easured 
in dollars. Of course a dog with a 
collar on is just as dangerous as the 
untaxed dog, but if the unlicensed 
dogs in the towns were disposed of 
the danger would be reduced ju st tha t 
much. The P asteu r In stitu tes of th t‘ 
country are constantly  crowded with 
rabies patien ts, and occasionally a 
precious life is offered up as a sacri­
fice to the dog. It is had, but there 
is little  prospect th a t the average 
family will allow itself to be divorced 
from its dogs.

The general in terest shown in Music 
Week in Texas is encouraging. Every 
year more in terest is being shown 
everywhere in music und musical en­
terta inm ents. Music is being taugh t 
by capable teachers in most of the 
public schools of the cities and towns 
and it is gradually m aking its way 
into the country schools. A few years 
ago, when the talk ing  machine and 
the player piano were introduced the 
people who always fear innovations 
told us in all seriousness tha t the 
study of music would soon be obsolete. 
Instead of th a t, the appreciation of 
good music has increased manyfold.

If the proposed Centennial Expo 
sition is put over on the extensive 
plan th a t is now proposed and is 
made, as is contem plated, a world- 
a ttrac tin g  exhibition, it will prove the 
most valuable undertaking Texas has 
ever fostered. The selection of com­
missioners from each of the 31 Sena­
torial D istricts and the plan to  d is­
tribu te the vntire commission as 
equitably as possible over the whole 
S tate will elim inate localism and sec­
tional favoritism  and m ake the Cen­
tennial, as it should be, of the utmost 
State-wiiie interest.

The “unloaded gun” is running a 
close race with the railroad grade 
crossing in Texas in num ber of fa ­
talities. It is hard to tell which is 
the most heedless of life, the fellow 
that plays with a gun or the speed 
maniac who tries to beat a tra in  to  
a crossing. A Mineral Wells man re ­
cently shot his bride of a few weeks 
when he played the part of a dan ­
gerous hold-up man and fired w hat 
he thought was an unloaded pistol a t 
her. (iuns of any kind a re  danger­
ous playthings. Railway tra in s have 
the righ t of way over th e ir  crossings. 
Be sure that they have it.

Southern Methodist U niversity  did 
a courageous thing recently in ex­
pelling nine students and suspending 
25 others for partic ipa ting  in a "wild

drinking’' party . Boys who go to 
college to  drink and carouse have no 
righ t to  contam inate the others who 
are  there  fo r serious work, or to  in­
ju re  the reputation of the school. Re­
spectable g irls and boys should not 
have to  associate w ith such m oral de­
generates, even though they may 
come from the “ best fam ilies.” That 
was a courageous ac t on the p a r t of 
S. M. U. because it cu t itse lf out of 
some nice tuition fees and an tagon­
ized the doting paren ts of the ex­
pelled and suspended students.

A few nights ago I saw a well 
dressed young man, evidently a s tu ­
dent. s tealing  a ride on the back end 
of an A ustin s tree t ca r th a t  was pass­
ing along a crowded stree t. The 
young fellow seemed to  be enjoying 
him self and feeling proud of the fact 
th a t he was a petty  th ief. He was 
stealing  seven cents from  the s tree t 
railw ay company as though it were 
a commendable accom plishm ent. The 
fellow who will steal seven cents will 
likely steal seven dollars or seven 
thousand dollars if the opportunity  is 
presented. There a re  no degrees in 
the m orals of theievery.

Miss Tullie W illiam s, in charge of 
kodak finishing, will show visitors 
how the pictures a re  made, pointing 
out how the film s a re  num bered to 
keep tab  on who’s who, then dropped 
down into a deep tank  filled w ith a 
reddish looking fluid, kep t there  a 
few m inutes, then tran sfe rred  to an­
other and another until finally  a good 
negative appears; then how th is neg­
ative, a piece of white paper, a press 
of the foot upon a lever, then  the

place of white paper im m ersed in a 
tra y  of w ater— and lo! there  you are, 
a good likeness, if  you did your p a r t 
well, o r a poor one if you shook the 
kodak.

press: Up in the grasshopper belt, 
Mason, Llano, Gillespie, Runnels and 
Coleman (and other) counties, it  de­
velops th a t the ranchmen, in some in­
stances, a re  not waked up to the full 
significance of w hat is ahead of 
them, and are not “sold” on the idea 
of poisoning by bran mash. They 
say th a t it is dangerous to their stock 
to go out and sca tte r th a t poison 
m ash over the g rass and weeds on 
which the cattle  feed. The ranchmen, 
in some instances, are not w illing th a t 
the fa rm er, in the protection of his 
crops, may poison a strip  of their 
pasture land alongside his crop. Now 
comes to bat Charles H. Gable, San 
Antonio, of the Federal D epartm ent 
of A griculture, who is working on the 
case, who says there is no danger to 
stock feeding on the g rass and weeds. 
Says he has gone out and sowed down 
grass land where the finest Jersey  
dairy herds were grazing, and had 
no losses. His opinion is th a t a 
hungry cow, s ta rtin g  out early  in the

then, with one full swoop, lay low 
th« countryside. They will do it 
early , before the hoppers destroy the
best of things. No need to w ait until 
Mr. Hopper grows to old age wisdom 
and cussedness, before cu tting  off his 
career.
