SAN ANTONIO. Tex.— Acceptance 
by Colonel Charles A. Lindbergh of 
an invitation to be a distinguished 
gu<-st at the American Legion at its 
national convention at San Antonio 
October 8 to 12 has added greatly 
to the alreudy keen interest in the 
convention.

Nat M. Washer, general convention 
chairman, has announced that the 
flying colonel has definitely accepted 
the invitation extended to him by 
National Commander Edward E. 
Spafford.

Special interest attaches to Lind­
bergh's coining to San Antonio as 
this will be the first visit to the city 
since he graduated from the flying 
course at Kelly Field here in March 
1925, and was placed in the air 
corps reserve.

Lindbergh entered Brooks Field 
here for primary training on March 
19, 1924. He began his course at 
Kelly Field in September following 
and garduated March 14, 1925. Lit­
tle was heard from his until in May, 
1927, when he hopped the Atlantic in 
the “ Spirit o f St. Louis.”

Lindbergh is expected to make an 
address at the convention and will 
be an interested spectator at the two 
air circuses on the convention enter­
tainment program. Therfc he will see 
the beat o f the army’s fliers com­
pete.

Coming of Lindbergh and other 
distinguished visitors and the enter­
tainment program, the greatest the 
Legion has ever had at a convention, 
are expected to increase motor and 
all other kinds of travel to the con­
vention.

ALBUQUERqUE.— With the Dem­
ocratic State Convention to convene 
September 4, and an announcement 
of dates expected from the Republi­
can camp within the next few days, 
New Mexico state politics today wore 
its most lively aspect in several 
months.

Mr. Dow said he would make a 
detailed statement of his platform 
within the next few days. Attorney 
General Dow had been advanced by 
his friends as a candidate for several 
months and the Otero and Eddy 
county democratic conventions in­
structed their delegates for him.

“ One o f my main planks,’ ’ Mr. 
Dow said, “ will be ‘honesty, in­
creased efficiency, and strict economy 
in the management of state depart­
ments and of state and county gov­
ernment in general.

“ The management of our state 
business and state departments 
should be gone over by experts or 
efficient business men just as a skill­
ed mechanic would overhaul an auto­
mobile. If nominated and elected 
governor, it will not be my intention 
to enter the realm of false economy, 
but it will be my intention to so de­
crease the cost of state government 
that New Mexico will be enabled to 
get her feet back upon the ground, 
so that state may in turn get the 
advantage of all available outside 
capital.

“ We are confronted with many 
vitul questions in New Mexico all of 
which it is my intention to discuss 
later.’’

Gold ore which, it is believed, will 
run as high as $50,1)00 a ton, has 
been struck in the Tres Hermanas 
mountains, eight miles from Colum­
bus, N. M., and twenty-Ave miles 
from Deming, according to a long 
distance telephone message from A. 
J. Evans, manager of the Columbus 
telephone exchange, last night.

Mr. Evans said the strike of rich 
gold ore had been made by J. M. 
Crump and that while no thorough 
analysis of the ore has been made, 
experienced mining men say it is ex­
traordinarily rich. It is believed 
Crump has made one o f the greatest 
strikes in the history of New Mexico

Great excitement in Columbus, 
Deming and throughout the country 
around the two towns has been 
caused by the gold strike.

Greeted by more than 5,000 cheer­
ing persons, Herbert Hoover, presi­
dential nominee on the republican 
ticket, made his Arst appearance as 
a candidate in Albuquerque Sunday 
afternoon.

The train rolled slowly through the 
vast crowd and the observation car 
came to a stop opposite the Western 
Union office where the majority of 
the ciowd had congregated. As soon 
as the train had passed under the

began climbing on the steps o f the 
car and yelling “ Hello, Mr. Hoover."

Mr. Hoover smiled and said, "Hello 
boys.”

Cutting Introduces Him.
As soon as the train stopped an 

amplyfying apparatus was placed on
the observation platform and Senator 
Bronson M. Cutting made the intro­
duction.

“ 1 am not introducing the republi­
can nominee for the presidency, his 
election is already assured," Senator 
Cutting declared. “ And I am not in­
troducing him as the secretary of 
commerce as the eminence he has 
already reached could not be made 
any greater by titles.’ ’

"Mr. Hoover is one of the most 
renowned men in the world today.” 
Mr. Cutting said in closing his in­
troduction.

Mr. Hoover in his opening remarks 
said that as a young man over 30 
years ago he lived in New Mexico 
and for nearly a year was engaged 
in mining. “ I have revisited New 
Mexico frequently, the last occasion 
being a month spent with you in 
settlement of the Colorado river 
compact problem.”

Hoover's Speech.
Mr. Hoover’s speech follows:
“ I always receive inspiration front 

New Mexico. It represents a beauti­
ful mingling of three civilizations. 
The Ane qualities of Spanish civili­
zation brought by the early Spanish 
friars who came with the first word 
of Christ, was blended into the still 
earlier civilization, while the coming 
of the people from the United States 
brought the stimulation of modern 
life.

“ In this melting of three civiliza­
tions you are working out the best 
qualities of these races into common 
American citizenship. The historic 
past has left its many records; 
the present has impressed into ser­
vice the powers of social progress. 
By your uniting o f the best of these 
civilizations you have given a dis­
tinctive character to your cities and 
your state. You have preserved the 
motifs of the earlier civilization in 
your architecture; and in your mode 
of living you are giving to this part 
of the United States a color that is a 
constant rebuke to those who would 
complain that our modern industrial­
ism is stamping out individuality and 
character.

“ I like to remember in these days 
the occasion of raising the American 
flag in this state by General Kearney 
when he made a statement that is 
as true today as it was then. He 
said:

“ 'We come as friends to make 
this a part of representative gov­
ernment In our government all men 
are equal. Every man has a right 
to serve God according to his con­
science and his heart.’

“ This was a great charter for a 
new member o f this Union. It em­
bodied the true spirit of American 
liberties.

"Likewise it is only in the atmos­
phere of economic freedom that we 
can have full scope for initiative and 
individuality. It is justly your pride 
that the state of New Mexico in­
sists that this freedom shall be given 
equally to all its citizens.

“ Infused with this spirit your ener­
gies, your labors and your intelli­
gence are bringing out of this land 
o f unlimited possibilities, the re­
sources and a thousand material di­
rections.

“ But you have not been content 
with material advancement. I was 
much interested and impressed with 
the account o f my friend, Dr. Wil­
bur, concerning the advance made 
by your university into the Arst rank

Some people do not seem to grasp the idea that 
it pavs to tell the truth onlx when boosting their town 
or communitv ; they make rash statements that are not 
altogether true- then expect to build up heir section 
of the country with this kind of boosting—evidently 
thinking that when the immigrants come and see that 
thev have been deceived, that they will put their heart* 
-—and pockelhook* into making the community what 
thev thought it was before they tame.

Last week we read an article from a community that 
said: ‘'Farmers are busy harvesting peaches, prunes
and grapes." when we happened to know that there 
were no grapes or prunes at all in this particular 
community and not more than a hundred bushels of 
peaches at most.

What would people think of that neighborhood if 
they went there to buy some of this fruit?

What would people looking for a location think of 
buying property there after reading about the farmers 
lieing busy harvesting this fruit and finding when 
they got there that there was none to harvest? Would 
they invest their money in a place that had been mis- 
represented? Would you?

Several years ago this writer was working as a 
linotype operator on a newspaper in Eastern New 
Mexico when the editor handed us an article to be 
set that contained this statement: "Bees find excel­
lent forage through the winter months on the lieautiful 
wild flowers that dot our. prairies.”  We refused to set 
the article until this falsehood was stricken out of it. 
Such boosting as this is knocking, pure and simple. 
Our winters are mild, but we never saw any wild flow­
ers in the winter time.

We believe in boosting, but bless your life, when 
we make a statement we are always able to prove it.

We Ivelieve that this is the heat farming district 
in Eastern New Mexico: and we can prove it. We be­
lieve we have the best mineral water in the world—  
and a swig from the well will convince you that we 
are right. We believe that liagerman is the liest town 
in the \ alley, and that we can double our population 
bv consistent, constructive boosting let’s try it.

The best "Buy at Home”  editorials ever written, are 
the advertisements of live merchants in their own home 
papers, and as long as business men of the small cities 
and towns continue to patronise their home paper they 
will not have to worry seriously about the competition 
of catalog houses. It's when the merchants stop ad­
vertising that the catalog houses get in their effective 
work.

A good example as to how the plan of the mail 
order houses works, is to !h- seen in the activities at 
the first of each year. New catalogs are scattered over 
the country and mid-winter sales are conducted to get 
what cash may have been left over from Christmas. 
Usually the mail order houses beat the merchants to 
the January Clearance sales. Then again in April 
the catalog houses stage a spring sale, this being a 
mid-season lime when the merchants are not adver­
tising heavily. Again in July the merchants are ad­
vertising light in most places and again the mail order 
fellows get in their work.

During the fall most catalog huuses go easy on ad­
vertising. The local merchants are going after holi­
day business with a vengeance at that time of the year 
and the mail older houses know that it would be a 
waste of money to try and combat that kind of compe­
tition. However, as soon as the Christinas drive is 
over, the catalog house again comes out in the open, 
because it knows the merchant intend» to rest from 
advertising for awhile.

If merchants could only learn to advertise steadily, 
even though they have to cut down the size of their 
space some time and if they would constantly keep their 
name before the people of their community, they Would 
do more good than all the "Buy at Home" editorials 
that might be written.

D ll) YOU KNOW that—no matter 

whut its make— your ear can have a 
windshield of glass that will not shat­
ter? Good news to thousands of 
mothers who hesitate to take chil­
dren on motor trips along crowded 
highways!

The safety windshield hus no wires 
in its construction, but is a triplex 
product made of three layers of glass 
welded together by heat, pressure 
and a chemical treatment that makes 
it indistinguishable from ordinary 
glass.

Under severe impact triplex glass 
will yield, but does not fly in frag­
ments or present jagged edges that 
cut and tear. Which is to say— it is 
good accident insurance against more 
than hulf the injuries that occur to 
motorists, for insurance statistics 
tell us 65 per cent of all motor acci­
dents are due to broken glass.

Eyesight and one’s good looks are 
precious possessions. It pays to pro­
tect them in every reasonable way.

To Darken Light Tan Shoes
If you will rub your tan shoes 

with a cloth dipped in ammonia they 
will be a darker shade when dry. If 
necessary, repeat the treatment sev­
eral times, allowing the leather to 
dry between applications.

Reference is made to tlie seeming inability of resi­
dents of different communities to come to an agreement 
as to the location of bridges or the route of a new 
road.

Location lights are the bane of the highway de- 
paitmenl engineers and often serve to retard construc­
tion of the road or the bridge in question. In another 
part of New Mexico a project lias been hanging tire 
seven years after the funds were made available because 
interested people would not come to an agreenmt. An­
other project has been delayed five years because of a 
bitter location fight.

These men as a rule are not politically 
minded tor they retain their positions through chang­
ing administrations. They are men who honor their 
profession and take pride in the work they do. Of 
course they are liable to make mistakes occasionally. 
But their decisions when finally made, are based on 
fads painstakingly acquired and compiled. Farming- 
ton Times Hustler.

COTTON FIELD DAY TO 
BE HELD AT THE STATE 
C O LLE G E  SEPT, 24TH

There are probably more than one 
hundred varieties of cotton grown in 
the United States, but of this num­
ber only a few are adapted for New 
Mexico. Much work has been done 
m increasing the yields but a recent 
survey shows that if New Mexico 
wishes to continue growing cotton ut 
a profit, cotton having a staple of 
sufficient length and strength to 
meet the requirements of the mills, 
must be produced

V arieties of cotton cross very eas­
ily and this leads to rapid degenera­
tion; so constant and careful seed 
selection is necessary The State Col­
lege is cooperating with the farmers 
in various counties in breeding a 
variety of cotton which is adapted 
to our climate and which will pro­
duce a good staple

G. Quesenberry, agronomist at the 
State College, H. G. McKeever, cotton 
specialist U. S. D. A. Indio, Califor­
nia, and A. R. Leding, superinten­
dent of the acclimatization station, 
U. S. D. A., located at Las Cruces 
were in Eddy county last week and 
held a meeting with the farmers and 
explained how the breeding work is 
to be carried on. They also inspected 
the seed field now being grown at J. 
A. Hardy’s farm near Otis and as­
sisted the farmers in pulling up all 
o ff type plants.

On September 24th a cotton field I 
day will be held at State College and | 
cotton growers are invited to attend. 
The experiments being carried on by 
the Agronomy department and the 
breeding experiments carried on by 
the U. S. Department o f Agriculture 
at their acclimatization station will 
all be visited. Everyone will have a 
chance to get first hand information 
on different varieties of cotton 
grown. Information showing the in­
fluence of various amounts of water 
on yield of cotton will also be avail­
able.

It has been alleged by former Gov­
ernor Hannett that more highways 
were constructed during any year of 
his administration than during the

Nothing is more important to the 
future of America than that our cit­
izens manifest their own interest in 
its future by voting. We must de­
plore the fact that in the last presi­
dential election, of fifty-four million 
qualified voters, only about fifty 
per cent cast their votes. This year, 
it is anticipated that there will be 
fifty-six million qualified voters in 
the country, and 1 hope and urge 
that the great proportion of these 
will take advantage of the voting 
right. It is a sad commentary on 
our democracy that Germany, with 
only half o f our population, saw two 
million more votes cast at its elec­
tion for president thaii the United 
States in 1924. We are generally 
behind other countries in the votiiqg 
record, although in foreign countries 
the voting franchise has been a com­
paratively recent exercise of sover­
eignty by the citizens. It is com­
mendable that both parties this year 
are making earnest endeavors to 
have enrolled a very large vote. If 
an administration is to function well 
and to decide wisely on important 
issues, it should be governed by pub­
lic opinion. We certainly do not get 
the public opinion of the United 
States when only fifty per cent of 
the qualified voters appear at the 
polls. The time to record either 
satisfaction or disapproval o f o f­
ficials is on election day. Grumbling 
ubout our public servants on other 
days of the year is largely a waste 
of time.

We do not want to see here a gov­
ernment of all the people by fifty 
per cent of the people. We have 
been having a government by only 
a majority within the fifty per cent, 
which is far less than the actual 
majority o f the qualified voters.

This coming election will afford 
the people an opportunity to regis­
ter their views in no uncertain way 
on some fundamental issues. Neither 
o f the candidates, if elected, would 
feel primed for acting as chief ex­
ecutive if only a portion of fifty per 
cent of the voters is ersponsible for 
his certificate of election.

In 1924 Mr. Coolidge received fif­
teen million, seven hundred and 
twenty-five thousand and sixteen 
votes. Mr. Davis received eight mil 
lion, three hundred eighty-six thous­
and, six hundred twenty-four votes. 
Mr. La Follette received four million, 
eight hundred thirty thousand and 
four hundred seventy-eight votes. 
And there were scattered one hun­
dred and fifty-seven thousand votes. 
The total vote was only twenty-nine 
million, ninety-nine thousand, one 
hundred and thirty-one. There were 
qualified to vote in 11124, fifty-four 
million, one hundred twenty-eight 
thousand, eight hundred and ninety- 
five. So that Mr. Coolidge, who was 
elected president, only received a 
little more than one-fourth of the 
qualified votes of the country.

Research into this neglect of vot­
ing by the people of the United 
States has led our legislative bodies 
into taking action in order to de­
velop a greater vote. The principal 
measures in this line have been the 
various laws made by the states lor 
“ absentee voting.” Forty-five of the 
forty-eight states have made provis­
ions so that absentees from these 
states may cast their ballots.

For every one hundred votes cast 
for president in 11120, there were 
ninety-six who could vote but did 
not. This is no way to elect a presi­
dent of the United States, who, under 
our constitution, given more power 
than any one human being in the 
world.

Remember, this campaign will be 
the most stirring in the history of 
American politics. There is no Amer­
ican who does not want to take part 
in it. In many instances heretofore 
the race has been very close. Under 
our electoral college system of se­
lecting a president, one state may de­
cide the result. In that state, a few 
votes either way may determine the 
entile election. One man’s vote is as 
good as another man's vote. The 
quality known as Amercanism is 
demonstrated to a mathematical cer-

Voting under the absentee voting 
laws is made simple and requires but 
little effort.

The candidates will struggle in­
cessantly in making an appeal for 
your vote. They are at least en­
titled to expect you to exercise your 
franchise. Strong men are running. 
Great issues fill the air. It will be 
up to you to pass judgment and you 
cannot do it if you fail to register. 
The American vote has a background 
of bloody sacrifice by the great 
Americans of all our wars. If you 
choose to be voteless, they have sac­
rificed, to that extent, in vain.

After a terrific struggle, the fran­
chise was granted to the women of 
America. In the 1920 election, it is 
estimated that the women cast thirty 
seven per cent of the total vote; and 
forty-three per cent of the women 
qualified to vote, actually voted. In 
only a few of the states did the 
women cast fifty per cent or more 
o f their voting strength.

The issues presented at the coming 
election will be of intense interest to 
the women of the land. The cost of 
living, employment, freedom of con­
science, religious liberty and equal 
opportunity should attract a great 
majority o f the women to register 
and to vote.

Every man and woman who votes 
and does not encourage the other 
members of their families to do like­
wise, only casts a portion of a vote.

Working women have a vast inter­
est at stake in the election. Gover­
nor Smith stands us the champion of 
human rights and wellfare of the 
working women. Of no other accom­
plishment is he prouder than of the 
success attending his efforts in the 
state o f New York to better the con­
ditions of women in industry. As 
president, he would have a tremen­
dous influence on national legislation 
towards the same end. I trust the 
women will appreciate his services 
i nthis respect by their registration 
and vote.

Sauerkraut has become such a pop­
ular article of diet in this country 
that, we now produce about 18,000,000 
gallons each year, the value of this 
amounting to over three million dol­
lars. Sauerkraut has the same chemi­
cal composition as cabbage, the prin­
cipal difference being that the added 
salt and acid resulting from fermen­
tation largely replace the sugar of 
the cabbage. These changes make 
sauerkraut much more palatable than 
cabbage to many people and do not 
detract materially from its food 
value.

A very simple and practical method 
of trapping roaches in large num­
bers is to take several tin pans with 
vertical sides about three inches in 
height, greasing the bottoms and 
sides with rancid butter and plac­
ing the pans where the pests are 
most numerous. The roaches will 
be trapped in the pans because of 
their inability to climb up the greas­
ed sides, and may be destroyed by 
shuking out into fire or boiling water. 
Commercial sodium fluoride dusted 
into their hiding places or runways 
is an effective means of poisoning 
them.

The Moot question, whether wom­
en drivers are involved in more ac­
cidents than men, is in a fair way 
to be decided by checks being made 
in various parts o f the country, it is 
indicated in reports reaching the 
Automobile Club of Southern Cali­
fornia.

In the District o f Columbia, it was 
found that 122,900 persons operating 
automobiles, 15 per cent were worn-

In a check of eighty-three fatal 
accidents, only 2.4 women drivers 
were involved, while 91.6 per cent 
were men. Six per cent were un­
identified.

In San Francisco, a study o f 1,000 
fatal motor vehicle accidents indicat­
ed that women drivers comprise only 
20 per cent of the total, and that 
they participated in less than 5 per 
cent of the fatalities investigated.

These checks, however, dealt only 
with persons actually at the wheel 
of motor vehicles and no mention is 
made of back-seat driving.

1. Paul and Silas In Jail (w . >6 26).
L The occasion (vv. 16-24).
As the missionaries went out from 

day to day to the place of prayer they 
were accosted by a young wornaD poe 
sessed by e spirit of divination. Shs 
was owned by a syndicate of men who 
derived large gains from her soothsay­
ing. Her utterances as sfc” followed the 
missionaries became a great annoy 
wuce to Paul, who In the name ot 
Jesus Christ commanded the evil spirit 
to come out of her. The spirit In this 
maid testified that these were serv 
anta of the Most High God and that 
they proclaimed the way of salvation. 
But Patti, like Jesus (Murk 5:7). would 
not have Satan's testimony. The evil 
spirit Immediately obeyed Paul’s com­
mand. When the demon was cast out. 
the supernatural power of the maid 
was gone, therefore Uie source of rev­
enue waa dried up. This so exasper­
ated her owners that they brought 
Paul and Sllaa before the magistrates 
on the false charge of the changing of 
customs. It was not custom but their 
unlawful gain which waa Interfered 
with. There la alwaya trouble when 
the unlawful business In whtcb men 
are engaged la threatened.

2. Their behavior In Jail ( t. 25).
Paul and Silas prayed BDd sang

hymns to God. It seems quite natural 
that they should pray under such cir­
cumstances, but to sing hymns la at- 
tonUblug to all who have not come 
Into posseaslon of the peace of God 
through Christ Even with backs lac­
erated and smarting, and feet fast In 
the stocks compelling the most pain­
ful attitude, In the dungeon darkness 
of the Inner prh-on with extreme un­
certainty before them, their hearts 
went up to God In gratitude.

3. Their deliverance (». 26).
The Lord wrought deliverance by 

sending a great earthquake which 
opened the prison doors and loosed 
their bands.

II. The Conversion of the Jailer
(vv. 27 34).

The Jailer bad small sympathy for 
the prisoners, for as soon as they were 
made secure, he went to sleep. Being 
suddenly aroused from slumber by the 
earthquake he was about to kill him­
self, whereupon Paul assured him that 
the prisoners were all safe. What he 
had heard of their preaching and what 
now he experienced caused him to 
come as a bumble Inquirer after sal­
vation. He was convicted of sin and 
felt the need of the Savior. Paul 
clearly pointed the way to be saved, 
snying, “ Believe on the Lord Jesus 
Christ.” The word “believe” means 
to trust and fully obey. The proof 
that the Jailer was saved la three­
fold;

1. Transformation from brutality to 
tenderness (v. 33).

Ue who a little while ago could with 
Impunity lay on I he cruel lashes Is 
now disposed to wash their wounds.

2. Coufesslon of Christ In baptism 
(v. 33).

Those who have really been con­
victed uf sin and have experienced the 
saving grace of God delight to con­
fess their fulth In Him under all clr 
cu instances.

3. He set meat before them (v. 34).
4. Ills whole household baptized 

(v. 33).
When a man’s family Is willing to 

follow him, you may be sure that his 
conversion Is genuine.

HI. The Magistrates Humbled
(vv. 35-40).

L Orders to release tbe prisoners 
(vv. 35. 36.).

The earthquake brought fear upon 
the magistrates and thus moved them 
to give leave for the prisoners to go

2. Paul’s refusal to go (v. 87).
The ground of his refusal was that

their rights as Roman citizens had 
been violated. They demanded public 
vindication.

3. Brought out of prison by the offl- 
cers (vv. 38, 30).

Because they were Roman citizens 
they were released, the magistrates 
fearing what they had done.

4. Returned to the house of Lydia 
(v. 40).

Upon their public vindication they 
left tbe prison and entered the house 
of Lydia, and after rntnlsterlng com 
fort to the brethren, they departed.
