There are many tales of “ lost mines," “ lost leads”  or against it— that makes it alive or dead, good or bad, 
and buried treasurers in the mountains and canyons forging ahead or standing still, 
of the state but no one has been able to locate them.

We doubt not but that there is gold to be found 
in the mountains and foothills of the state. Some 
paying mines have been worked and others will be dis­
covered— but New Mexico’s wealth of gold lies not 
in the mountains, canyons and foothills, but on the 
open prairies of the state.

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Buying seeds o f unknown or infer­
ior quality is false economy. Mil­
lions o f weed seeds are sown each 
year because uncleaned or half-celan- 
ed seed grain is planted.

One or two poor-quality or under­
sized vegetable in a bunch give the 
others a bad reputation. Bunches 
of vegetables for the market should 
be of good quality, regularly sized, 
and graded.

Choose bright days to water the 
hotbed and water it only in the morn­
ings. Watering in the evenings or 
on cloudy days chills the bed, with 
danger of freezing the plants. After 
watering, ventilate the bed well, to 
dry the plant foliage and the soil 
surface. This will prevent loss of 
plants from damping-off or mildew.

Lambs for early market should be 
kept growing from the very beginning, 
and the best way to accomplish this 
is by feeding them through a "creep.” 
Provide a rack for hay and a trough 
for grain, arranged so that the lambs 
can not get their feet in them.

DISREGARD FOR LAW S CREATE GREAT PROBLEM

The greatest danger the United States faces to-day 
is the disrespect for our laws. This is recognized as 
one of the major problems before the federal govern­
ment and one which Herbert Hoover the new presi­
dent will devote much attention to.

In his inaugural address Mr. Hoover says:
“The most malign of all these dangers to-day isj 

disregard and disolwdience of law. Crime is increasing.; 
Confidence in rigid and speedy justice is decreasing. I 1 
am not prepared to believe that it indicates an im­
potence of the federal government to enforce its laws.

It is only in part due to the additional burdens im-| 
posed upon our judicial system by the eighteenth 
amendment. The problem is much wider than that.; 
Manx influences had increasingly complicated and weak­
ened out law enforcement organization long before the 
adoption of the eighteenth amendment.

To re-esjablish the vigor and effectiveness of law 
enforcement we must critically consider the entire fed­
eral machinery of justice, the redistribution of its func­
tions. the simplification of its procedure, the provision, 
of additional special tribunals, the better selection ofi 
juries, and the more effective organization of our 
agencies of investigation and prosecution that justice 
may be sure and that it may be swift. While the 
authority of the fedeial government extends to but part 
of our vast system of national, state and local justice, j 
yet the standards which the federal government es­
tablishes have the most profound influence upon the 
whole structure.

We are fortunate in the ability and integrity of our 
federal judges and attorneys. But the system which: 
these offices are called upon to administer is in many 
respects ill-adapted to present day conditions. Its in­
ti irate and involved rules of procedure become the 
lefuge of both big and little crimnals. There is a be­
lief abroad that by invoking technicalities subterfuge 
and delay the ends of justice may be thwarted by those 
who can pay the cost.

Reform, reorganization and strengthening of our 
whole judicial system both in civil and criminal 
sides have been advocated for years by statesmen, 
judges, and bar associations. First steps towards that 
end should no longer be delayed. Rigid and expedious 
justice is the first safeguard of freedom, the basis of 
all ordered liberty, the vital force of progress. It 
must not come to be in our republic that I can be 
defeated by the indifference of the citizen, by exploit­
ation of the delays and entanglements of the law, or 
by combination« of criminals. Justice must not fail 
because the agencies of enforcement are either de­
linquent or efficiently organized. -To consider these 
evils, to find their remedy, is the most sore necessity of 
our times.”

It is human nature to put off doing what we ought 
to do until the last minute and in this resepet the legis­
lature certainly proved to he human for the first thirty 
days of the session passed without anything accomplish­
ed and the next twenty davs was little better. Un­
fortunately when theesolons did get ready for a little 
business up bobs the labor hill, which took up more 
time than it could have possibly been worth to the 
state. The result was the legislature was compelled to 
grind out measures, like grinding meat on a sausage 
mill, in order to finish its labors. Which was very 
fine for the lobbyist and special interests, but hard 
on the ordinary citizen.

Governor Dillon will be asked to sign a number of 
last minute measures. Good judgment on the part 
of the governor is one hope that we have of escaping 
the follies of some of these rush bills.

In deciding when to turn the dairy 
cows on pasture consider both the 
cows and the grass. Very early 
pasturing is o f little value to the 
cows because the grass is watery 
and low in nutrients. Neither is 
early pasturing good for the grass, as 
the later yields will be reduced and 
more damage from trampling may 
occur. Keep the cows o ff the pas­
ture until the grass is at least sev­
eral inches high an dabundant enough 
so they can get their fill in a few 
hours.

a growing mash by substituting 
ground oats for oat flour, eliminating 
the dried buttermilk and increasing 
the bone meal to 5 pounds. If liquid 
milk is being fed i educe the meat 
scraps to 5 pounds.

If commercial feed has been fed up 
to six weeks it may be advisable 
to change to the growing mash pro­
viding it seems economical to do so. 
However, any change made in the 
system o f feeding should be very 
gradual.

Scratch— At ten days o f age the 
poults should be fed a starting 
scratch twice daily. At first give 
them what they will eat in about 
ten minutes and gradually increase 
the amount until they are consuming 
as many pounds o f scratch grain 
daily as they are o f mash. A good 
starting scratch is as follows: 1 part 
cracked wheat to one part finely 
cracked corn. After the poults are 
about six weeks old the scratch feed 
can be changed to whole wheat and 
cracked corn.

Green feed when the poults are a 
week or ten days old is highly ad­
visable. They should be provided 
with a feed such as finely cut al­
falfa, onion tops or lettuce. Where 
any type of green feed is not avail­
able, well cured pea green alfalfa 
leaves are beneficial. A high grade 
alfalfa leaf meal using as much as 
5 per cent in the mash will partly 
take the place o f green feed.

Plenty o f grit should be available 
for the poults at all times. As they 
get older a coarse grit should be used.

Plenty o f shade should be provided 
during hot weather and it is also 
highly advisable to teach the poults 
to roost when they are just a few 
Ueeks old.

ALBUQUERQUE— The federal aid 
road project now under construction 
in Tijeras Canyon was once part of 
Coronado’s trail on his search for 
the seven cities o f Cibola, it is claim­
ed by the highway engineers on the 
job who have been trying to place 
old land marks in the canyon.

Acoma, Zuni, Bernalillo and Gran 
Quivera were all thought by Coro­
nado to be part o f the famed cities 
where gold was as plentiful as at­
mosphere. In the course o f his searc 
he wandered over a goodly part of 
central New Mexico. Part of this 
trail, at many times a trail o f blood, 
led through the Tijeras Canyon in 
almost the same place the new road is 
being built.

Another tale which has been un­
earthed is that there is an old 
Spanish gold mine some place close 
to the new road alignment. This 
old mine so the story goes, was work­
ed by Indian slaves under Spanish 
masters and had a large iron gate 
at the tunnel mouth. The slaves 
were locked in the tunnel and told 
to go to work.

This arrangement worked well for 
some time during which period a 
large fortune was taken from the 
ground. Then, Indian uprisings and 
the lack o f support from Old Mexico 
caused the Spaniards to plan on leav­
ing until better times were assured. 
As they went into the mine for the 
last time, the Indians hidden in the 
hills dashed down and slammed the 
gate closed, imprisoning their late 
captors.

The Spaniards died o f starvation 
and their skeletons are grouped 
around the iron gate, still encased 
in armour, the legend claims. Look­
ing over the steeple of the old church 
in Albuquerque Old Town at a cer­
tain time of the year, the line with 
the sun and steeple points to the 
mine.

The Indians believe the mine is 
now protected by their gods„ and 
that anyone going near it will be 
killed. Notwithstanding this, high­
way boys in their after work hours 
are searching for the source of the 
Spanish gold.

SANTA FE.— That the spring sus­
pension phenomena found in rubber 
tired motor vehicles is the cause of 
■'washboarding'’ or corduroy roads, 
was the statement made to-day at the 
state highway offices in quoting a 
bulletin from Washington State Col­
lege where definitive tests have been 
caried on.

A special circular track was con­
structed at the Washington insti­
tution which allowed for the sim­
ulating of any actual road condition. 
Standard touring cars were then run 
around the track at varying speeds 
and with various kinds o f equipment. 
The results were too evident to al­
low of further discussion, the bul­
letin states.

The bulletin reads, “ Driving twenty 
miles an hour in a car equipped with 
high presssure tires and no shock 
absorbers, definite corrugations would 
appear in less than 100 trips over 
the track. This was then repeated 
after smoothing up the road sur­
face and adding four hydraulic shock 
absorbers, when it was found im­
possible to form corrugations al­
though over 3600 trips were run 
over the road."

Tests made with balloon tires show­
ed no corrugations either with or 
without balloon tires. These tests 
could be made at a maxium speed of 
20 miles per hour only so the Wash­
ington investigators feel that there 
is yet much to learn when a track 
capable of greater speed is construct­
ed.

“ It was found,”  the bulletin con­
tinues, "that cars with old-style high 
pressure tires and no shock ab­
sorbers are causing by far the great­
est part of the trouble, and it seems 
likely that when such cars are o ff 
the highways, the maintenance re­
quired will be only that needed to 
prevent ruts and to return the grav­
el to the roadbed."

Most mothers fear scarlet fever 
for their children. They fear diph­
theria. But when it comes to a dis­
ease like whooping cough, they are 
only too apt to consider it a minor 
disease and one that the child should 
acquire early in life so as to “get 
it over with.”  This is always a fool­
ish and often fatal view to take.

Whooping cough is most common 
among younger children about 80 per 
cent o f the cases and more than 90 
per cent of the deaths occuring in 
children under five years o f age. 
Whooping cough usually kills more 
children than does scarlet fever. 
Therefore, it is highly desirable to 
keep a child as long as possible from 
getting the disease.

This dangerous malady is spread 
through contact with the secretions 
o f the nose and mouth which may 
come from coughing, sneezing, the 
use o f contaminated handkerchiefs, 
toys, cups—any agencies which imply 
close contact.

Every child apparently is suscept­
ible to whooping cough, though, for­
tunately, second attacks are rare. 
It is not always easy to make a 
diagnosis of whooping cough. In 
fact the disease is very communi­
cable in the early stage before the 
whoop develops. One should always 
be suspicious o f any spasmodic cough 
especially at a time when whooping 
cough is prevalent.

The treatment o f this disease is 
very unsatisfactory. The many cure- 
alls advertised are no good. The 
child should be under the care of 
the family physican. Proper feeding, 
sleep and fresh air helps to tide 
over the period of illness and to pre­
vent serious complications like pneu-

The flavor o f pineapple combines 
unusually well with that of cream or 
cottage cheese. Honolulu salad con­
sists of a slice of pineapple on a bed 
o f lettuce with a ball or cube of 
cheese in the center and mayonnaise 
dressing. The cheese is sometimes 
mixed with chopped nuts or green 
pepper or pimento, and seasoned with 
salt. It may be put through a po­
tato ricer and sprinkled over the 
pineapple. Chopped pineapple and 
cheese make an excellent sandwich 
spread.

Carbon tetrachloride has been found 
to be the best solvent for removing 
stains made by cod-liver oil on non- 
washable materials. If the material 
can be washed, soap and warm water 
may be tried first. For very fresh 
stains, part o f the oil may be ab­
sorbed by blotting paper, fuller's 
earth, brown paper, or other ab­
sorbents. I f the stain is old a 
bleaching agent may be necessary on 
white fabrics after using a solvent. 
Farmers' bulletin 1474 on stain re­
moval gives detailed directions for 
taking out stains o f all kinds from 
fabrics.

If an epidemic is prevalent you can 

do much to protect your child by 
building up his physical resistance 
by proper diet. His daily diet should 
include at least one quart o f milk, 
an egg, fresh and cooked fruits, vege­
tables and fortified cod liver oil.

So far we have talked largely of 
the patient himself.

There is a serious responsibility 
on the part o f parents o f children 
with whooping cough to see to it 
that the disease is not spread to 
some other child. One child may 
have a mild case and the next a se­
vere one. Whooping cough patients 
need fresh air and, ordinarily, do not 
have to be confined to the house, but 
they must be kept away from other 
children. Of course they must stay 
out o f school.

The simplest rule is: Call the
doctor; notify the board o f health 
and follow their directions implicit- 
ly.

Fry small fish over a low even heat 
in a small amount o f good-flavored 
fat, using a heavy skillet. Such j 
fish as perch, butterfish, spots, or 
smelts, are wiped dry, rolled in 1 
flour or corn meal, and put into hot 
fat without crowding. Reduce the 
temperature and cook evenly and 
slowly until a browu crust is formed. ; 
Turn carefully and cook on the other : 
side. If turned too soon the fish ; 
may break and soak up fat. Fil­
ets o f flounder and haddock are often 
rolled in egg and bread crumbs and 
fried in deep fat, but they may also 
be floured and cooked like small 
fish. Serve a section of lemon for 
squeezing over the fish with each 
portion. Send fish to the table very 
hot on a hot platter as soon as 
cooked.

PROF. E. A. WHITE SPEAKS
TO THE STUDENT BODY W IT AND HUMOR

The program for March 13 began 
with a piano solo by Chalnier Hol­
loway, which was well rendered. A f­
ter making the announcement, Prof. 
E. A. White gave us another o f his 
series o f interesting talks on "Babies 
and Grown Folks.”  A summary of 
his talk follows:

The difference between babies and 
grown ups is that, for one thing, the 
little ones can't pay attention; they 
have not any control of themselves. 
One can't trust little ones with cars, 
guns, etc. Hundreds o f ways are 
used to get the attention of these 
small people. (Here the speaker 
made grimaces and groans of bears 
and dwarfs, to show how one way 
is employed to get the attention of 
babies.) The speaker mused over 
the psychology shown in the ex­
ample o f two little boys playing with 
a tricycle. Invariably the baby of 
the two does the pushing. Comparing 
the intellectuality o f the grades with 
that o f the high school it is seen that 
the rate of mortality is higher in 
the grades though the death rate is 
found high enough in both.

As to morals, small ones do not 
havj much sense of right or wrong, 
while this sense in adults is highly 
developed. They can value things. 
Babies have little conception o f time, 
unless perhaps they feel at noon that 
it is about time to eat. Older ones 
begin to understand after a while 
and to control their actions with re­
lation to time. An adult has some 
will power, more or less, sometimes 
less.

Eagerness is a necessity. Those 
who attend sports often have eager 
spells, more so than the players. If 
you have eagerness in studies perhaps 
you are growing intellectually. There 
is a second wind in playing basket­
ball and other games, and also this 
happens in regard to intellectulity. 
If you have never gotten this second 
wind you are a baby in this respect. 
But people don’t suddenly change 
from babies to adults. It happens 
gradually.

We must all learn to control our 
minds, and our physical forces as 
well as mental. Disturbers keep 
anybody but geniuses from being able 
to study. You are a good citizen 
if you respect others rights. Think 
of the boy who ruts with his knife on 
furniture, or mutilates books; he is 
not good citizen. Little noises are 
going around us from small students 
in the auditorium now, but if we can­
not pay attention in spite o f this 
handicap, we have not much in-1 
tellectual capacity. An example o f an i 
intellectual failure is the boy who 
doe« everything he is told without a 
will o f his own. People who worry 
about what others think about them 
will become the most despondent 
persons in the world. Instead of 
doing this they should do what they 
think right and best.

found that the mosquito carried the 
deadly germ.

The next thing he did was to find1 
an anti-toxin to cure this fever. 
Many humans as well as animals 
were cured by this anti-toxin.

A great struggle for control of 
diseases was started. Scientists dis­
covered bacteria in milk and else­
where.

Scientific research was started by 
Edward Senner 1749— 1823. He was 
called by men of science as the 
"Apostle of Vaccination.” He had 
the highest place among chemists. 
He discovered the inoculation for 
small pox and from that we get the 
inoculation for cow pox.

The cause and cure for the black 
death had for many years the wisest 
o f all men puzzled.

Then one day as John Sayer lay 
resting he noticed a different kind 
o f mosquito. Then he asked three 
soldiers if they wanted to help hu­
manity. They answered that they 
did and that they would give their 
lives for that cause.

The tree men were put in a house 
full o f these mosquitos and one man 
out of the three died as a conse­
quence. One was left an invalid for 
life. The man's name that paid with 
his life was Private Jones o f the U. 
S. Army. These three men paid with 
their lives and health so that others 
might live.

Materia is caused by flies, mo-j 
squitos, fleas and ticks. Dr. C. L. 
A. Laverium was the man who dis­
covered what Malaria really was. 
He took the blood o f a man who was 
bitten by a mosquito and found that 
it contained the parasite that caused , 
Malaria.

A few years ago no one knew 
that there was a cure for typhois, 
scarlet fever, tuberculosis and small 
pox. But now there is a cure for 
these. Constantly steps are being 
made toward the control of diseases.

Let this sauce cook slowly for 15 
minutes, and just before serving put 
in 2 or 3 tablespoons o f grated horse­
radish.

Mustard Sauce
Stir 1 tablespoon of prepared mus­

tard with 3 tablespoons of olive oil, 
season with salt, paprika, and sugar.

NEW YORK CLUB 
TO AID IN MAKING 

U.S.HIW AYSSAFE

No Leases Or Disposal Of 
Government Oil L a n d s  
Except Those Mandatory 
By Congress— Sen. Walsh 
Opposes Policy.

WASHINGTON, I). C.— President 
Hoover disclosed Tuesday that there 
would be complete conservation of 
government oil in his administration, 
thus laying down a policy on a sub­
ject which has vexed the last three 
administrations.

As officially interpreted his state­
ment means that there will be no 
more permits for "wild cat ’ oil 
prospecting in public lands state un­
less mandatory legislation is enucted 
by congress.

Leases which may grow out of per­
mits already issued under the gen­
eral leasing act of April, 11120, will 
be granted, but after these have been 
issued the exploitation o f government 
oil lands, no matter in what catagory 
they may lie and of government 
holdings and controls, will cease.

The president's statement, issued 
in reply to a question by newspaper 
correspondents, said:

‘There will be no leases or dis­
posal of government oil lands, no 
matter what catagory they may lie 
in, o f government holdings or gov­
ernment controls, except those which 
may be mandatory by congress. In 
other words, there will be complete 
conservation o f government oil in
this administration."

This announcement o f policy was 
indotsed by Chairman Nye of the
senate public lands committee, which 
has conducted exhaustive investiga­
tion o f leases during the past five 
years, and Senator Borah, republican,
