Golf is a form of work made ex­
pensive enough for a man to enjoy 
it. It is physical and mental exer­
tion made attractive by the fact that 
you have to dress for it in a $200,- 
000 clubhouse.

Golf is what letter-carrying, ditch­
digging, and carpet-beating would 
be if those three tasks had to be
performed on the same hot afternoon 
in short pants and colored socks by 
gouty-looking gentlemen who require 
a different implement for every mood.

Golf is the simplest looking gume 
in the world when you decide to take 
it up, and the toughest after you 
have been at it ten or twelve years.

It is probably the only known game 
a man can play as long as a quarter 
of a century and then discover that 
it was too deep for him in the first 
place.

The game is played on carefully 
selected grass with little white balls 
and as many clubs as the player can 
afford. These little balls cost from 
75c to $25.00, and is possible to sup­
port a family of ten people (all 
adults) for five months on the money 
represented by the balls lost by some 
golfers in a single afternoon.

A golf course has eighteen holes, 
seventeen of which are unnecessary 
and put in to make the game harder. 
A ’ hole” is a tin cup in the center 
of a ’ green.”  A ‘ green” is a small 
parcel of grass costing $1.98 a blade 
and usually located between a brook 
and a couple of apple trees, or a lot 
of “ unfinished excavation.”

The idea is to get the golf ball 
from a given point into each of the 
eighteen cups in the fewest number 
of strokes and the greatest number 
of words.

The ball must not be thrown, push­
ed or carried. It must be propelled 
by about $200.00 worth of curious 
looking implements, especially de­
signed to provoke the owner.

Each implement has a specific pur­
pose and ultimately some golfers get 
to know what that purpose is. They 
are the exceptions.

After each hole has been completed 
the golfer counts his strokes. Then 
he subtracts six and says, “Made 
that in five.” That’s one above par. 
Shall we play for fifty cents on the 
next hole, too, Ed?”

After the final, or eighteenth hole, 
the golfer adds up his score and 
stops when he has reached eighty- 
seven.

He then has a swim, a pint of gin, 
sings “Sweet Adeline” with six or 
eight other liars, and calls it the

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Shipment of the first cattle over 
the new Texas and New Mexico rail­
road went out last week. The ship­
ment was made from Cheyenne, the 
new town in Winkler county two 
miles south of the Btate line.

This was not only the first large 
shipment over the new road, but 
was the first to be made from that 
section of the country to Maryland, 
where they went for feeding. The 
shipment included 786 head of steer 
and heifer yearlings representing a 
part of the sale of cattle by Bivens 
and Morrison from the Flagg ranch, 
to Fred J. Hughes, of Poolville, Mary­
land. Mr. Hughes is leaving on the 
ranch 1,000 head of cows with young 
calves for a period of 60 to 90 days. 
He said that he expects to build up 
an active trade of cattle from this 
section to be shipped and sold to 
Maryland buyers.

It was reported that the differ­
ential between points on the new line 
from Monohans to Cheyenne had been 
removed and that cattle shipmenta 
may now be made from any point 
on the New Mexico extension at the 
same rate as though the shipment 
orignated on the main line o f the 
Texas A Pacific.—Lovington Leader.

Ceiling Will Decrease
Dwelling Fire Menace

Cellar fires have proved about as 
dangerous to the safety of the home 
and its occupants as any other source 
of conflagration. It therefore behooves 
the home owner when he starts to 
build to consider ways and means of 
reducing this danger. Some communi­
ties protect the Interests of the home 
owners by requiring safeguards not 
usually employed.

The greatest single protection Is a 
fire resisting celling. Metal lath and 
Portland cement nlaster are given a 
rating of one hour resistance to Ore 
by fire prevention agencies.

In addition to the celling, all walls 
should he flrestopped. This means an 
Incombustible harrier to fire placed 
between floor beams and any other 
open spaces where s draft of air 
could carry flames up through walls 
or partitions back of the plaster.

CIRCUITS BUSY
Trading on Floor of Minneapolis 

Chamber of Commerce Makes 
Toll Traffic Jump

During the peak or the harvest
season the city of Minneapolis, 
which Is the gateway to the nation’s 
bread basket, receives about 850 
cars of grain every twenty-four 
hours. The marketing of this grain 
requires Instantaneous and person* 
al communication between many of 
the buyers and sellers, and when 
grain receipts are heavy, a tremen­
dous burden Is placed upon the i\t- 
ferent agencies of communication.

Especially Is this true of tele­
phone service where the traSio 
Jumps from 200 Long Distance 
calls at the switchboard of the 
Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce 
trading floor to an average of 350 
to 400 calls per day. While some 
of the most Important of such calls 
are made direct from the trading 
floor, there Is also a great number 
of calls from other sources. Includ­
ing, grain, flour, linseed and other 
companies which do business In 
the city of Minneapolis. At such 
times the average of Long Distance 
calls completed at the Minneapolis 
central office jumps to around 4,000 
a day, the busiest time being be­
tween 9:30 and 10:30 o'clock on 
the Chamber of Commerce switch­
board, and between 8:30 and 9:30 
A. M. In the central offices tn 
Minneapolis.

The busiest uay of the week 
usually Is Friday, when the traffic 
continues unabated from early In 
the morning until several hours 
after the market has closed. The 
telephone Is used to enable a trader 
to reach a prospective buyer In a 
distant city, to call a customer to 
buy a shipment of grain, to And 
out how the yield Is in a certain 
vicinity, or to acquaint clients with 
market changes. These calls are 
sent all over the United States a9 
fp.r west as Spokane, eastward to 
New York, south to Dallas and 
north to Winnipeg. Many of these 
calls travel over the northern trans­
continental telephone link which 
closely follows the route of the fa­
mous Lewis and Clark Expedition 
of 1804-05.

PRES. HOOVER READY  
TO STUDY THE ANGLES 
OF THE OIL PROGRAM

WASHINGTON, D. C.—President 
Hoover was represented Friday by 
a group of senators from the public 
land states as ready to study their 
request that his order for the con­
servation of oil on public lands 
should not affect applications for 
prospecting permits and leases un­
acted upon by the department at the 
time the order became effective.

Exceptions would be made, the 
senators said, in the case of appli­
cations which would not stand the 
test of investigation. They added 
that their interest was solely in bona 
fide cases and they insisted that there 
should be no discrimination against 
such applicants.

The president was also asked that 
the interior department, in admin­
istering the order, give consideration 
to cases of permits in which special 
equities existed at the time of the 
order stopping further prospecting 
and drilling except where permittees 
had complied with all o f the pro­
visions of the leasing act.

It was explained that frequently 
permittees have the right to pros­
pect on a certain geological forma­
tion pooled their resources and sunk 
a single test well with a view to 
drilling others in the event a dry 
hole was found in the original well. 
It was contended that such permit-

Itose bushes, like all other plants 
are susceptible to many diseases and 
insect pests says R. F. Crawford of 
the New Mexico Agricultural Col­
lege. Persons who desire to grow 
roses should have some knowledge 
of the causes of such diseases and 
the methods by which they may be 
prevented or controlled.

Powdery mildew is the most seri­
ous disease of roses in New Mexico. 
Nearly all types of roses are sus­
ceptible, including wild roses, hybrid 
teas and climbing roses, particularly 
the Crimson Rambler and Dorothy 
Perkins.

The first sign of powdery mildew 
is grayish or whitish spots on the 
young leaves and shoots. These 
whitish spots are made up of chains 
of small, colorless spores. If warm, 
muggy weather occurs in the late 
spring or early summer, the develop­
ment of the distase may he extremely 
rapid. In the case of a severe at­
tack the growth may be stunted, the 
leaves curl, become dried and drop 
off, and unopened buds, young stems 
and thorns may be entirely over­
grown with the powdery coating. The 
vitality of the plant is so lowered by 
repeated attacks and even by direct 
attack upon the buds that the plants 
become worthless.

The fungicide which has been found 
most practical is a dust mixture con­
sisting of equal parts flowers of sul­
phur and hydrated or air slacked 
lime. This dust mixture is inexpen­
sive, is easily applied, and also does 
not discolor the foilage to any ap­
preciable extene. It is applied with 
a small hand duster which can be pur­
chased from most hardware stores 
or seed houses. The first application 
should be made about the time the 
flower buds start to develop, or 
earlier if any mildew appears. Re­
peated applications at intervals of 
three weeks should be made until late 
summer, to provide protection for 
the new growth. It must be remem­
bered that one application will not 
entirely control the disease.

The most serious of the insect pests

Pruning out 
the infested canes and applying a 
domant spray of four per cent lubrri- 
cating oil emulsion or any good grade 
of commercially manufactured oil 
spray, well effectually control this 
pest.

Several species of mites or red 
spiders feed on the foliage, causing 
it to become brown, wither and fall.

The dairy business in New Mexico 
has had a rapid growth since the 
first year of county agent work in 
the state. It was early recognized 
by the extension service that the 
dairy cow is the mother of farm pros­
perity, and the county extension pro­
grams have all included work with 
dairying. High producing cows, 
males from high producing ancestry 
and quality dairy calves have been 
imported. The 4-H dairy calf clubs 
have been a means of great progress 
in dairy business in several of the 
counties.

While no complete data are avail­
able for the period covered by ex­
tension work, the census report for 
1925 shows an increase of 20,000 
dairy cows over the census of 1920 
in New Mexico, and an increase in 
average production per cow milked 
from 267 to 314 gallons, or 57 gal­
lons per cow. There is still much 
room for improvement in economy 
of production. The improvement in 
dairy stock is going forward rapid­
ly each year thru the work of regis­
tered bull circles, cow testing as­
sociations, and general educational 
progress.

While dairying has its limitations 
in areas where feed is scare or high 
in price, it has almost unlimited pos­
sibilities in areas where feeds are 
produced n great abundance and at 
low cost. But whether the dairy 
problem is one of producing milk for 
the farm family or producing a 
large volume of dairy products for 
commercial purposes, the increase in 
the dairy business and the improve­
ment, in quality and economy in 
production of milk and butterfat has 
a very important part to play in 
the agricultural progress of the state.

The Agricultural College and ex­
tension service are putting forth con­
stant efforts to help in the develop­
ment of the dairy business in the 
state. The results of this work are 
shown in nn increase in the number 
of dairy cattle and dairy products 
each year in the state.

An ordinance to provide for the 
licensing and regulation of public 
amusements in the Town of Lake Ar­
thur.

Be it ordained by the Board of 
Trustees of the Town of Lake Ar­
thur.

Section 1. That whenever any per­
son shall hold any dance, show or 
other public amusement for profit, 
on any premises in Lake Arthur, ex­
cept when the proceeds of such dance, 
show or other public amusement 
shall go entirely to a school, church 
or other public or charitable purpose, 
such person shall apply to the Mayor 
or to the Town Clerk for a license to 
hold such dance, show or other 
public amusement which license shall 
be granted on the payment of a fee 
of ten dollars, or less at the option 
of the majority of the trustees. The 
license may be refused if good reason 
shall appear for such refusal on the 
ground of disorderly conduct at some 
previous dance, show or amusement 
held by the person or persons.

At such dances, shows or other pub­
lic amusements all marshals, police of­
ficers or other peace officers of the 
town or county shall have the right 
of free access to any and all parts 
of the premises in or on which such 
dance, show or other public amuse­
ment may be held.

Section 2. Any person who shall 
hold any such dance, show or other 
public amusement without previously 
procuring a license or permit as re­
quired in the first section of this 
ordinance, or who shall willfully or 
negligently permit or allow any 
drinking or gaming, brawling or 
other disorderly conduct on the prem­
ises on which such dance show or 
other public amusement shall be 
held shall be punished by a fine in 
any amount not exceeding seventy 
dollars or by imprisonment in the 
town jail for a period not exceeding 
sixty days or by both such fine and 
imprisonment.

STOCK RULED FORMS AT THE MESSENGER

Out of each dollar received the oil 
and gas leases paid 49c, grazing leas­
es 23c, land contracts 23c, timber 
sales 2c and all other sources com­
bined 3c.

Out of the grand total of $1,341,- 
891.51 the permanent funds receive 
$157,918.41 from principal payments 
on land contracts and mineral royal­
ties, which are the only sources of 
permanent funds in this state.

After deducting from the balance 
of $1,183,973.10 the cost of adminis­
tration, the remainder is placed in the 
income fund to be used for the sup­
port of the common schools and the 
state institutions as designated by 
the U. S. Congress in making the 
grant. Mr. Pankey says he expects 
to keep the operating expense within 
six per cent or about $80,000.00.

Approximately $1,104,000.00 is what 
the taxpayers receive directly from 
the lands in one year to help them 
support the schools and the insti­
tutions. To this sum is added each 
year about $100,000.00 collected by 
the state treasurer as interest on 
investments of the permanent funds.

The permanent funds now total ap­
proximately two and one-half million 
dollars. They cannot be legally used 
for any purpose other than invest­
ment in safe interest bearing secur­
ities. This legal safeguard is a part 
of the enabling act and cannot be 
removed by any act of a legislature 
and cannot be taken away by any 
constitutional amendment, without 
first securing the consent of the U. 
S. Congress.

Notwithstanding this provision of 
the enabling act the price of pro­
tecting this fund is eternal vigilance. 
The writer of this column is not a
