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Ancient Formula Used
by Our Modern Painter

We moderns often find ourselves
feeling a bit superlor towards the

| poor mortals who eked out an ex-
| istence back In the Middle or Dark
| ages, but occaslonally we find that

some things have not changed so
much after all. In anclent times it
was the practice of artists to palnt
thelr plctures on panels of wood In-
stead of canvas. This necessitated
careful preparation of the surface to
pecure perfect smoothness and pro-
tection from atmospheric conditions.
It is Interesting to note that the fol-
lowing procedure recommended by
Braclius in his “First Metrical Book"
belleved to have been written in the
Tenth century, does not differ great-
ly from the modern method of pre-
paring wood panels for decoration.

“First make the wood very smooth,
by scraping and rubbing it down with
shave grass. If you cannot shave
down the Inequalities In this way,
and do not wish to cover it with leath-
or or with cloth, grind dry white-
lead upon a stone, but not so finely
as If you were going to paint with it;
then melt wax over the fire in a
vase, add tlles finely ground, then
mix It with the whitelead you
have ground, stirring It frequent-
ly with a stick, and so let it cool;
then heat an iron, and with it melt
the wax Into the little fissures until
they are level, and then scrape the
rough parts with a knife. When you
have made It smooth mix plenty of
white-lead, very finely ground, with
linseed o!ll, and lay on an excessively
thin coat of it wherever you intend
to paint with a brush, made of ass-
halr, adapted for that purpose. When
this is done lay on, as you did before,
another and thicker coat of It—not
thicker by having a greater guantity
of color but by having less oll in 1it;
for you must take care never to lay
on the color too fat, for If you do
this, and lay on a great deal of It
when it begins to dry wrinkles will
form on the surface of It"

The modern palinter, while he uses
sandpaper Instead of having shave
grass and also white-lead putty in-
stead of the mixture recommended
by Eracllus, still mixes his paint
with “white-lead very finely ground
with linseed oll." However, the mod-
ern painter has found that after the
sandpapering has been done a prim-
ing coat should be applied before put-
tying and the second and third coats
then appllied. This has been found

to be the best method of flling and

puttying.

Why “Four-Flusher”
