HAGERMAN RESIDENT
DIES MONDAY EVENING

The community was sad-
dened Monday evening by the death
of one of its pioneer and best loved
residents, Mr. William James, who
passed away at the family home at
Seven o'clock after an illness of two
weeks,

Mr. James, who was born in Coul-
terville, Illinois, September 5, 1846
was eighty-three years of age. He
had lived in Hagerman for twenty
years, managing a productive farm
during this time, and being ever
ready to lend hearty support to re-
ligious or civie work.

Pioneering in Nebraska in 1872, he
early learned to meet the hardships
of life with a smile of strength that-
characterized his life to the end.

TARIFF ON OIL |
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Dahlia plants will bear “bigger
and better” flowers if the earl_y
buds that appear are removed. It is

desirable to remove all the buds until
the approach of cooler weather, when
the plants should be allowed to de-
velop normally.

A pig stunted by early weaning
will never make as profitable a hog
as it would without this setback. A
good brood sow properly fed and
handled should furnish a good flow
of milk until the pigs are 10 to 12
weeks old. A sow that can not do
this should be discarded from the
herd.

For higher vields and longer-lived

stands, cut alfalfa for hay when the,

plants are ‘well in bloom, says the
U. S. Department of Agriculture.
Cutting at an earlier stage of grow-
th results in hay with higher pto-
tein, but cutting nearer full bloom
keeps the stand in better condition.

Vary the amount of feed for the
farm horse according to the work.
When a horse is to be idle on the
following day, as on Sunday, sub-
stitute a bran mash for the Sat-
urday night grain feed and reduce
the grain feed for Sunday to about
half the usual ration. Do not cook
or scald the mash by using water that
is too hot. A teaspoonful of salt
added to the mash ration will in-
crease its palatibility

Farm real estate values on March
1 showed an average decline of about
1 per cent below the preceding year,
according to the U, S. Bureau of Ag-
ricultural Economies. Maine, Con-
necticut, Wyoming, Colorado, New
Mexico and Oregon each showed a
small increase in values for the
year. Declines are reported for all
other states, notably in the Middle
Atlantic, East North Central, West
North Central and South Atlantic
groups.

“Do it right or not at all,” is the
advice of the U, S. Department of
Agriculture on poisoning the boll
weevil. Begin dusting when the
weevils have punctured about 10
per cent of the squares. Use only
pure cotton-dusting calcium arsenate
in the form of a dry powder.

If possible,
dust only when the air is fairly calm
and the cotton plants are moist. Re-

SCIENTIFIC EXPEDITION
T0 BE MADE INTO THE
GUADALUPE MOUNTAINS

A scientific expedition headed by
Dr. H. P. Mera of Santa Fe this
fall will penetrate the wilderness
areas of the Guadalupe mountains in
southern New Mexico to search for
traces of a cultured race believed to
have lived there prior to the days
of the basketmaker in the southwest
forty centuries ago.

Announcement was made recently
that this expidition sponsored by the
Rockefeller Foundation and Smith-
sonian Institute will start work about
September 1,

Included in the expidition will be
Carl Livingston, of Carlsbad and
former assistant attorney general of
New Mexico, whose writings on the
Guadalupe area have attracted na-
tionwide attention, and who has ex-

plored the thoroughly wilderness
area to a greater degree than any
other white man.

Earl Morris of Ganegia Institute,
who is now doing work for the Amer-
ican Museum of Natural History in
Arizona will be loaned to the Guad-
alupe expedition for a time, and
Deric Nusbaum, son of Jesse Nus-
baum, director of Mesa Verde Na-
tional Park and the laboratory of
anthropology at Santa Fe may also
go. Deric Nusbaum is the author
of several boy’s books on Indians of
the southwest.

The expedition will undertake only
two or three research problems this
year, but additional expeditions will
be formed later if sufficient mater-
ial is found.

Livingston and his brothers in ex-
cavation work in the Guadalupe
mountains unearthed the remains of
the sabre tooth tiger and also have
brought back during the last few
years evidence of a race of people
of earlier origin than any now known
in North America,

Dr. Mera was recently in Carisbad
several days to make plans for the
work. The scientists will be accom-
panied by a crew of laborers picked
from Carlsbad men.

Another well which blew in
terday morning from the upper pay
was rather unexpected, this being
the State No. 1-A of the Amerada
Petroleum Co., in NWNE sec. 32-18-
| 38, about a mile northwest of Hobbs.
Pay was topped in this well at 3,125
feet, according to field reports and
the test was spraying from 400 to
500 barrels and making 25,000,000
to 30,000,000 feet of gas. It was
said that the State No. 1-A would be
given a thorough test before drilling
deeper,

Late reports say that the Amerada
wells is spraying from 100 to 200
barrels of oil over the Hobbs coun-
tryside and is making 30,000,000 feet
of gas. It broke again yes-
terday afternoon after blowing about
a car of mud out of the hole and
workmen had not succeeded in shut-
|ting the production in at the last
report. The big gas in the Amerada
is running about 500 feet higher than
the gas in the other producers.
