A WARNING!

The death o f a young man near Lake Arthur last 
week forcibly proves the fallacy of a prevalent be­
lief that there is no danger in inilk poisoning from 
Golden-Rod until frost has oecured. Surely this sad 
event will startle people into caution in regard to their 
use of milk and butter.

It is best for all milch cows to be kept up in a 
pen and fed— not allowed to graze in a pasture where 
there is the remotest possibility of their having access 
to this deadly weed and no milk or butter should be 
bought until the buyer is certain that the owner of the 
cow producing it is using care to protect his stock from 
contact with this danger.

It is permissable for cows to feed in fenced pas­
tures if there is no Golden-Rod in them. Every farm­
er in the valley recog nixes Golden Rod when he sees 
it, and he should dig every stalk of it from his pasture 
land and burn it. It should be borne in mind that 
butter and meat are also dangerous in this respect, and 
should receive as much o f the buyer's or grower s atten­
tion as does the milk.

This form of milk sickness is peculiar to the Pecos 
vallev according to Ellis Kcllert in the Nelson System 
of Medicine, accepted by leading physicians every­
where. It has been known for a long time, and it 
seems certain that the Indians knew the disease. Milk 
sickness has at various times made its appearance in 
other parts o f the United States, and it is recorded 
that the mother o f Abraham Lincoln died with the dis­
ease. However no chses have been observed since 
1904 outside of the small sweep of the Pecos valley. 
In these other sections of the country, the cause was 
definitely established as being the white snakeroot 
plant which poisoned the milk, but here, it seems to 
be the ravless Golden Rod. Because of the fact that 
the disease has almost entirely disappeared from all 
sections of the country except the Pecos valley, nation 
w-ide interest of students o f medicine has been pre­
vented, and the disease remains a mystery. It is al­
most impossible of cure, and it is so insidious in its at­
tack that the victim is unaware that he has a more 
serious ailment than a sickness at the stomach and 
dizzy feeling until the break down occurs. For this 
reason, preventative mrasures gives the only satisfac­
tion in the combat of the disease.

Kellert gives the symptoms of the disease thus: “ In 
cattle there is a marked slowing o f all movements, 
faltering gate, and constipation. Following this, the

muscles become hard and stiff, the extensors are par­
alyzed and the neck is twisted to one side. Marked 
muscular weakness ensues, and there is a characteristic 
trembling, which becomes more pronounced when the 
animal is driven. The eyes, protruding and glaring 
at first become red and covered with a yellowish dis­
charge and the breath has the odor of acetone. Bloody 
mucus may be passed from the rectum. The joints 
become stiff, and the animal sinks to the ground, where 
it may remain for hours, apparently unable to rise. 
The curious fetid odor present is characteristic of the 
disease, and it is stated that tanners can indicate which 
animals have died of the disease I trembles I by the 
odor arising from the raw hides. Horses which are 
affected may drop suddenly or develop muscular con­
tractions and become unconscious.

* ‘ In man the symptoms begin with a period of fatigue 
followed by violent vomiting, thus accounting for the 
popular name ‘ sick stomach.' The vomitus is mucoid, 
acid, often bloody, and has the odor of acetone. The 
patient is restless dull, markedly constipated, and 
cannot take food or water. The longue is large, red 
and dry, and presents active tremor. The pulse is 
rapid and irregular the blood pressure low, the ab­
domen scaphoid, temperature usually subnormal. The 
breath foul, and thirst is generally present. The odor 
of the body is characteristic, and is usually described 
as sweetish garlicky or like that of chloroform liniment. 
Although convulsions are uncommon, coma not rarely 
precedes death.

“ Children appear to be less liable to the disease 
than adults, and nursing women are relatively immune, 
according to accounts.”  This account relates that one 
attack of the disease does not produce immunity but 
rather perdisposes to the disease. The average dura­
tion is about one week, and may be followed by pro­
longed weakness.

Large doses of common soda prove about the only 
remedv that the household can provide. A physician 
must be called at once in case o f the disease.

Because the physician is almost powerless to effect 
a cure of the disease, we should use every means at 
our disposal to prevent it. The greatest means is to 
dear the land of the Golden Rod, and to keep it clear.

NEW MEXICO TAXABLE 
PROPERTY INCREASES 
S31.014.331 OVER ’29

SEEKS AMENDMENT
TO CONSTITUTION

STATES URGED TO KEEP
FISH STREAMS OPEN

SANTA FE— New Mexico property 
subject to taxation for 1930 totals 
$340.947,858 (net) which represents 
in increase of $31,014,331 over the 
total property valuation for 1929, 
lohn Joerns, secretary of the New 
Mexico tax commission announced 
here Monday.

The net increase shows $15,726,- 
56 in thc valuation o f corporate 
iroperty by the tax commission, and 
in increase of $15,287,975 in private 
iroperty valued by the county boards 
f appraisers and adjusted by the 
ounty boards of equalization. The 
vet increase is $535,381 greater on 
•orporate property than on private 
.roperty.

The corporations were valued at 
■144,740,688 (gross) for 1930 as op­
posed to $129,014,332 for 1929, while 
private property was valued at $214,- 
385,919 (gross )  ̂for 1930 as opposed 
to $193,897,23*5‘ for 1930.

Private property, exemptions for 
1930 totaled $18,178,749, or an in­
crease of $2,924,796. Deduction of 
property exemptions and other nec­
essary allowances from the gross 
gives the net private property in­
crease of $15,287,975.

All classes of corporate property 
were increased with the exception of 
mining properties and bank stocks. 
Mining properties were reduced $4,- 
182,411, and bank stocks were as­
sessed $8,669 less than for 1929. The 
total assessment on mining proper­
ties was $26,453,228 and on bank 
stocks $2,074,835.

CRUDE PRODUCTION IN 
U. S. INCREASED 2737 
BARREIS LAST WEEK

TREAT NOXIOUS WEEDS
DURING FALL MONTHS

TULSA, Ok la.—The daily average 
production of crude oil in the United 
States for the week ended September 
20 was 2,410,744 barrels, an increase 
of 2,737 barrels over that for the 
preceding week, the Oil and Gas 
Journal estimated. The out-put of 
light gravity oil declined 1.481 bar­
rels, but an increase in the heavy 
oil field more than offset the drop.

I in rrased production in the Okla- 
home City ar.d Seminole fields caus­
ed Oklahoma's output to jump from 
54K.705 barrels to ¡>>12.810 barrels.

The total for the midcontinent 
area was 1,272,04.7 barrels or 7,525 
less than the preceding week's figure. 
Declines in west Texas, north cen­
tral Texas and the Texas panhandle 
accounted largely for the midcon­
tinent decrease. West Texas pro­
duction estimated at 272,117 barrels 
was down 5.8P3; north central Texas, 
showed a loss of 12,807 barrels with 
an output of 10.7,250; and the Tex­
as panhandle had a decline of 2,033 
barrels with production estimated at 
81,751' barrels. Kansas production 
was 116,070 barrels or a drop of 
1,365.

In order that weeds may be thor­
oughly killed, treatment should be 
continued during the late fall, says 
<1. R. (Juesenberry of the New Mex­
ico Agricultural College. It has been 
the common opinion that the only 
time to treat weeds was during the 
late spring and summer. Weeds are 
supposed to be doing no damage in 
the fall and are therefore neglected. 
The perennial noxious weeds, how­
ever. continue to store food material I 
in their roots during the fall, the 
better to withstand the winter weath­
er. The late fall period is therefore 
very important in the cycle of the 
perennial weeds.

An investigation of autumn treat­
ments in practically all agricultural 
sections has shown that a perennial 
weed which has been crippled or 
damaged by the chlorate treatment 
will usually fail to curvive the winter. 
The shock of the poison to the plant, 
aided by winter weather, makes a 
combination which the plant is unable 
to overcome.

Applications of chlorate in the 
late fall are of i^reat advantage as 
at that time the farmer has usually 
finished most of his farm work. He 
ran thus utilize more or less idle 
time in going over the patches of 
weeds on the farm and giving them 
a treatment with chlorate. He is 
saving both time and money in this 
operation as the chances are that 
next year the patches will be larger 
and more time, labor and material 
will be necessary to get rid of them 
By combining the forces of nature 
with the action of the chemical, the 
farmer has conditions that work to­
ward the destruction o f the weeds.

SANTA FE— New Mexico property 
subject to taxation for 1930 totals 
$340,947,858 (net) which represents 
in increase of $31,0X4,331 over the 
total property valuation for 1929, 
lohn Joerns, secretary of the New 
Mexico tax commission announced 
ere Monday.
The net increase shows $15,726,- 

56 in the valuation of corporate 
iroperty by the tax commission, and 
m increase of $15,287,975 in private 
iroperty valued by the county boards 
f appraisers and adjusted by the 
ounty boards of equalization. The 
let increase is $535,381 greater on 
•orporate property than on private 
iroperty.

The corporations were valued at 
»144.740.688 (gross) for 1930 as op­
posed to $129.014,332 for 1929, while 
private property was valued at $214,- 
385,919 (gross ) 4 for 1930 as opposed 
to $193,897,236 for 1930.

Private property, exemptions for 
1930 totaled $18,178,749, or an in­
crease of $2,924,796. Deduction of 
property exemptions and other nec­
essary allowances from the gross 
gives the net private property in­
crease of $15,287,975.

All classes of corporate property 
were increased with the exception of 
mining properties and bank stocks. 
Mining properties were reduced $4,- 
182,411, and bank stocks were as­
sessed $8,669 less than for 1929. The 
total assessment on mining proper­
ties was $26,453,228 and on bank 
stocks $2,074,835.

TULSA, Okla.—The daily average 
production o f crude oil in the United 
States for the week ended September 
20 was 2,419,744 barrels, an increase 
of 2,737 barrels over that for the 
preceding week, the Oil and Gas 
Journal estimated. The out-put of 
light gravity oil declined 1,481 bar­
rels, but an increase in the heavy 
oil field more than offset the drop.

Increased production in the Okla- 
home City ar.d Seminole fields caus­
ed Oklahoma’s output to jump from 
548,705 barrels to 5*12,810 barrels.

The total for the midcontinent 
area was 1,272,643 barrels or 7,525 
less than the preceding week's figure. 
Declines in west Texas, north cen­
tral Texas and the Texas panhandle 
accounted largely for the midcon- 
tinent decrease. West Texas pro­
duction astimated at 272,117 barrels 
was down 5.81*3; north central Texas, 
showed a loss of 12,897 barrels with 
an output of 103,250; and the Tex­
as panhandle had a decline of 2,633 
barrels with production estimated at 
81,751' barrels. Kansas production 
was 116,970 barrels or a drop of 
1,365.

In order that weeds may be thor­
oughly killed, treatment should be 
continued during the late fall, says 

|C. R. tjuesenberry of the New Mex­
ico Agricultural College. It has been 
the common opinion that the only 
time to treat weeds was during the 
late spring and summer. Weeds are 
supposed to be doing no damage in 
the fall and are therefore neglected. 
The perennial noxious weeds, how­
ever, continue to store food material 
in their roots during the fall, the 
better to withstand the winter weath­
er. The late fall period is therefore 
very important in the cycle of the 
perennial weeds.

An investigation of autumn treat­
ments in practically all agricultural 
sections has shown that a perennial 
weed which has been crippled or 
damaged by the chlorate treatment 
will usually fail to curvive the winter. 
The shock of the poison to the plant, 
aided by winter weather, makes a 
combination which the plant is unable 
to overcome.

Applications of chlorate in the 
late fall are of ^rvat advantage as 
at that time the farmer has usually 
finished most of his farm work. He 
can thus utilize more or less idle 
time in going over the patches of 
weeds on the farm and giving them 
a treatment with chlorate. He ia 
saving both time and money in this 
operation as the chances are that 
next year the patches will be larger 
and more time, labor and material 
will be necessary to get rid of them. 
By combining the forces of nature 
with the action of the chemical, the 
farmer has conditions that work to­
ward the destruction of the weeds.

BUSINESS ON INCREASE 
LEADERS ARE BUYING 
AHEAD OF THE DEMAND

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Secretary 
Lamont said Monday that there was 
an important trend now noticeable 
in American business by which lead­
ers of. industry are buying raw ma­
terials far ahead of current consump­
tion rates.

The commerce depa -tmer.f head 
commented the movement was a 
natural reaction to the present low 
level of commodity prices.

"It is perfectly clear," he added, 
"that business on the whole has 
ceased a marked decline which was 
characteristic of a number of ear­
lier months and there are some dis­
tinctly encouraging feature. The 
most encouraging aspects are the 
growth of export trade as revealed 
by the Augvst statistics and the 
distinct picking up in retail trade in 
this country.

•The increase of exports during 
August was more than is customary 
at this season. The gain already 
manifested in retail trade is more 
than usually occurs at this season. 
Moreover the stocks of retail stores 
are exceptionally low and there is 
good reason to believe that their 
purchase from manufacturers and 
wholesalers will increase materially."

As to the purchase of raw ma­
terials by industry. Secretary La­
mont said the extra buying was 
being done entirely without organiza­
tion and not because of any govern­
ment pressure or solicitation.

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A warning against procrastination, 
j and a few suggestions for the house­
keeper on what to do now are given 
by Misa Carolyn Wetzel of the New 
Mexico Agricultural College.

"I f dishes must stand over night, 
I it will save much work if they are 
well rinsed before they are stacked.

“ As soon as cooking pans are 
emptied, put them to soak. While 
the meal which was prepared in 
these pans is being eaten, the food 
that usually clings to the kettles will 
be softened and can be washed off 
easily.

"Immediately after canned fruit 
or vegetables have been emptied, 
wash and dry the jars and put the 
tops on at once. When next year’s
canning season begins, much time 
and trouble will have been saved by 
having these jars already washed.

"Grind stale bread as it accumu­
lates, and place the bread crumbs 
in a jar on the pantry shelf. Hav­
ing the bread crumbs already pre­
pared will save time when prepar­
ing breaded meats or other breaded 
foods.”

Miss Wetxel gives further advice 
on the removal of ink and fruit 
stains from clothing. “ Fresh stains 
are much easier to remove than are 
old ones. To remove fruit stains, 
boiling water should be poured thru 
the cloth before it is washed. For 
the removal of ink stains, soak the 
material in sweet milk.”

According to Miss Wetxel, the busy 
mother can save herself time and 
labor by giving the .children duties 
of their own to perform. ‘ Let each 
child wash his own stockings," she 
suggests. ‘ If they are washed with 
a mild soap and in lukewarm water, 
the life of the hose will be prolonged.

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STOCKHOLM — Solomon August 
Andree and his two comandes; on 
their pioneer polar balloon expedition 
33 years ago, failed by 500 miles 
in their attempt to reach the north 
pole and three days after setting out 
from Dane s Island, Spitzbergen, 
came down on the Artie wilderness!

Examination of the diary found 
on Andree’s body after Dr. Gunnar 
Horn's expedition had brought it 
back to Tromsoe, Norway, has re­
vealed the secret of the party's land­
ing and wanderings until they made 
camp on desolate White Island, where 
they were destined to perish.

After coming down through an un­
known cause in latitude 83 north 
longitude 30 east, the explorers re­
mained encamped on the ice for a | 
week.

On July 22, II days after they I 
flew away from Spitzbergen, they 
set out on the long trek back to 
civilization.

The doomed men, day after day. 
the diary reveals, struggled op to­
ward safety in a constant battle 
with creaking treacherous ice and 
deep pools o f fresh water, which 
they had to cross with their frail 
canvas boat.

They marched not toward the 
northern coast o f Spitzbergen from 
whence their balloon had brought 
them and where food depots had 
been prepared, but in a more easterly 
direction.

Their course was toward the little 
known regions north of Fridtjof Nan­
sen Land (then known as Franz Jo­
sef Land).

The distance they covered each day 
varied considerably but they were 
never able to do better than a few 
miles. Their astronimical observa­
tions show that the westward drift 
o f the rough ice over which painful­
ly they made their way had begun 
to prove too much for them.

Finally, on August 4, when they 
had been marching for about 13 
days, the heroic little band, defeated 
by the drift in their efforts to the 
east, were forced to abandon this 
route.

Given in to the drift, they decided 
to utilize it in a belated attempt to 
reach the Seven Islands, off Spitz 
bergen, and turned southwestward. 
On the Seven Islands, they knew, 
was an important food depot.

In starting the new march they 
were in latitude 82,17 north and 
longitude 22,43 east.

This was roughly 60 miles east 
and slightly south of the point where 
they had come down in their balloon.

In the 13 days it had taken them 
to conquer this distance, their pro­
visions had begun to run low. The 
scanty supplies salvaged from the 
balloon's gondola had to be eked 
out by chance kills of polar bears— 
•'the wandering meat shops of the 
Arctic,’ as Andree calls them in the 
diary.

With each successful kill, the pros­
pects o f the explorers brightened and 
their hopes were renewed. But there 
came a time when there were no 
more bears, and hunger pangs warn­
ed them that starvation might fol­
low. AH felt the weakening effects 
of short rations.

During the long and painful trudge 
over the crumbling, treacherous ice, 
one after another of the three daunt­
less explorers fell into the pools dot­
ting the ice surface or into concealed 
cevasses.

Knut Frankel and Nils Strindberg 
suffered periodically from bruised 
feet and severe attacks of diarrhea.

But their diary shows that despite 
their sufferings they never lost heart. 
Encouraged by Andree, they kept up 
one another's spirits with jokes and j 
laughter. ; <

The leader of the expedition showed 
his heroism in many ways. In the 
face of the terrors and fatigues j 
and uncertainty of the trek, Andree ! 
continued conscientiously to fill his |

1 diary day by day with scientific ob- j 
servations of the utmost interest.

Not only did he do this, but when 
every ounce of extra weight must 
have added to the already burdensome 
difficulties of the explorers, he col- i 
lected samples of interesting finds 
along the line of march.

He notes some 20 bits of clay, 
gravel, moss and driftwood that he 
had picked up on the ice. One of 
the samples he dried on his bare 
chest.

Throughout the diary the entires 
| frequently show his solicitude for 
these specimens, which he believed 
might prove of great importance in 
future study of the polar ice drift.

Thus slowly and painfully the 
three explorers approached the north- 

j ern coast o f Spitzbergen, wearily 
making on foot a longer journey 
than only a few weeks before they 
bad sailed by balloon.

Their chief respite from fatigue 
was an opportunity from time to time 
to load the whole of their equipment 
in the canvas boat they had fre­
quently used since leaving the bal­
loon. To row and few miles amid 
the ice floes in the occasional open 
water of the Arctic, even in this 
fragile boat, was to enjoy a few 
houts of comparative rest.

Hunger at the same time sharpen­
ed their skill at picking up nourish­
ment from the moat unpromising 
sources on or under the surface of 
tha ice.

Knut Frank«! became adept in pre- 
I'armg what Andree calls a -blood
N iu ‘ stH “ substitute for bread. 
Nils Strindberg’s specialty was ere-
»tmg dishes from the raw materials
of seaweed.

Off the northern coast of North­
east Land in the Spitzbergen group, 
the explorers reached shallower wat­
ers, and here suddenly the direc­
tion of the ice drift began to change.

The effect of the ehanged drift 
immediately was to cut them off 
even from their goal on the seven 
islands.

Between September 12, about a 
month after they left Dane's Island 
on the Dolar flight, and September 
17, the ice drifed with the hapless 
explorers for more than 100 kilo­
meters in an east-southeast direc­
tion, steadily bearing them away 
from the food depot.

Meanwhile Autumn was at hand, 
the days were growing shorter and 
shorter, and the cold was becoming 
increasingly bitter. The explorer’s 
insufficient nourishment made cold 
all the harder to bear.

Marooned on the drifting ice, the 
three men at length resigned them 
selves to spending a Caruso-like 
winter of isolation on a suitable 
ice float.” They set to work build­

ing what the diary describes as art 
"icecot.”

At last, on September 17, they 
>ighted the tall ghostly peak of 
White Island, the first land they had 
seen since flying from Spitzbergen 
on July 11. In the diary Andree 
called it -New Iceland.”

The sighting of land also brought 
them good luck in hunting. On the 
next day they killed their first seal, 
and on the lirth bagged three more. 
On the 20th, after a long fast from 
bear meat, thy managed to kill a 
polar bear. ,

The increased food supply sent 
their spirits soaring. Andree notes 
the stroke of good fortune and esti­
mates his little band will have suf­
ficient food to last until the April 
following.

A week later the three explorers 
moved into their newly finished ice 
cabin on the drifting floes. They 
christened it The Home.”

But disaster was just around the 
comer. A few days later, on the 
morning of October 2, it struck 
them. The ice floe on which they 
had built their little ‘"home” sud­
denly split up with a thunderous 
sound, and the house of ice was 
shattered into a hundred pieces.

Worst of all the party’s equipment 
and provisions were dispersed and 
drifted about on chunks of the orig­
inal ice floe.

In desperation the explorers had 
to plunge into the icy waters to res­
cue them. And in the midst of this 
unexpected blow, stricken in sight 
of land, Andree found too much to do 
to continue the heroic work of not­
ing scientific specimens or even the 
account of their misfortunes. The 
diary abruptly comes to an end.

But its last entry is one of cour­
age and hope, not of dispair:

With such companions,” , writes 
the leader of the expedition, "Every­
thing will go on all right in almost 
any circumstances.”

With this sturdy defiance of mis­
fortunes ends the record of the three 
wanders over the Arctic ice and 
seas from the end of their balloon 
flight to their sighting of the land 
that sheltered them until death.

How they reached it is not recorded 
in this diary. But in addition to 
the vivid account of the march, the 
diary settles the fact that all there 
clung together through the worst 
and implies they reached White 
Island still together.

It was there, in a camp laid bare 
by melting snows and ice, during an 
unusually warm and damp Arctic 
summer, that Dr. Gunnar, Norweg­
ian scientist and explorer, on August 
6 at last solved the riddle of their 
fate and brought back to the world 
the record of their sufferings.

Solomon August Andree in dying

on lonely VV hits Island, apparently 
the last survivor of his expedition 
gave his last thought to the preser­
vation of the record of his wander­
ings and . hardships on the polar 
flight attempt.

A diary in which virtually every 
page had been written on was found
inside his clothing when his body and 
the other relics of his expedition 
brought back by Dr. Gunnar Horn 
was examined at Tromsoe by Swed­
ish and Norwegian experts.

It had been wrapped carefully and 
securely placed at his back. As his 
body was found in a reclining posi­
tion beside the White Island camp, 
it is assumed that on feeling the 
approach of death, he lay down upon 
his precious record and protected it 
even in death with his body.

JO Y C E-P R U IT  W INS CACTUS PLANTS MAY BE 
GAME FROM HAGERMAN CONVERTED IN TO FEED
SUNDAY SCORE 15-12
Hagerman dropped a thrilling slug 
fest to the Roswell Joyce-Pruit nine 
here Sunday by a score of 15-12. 
Although the local boys grabbed 
a nice lead in the first inning and 
seemed headed for an easy win, the 
alert visitors took advantage of sev­
eral breaks and tied the count in the 
sixth and then forged ahead in the 
seventh by a battering attack that 
swept five runs across the plate.

With the socre at 9-7, Slim Rob­
erts, the famous hurler from Ar- 
tesia, was called to the mound for 
Hagerman. With no apparent regard 
for his reputation, the Roswell boys 
continued their smashing rampage 
until a fast double play in the 
ninth put an end to their attacks.

Fire of unknown origin completely 
destroyed the gin plant of the Al­
falfa Assn, at the Espula switch 
seven miles north of Artesia. 
this morning between 4:00 and 6:00 
o'clock. The night watchman and 
two of the night crew were about 
the plant at the time of the fire. 
One member of the night crew was 
asleep in the cotton bin and another 
member with the night watchman had 
stepped into the gin office, when 
a fire was seen in the boiler room. 
A strong west wind aided in spread­
ing the flames from the boiler room 
located in the west side of the build­
ing to the main part of the plant.

In addition to the gin building 
and machinery, six or seven bales 
of cotton were lost in the fire. The 
seed house with a car of cotton seed 
was saved. The amount of loss 
sustained on the plant was placed at 
$15,000 this morning, in addition to 
the loss on the cotton. The plant 
was partly covered by insurance.

BY CHEMICAL PROCESS
A process by which the ordinary 

desert cactus of the great southwest 
n ay be turned into valuable cattle 
feed has been perfected by W. D. 
Corbin, an American rancher in Chi­
huahua, Mexico, and agricultural 
experts are hailing it as the great­
est forward step in modern agricul­
ture for the great area of North 
America extending from Texas to 
California and far south into Old 
Mexico.

By Mr. Corbin’s process the leaves 
from the cactus plants are converted 
into succulent ensilage by adding an 
inexpensive chemical called St. Mar­
tha’s sulphate salts to the shredded 
cactus leaves as they are tramped 
into the silo which causes the thorns 
on the leaves to become as soft as 
tender tufts of grass. The feeding 
value of the resulting ensilage is 
taid to be equal to grass or corn fod­
der and provides ample nourishment 
U>r stock cattle without other feed.

The discovery of means of utilizing 
this ever prolific desert growth that 
tomerly was worse than useless, 
opens new possibilities for the cattle 
industry in the great semi-arid south­
west, a department of agriculture 
official said recently when visited 
by a representative of the Chihauhua 
ranchman.

It is of particular interest just 
at this time to thousands of ranch­
ers who are faced with the necessity 
o f disposing of their cattle this win­
ter. on account of absence of range 
grass due to the unprecedented drouth 
of the shmmer and fall. Mr. Corbin 
by a series of feeding experiments, 
has shown that these ranchers can 
keep their stock cattle through hand­
ily by feeding cactus ensilage ex­
clusively.

“For the average ranchman I 
would decommend at least two large 
silos,”  Mr. Corbin said. "Then he 
will always have one from which to 
feed while the other is being filled. 
Unlike other ensilage material, the 
cactus may be placed in the silo any 
month in the year, winter or summer, 
and for six months it bears a fruit, 
the prickly pear, which gives it 
added value.”

Harvesting the cactua leaves ia 
done very rapidly, he said, by men 
with special forks and long knives 
who go over the ground with wagons, 
in many cases securing twenty-five 
tons of the leaves to the acre. The 
silos are filled with regular ensilage 
cutters and blowers and the en­
silage is tramped into the silos thor­
oughly by men wearing wooden san­
dals. No water need be added.

The sulphate salt is added at the 
rate of one pound for every ton of 
the ensilage. The chemical, working 
in conjunction with the natural fer­
mentation o f the chopped cactus 
leaves, quickly reduces the woody 
thorns to a semi-liquid state, mak­
ing them altogether harmless to 
livestock.

"Cactus ensilage will cost probably 
one-fourth as much as corn en­
silage,”  Mr. Corbin said, "since it 
grows wild, and by adding cotton 
seed cake or grain to the ensilage 
ration, cattlemen in the cactus coun­
try will be able to fatten their cat­
tle ready for the meat markets at 
much lower cost than cattle in the 
corn belt of the United States.”

There also is the probability of 
shipping this low cost ensilage in 
airtight containers to the dairy re­
gions of the north.

Mr. Corbin has found that the best 
i(%ults are obtained by using steel 
silos about 25 feet in diameter and 
48 feet high. This gives a capacity 
of about 500 tons and will feed 1,000 
head of stock cattle about 45 to 50 
days.

For many years the high feeding 
| value of the desert cactus has been 
known but heretofore a successful 
method of getting rid of the thorns 
had not been discovered. The de­
partment o f agriculture of the U. S. 
looking for the solution of the pro- 

! blem, devised a torch with which 
ranchers could burn off the thorns 

I of the cactus after which the leaves 
made excellent cattle feed. This 

I however, was too slow a process and 
the government later turned their 
findings over to Luther Burbank with 
the suggestion that he develop a 

1 thornless cactus.
Some progress was made in this 

¡direction by Mr. Burbank, but it 
was found that thornless cactus had 

I little chance to survive as the leaves 
were eaten as fast as they appeared 
by the jack rabbits; also it was found 

i that thornless cactus, planted in 
the desert, quickly reverted to ita 
aboriginal type and grew thorns for 

I its own protection.
The desert cactus also is common 

in Australia and the government 
there has been studying for years 
how to turn it to some use. There 
it a legend that the 60,000 acres of 
Australian cactus spread from a 
single plant brought into the country 
as a potted plant by a woman.
