A\ Word About Mr. Seligman

The Democratic candidate has never been known as public
spirited. He has never been active in any matter for the pub-
lic interest that did not have a profit—a very definite profit
for himself. Mr. Seligman as head of the Seligman Brothers
Company, became delinquent in his taxes for $266781. He
forced a settlement for twenty-eight cents on the dollar. Santa
Fe county fell into hard lines and defaulted on its bonds. He
bought up a lot of them at a few cents on the dollar. Then
he collected the bonds at par with interest added. The prin-
cipal and interest thus secured amounted to $21,666.

Mr. Seligman beat his state and county out of nearly
seventy-two per cent of his taxes. He bought up county
bonds at bankrupt prices and forced settlement at par, prin-
cipal and interest,

Mr. Seligman is now trying to have Elfego Baca, the last of
the New Mexico “killers” elected judge of the district court
of the seventh judicial district. Baca’s unfitness for the posi-
tion has no weight with Mr. Seligman so long as votes may be
had for himself and his ticket. The promotion of the can-
didacy for Baca for the judgeship is one of the most ter-
rible things that ever has come up in New Mexico polities.

Holt and Simms
H. B. Holt and A. G. Simms should, by all means, be elected
to the Senate and Congress. New Mexico needs so much that
can not be had except through the federal government. You
have read much of the dependance of this state on tariff
legislation. The Democrats, defending Senator Bratton's vote
against the bill claim that the tariff does the woolgrower no
good. They point to the low price at the present moment.

The tariff bill gave an increase of from thirty-one to
thirty-four cents a pound, scoured basis. That means about
eleven cents a pound on grease or raw wool. About forty
per cent of the wool used in the United States is imported.
The price of raw wool is now about fifteen cents a pound.
The foreigner must pay eleven cents for the privilege of selling
in this market. That makes his home price about four cents
a pound, out of which he must pay the freight. To open our
markets to the foreign woolgrower wouwld bankrupt every
New Mexico woolgrower.

This fact is admitted by Mark Smith, in his book on
wool and the sheep industry. He advocates free wool and says
while it would des‘roy the sheep industry in the grazing
states, that it would be in the interest of the people of the
densely populated states of the east. Mr. Smith is recognized
as the authority of the eastern states on the sheep and wool
industry and speaks the language of the Democratic party.

The Democratic party would destroy the livestock in-
dustry in New Mexico. It would destroy the tax value of our
grazing lands both as to the state and the taxable value of
the grazing lands in private ownership. 'It would bankrupt
every grower of livestock. It would ruin New Mexico and de-
prive the state of at least one half of our population—ADV.

How Tracks of Running

The triangle formed by the tracks
of a rabbit In the snow poluts In the
opposite direction from which the anl
mal was running, says an article In
Pathfinder muagazine. When a rabblt
runs It touches the ground with both
small front feet close together and
then strikes with the two large hind
feet apart and ahead of the front feet,
forming the base of the triangle with
the hind feet and the apex with the
front ones,

In other words, the hind feet strike
the ground lust and leave It Inst with
each leap, but they strike far ahead
of the front feet, consequently the
two foremost and most widely sepn
rated trucks awre made by the hind
feet not by the front feet us so often
supposed.
