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Plowing in late fall or winter is
probably the most important control
measure for combating the cotton
bollworm, as this pest overwinters
in the pupal stage from 4 to 6 inches
below the surface of the ground. This

disk fence rows and other places
where bollworms may have fed on
plants.

Buying a good herd bull is an im-
portant step in growing better beef
calves. In common or native herds,
calves sired by purebred bulls weigh
on an average 60 pounds a head
more when sold as fat yearlings than
calves of the same age sired by scrub

bulls, and they will sell for 1 to 2
cents a pound more, according to
experiments in Arkansas and Okla-
homa. The cost of feed for putting
100 pounds gain on the scrub calves
was slightly more than the cost for
the grade calves.

It requires skill to bleed a steer
properly. After stunning the ani-
mal stretch the neck out as far as
possible and cut through the skin
from the brest-bone toward the
throat, making a cut from 10 to 12
inches long. Insert the knife with
the back of the blade against the
breast-bone and point the tip directly
toward the backbone at the top of
the shoulders, just under the wind-
pipe, and cut forward toward the
head. Take care not to stick so
deep and so far back as to penetrate
the chest cavity Bleeding is more
complete if the carcass is “pumped”
by grasping the tail and pushing the
paunch forward

The stockyards receive thousands
of hogs each year that have died in
transit or that are more or less crip-
pled owing to improper handling
before or during shipment, says the

Let the hogs get rested before load-
ing them on cars. Don't drive them

APPROPRIATION BILL

WASHINGTON-—Driven at high
speed by the republican leaders, the
house legislative machinery took up
Monday the annual interior depart-
ment supply bill providing $68,5652,-
000 for the fiscal year 1932.

The bill was reported by the house
appropriations committee, carrying
$5,640,000 more than the depart-
ment obtained for the current year,
but $840,700 less than recommended
in the budget.

The largest single outlay was $15,-
| 000,000 for construction on the $165,-
| 000,000 dam on the Colorado river,
bringing the total thus far allowed
it to $26,666,000,

In additions to the $15,000,000 for
the Boulder propject, the reclamation
bureau was allowed $6,971,000 for
continuation on existing western pro-
Jects. No new projects were author-
ized.

For national park service, $9,498,-
000 was allowed, an increase of $1,-
360,000 over budget estimates.

Next time you have a leg of
lamb, try having the butcher bone
it. You will be surprised to find
how attractive servings can be made
from either a hot or cold boned leg,
that can be sliced evenly from end
to end.

Christmas gifts from the kitchen
will be sure to please. A few jars
of jelly or preserves or pickles—some
of your most appetizing cookies—a
fruit cake or a tasty layer cake—
some homemade candies—are all good
last minute remembrances. Dainty
wrappings make them reflect the
spirit of the season.

Here are four good rules on the
care of milk in the home: First, pro-
vide a receptacle on the porch, in
which the milkman can place the
bottled milk, to protect it. Second,
place the milk in the regrigerator
as soon as possible after it is de-
livered. Third, leave the milk in
the bottle until it is time to use it.
Fourth, do not return unused milk
or cream to the bottle. Keep it,
covered, in a separate container,

If your rooms are covered with
a figured wall-paper, choose a plain
colored curtain material.
