| was opened the last week in Feb-
ruary.

| come in from farmers who had crops

| Requests have also been received
{from men who did no farming in
{1929 or 1930 or both. Under the
| law, those who share in the relief

| fund must have tilled their soil thru
the last two years. Loans must be

|secured by lien on a erop to be
| grown in 1931.
The applications from New Mex-

ico are being handled by the St. Louis
office. G. R. Quesenberry, extension
| agronomist, who is familiar with
conditions in the state, is assisting
in supplying information, both to
the St. Louis office and to the people
{of the state. However, neither the
extension agronomist, county agent
| nor county committee assumes any
responsibility in the final decision
on applications for aid. That rests
entirely with the department, which
{ must rely, however, to a great ex-
tent, upon the reports of the com-
| mittee who are conversant with local
| conditions and the standing of the
| applicant in his community.
