To Ring August 29

Bovina Schools will begin the
1977-'78 school year on Monday
morning, August 29, at 8:55.

Classes will begin each day at 8:55
a.m. and dismiss at 3:35 p.m. for all
students in grades three through 12.
Kindergarten through second grade
students will be dismissed at 3:20
p.m. each day, according to
Superintenent Larry Wilson.

The lunch period will be adjusted
according to class schedules being
developed.

Two early classes are scheduled in
driver education and short hand.
They will begin at 8 a.m. and end at
8:55 a.m.

All students, with the exception of
those enrolled in the 8 a.m. classes,
are asked not to report to the school
campus before 8:45 each morning,
unless a teacher conference is
requested. ,

Parents and students are also
requested not to drive their vehicles
in the area behind the high school
building. There are two walk-in
gates--one at the high school end and
one at the elementary school end of
the building--for parents who are
delivering or picking up students.
Another gate is located near the old
field house.

Free and reduced price lunch
applications may be obtained from
any of the principals’ offices. All
students must fill out new
applications this year.

Students in kindergarten through
sixth grades will register the first
day of school, with junior high and
high school students registering on
Friday, August 26.

High school students will register
in the library Friday, with seniors
registering from 9 to 10:30 a.m.;
juniors from 10:30 a.m. to 12 noon;
sophomores from 1 to 2:30 p.m. and
freshmen from 2:30 to 4 p.m.

Junior high students will register
in the cafeteria, the seventh grade
from 10 a.m. to 12 noon, and the
eighth grade from 1:30to 3 p.m. New
students are also requested to
register at the times listed above.

Kindergarten and first grade
pupils who were not pre-registered
should bring complete immuniza-
tion and birth records the first day of
school, according to Jim Noyes,
elementary principal.

Kindergarten classes in Bovina
Schools will be offered once again on
the same basis as the past four years
for all five-year-old children.

Educationally disadvantaged stu-
dents, including those with a
language barrier or whose family’s
income is less than $3,000 yearly,
may attend classes on a whole-day
basis the entire school year. All
other five-year-old children will
degin at mid-term and attend on a
full-day basis, along with those who
began at the first of the school term.

Kindergarten students who will
attend the second semester term
beginning in January will not
register until that time.

All school-age children, under the
state’s compulsory immunization
law, must be immunized against
diphtheria, measles,” tetanus and
polio before they will be allowed to
enroll.

President Carter has said he will
veto any farm bill that exceeds the
spending limits he has set.

Proponents of the bill, including
Rep. Jack Hightower of the 13th
District, say that farmers are in a
crisis situation and need more help
than the administration seems
willing to provide. .

Rep. Hightower, in a speech on the
House floor last week, pointed out
that national publicity has been
given the Panhandle area because of
the dry weather and dust storms this
spring which caused crop losses.

He stated that farmers can cope
with the weather and expect losses
from that source, but when this is
coupled with a disastrous drop in
prices, it becomes a real crisis.

City Council In

Routine Session

The City Council met last
Thursday night in a relatively short
session and, in routine fashion,
approved the previous minutes and
authorized payment of bills.

SS Recipients Need
To Report Earnings

“We need your help.” Augustine
Casares, social security branch
manager, requests the help of all
people receiving social security in
reporting their earnings.

‘““People who receive social
security retirement and survivors
insurance benefits are allowed to
make $3000 each year,” says Mr,
Casares. “If they make more than
that amount, they are required to
report their earnings to social
security.

“The process is simple. At the
beginning of each year we don’t
know what you are going to make. It
is up to you to give us an estimate of
what you expect to earn. We will set
up payments based on that estimate.
At any time during the year you can
change your estimate and we will

adjust your checks as appropriate.

‘“The time of reckoning comes
early the next year. After December
31 and before April 16 you are
required to file a report telling us
exactly what your earnings were.
We compare this to the estimate that
we have been using to pay your
benefits and make the necessary
adjustments, If the estimate was too
high, we’'ll send a check for the
excess money withheld. If the
estimate was too low, then we’ll
request that you repay the excess
money paid to you.

‘““Additional information may be
secured from any social security
office--simply ask for a copy of ‘You
Can Work and Still Get Social
Security Checks’ and ‘If You Work
After You Retire’,”” Mr. Casares
explained.
