Each of the twelve banks have 
been directed to turn into the 
treasury the names of those who 
have withdrawn large amounts 
o f gold and have failed to put it 
back.

What action will be taken 
against such hoarders has not 
been announced but it is infer­
red that the collection o f the in­
formation predicates prosecutions.

Much interest has been mani­
fested in the report o f the state 
champion cotton field of C. P. 
Pardue of Loving. The detailed 
operation o f the cotton and the 
cost o f same are as follows:

The exact acreage measure is 
17.86 acres. This land was plow­
ed on January 16th and harrowed 
ami re-plowed again. It was ir­
rigated on March 16th and then 
disked. It was planted on March 
28th and 29th, it was blocked and 
thinned to one foot two plants to 
a hill on May 6th, cultivated on 
May lith , irrigated the second 
time on May 18th. Cultivated 
on May 21st for the third time 
and then on June 1st, irrigated,
cultivated on June 29th, irrigated
for the fourth time on July 10th 
and cultivated for the fifth and
last time on July 13th.

Disking consumed 20 man hours 
and 80 horse hours; plowing 120 
man hours and 360 horse hours; 
harrowing 20 man hours, 60 horse 
hours; planting 20 man hours, 40 
horse hours, cultivating (five  
times) 120 man hours, 240 horse 
hours; irrigating four times 80 
man hours; chopping 400 man 
hours, making a total of 780 man 
hours and 780 horse hours. Total 
man hours at 20c per hour $156, 
total horse hours at 10c per hour 
$78.00. Picking 54,190 pounds 
seed cotton at 45c cwt. cost 
$243.85. Ginning costs above seed 
$85.00, making a total cost of 
$526.85, a cost per acre of $31.55.

This first picking was made 
September 16th, second picking 
October 12th to 17th, third pick­
ing October 22nd, fourth picking 
October 29th to November 3rd. 
Bollies in December. This made 
a total of 19.304 pounds lint cot­
ton, and 56,100 pounds seed cot­
ton, acreage yield o f 1,063 pounds 
per acre, or two bales and sixty- 
three pounds per acre. The 36 
bales were classed as follows: 
13 good middling, 19 strict mid­
dling, 4 bales of bollies, low mid­
dling. The length was as follows. 
4 bales holies 1 1/32; 12 bales 
1 1/16; 8 bales 1 3/32; 6 bales 
1 1/8; making a total o f 32 
bales o f 1 1/16 or better.

The price of this cotton varied 
from $6.10 to $6.50 per cwt. The 
average price being $6.34 per cwt. 
thus returns were $6.74 per acre. 
As there was a total cost o f 
$31.55 per acre this field showed 
a labor income of $35.86 per acre. 
The water charges and interest 
on investment not having been 
deducted.

Little Pen-o-grams

CLOVIS SHIPPING
MANY CATTLE

Approximately 150 cars of live­
stock have been shipped out of Clo­
vis to packers and feeders since Jan­
uary 1, a survey revealed Thursday 
says the Clovis News Journal.

Sheep shippings have totalled ap­
proximately 12.300 head and about 
4.000 head o f rattle hare been slop­
ed. A number of cars o f bogs hsve 
been shipped also.

W’ ASIIINOTON.—The oil indu-try 
tli rough spokesmen representing the 
men who produce most of the coun­
try’s petroleum turned Tuesday to 
the federal government with the re­
quest that it take charge to tiring 
order out of chaos.

A committee o f fifteen, represent­
ing governors of 13 oil producing 
siutes. the major companies and 
ninny of the independent groups, 
late tislay drew up u tentative pro- 
tram for stabilisation of the indus­
try which included the request for 
drastic government regulation.

The plan was submitted to Secre­
tary Ickes. who said he had not 
approved It as yet ami would not 
indicate his attitude. Standing hy 
his desk, he outlined to newspaper- 
cieii some of the ''highlights''.

lie expluined the oil Industry rep­
resentatives had reached a conclus­
ion that their situation could not 
!“ handled “ effectively" by coopera­
tion la-tween state authorities and 
individual producers.

"They want the national govern- 
aunt to help out temporarily In the 
situation." he said "It may lie ne­
cessary if the plan is adopted, to 
ask i-ongress for emergency legisla­
tion."

Secretary Ickes further explained :
"The suggestion look* to naming 

a representative on the part o f the 
federal government with wide pow­
ers to see that over-production is 
curtailed and ( o i l  I bootlegging 
stopped."

Meanwhile there was no recon­
ciling the group of independent 
producers that has from the first 
expressed its op|s>sitiou to the gen­
eral tremí of affairs at the meeting.

The latest plan submitted to 
President Roosevelt may affect 
development of eastern New Mex­
ico in some ways, although flush 
production is controlled by the 
proration agreement operative in 
the Hobbs pool. A press dispatch 
from Washington states:

The majority program sent to 
the White House through Secre­
tary Ickes also recommended that 
President Roosevelt immediately 
call upon the governors of Cal­
ifornia, Kansas, Oklahoma, Texas 
and New Mexico to close until 
April 15, all flush wells in their 
states, except those which would 
be irreparably damaged by shut­
ting down.

Once the quotas were allocated, 
congress, should the president agree 
would be urged to pass legislation 
preventing the shipment out o f a 
state of petroleum or its deriva­
tives made in violation of these 
quota regulations.

A section of the lengthy pro­
gram was devoted to recommend­
ations to the governors. The fo l­
lowing daily allocation among the 
states was urged for the time 
being: Texas 786,242 barrels; Ok­
lahoma 417,690; Kansas 93,366; 
California 432,432 and other states 
270,270.

QUESTION IS RAISED 
HOW CAN THE STATE 
TAX ITS OWN TAXES

llth  LEGISLATURE W AS
THE MOST COSTLY

How New Mexico can tax taxes 
| was a question raised over SB- 
137, the new income tax law, now 
in effect.

State tax Commissioner B. 0. 
Beall pointed out there was an o ff­
set in the bill, whereby one-fifth 
o f the ad valorem taxes were ex­
empted and all the personal tax 
and tax on the home of the in­
come tax payers.

The bill does not, however, pro­
vide exemptions allowed in the 
federal income tax law—as this 
law exempts from net income tax­
es on gasoline, electricity, tele­
graph and telephone, property, 
and all other taxes.

There was no indication anyone 
would test the provisions o f the 
law but lawyers speculated re- 
gardig whether the courts would 
hold double taxation was pro­
hibited anywhere in the state con­
stitution. There also was dis­
cussion whether the law would be 
held inoperative entirely if courts 
held there could not be a tax on 
taxes, or whether the offset pro­
vision could be eliminated and 
the taxpayer pay a double tax 
right on through.

The income tax, Beall said, is in 
addition to the occupational tax 
based on gross sales and corpora­
tions or stores would be required 
to pay the tax in addition to the 
others. There is the provision, 
however, he pointed out, permit­
ting a readjustment by the state 
tax commission when a business 
can show it is being taxed beyod 
reasonable expectation.

SAN TA  FE— The New Mexico 
Taxpayers Association announced 
Monday the l l th  New’ Mexico 
legislature was the most costly 
gathering in recent years.

| The cost of the llth  legislature 
was figured at $53,195.18 by Ru­
pert F. Asplund, director. This 
figure compared with costs of 
other legislatures as follows:

10th, 1931, $52,897.07.
9th, 1929, $50,718.72.
8th, 1927, $50,222.74.
7th. 1925, $51.118.54.

The cost of this legislature was 
$22,650 for salaries, including $160 
to unseated members of the house. 
Employes in the senate drew $6,- 
060 and in the house $7,375. 
Mileage was $17 for the Lt. Gov­
ernor and $1,066.34 for the senate 
and $2,203.04 for the house.

Postage, telephone and telegraph 
set a new high record in the llth  
'egislature with a cost o f $801.41 
as compared with the net highest 
o f $621.39 by the 1931 legislature. 
The lowest was the 1926 legisla­
ture which spent only $306.20.

The eleventh New Mexico legisla­
ture enacted and the governor sign­
et) Hit 23<1 which prtivitles itluck 
g-»ollne shall lie sold to enable re­
funds under the state gasoline tax 
law. The law provides the state 
t omptroller shall provide the black 
coloring to distributors to alter the 
gasoline used for purposes other 
than on streets, roads and highways

This black gasoline would la* ex­
empt from the state tax.

The tax law was amended in the 
penalty clause to read that anyone 
‘ •who falls or refuses to color the 
motor fuel or gasoline as required 
|.y iliis act or who uses such colored 
gasoline or motor fuel in any motor 
vehicle operated or intended to tie 
operated upon the public streets or 
highways of this state“ shall tie 
guilty of a felony.

Typhoons «and Cloudbursts
Typhoons have produced some of 

the world's most remarkable cloud­
burst floods, writes Charles Fltz- 
hugh Talman In Asia Magazine. 
Perhaps the most disastrous cloud 
burst on record was the one that 
occurred In the Kll peninsula of 
southern Japan on August 19. 1889. 
during the passage of a typhoon. 
The resulting flood drowned 1.500 
persons and caused Immense de­
struction of property. A typhoon 
also brought the heaviest 24-hour 
rainfall ever measured, on July 
14-15, 1911, when 46 Inches of wa­
ter fell from noon to noon at 
Bnguia. the summer capital of the 
Philippines, starting huge land­
slides thnt hurled portions of the 
famous Benquet road. But a sec-1 
ond typhoon repaired some of the 
damage wrought hy the first; for tt 
washed away most of the debris; | 
reducing, It Is said, h.v $250,000. th« 
cost of rebuilding the road.

W ASHINGTON, D. C. —  Presi­
dent Roosevelt Tuesday ordered 
the abolition o f the Federal Farm 
Board and tied its functions, to­
gether with the functions of all 
the scattered federal farm credit 
agencies into a single unit. The 
order was the first president's 
re-organization move.

Traveling swiftly upon the heels 
of the chief executive’s submis­
sion of this order to congress. 
Secretary Wallace sent to Capitol 
Hill a program for adjusting farm 
indebtedness through a huge gov­
ernment financing plan.

In sending his farm agency 
consolidation plan to congress, the 
president named Henry Morgen- 
thau, Jr., present head o f the 
farm board to be governor of the 
new farm credit administration 
which goes into operation 61 days 
her.ee, provided a majority of both 
houses does not vote the proposal 
down within that time.

Through this new government 
unit the president will operate the 
billion dollar refinancing of agri­
culture he will propose to congress 
later this week.

NEW YORK— More states may 
have beer after legalization than 
any year since 1917, study of the 
status o f the liquor laws since 
1914 indicates.

Twenty-two states have no pro­
hibitory laws at present, com­
pared to 14 in 1920, 16 in 1919, 
21 in 1918, 25 in 1917 and 39 in 
1914.

What effect this greater appar­
ent “ wetness” will have on con­
sumption o f beer brewing author­
ities will not predict, except to 
point out the fact and to remark 
also that population o f the coun­
try has increased. Whether the 
thirst has increased proportion­
ately remains to be seen.

The industry is moving as rap­
idly as possible to step up pro­
duction, reports to the U. S. 
Brewers’ association indicate. A t 
the end o f 1932 about 211 brew­
eries were in a position to brew 
legal beer. No figures are avail­
able to show how many have been 
rehabiliated since then.

Here are the highlights as to 
potentialities from several lead­
ing beer centers:

New York and Brooklyn: in
1918 there were 54 breweries in 
these two centers compared to 12 
at the end o f 1932. Several more 
have been reconstructed since the 
first o f the year.

One brewery estimates it can 
produce 1,000,000 barrels in 12 
months after legalization; another 
between 250,000 and 400.000 bar­
rels; another about 350,000 bar­
rels. In 1916 these two centers 
produced about 8,600,000 barrels. 
A brewer who would not be quot­
ed estimated New York and 
Brooklyn might make 4,000.000 
barrels in the year following le­
galization.

Philadelphia had 43 breweries 
in 1918, only 7 as the year end­
ed; Patterson and Newark, N. J. 
had 23, only 4 as the year ended.

Milwaukee; The city's brewer­
ies are to operate at about 60 
per cent o f their one-time capac­
ity. In 1916 nine Milwaukee 
breweries produced about 4,000,000 
barrels and paid about $5,195,000 
wages. Eight breweries w ill be 
able to operate to varying extents 
after legalization and the brewery 
workers’ union estimates 4,500 
and women will be directly em­
ployed by them.

Chicago: Chicago's beer thirst 
will be quenched by a produc­
tion which promises to approach 
1,800,000 barrels a year. Six ma­
jor breweries, plus smaller units 
with less definite plans, aspire to 
sky-rocket their output immedi­
ately. The Illinois Manufacturing 
association estimates 35,000 will 
be employed in allied industries, 
while direct employment will be

about 3,000.
Cincinnati: About 20 o f Ohio's 

106 breweries are to operate ac­
cording to the advisory cominis- 
sio for liquor control. They have 
a potential capacity o f about 

i ¡00,000 barrels.
St. Louis: Before prohibition

\ St. Louis produced about 3,000,- 
1000 barrels, one plant alone hav­
ing a capacity of about 2,000,000 
Itarrels. The industrial club of 
St. Louis estimates 70 per cent 

I o f this capacity will be available 
after legalization.

New Orleans: Three breweries
stand ready to manufacture legal 
beer. Louisiana produced about
500.0000 barrels in pre-prohibition 
days, but probably will produce 
considerably less this year.

San Francisco: West coast pop­
ulation ha- almost doubled since 
prohibition, and breweries expect 
a correspondingly larger business. 
California's production averaged
1.350.000 barrels for eight years 
prior to 1919.

Breweries ready to operate on 
the coast are: California, 6; Wash­
ington, 4; Oregon, 2; Nevada, 3; 
other far western states, about 
7. The California Brewers’ as­
sociation believes far western de­
mand will approximate 5,000,000 
barrels this year.

The great big idea now is to 
save the mortgaged land for the 
farmer so he can raise too much 
to make himself poor to require 
another mortgage, says the Tu- 
cunicari News.

ALBUQUERQUE New Mexico's 
stake in the public domain of the 
United States Is huge as this state 
laiasts 16.(100.(100 acres of the total 
173.318,246 acres of unappropria­
ted public domain in the nation.

Roth cattle growers and wool 
growers' asNociations of New Mex­
ico have gone on record favoring 
cession to the public domain states 
of both surface anti subsurface 
rights in the public domain.

The cattle growers association, 
meeting at Tucunicnri last week, re- 
tterated Its position in favor of turn­
ing over public land to the states 
except such portions as may lie re­
served for exchange o f forest lands.

The wool growers association at 
Its last meeting endorsed the Nolt 
Idll. authorizing transfer of public 
domain to file states. Tills bill pass­
ed the house but fulled to pass the 
senate.

It is Impossible to estimate the 
amount o f minerals, oil and gas that 
may lie beneath the present domain 
In New Mexico, authorities snid. 
IToponcnts of cession to the states 
of public lands in entirety see the 
possibility thnt future mineral de­
velopment, adding tremendously to 
the state's taxable valuation . will 
help solve the ever-lncrensing tax 
problem In New Mexico.
