W ASHINGTON —  The twelve 
billion dollar war debt that Europe 
owes the United States became a 
badly frozen asset Tuesday.

Now that Great Britain— for the 
firat time in the proud history o f 
that empire— has decided to de­
fault, other countries are believed 
likely to follow suit.

Only little Finland has an­
nounced it will lay ita full install­
ment of $166,538 on the line June 
15. Except for talk o f a possi­
bility that one other debtor might 
pay soi lelhing, the prospects for 
much cash on $474,000,000 due or 
overdue in mid-June was con­
sidered extremely remote.

The British refusal to pay— 
announced in a note delivered to 
the state department Monday 
night— heralded a virtually com­
plete collapse in a situation that 
has filled the international scene 
with bitter recriminations for 
years.

Great Britain said she would 
defer all payments on her four 
billion dollar debt until inter­
governmental talks revise the debt 
funding agreement on a payable 
basis

Britain, on the last two due 
datea, has made token payments. 
Her note said a partial payment 
would have been made on the 
$262,000,000 due June 14 except 
for the new Johnson act, which 
brands as a defaulter any nation 
which fails to pay in full.

Under the circumstances, the 
note said in effect, it is to the 
advantage of all to have a show­
down on the whole question im­
mediately.

In actual cash outlay from the 
treasury, the bill calls for $1,- 
178,269,000. but it contains pro­
visions that all the unused borrow­
ing power o f the reconstruction 
corporation, the unspent PW A 
funds, savings brougnt about by 
the economy act of 1933 and un­
expended farm administration re­
lief monies may be transferred to 
feed and clothe the hungry.

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THE SMALL TOWN
AND THE DEPRESSION

The happiest people in America 
during the long years of the 
depression, are those whose homes 
and interests have been located 
in small towns.

We have escaped the most 
severe adversities, and have moved 
serenely on our way.

There are several reasons for 
the serenity of the small villages j 
during the turmoil that enveloped 
the world. One is the cohesion ; 
and cooperation of their citizens j 
in common causes. Close personal 
touch between business and the ! 
individual has done much to ele­
vate spiritually and mentally the 
rural constituency. They have 
been able to discuss personal 
problems with sympathetic friends. 
Then again, in matters of credit, 
the merchants and business man 
has known his people well enough 
to safeguard his interests in ex­
tending credit and making loans. 
He knows the intimate character 
of those with whom he deals, and 
acts accordingly.

Through the years the small 
American town has been scorned 
by the cities. T^** brilliant authors 
of our nation have laughed at it, 
and such vituperous writers as 
Sinclair Lewis have pictured it as 
the birthplace of Babbitts. The 
stage and screen have capitalized 
on what they called the “ yokels.” 
Big corporations have their special 
letters o f collection which are 
written for the small town mind, 
and one of these which recently 
came to our personal attention 
from one of the leading firms of 
the country, was nothing more 
or less than polite blackmail. It 
was manufactured expressly for 
the country people who are not 
supposed to have much sense.

But now it is our turn to laugh. 
We who live in the country may 
not have much style. We don't 
have to wear our coats every time 
we step out on the street. We 
usually manage to get by at a 
meal with the three old stand 
bys, knife, fork and spoon. There 
is little formality about us and 
little rank. There are no “ Misters” 
in the small town. We know each 
other by our first names. This 
breeds sympathy. No death occurs 
but that we all suffer. No sick­
ness strikes any home that we 
do not feel. We respond to an­
other’s advancement without envy, 
and sympathize with him in any 
misfortune which comes to hirfi.

SAN TA  FE— An increase of 
$54,049.22 in state land office 
receipts in May 1934 over May 
1933 was announced Saturday by 
Land Commissioner Frank Vesley. 
The total for May 1933 was $111,- 
779.91. This money includes all 
revenue of the department, from 
grazing, oil and gas, contract and 
mineral departments.

Almost twice as much money 
was available for institutions May 
this year over May last year, 
Vesley said. This year the amount 
available was $97,613.43, as com­
pared with $45,893.20 last year. 
This May the money *>r expend­
ing was $50,000 with the balance 
to the permanent funds. Last year 
$32,000 could be spent and $12,000 
for permanent funds.

There was $37,965.33 for the 
common school funds this May, 
as compared with $23,000 in May 
last year.

Vesley said the land office would 
show more than r quarter o f a 
million dollars increase this fiscal 
year over last. He said the oil 
royalty suspense fund, amounting 
to several hundred thousand dol­
lars accumulated since 1931 and 
available this year, was not in­
cluded in hia estimates.

Probably more eggs are 
successfully stored in large cold 
storage plants than any other 
place, but such plants are not 
available to the smart poultry 
farmer.

The cheapest method of storing 
a few farm eggs ia as follows:

1 pound of lard 
tfc pound of paraffin 
4 ounces of dry boric acid (this 

may be secured from a drug 
store).

Mix all ingredients well while 
heating slightly. Allow it to cool. 
Take a small lump, about the size 
of a pea. in the palm of the hand 
and work well over the egg. Wrap 
each egg in paper and store in a 
cool place. A basement or cellar 
makes a good storage place. It ia 
reported by most persons who 
have tried this method that the 
eggs kept well for several months. 
It was also reported that the 
whites stood up well and no bad 
odors developed.

Use clean infertile eggs for 
storing. Eggs keep better if no 
males are left with the hens. 
Fertile eggs should not be stored 
because the germ may begin to 
develop and spoil the egg.

This may be a good year to 
preserve a few eggs for home 
use next fall ana winter, since 
there will be fewer layer* next 
fall than in many years past. 
Also, there may be a scarcity of 
cheap feed for some of the flocks, 
causing lowered production. Home 
preservation of some eggs, for 
home use, should receive the 
attention of many floek owners.

Cats will get rabies if  bitten 

by a rabid dog or coyote and they 
may infect humans with th is, 
dread disease.

They have been accused of i 
spreading diphtheria. This charge 
has recently been very thoroughly 
investigated by E. B. Brooks. 
Cats can be killed by diphtheria j 
toxin. (It  takes about five times 
ax much of this toxin to kill a 
kitten a* to kill a guinea pig.) i 
But when the Schick test was 
given to seventy cats, all proved 
negative, showing that they are 
not susceptible to diphtheria in­
fection. This conclusion was con­
firmed when virulent 
bacilli were planted in the cats’ ; 
throats— the bacilli would not J 
grow there. A fter twenty-four [ 
houra they were atill in the throat 
but after forty-eight hours they 
had disappeared.

Diphtheria bacilli spread on a 
cat’s fur lived for as long as 
three days but no longer.

The experiments show that cats 
may carry diphtheria infection for 
two or three days after exposure 
to a case of the disease, even 
though they will not catch the ; 
disease themselves.

It is probable that other domes-1 
tic animals will carry living germs 
about in the same way. All pets I 
should be kept away from cases 
of infectious disease.

Ohio Man Made Preaident
of Republic of Liberia

A colored man named Edward 
Roy*. formerly a resident of New 
ark, Ohio, became president of ths 
republic of Liberia. The circum 
stances that led to the establish­
ment of this republic follow:

The negro republic of Liberia 
owes Its origin to American philan­
thropy and enterprise. On the last 
day of 1816 a body of men who 
sought a solution of the slavery 
problem through the return of ths 
negroes of Africa formed the Amer­
ican Colonisation society, with 

diphtheria [ Henry Clay for president, their aim 
being to establish an African col­
ony for freed slaves.

Not ontll six years later did they 
succeed In Inducing African prince* 
of Guinea to favor their plan; but 
In 1821 a treaty was concluded by 
which they obtained a tract of land 
500 miles long by 500 deep, on th* 
Guinea coaat of West Africa. There­
upon the society began tbe exporta­
tion of colonists.

To each man was given SO acres, 
together with the means for culti­
vating ths land. Ths first town 
established was Monrovia, named 
for the then President of the Unit­
ed States. H ie form of government 
ultimately adopted was that of ths 
United States, and the country 1* 
universally recognized as an Inde­
pendent republic. In 1847 the pro­
tection of the Americans was with­
drawn. and the country became ths 
Free and Independent Republic of 
Liberia.

Objects of Fear, Hat#

Dnlla which are today the beet­
loved toys of little girls, were once 
object* of fear or hate. They fig­
ured In itrang* rites of black magic 
and were specially cherished by 
women. They were used to terrify 
and cast spell* upon rlvala enemies 
or unfortunate husbanda After 
certain "magic* I" ceremonies. It 
was thought that whatever was 
then doD* to the dolls would be felt 
by the man or womaa It resembled. 
Sometimes th* doll was placed be­
fore a Are and allowed slowly to 
melt. Aa It melted the bewitched 
person waa supposed to die of fear.

According to a distinguished Ger­
man scholar, during the late Stone 
age every family needed these Idols 
to keep off evils, and manufactur- 
Ing them Decam* an Industry. Dur­
ing excavation work archeologists 
have found doll sized Idols made 
from all aorta of materials from 
■tone to terra-cotta, tin and bronze. 
Some were cut out of aheet-tln and 
look much Ilk* modern tin soldiers 
Id early Asia and Egypt the tombs 
of Important people were Oiled 
with quite a population of doll fig­
ures These acted aa substitutes 
for the nfual wholesale human sac­
rifices In other places It was the 
custom for a bride to sacrifice her 
dolls to the goddess Diana Just b » 
fore the wedding.
