Soon
after the report of Stanton’s
presence was reported here, two
Texas officers, the sheriff of
LUDDOCK wuvuity ana a depuly
sheriff of Swisher county, said
to be the brother of John B,
Mosley, former sheriff of Swisher,
slain by Stanton, passed through
here en route for the mountains.
They were stopped at Hope and
informed of the report.

Drouth Worst
In History Of

Southwest Say
All 0ld Timers

Cattle Are Being Driven
to Water; Crops Said
to Be Dying in Many
Places; Pecos Valley is
Hard Hit.

The entire southwest, including
the Pecos Valley, is suffering from
the worst drouth in history, not
even the old-timers belng able to
remember anything comparable to
the present in which there hasn't
been a drop of moisture for
months

As far east as Chicago and as

far west as the Rocky Mountains
people and animals are under-
going hardships never before ex-
perienced, in many instances re-
ports of heat prostrations taking
a toll of human life unequal to
anything in the past,

Gaunt cattle stand on the ranges,
their tongues lolling out, swollen
and blistered from thirst, many
nf the farmers havine tonrned
them loose, hoping they, of their
own accord, would find some

drinking place—if such exists. Yet
thousands have died.

Crops, which have had no rain
for long that they have for-
gotten what it feels like, are
almost burned to a crisp, except
in those places, like the Pecos
Valley, where artificlar watering
methods are used.

Weather prophets have long
since given up hope that there
will be any form of relief for a
long time yet and the govern-
ment, in order to meet the crisis,
speeding up relief machinery
in the affected parts

The president himself, desiring
to get action as quickly as pos-
sible, is conferring daily with men
experienced in drouth relief and
also doing much to cut the
government red tape so as to
facilitate operations.

In many places the prolonged
heat wave has been accompanied
by dust storms which have swept

the wvaluable surface soil to a
depth of six inches or more,
leaving only the hard undersoil
in which it is practically im-

possible to plant crops.

Whole communities have moved
out, farmers have lost everything
they owned and business men have
gone bankrupt as a result of the
drouth. The Red Cross in co-
operation with local, state and na-
tional relief agencies has gone
into the affected areas to alleviate
the suffering.

Pecos Valley Little Hurt

Only the Pecos Valley and those
other regions which depend solely
upon artificial watering methods
are managing to harvest their cropy
although they, too, have experi-
enced some hardships as a result
of the lack of moisture.

Streams and rivers are lower
than ever before. Tourists are

A series of shelves have been

stratosphere. Around the edge of
the floor will be plled 40-pound
sacks of lead dust for ballast,

The most unusnal assortment of
scientific Instruments that has ever
been brought together to fathom the
secrets of the upper alr—many of
them provided with “electric brains”
and “photographic eyes”—were built
and assembled at Wright fleld In
the huge machine shop and labora-
tory of the Unlited States army alr
corps.

In this “pay load"” of nearly a ton
of apparatus lies the reason for the
most amblitious stratosphere expe-
dition yet planned,

All of the work at Dayton on the
devices to gather scientific data was
done under the personal supervision
of Captain Stevens, famous aerial
photographer and ohserver, who has
himself designed some of the In-
struments,
