PAUL CRUME

Cancer Claims

‘Big D’

Paul Crume, front page columnist
for the Dallas Morning News and
former resident of the Oklahoma
Lane-Lariat community, died Sun-
day at Dallas. Services were held
Monday afternoon at the Cochran
Chapel United Methodist Church
with burial in Hillcrest Memorial
Park.

Mr. Crume, 63, joined the staff of
the Dallas newspaper in 1936. He had
known of his terminal cancer for
almost a year, but continued writing
his “Big D'’ column until four days
before his death.

His final column appeared
Thursday and he wrote of death with
his typical Crume humor.

““The courts continue their
gradual enslavement of the people.
The judge who has been trying the
Karen Quinlan case up in New
Jersey has now declared that
nobody has a constitutional right to
die.

“The question of the constitu-
tionality of dying raises some
interesting questions about basic
law. We have searched the

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Constitution diligently and can find
in it no constitutional right to be
born. We are talking about the
United States Constitution. Nobody
can find anything in the Texas
Constitution.

Mr. Crume was born in Alpena
Pass, Ark. He moved with his family
to Parmer County when he was 11.
At the age of 12, he went to work
part-time as a printer’s devil,
sweeper-outer and staff reporter for
the State Line Tribune at Farwell.

He was graduated from the
University of Texas at Austin in 1936
and joined the News staff in June of
that same year. Except for four
years as a U.S. Navy officer in
World War II, Mr. Crume has
worked for the News since that time.

Many of his columns concerned
his boyhood in Parmer County and
had the flavor of the Panhandle. In
the early 1960s, he wrote of Lariat:
‘“..it is about to progress me out of
anything to write about. Lariat has
matured. It has a population of two
hundred. It has a tree, which gives it

45 where Hart began play. Nine
plays later, Barry George went over
the goal line from the six and then
tacked on the extra points for an 8-0
lead with 8:49 remaining in the first
quarter.

The Longhorns, who ended the
season with a 9-1 mark and a perfect
5-0 mark in district play, began their
second scoring drive late in the first
quarter with Kerry George scoring
from 14 yards out with 9:38 on the
clock in the second quarter. Hill ran
the extra points to put Hart in a 16-0
lead.

Following an exchange of fum-

However, the Pony defense just
couldn’t stop the Georges and Hill
and Kerry George scored from four
yards out with only eight seconds
remaining in the half.

In the opening series of the second
half, the Mustangs were forced to
punt after picking up only four yards

35. The Longhorns drove to the 44
before Tommy Serna recovered a
Hart fumble.

The Mustangs scored two minutes
and 44 seconds later on a pass from
Quarterback Dennis Willard to End
Ken Sorley. Willard had hit End
John Caldwell on an 11-yard pass to
the Hart 34, followed by a 14 yard
run by Fullback Gerald Shelby, a
seven yard effort by Willard, a four
yard run by Halfback Clint Cox and
then the eight yard pass to Sorley in
the left flat for the touchdown.. The
extra points pass from Willard to
Cox was incomplete and the scoring
had ended for Bovina.

Following the touchdown, the
Mustangs tried an on-side Kick
which went off to the side and Hart
took possession at the Bovina 4l.
