Number Forest 
Fires Are Cut

Trem endous reduction  in fire  
dam age to  the national fo rests  of 
A rizona and New Mexico since 1912 
is well illu s tra ted  by recen t fo res t 
service s ta tis tic s  show ing th a t dam ­
age has been cut from  141,000 acres 
to  only 2,933 acres fo r la s t year, 
the regional fo re s te r’s office s ta ted  
a t  A lbuquerque today.

This sharp  cu t in f ire  dam age 
was made by th e  fo res t service in 
sp ite  of th e  fa c t th a t  in 1935 th ere  
were 1,153 fires, over tw ice the 
num ber th a t  th e re  w ere in 1912, it 
was said.

Newly constructed  telephone 
lines, fire  tow ers, roads, and m any 
o ther im portan t p ro jec ts bu ilt d u r­
ing the p a s t few  years  have aided 
g rea tly  in the reduction of th is toll 
taken  yearly  by fo re s t fires. The 
large m ajo rity  of th is new con­
struction  w ork since 1933 has been 
done by CCC and W PA  labor, 
under supervision o f th e  U. S. F o r­
est Service, repo rts  showed.

The to ta l loss to  th e  national 
fo rests in 1912 w as estim ated  a t  
$50,600 dam age, as com pared to  
only $4,936 estim ated  fo r 1935.

In 1912 there  w ere 178 fires  
dam aging one-fourth  of an ac re  or 
less; 140 fire s  from  one-fourth  acre  
to ten  acres, and 225 fire s  dam ag­
ing m ore th an  ten  acres.

F ig u res showed th a t  in 1936 
there  w ere 844 sm all fire s  cover­
ing less th a n  one-fourth  of an acre, 
272 covering one-fourth  acre  to  ten  
acres, and  only 37 la rg e  fire s  of 
over ten  acres.

A veteran  applies fo r paym ent of 
his bonus certif ica te  in $50 bonds 
by sending an application blank 
w ith  h is f in g e rp rin ts  and o ther 
d a ta  to  the neares t office of the 
ve te ran s ' adm in istra tion .

The tre a su ry  departm en t m akes ' 
ou t an order fo r the proper num ber i 
o f $50 bonds, plus a check to  cover 
any odd am ount. These are  sen t to  
the federal reserve bank in the vet- | 
e ran 's  d is tric t.

The federal reserve bank m akes I 
up a bundle fo r each veteran , con­
ta in ing  as m any $50 bonus “baby 
bonds” as the veteran  is owed, plus 
th e  check to cover th e  odd am ount.

S heriff Lee of C arlsbad was 
called to  A lam ogordo by Sheriff 
Howard Beacham to clear up the 
case of W ayne Scott, held in con­
nection w ith the disappearance of 
four Illinois tou ris ts  las t May.

Lee said Scott has a  ta too  on his 
arm  and a hole on his chin, as the 
Lorius supect was described, but 
the mole w as on the w rong side of 
the chin and the ta too  on the w rong 
arm , unless those who saw him did 
not rem em ber correctly.

Craddock Rule, C arlsbad chief of 
police, said th a t the Alamogordo 
and federal o fficers evidently have 
plenty of reason to  believe Scott 
e ither w as the m an in the Lorius 
car o r th a t he w as connected in 
some way w ith the disappearance 
of the fou r tou rists.

One of th e  main reasons fo r be­
lieving Scott knows som ething 
about the Lorius case, said Rule, is 
th a t he changed his sto ry  about his 
w hereabouts a t the tim e of the 
to u ris ts ’ d isappearance, two or 
th ree tim es.

Should officers find evidence not 
suffic ien t to  hold Scott in th e  L or­
ius case, he will be tu rned  over to  
Eddy county to  be tried  on au to  
th e ft charges.

I f  he is held in the Lorius case, 
he may be tu rned  over to federal 
officers, since the crim e w as com ­
m itted in two sta tes , constitu ting  a 
federal offense.

Consequently, In No- 
veinher, 1034, Miles Coverdale, a 
clergyman of standing and charac­
ter, began hla translation, strongly 
Influenced by Tyndale and Martin 
Luther’s German version.

Dedicated to Henry VIII. and In­
cluding the Apocrypha, the “Cover 
dale Bible” was published late In 
103.V th« year In which Tyndale was 
arrested In the Low Countries, 
charged with heresy, and Hie fol­
lowing year strangled at the stake 
before bis body waa burned.

One of the most 
adm irable, is the idea of the home 
p layground, in some location, th a t 
is su itable to  child and paren t. It 
is alw ays m ore sa tisfac to ry  to  have 
youth  under a certa in  am ount of 
personal supervision, and in the 
home circle, it is much easier, and 
nine tim es out of ten. the child is 
b e tte r  satisfied . Provide his p lay­
house. or playground w ith the 
d iffe ren t kinds of p lay th ings, fo r 
it  is also n a tu ra l th a t one tires 
o r monotony.

H agerm an needs some so rt of a 
place th a t the children can find 
am usem ent instead of on the 
s tre e ts , and we believe it would be 
app recia ted  by every youngster 
available. I t  is our understanding 
th a t th ere  is an  idea of a park, 
and th a t would be an excellent idea, 
b u t in th e  m eantim e, why not the 
p a ren ts  try  to provide playgrounds, 
in stead  of sending them  o ff to 
spend the afternoon  w ith John or 
Sally , thus evading responsibility.

1938 O PEN S WITH RECORDS

I Rfifestaiies ef Am m o; fetfas

AND REW  JA C K SO N
VTUTEN the rough-hewn, ou t­

spoken Andrew Jackson be­
came the seventh President of 
our country, he represented a 
new phase in American life. It 
marked the coming of age of 
American democracy.

His six predecessors in the na 
tion's h ighest office had eome 
from homes of culture and com­
fort. Jackson’s life, on the con­
tra ry , had been one of poverty, 
hardships and self education.

Jackson 's rise to the supreme 
executive post also marked 
recognition for the fron tier 
West. Although born in the 
Carolina*, in 1767, Jackson spent 
all his adult life in Tennessee, 
which was then an outpost of 
the new W est.

Andrew’s father had died 
shortly before the fu ture  P resi­
dent was born, and his mother 
died when he was fourteen Thus 
orphaned, he proceeded to make 
his own way in life

Deprived of the opportunity  
for form al education, Jackson 
nevertheless prepared him self 
painstakingly for the law and 
a t tw enty-one he was public 
prosecutor of the W estern Dis

tr ic t of North Carolina, which 
is now Tennessee. His fearless
championship of the common 
folk and his natural talen ts as 
an orator and leader enabled 
him to rise politically.

His role in the W ar of 1812, 
when he became the Hero of 
New Orleans, gave an  addi­
tional impetus to his meteoric 
career The whole W est feted 
and honored him and Tennessee 
loaded him w ith the political 
p r e f e r m e n t  t h a t  u l t im a te l y  
made him President, in 1828 He 
rem ained a t the post for two 
term s

President Jackson spent his 
last years a t The Herm itage, 
the beautiful home he built in 
Nashville. The mausoleum in 
the sketch above is one th a t he 
erected him self for his wife. He 
joined her there a fte r  his death 
on June 8, 1845.

The im p r e s s iv e  memorial 
stands in the garden of The 
H erm itage, which has been 
turned over by his heirs to the 
S tate  of Tennessee as a national 
shrine. In the story of American 
democracy it represents a most 
significant milestone.

As A pril neared its close, it was ] 
evident th a t 1936 already  had 
broken records fo r dryness in some 
part*  of the country and for w et­
ness in o thers, according to the 
United S tates W eather Bureau.

In Oklahoma, the 111 days from  
Jan u ary  1 to  A pril 20—w ith ap ­
proxim ately one-fifth  the norm al 
ra infall— were the driest of record 
for th a t period: the previous driest 
— 1910— had 60 per cent more pre­
cipitation. K ansas also had the 
driest f irs t months on record; the | 
January  1 to  A pril 20 period had] 
less than  30 per cent norm al ra in ­
fall. Texas had only about 40 per] 
cent of its normal fo r the same] 
period. In M issouri, near the end • 
of April, 1936 was the driest year 
since state-w ide records have been 
kept.

On the o ther hand, March th is 
year was the w ettest of record in 
some eastern  sections. The aver­
age rainfall fo r Pennsylvania for 
th a t month was nearly 7 inches, 
or about 30 per cent more than  the 
previous high record. New York, 
W est V irginia, and V irginia, each 
had the second heaviest ra infall of 
record for March.

A DAY WITH SAUCES

SALVE making Is an art. for many 
dishes are thade by the addition 

of a well seasoned and appropriate 
sauce. The use of flour thickening 
sauces Is liked by the majority of 
cooks, though cornstarch makes a 
more delicate and smooth sauce. Its 
only drawback Is It needs good cook­
ing to remove the raw taste of the 
starch. When using cornstarch for 
thickening, mix it with a little cold 
water, milk or fruit Juice and add 
to the hot liquid, then It will cook 
smooth. Use half as much corn 
starch as flour, If the recipe calls 
for flour. For pudding and other 
dessert sauces, one may follow the 
recipe and have good results pro­
vided that the base of the sauce Is 
properly made.

A delicious sauce which may he 
used with duck, goose, turkey, game 
or chicken Is :

Brown Orange Sauce.
Take two cupfuls of meat stock 

or two cans of bouillon, or two tea- 
spoonfuls of vegetable extract of 
bouillon, or three bouillon cubes 
In two cupfuls of water. Season the 
stock with one-half teaspoonful 
each of white pepper and paprika, 
a dash of cayenne, one cupful of or-

ange Juice, two oranges, pulp au j 
slice of rind. Cook five minutes. 
Take from the fire and stand a few 
minutes. Brown two tablespoonfuls 
of flour, add the butter and brown, 
then blend well until smooth. Add 
to the stock slowly, stirring all the 
time. Return to a double boiler and 
cook, beating occasionally with an 
egg bf-nter. Add one-half cupful of 
white grapes skinned and seeded.

With these two sauces, white and 
brown, one tnay make thousands of 
sauces suitable to serve on salads, 
desserts, fritters, and dishes with 
out number.

A most delightful sauce to serve 
on buttered toast In place of the 
usual cream or milk toast Is:

Celery Sauce.
Cut the celery Into small pieces 

and cook In boiling water, using as 
little as possible.

Von Starhemberg of Austria 
Voices His Defiance

C IVIL w ar In Austria became a 
possibility as the quarrel be­

tween the Fascists led by Prince 
Ernst von Starhem berg and the cler­

ical and monarch­
ist elem ents be­
came acute. Gov­
ernm ent officials, 
however, w ere try ­
ing desperately to 
patch ftp the trou­
ble.

Prince Von S tar­
hemberg. who Is 
vice chancellor. In 
a defiant speech at 
Horn w arned hla 
political opponents 
tha t his helmwehr, 
would be dissolved 

"only over my dead body.”
Chancellor K urt Schuschnlgg. 

speaking at Baden, retorted tha t 
"Austria is not Italy and A ustrians 
are not Fascists.”

Von Starhemberg asserted thnt If 
Internal foes press too hard there 
will he a "repetition of 1934”— 
when the helmwehr triumphed In a 
short hut bloody civil war ngalnst 
Socialists. False friends surround 
Schuschnlgg. Von Starhem berg said, 
and the helmwehr plans to protect 
him from them.

The vice chancellor directed a 
thinly veiled reproof at monarchists, 
who are too "democratic” to suit 
him. "Democracy In Austria is high 
treason," said he.

For Austria, said Starhemberg, 
there are three possibilities—a con­
tinuation of the authority  of the 
stnte, Nnzllsm, or Communism. He 
asserted the helmwehr Is deter­
mined to preserve the Fascist sys­
tem and would continue as a separ­
ate organisation hut thnt other pri­
vate arm ies would be absorbed by 
the regular army.

Advance oJ the Italians 
in Ethiopia Continues 
JT A LY ’S victorious troops In north­

ern Ethiopia continued their ad­
vance on Addis Abnba, though It 
was somewhat retarded by the ef­
forts of the natives to blow up the 
roadways and otherwise harass the 
Invaders. The Italian motorised col­
umn In this movement Is the most 
formidable yet formed In this war 
and Is notable for the large num­
ber of white troops Included.

General Grazlnna's southern army, 
meawhlle, was driving toward Hn- 
rar, second city of the empire. In 
three columns. The Ethiopians were 
putting np stiff resistance a t vari­
ous points but everywhere wpre 
driven back, according to Italian 
dispatches.

Officials a t Addis Abnha were 
still confident of success In saving 
the capltnl and were reorganising 
their forces there and sending 
fresh troops to the front. The gen­
eral opinion there was that the Ita l­
ian army could he held off If It tries 
to come In from Dess.ve, by small 
detachments concealed In mountain 
caves with only a few grenades and 
machine guns. Therefore. It was as 
serted hv Ethiopians, the Italians 
are likely to attack the railroad run­
ning to French Somaliland before 
attem pting to advance to the capital.

Supreme Court Decision in 
Stock Yards Case
UPHOLDING a reduction of rates 

and charges St the St. Joseph 
(Mo.) stockyards, the Supreme 
court held th a t the findings made 
by Secretary of Agriculture Henry A. 
Wallace Justified the rates he set and 
th a t the stockyards operators had 
failed te show confiscation.

Jnrtlces Louis D. Brandel*. H ar­
lan F. Stone and Benjamin Cordoio 
agreed th a t the rates should be up­
held. but In an opinion by Justice 
Brandel* expressed belief that the 
court went teo fa r In passing on 
the fairness of the rates.

Navy in Six-Week Drill 
on the Pacific
O NE hundred and fifty vessels of 

the United States Meet, with 
4M) airplanes, are now engaged in 
the year s grand maneuvers In the 
Pacific. W ar conditions prevail and 
the vessela and their crews nre be­
ing given a severe test of their fit­
ness tha t will last for six weeks. 
The Panam a canal region was the 
first objective of the fleet. The 
units are  divided Into attacking and 
defending forces and something is 
doing all the time, day and night.

A DAY WITH SAUCES

SAUt'E making la an art. for many 
dishes are tfiade by the addition 

of a well seasoned and appropriate 
sauce. The use of flour thickening 
sauces is liked by the majority of 
cooks, though cornstarch makes a 
more delicate and smooth sauce. Its 
only drawback Is It needs good cook­
ing to remove the raw taste of the 
starch. When using cornstarch for 
thickening, mix It with a little cold 
water, milk or fruit Juice and add 
to the hot liquid, then It will cook 
smooth. Use half as much corn 
starch as flour, If the recipe calls 
for flour. For pudding and other 
dessert sauces, one may follow the 
recipe and have good results pro­
vided that the base of the sauce Is 
properly made.

A delicious sauce which may be 
used with duck, goose, turkey, game 
or chicken Is:

Brown Orange Sauce.
Take two cupfuls of meat stock 

or two cans of bouillon, or two tea­
spoonfuls of vegetable extract of 
bouillon, or three bouillon cubes 
In two cupfuls of water. Season the 
stock with one half teaspoonful 
each of white pepper and paprika, 
a dash of cayenne, one cupful of or-

ange Juice, two oranges, pulp au i 
slice of rind. Cook five minutes. 
Take from the fire and stand a few 
minutes. Brown two tablespoonfuls 
of flour, add the butter and brown, 
then blend well until smooth. Add 
to the stock slowly, stirring all the 
time. Return to a double boiler and 
cook, beating occasionally with an 
egg beater. Add one-half cupful of 
white grapes skinned and seeded.

With these two sauces, white and 
brown, one may make thousands of 
sauces suitable to serve on salads, 
desserts, fritters, and dishes with 
out number.

A most delightful sauce to serve 
on buttered toast In place of the 
usual cream or milk toast is :

Celery Sauce.
Cut the celery Into small pieces 

and cook In boiling water, using as 
little as possible. Drain, reserving 
the water. Now prepare the or 
dinary white sauce, using one and 
one-half tablespoonfuls each of 
flour and butter, add the reserved 
liquid and enough rich milk to 
make a cupful, cook until smooth, 
adding salt to season. Add the 
cooked celery, a dash of paprika, 
and let stand over hot w ater to 
keep hot after cooking well. Just 
before serving add one egg yolk 
beaten with half a cupful of thick 
cream, stir and cook long enough 
to cook the egg.

He 
asserted the helmwehr Is deter­
mined to preserve the Fascist sys­
tem and would continue as a separ­
ate organisation hut tha t other pri­
vate arm ies would be absorbed by 
the regular army.

Advance o‘ the Italians 
in Ethiopia Continues

ITALY’S victorious troops In north­
ern Ethiopia continued their ad­

vance on Addis Ahnha, though It 
was somewhat retarded by the ef­
forts of the natives to blow up the 
roadways and otherwise harass the 
Invaders. The Italian motorised col­
umn In th is movement Is the most 
formidable .vet formed In this war 
and Is notable for the large num­
ber of white troops Included.

General Grar-lana's southern army, 
meawhlle. was driving toward Hn- 
rar, second city of the empire. In 
three columns. The Ethiopians were 
putting up stiff resistance a t vari­
ous points but everywhere were 
driven back, according to Italian 
dispatches.

Official* at Addis Ababa were 
still confident of success in saving 
the capital and were reorganizing 
lhelr forces there and sending 
fresh troops to the front. The gen­
eral opinion there was that the Ita l­
ian army could he held off If It tries 
to come In from Dessve, by small 
detachm ents concealed In mountain 
caves with only a few grenades and 
machine guns. Therefore, It was as 
serted hy Ethiopians, the Italians 
are likely to attack the railroad run­
ning to French Somaliland before 
attem pting to advance to the capital.

Rescue of Entombed Men 
Is Epic of Heroism

THAT old gold mine at Moose ( 
River, Nova Scotia, provided un 

epic tale of unselfish and heroic hu­
man endeavor tha t will he told for 
many a year. For ten days more: 
than a hundred experienced miners 
strove unceasingly to rescue three 
men who had been trapped hy the 
fall of dirt and rocks in the 140-foot j 
level of the ahnndoned mine they j 
were Inspecting. Machinery and 
other equipment were brought from 
far away. A diamond drill wasj 
driven through and through Mils 
small opening, communication was 
established and food was dropped 
down, but already one of the three 
was dead of hunger and exhaustion. 
Finally the desperate efforts of the 
rescuers were successful and the 
two survivors were brought safely 
to the surface, together with the 
body of the dead man. Those saved 
were Dr. D. E. Robertston. famous 
nnd beloved surgeon of Toronto, 
nnd C. A. Scadillng The one who 
did not live was Herman Magill. 
also of Toronto.
