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THE OLYMPICS are com-
pletely different from the way they
were a hundred years ago, when the
"modemn"” games were revived with
nine nations competing in Greece.

The main difference is the fact
that when the Olympics were
resumed in 1896, they brought
together the world's most
outstanding amateur athletes to
compete in the various sports.

The 1996 Olympics seem (o
match "the best teams money can
buy." Making the professional
athletes eligible, granted, allows the
best athletes in a country to
compete. But, we seem to have
gotten away from the basic idea of
the games.

The all-amateur status lasted
well past the halfway point of the
20th century. You know that in
1936, for instance, when Jesse
Owens gave Hitler an upset
stomach by winning the gold
medal, and when Paul Fortenberry's
brother Joe played on the first gold-
medal basketball team, the U. S.
athletes were strictly amateur.

The U. S. government no doubt
gave Owens, Fortenberry and their
teammates free ship passage to
Germany, but that was probably
about it. We wouldn't be surprised
if the athletes didn't have to buy
their own meals.

So dedicated to an amateur
Olympic team was our country in
the early part of this century, that it
stripped a U.S. Olympic winner of
his gold medals, after it was
discovered that the athlete was paid
$5 or $10 to play a semi-pro
baseball game prior to the 1912
games.

Jim Thorpe, probably our
country's best Native American
athlete, was the easy winner of the
decathlon (a 10 event marathon)
that year. The American officials
returned the medals and they were
awarded to a Swedish athlete.

Seventy years later, the medals
were restored to Thorpe
posthumosly, but it was a little late
for the athlete who won them.

By the 1970s, it became evident
that various countries, mainly the
Communist bloc, were sending a
paid national team to the Olympics.
These athletes trained year-around,
and had much better success than
the "volunteer" athletes from other
countries.

After watching our top amateurs
compete against the "pros" a few
times, the U.S.0.C. lifted the ban
against professionals trying for our
Olympic teams. That opened the
door for our American men's
basketball team to be basically the
NBA all-stars.

That's well and good, but Ye
Editor has gotten a kick this week
when the Italian policeman won the
silver medal in the shot put, and the
Canadian sprinter, a "weekend
warrior" who followed his training
sessions with a stop at his local
pub, won the 100-meter dash.

Yes, Noel, we think it would
indeed be laughable if these
millionaire members of the "Dream
Team" were to get beat by Croatia,
or one of the other countries who
could barely afford to get their
teams to Atlanta.

But isn't it exciting, getting to
watch these bright young folks
competing every four years on the
world stage? And, wasn't it much
more moving this week to watch
the men's track star, Texan Michael
Johnson unashamedly let the tears
run down his cheek while on the
medal stand, as the national anthem
was being played?

It's too bad that, with 200 of the
world's nations looking on,
someone felt the need of planting
the pipe bomb in the Olympic
Centennial Park, We just can't
seem to function as a free people
anymore, without some sick
member of our society bombing a
building, bombing a plane or just
bombing a group of people
enjoying themselves at a public
gathering.

Our athletes have done
exceptionally well. Atlanta has
staged a wonderful Olympics. But
the 1996 games will forever have
that'bad memory to taint all of the
good ones.

Retain That
Which Is Thine

"Render unto Caesar that which is Caesar's yet retain
unto thee that which is thine."

In April, Governor Bush named an independent and a
diverse group of 17 Texans to serve on the Citizens'
Committee on Property Tax Relief. The committee, broadly
representative of the classes and culture of Texas, brings
personal experience as taxpayers as well as expertise on the
impact of taxes and jobs and our ability to keep and attract
business.

"The role of the committee is to determine the will of
Texas. The citizens' committee will take Texas' temperature
and gauge whether our state is ready to take action to
provide property tax relief,” Governor George Bush said in
accounting the committee last April.

The committee has scheduled fourteen Town Hall Meetings
around the state to seek public input about rising school
property taxes and possible ways of replacing those taxes with
a fairer way to raise revenue. Alternatives to the school
property tax could include a gross receipts tax, a business
activity tax, expanding the sales tax or a combination of
those taxes. It would not include an income tax.

The meeting for the Panhandle area is scheduled to be
held in Amarillo on Thursday, August 22 at 9:30 a.m. in the
Garden Center at the Amarillo Medical Center. Those wishing
to make comments will sign registration cards. Everyone
expressing a desire to speak will be given the opportunity.

During the past ten years, Texas property tax rates have
more than doubled. Our property taxes have climbed faster
than in all other states but two. The school tax accounts for
approximately sixty per cent of all property taxes and the
increases have come in a period when the tax base has been
stagnant. That's a double whammy for us.

The burden imposed by property taxes on rural Texas is
particularly oppressive. The old panacea that the cost of
living in smaller towns and on farms and ranches is lower
than the cost in cities is a cop-out. Folks in rural communities
might be resourceful and resilient, but they do not have the
same menu of earning opportunities as that afforded their city
cousins. Finding a second job to supplement income received
from the first job is just a tad tougher.

0.K., a majority of us agree that property taxes are the
pits; but if we ax the school property tax in its entirety, we
have to generate in excess of $10 billion a year to replace it.
The change must be revenue neutral.

Think about it--S10 billion a year. Even if you whisper it,
the task bloooms like a giant West Texas dust devil on a hot
July day.

As lymentioned a moment ago, our options are limited.
Governor Bush admonished us to exclude consideration of an
income tax. It seems as though our alternatives are:

*a business activity tax (depending on how this is
calculated, this could include the value-added concept);

*a business gross receipts tax (this could be assessed on all
types of businesses: corporations, partnerships, proprietorships
and other entities);

*expansion or increasing the rate of the sales tax; or

*a combination of the above.

Again, please keep in mind that for every dollar taken
from the school property tax fund, a dollar must be found from
some source other than an income tax. We need your help in
evaluating these sources.

Governor Bush sincerely. wants to hear from you. Our
committee is the conduit for your ideas. Plan on attending
the Town Hall Meeting in Lubbock on Thursday, August 29,
even if you have to drive a mile or three to get there.

Finally, a Town Hall Meeéting is the perfect forum for
venting steam. That is normal and acceptable. In this
meeting, we also want your positive input on possible
solutions. We want to construct, not destroy.

It was a trial full of

intrigue, drama, sex, and
violence. One of the
garticipants was named
impson, except this time he
was the special prosecutor.
The verdict in this one
was not guilty too, except the
jury deliberated for 55 hours,
went from 11-1 for guilty, to
6-6 split, to not guilty.
According to history, the
defendant George S. Hamlin
owed his freedom (and maybe
his life) to one Mr. Ben B.

Bates, a Parmer County
farmer, who as the lone
holdout for acquittal,

convinced the other eleven
jurors to change their votes.

George S. Hamlin, 47,
was accused of murdering his
wife, Irene, in January of
1935, by "then and there
hitting, striking, and beating
the said Irene Hamlin with a
hammer, against the peace
and dignity of the State."
The murder took place in
Amarillo.

On the night of the
slaying, January 4, 1935,
prosecutors claimed Hamlin
returned from California,
killed his bride of a few
months, then a couple of
hours later caught a &)lane
back to California, "from
whence he returned in time
for her funeral on January 8."

George Hamlin was
arrested for his wife's murder
and tried in Amarillo where
after a lengthy trial the jury
was hopelessly deadlocked
and mistrial was declared.

A change of venue
brought the second trial to
Parmer County, in the county
seat of Farwell. Jury
selection began on January
16, 1936, with 100 Parmer
County farmers called for the
panel.

Hamlin, who had been in
jail for a year during the first
trial, was released on a
$5,000 bond for the Parmer
County trial.

As a firefighter in
QOakland, California, Hamlin
had been involved in an
accident in 1926 when his
firetruck collided with a
streetcar. The accident
fractured his skull, broke both

legs, and he arrived at the
hospital "raving."

As a settlement he
received $16,000 plus a $100
monthly pension.

That was a lot of money
in the '20s and '30s. Some
say that is why Irene married
him.

At his Amarillo trial, he
pleaded not guiltfr even
though he had allegedly
confessed to the crime. He
also claimed to be insane.
Experts testified that the
accident damaged his brain
and that basically he was
"not smart enough to kill
anybody."

During the Amarillo trial,
Irene was "linked" to several
local Amarillo citizens.
Witnesses said that while
Hamlin was in California,
Irene tended to party with
the opposite sex.

Rumors were that more
than one Amarillo man
campaigned vigorously to
move the second trial out of
town

So it came to Parmer
County and George Hamlin's
path crossed with Ben B.
Bates. Papa Bates left the
farm that day for jury duty
and told his family that he
would be back that night
because he didn't think he
would be picked. Lucky for
Hamlin, he was wrong.

In addition to Ben Bates,
the other eleven jurors were
R. L. Henson, W. J. Parker,
Wilbur Charles, Fred Bell,
Ross Glaze, E. W. McGuire, E.
A. Berry, D. W. Carpenter,

Robert Vise, H. C. London,
and A. G. White.
White was elected

foreman and the trial began
as 100 previous witnesses
from Amarillo descended on
Farwell.

Three days into the trial,
Hamlin had an epileptic
seizure in the courtroom. To
the experts, this proved their
theory about Hamlin's mental
and physical state. The
seizure happened in full view
of the jury.

Over the next couple of
weeks, witnesses testified both
for and against both parties.

An Amarillo cab driver
testified that Irene Hamlin
gave him a card with her
phone number and asked him
to have men call her.

Her sister, Mabel, testified
that it was her, not Irene,
that had given out the card.

And so it went.
Prosecutors and defense
lawyers hurled charges of
perjured testimony during
closing arguments.

The case went to the jury
on February 4, 1936, over
two weeks after the trial had
begun. By the next day
February 5, the first vote
was 11-1 against. The one
vote was Ben B. Bates.

On February 6, Papa
Ben, who raised questions
about the judge's instructions,
had managed to get a 6-6
split.

Foreman A. G. White
sent a note to the judge that
the jury was deadlocked at 6-
6 and not able to reach a
verdict.

Judge Reese Tatum told
the jury to go back and reach
a verdict. "I instruct you to
consider this case and to
ballot upon it and not to
become angry but discuss the
case from the testimony and
the charge of your court to
reach the right conclusion
with a just and right verdict
if you lose your tempers."

On Friday, February 7,
the twelve Parmer County
farmers filed into the
courtroom. Foreman White
said simply, "We the jury find
the defendant not guilty."

Word got out that Ben
Bates had held his ground "to
obtain a fair hearing for this
man." The first vote was
supposedly 11-1, with Papa
Bates in the minority.

After the trial, both Ben
Bates and Wilbur Charles
donated their jury money to
the Methodist Church to buy
hymnals. For 22 days on

jury duty, they each received
$66.

No one seems to know
what happened to George
Hamlin. Ben Bates died in
1972, at the age of 78.

Bovina ISD is announcing its policy for providing free an
reduced-price meals for children served under the National
School Lunch/Breakfast Program. The Office of the
Superintendent has a copy of the policy which may be
reviewed by any interested party.

The household size and income criteria identified below will be
used to determine eligibility for free and reduced price
benefits. Children from households whose income is at or
below the levels shown are eligible for free or reduced-price
meals. Foster children who are the legal responsibility of a
welfare agency or court may also be eligible for benefits
regardless of the income of the household with whom the
reside. Eligibility for the foster child is based on the child's
income.

NATIONAL SCHOOL LUNCH AND
CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAMS
1996-97 INCOME ELIGIBILITY GUIDELINES
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Application forms are being distributed to all households with
a letter informing households of the availability of free and
reduced price meals for their children. Applications also are
available at the é)rincipal's office in each school. To apply for
free and reduced price meals, households must fill out the
application and return it to the school. Applications may be
submitted anytime during the school year. The information
households provide on the application will be used for the
purpose of determining eligibility and verification of data.
Applications may be verified by school officials at any time
during the school year.

For school officials to determine eligibility for free and reduced
price benefits, households receiving food stamps or AFDC only
have to list their child's name, food stamp or AFDC case
number, and an adult household member must sign the
application. Households who do not list a food stamp number
or AFDC case number must list the names of all household
members, the amount and source of the income received by
each household member, and the social security number of the
adult household member who signs the application. If the
adult who signs the application does not have a social security
number the household member must indicate that a social
security number is not available by writing the word "none."
The application must be signed by an adult household
member.

Under the provisions of the free and reduced price meal policy
the school secretary will review applications and determine
eligibility. Parents or guardians dissatified with the ruling of]
the official may wish to discuss the decision with the reviewing
official on an informal basis. Parents wishing to make a
formal appeal for a hearing on the decision may make a
request eit%er orally or in writing to Sue Nuttall, Supt., P.O.
Box 70, Bovina, TX, (806) 238-1336.

Households that list a food stamp or AFDC case number must
report when the household no longer receives these benefits.
Other households approved for benefits based on income
information must report increases in household income of over
850 per month or $600 per year and decreases in household
size. Also, if a household member becomes unemployed or if|
the household size increases, the household should contact the
school. Such changes may make the children of the household
eligible for benefits if the household's income falls at or below
the levels shown above.

In the operation of child feeding pro s administered by the
US Dept. of Agriculture, no child will be discriminated against
because of race, color, sex, national origin, age or handicap. If|
any member of a household believes they have been
discriminated against, they should write immediately to the
Secretary of Agriculture, Washington, D.C. 20250.
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
