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JOHN PAUL JONES
II hy the “Jones"?

T_J B  C H A N G E D  h i s  
•LL name fo r  reasons un­

known.”  So says history o f 
John Paul Jones, the “ w iz ­
ard o f the sea.”  He was a 
man o f m ystery from  first to 
last. H e was born w ith  the 
surname o f Paul. John Paul 
and no more he had been as 
a Scotch laddie, when his 
bare fee t had scam pered 
over the heather; and his fa ­
ther, an honest Scotch ga r­
dener, had been John Paul, 
pure and simple.

Indeed, it is a well-known fact 
that John Paul had been a good 
enough name for our hero until he 
arrived at the age of twenty-six or 
twenty-seven, when he must needs 
don the extra surname which scores 
of men have gone into court to 
doff that they might have surer 
identity.

This precocious youth when 
twenty-four was captain of a Scotch 
brig, which he took upon two trips 
to the West Indies. During one of 
these cruises occurred an incident 
which was held by some to account 
for his changing his name. Becom­
ing involved in a quarrel with his 
ship's carpenter. Maxwell, by name, 
he is said to have flogged that in­
subordinate. One account says he 
shot him. Charges of cruelty were 
thereupon preferred against the 
Scotch skipper, but were dismissed 
as frivolous.

When in a few week*, however, 
his alleged victim died, the charges 
were revived. Some say th3t John 
Paul was charged with the murder 
of Maxwell and was indicted by a 
grand jury at his old home in Scot­
land. In any event he was not ar­
rested. but the incident preyed upon 
his mind, and to prove his inno­
cence he sent aflidavits to his fam­
ily in Scotland. It was to escape 
the possibility ot identification in 
the event of his capture that he 
added Jones to his name, according 
to this theory.

Varied Accounts.
Other accounts give quite a dif­

ferent motive. His brother. Wil­
liam Paul, had come to America in 
1760. had bought a largo plantation 
in Virginia and had entered a1. Char­
lotte, N. C . into a mercantile busi­
ness in which he was engaged at 
the time of his death in 1772. His 
store was in the same building in 
which George Washington was ini­
tiated as a Mason John Paul 
came to Virginia in 1773 to admin­
ister his brother's estate. Accord­
ing to one tradition, his deceased 
brother William, on coming to 
America, had been adopted by a 
rich, but childless, relative of the 
name of Jones, and William had 
taken this name of his foster par­
ents, who had provided that in case 
William Paul Jones died intestate, 
his younger brother. John Paul, 
might inherit the property if he 
should take the name of Junes, 
which he did.

According to a third theory, the 
little mariner went front Virginia 
to North Carolina to settle the es­
tate in that State and there met 
two brothers, Allen and Willie (pro­
nounced Wylie) Jones, men of a 
wealthy and distinguished family, 
who had been educated at Eton and 
who were very influential in politi­
cal life. Being out of funds and un­
able to realize upon his inheritance 
until after many trying delays. John 
Paul became the beneficiary of 
these brothers' Southern hospitali­
ty. Col. Willie Jones became his 
bondsman for $2,500 when he filed 
his papers of administration and at­
tended to the legal side of the pro­
bation of the will

Although a rough diamond com­
pared with his distinguished hosts, 
the friendless little Scotchman's pic­
turesqueness won their admiration 
and he gratefully accepted their in­
vitation to remain in their family 
until his inheritance might be forth­
coming. Charmed by his new sur­
roundings. John Paul determined to 
retain his Southern plantation and 
become a resident of .he New 
World. So. as an evidence of his 
gratitude, he assumed the surname 
of his benefactors and became John 
Paul Jones, a Virginia planter, pos­
sessed of several thousand acres of 
arable land and several hundred 
negro slaves.

Received Commission.
Soon came the uprising of the 

Colonies and the War of the Revo­
lution and John Paul Jones again 
followed the call of the deep Offer­
ing his services to Washington, he 
obtafoed, through the influence of 
the Jones brothers, a commission of 
lieutenant in the navy of the Col­
onies. and by the long list of ex­
ploits which made him famous, 
gained promotion to the rank of ad­
miral in command of the entire 
American fleet.

These naval exploits In the Inter­
est of American independence have

I

long been a matter of controversy, 
and Jones has been pictured by 
some biographers as a cruel and 
bloodthirsty pirate; by others as a 
cautious naval officer respecting the 
ethics of warfare.

Biographers have been quite as 
far apart in their pictures of the lit­
tle admiral's last years. According 
to some, he died in great poverty, 
obscurity and wretchedness. Ac-1 
cording to others, better informed, 
he went abroad after the close of 
the Revolution and was lionized in 
London, where he became the inti­
mate of Burke. Fox, Walpole and 
others ot their kind.

The mission 
was one entailing little responsibil­
ity and much interesting travel. , 
and Kent Loomis, being the editor 
of a newspaper at Parkersburg. W. 1 
Va . had the mental equipment to j 
both enjoy and fulfill it. After de­
livering the treaty he expected to 
hunt big game in Abyssinia.

Stating that he would be gone two 
months, he bade his wife and child 
good-by in their southern home, and 
on June 14 sailed for Cherbourg on 
the Kaiser Wilhelm II. But before 
the ship reached its destination he 
was missed and no sooner had the 
cable flashed word of his disappear-1 
anee than all sorts of puzzling 
rumors sprang up from various 
sources.

Last Seen on Deck.
Investigation showed that Loomis 

had been last seen an hour or two 
after midnight. June 19. when he 
had gone on deck following the 
usual captain's dinner, which had 
been given on the eve of the ves­
sel's arrival at its destination. 
Shortly after that time the ship 
made a stop a Plymouth. England, 
where one passenger was positive 
he saw Mr. Loomis land with the 
crowd, in which he was borne along 
in what was described as a sort of 
dazed condition.

But the Kaiser Wilhelm's captain 
and head steward, who both had 
stood at the gangway when the pas­
sengers alighted, were equally as 
sure Uncle Sam's confidential mes­
senger did not leave the ship with 
the other passengers. Finally, when J 
the v e s s e l  reached Cherbourg, 
whither he was booked, a vain 
search was made for the vanished 
passenger. A promoter, William H. 
Ellis. Loomis' cabin mate and trav­
eling companion, and who claimed 
to be a Cuban, stated, when ques- ( 
tioned. that the editor's absence; 
from his berth had not alarmed 
him after the vessel touched Plym­
outh, late at night, since the young 
man had been up very late the sev­
eral previous nights.

Ellis continued on the journey to 
Abyssinia, bearing the tin box con­
taining the treaty, and a week went 
by without the appearance of a sin­
gle clue to the mystery. Then fol­
lowed reports that the lost man had 
turned up alive at Paris; that he 
had been found dead at Cherbourg; 
also that he had been placed in a 
sanitarium at Plymouth—there to 
be kept until he might recover from 
a fit of abstraction. This fit. ac­
cording to the last-mentioned ru­
mor, had seized him about 2 o'clock 
on the night of his disappearance, 
and while he was acting strangely 
in the company of a man and 
woman on deck.

Body Washed Ashore.
All sorts of contradictory state­

ments as to Loomis' fate continued 
until July 16 when—four weeks after 
his disappearance — his body was 
found washed up at Warren point, 
some 15 miles from Plymouth. Un­
der his right ear was a circular 
wound, which appeared to have 
been inflicted before death, and. 
based upon a post-mortem examina­
tion of the lungs, the verdict of the 
coroner's jury stated that death had 
been caused by a blow rather than 
by drowning. Against the theory 
that the young man had lost his 
balance and accidentally fallen 
overboard was advanced the argu­
ment that the sea on the night of 
his disappearance was unusually 
calm and that the rails of the two 
main decks of the Kaiser Wilhelm 
II were high.

The circumstances of Loomis' dis­
appearance from the ship will prob­
ably remain a mystery of the sea 
until all watery graves yield ui 
their uncanny secrets.

Reserve Board Supports 
Government Issues
I )  RICES of government bonds 
r  have been declining in a disturb­
ing manner, and the administration 
decided to do something to check 

the slump. The open 
market committee 
of the federal re­
serve system dis­
cussed the matter 
all one day, and 
next day President 
Roosevelt. Secretary 
of th e  Treasury 
Morgenthau a n d  
Chairman Eccles of 
the reserve board 
held a long confer- 

Secretary cnce. The result was 
Morgenthau this announcement: 
“ With a view <1) to exerting its 

Influence toward orderly conditions 
in the money market and (2) to 
facilitating the orderly adjustment 
of member banks to the increased 
reserve requirements effective May 
1, 1937, the open market committee 
of the federal reserve system is pre­
pared to make open market pur­
chases of government securities for 
the account of federal reserve banks 
in such amounts and at such times 
as may be desirable.”

Purchase of government securi­
ties in the open market by the fed­
eral reserve banks—they now own 
$2,430,000,000 of government bills, 
notes and bonds—will create re­
serves for the member banks, and 
thus make it easier for them to 
meet the May 1 banking reserve in­
crease. without reducing their hold­
ing of government securities. This 
should make money easier.

The security and commodity 
markets were given a rather severe 
jolt by the President when he told 
the correspondents that prices of 
durable goods, especially steel and 
copper, were too high and that it 
was time for a shift in federal ex­
penditure from them so as to spread 
the national income more evenly. 
He said that instead of spending fed­
eral funds on steel bridges, huge 
cement dams and similar perma­
nent projects, government relief 
spending should be diverted as far 
as possible to dredging, construc­
tion of earth dams, and other proj­
ects which do not draw on durable 
goods.

Florida Ship Canal 
Bobs Up Again

THAT Florida ship canal project, 
which would cut the state in 

two. has come to the fore again 
and probably will have to be fought 
out once more in 
congress. Two re­
ports on the matter 
have just been filed.
One, from Maj. Gen.
Edward M. Mark­
ham, chief of engi­
neers of the army, 
says the federal 
government would 
be justified in com­
pleting the project 
at a cost of $197,- 
921,000. The other, 
from the river and 
harbor board, says the canal is eco­
nomically unsound.

Neither report was made public 
at once, but the War department 
said General Markham recommend­
ed an Atlantic-Gulf waterway 33 
feet deep and 400 feet wide.

The canal was started once by 
President Roosevelt, but in 1936 con­
gress failed to appropriate addi­
tional money and work was stopped. 
The fight in congress against the 
.unds was led by Senator Arthur H. 
Vandenberg who contended the gi­
ant seaway was unjustified econom­
ically.

Trial W ithout Jury 
Upheld by H igh Court

IN A decision denying the right 
of trial by jury in criminal cases 

where the maximum punishment is 
not more than three months in pris­
on, the Supreme court divided 7 to 2, 
with two justices whom the New 
Dealers most frequently denounce 
by name coming to the defense of 
human liberties.

Justice James Clark McReynolds. 
who has held against the New Deal 
in all except two important cases, 
wrote the dissenting opinion in the 
jury trial case, and Justice Pierce 
Butler, author of the opinion in­
validating New York state's mini­
mum wage act last year, concurred 
with him. The dissenting opinion de­
clare that "constitutional guaran­
tees ought not to be subordinated 
to convenience, nor denied upon 
questionable precedents or uncertain 
reasoning.”

Miners’ Strike Ends and 
W age Scale Is Signed

BITUMINOUS- coal miners were 
on strike only one day, for the 

new wage scale, providing an $85,- 
000,000 increase of pay for the 400,- 
000 men, was signed by representa­
tives of the operators and the United 
Mine Workers of America. Of 
course the consumer will have to 
pay for this wage boost Charles 
O'Neill, president of the United 
Eastern Coal Sales corporation and 
chairman of the operators' delega­

tion at the conference, said the cost 
of bituminous coal at the mine 
would go up at least 25 cents a ton.

The miners won a raise of 50 cents 
a day, but lost their demand for a 
30-hour week. The 35-hour week, or 
7 hours a day and 5 days a week, 
which was in effect under the old 
contract, will remain. Also the men 
failed to get two weeks' vacation 
with pay and a guaranty of 200 
days of work a year.

The strike in the Ford plant in 
Kansas City came to an end and 
the members of tl e United Auto­
mobile Workers were boasting of 
gaining a victory over the imper­
turbable Henry. But the advantage 
they won was slight and temporary, 
and the battle with Ford is yet to 
be fought.

Three Cornered Contest 
Coming in O il Fields

THERE is going to be a lively 
three-cornered struggle in the 

southwestern oil fields. The C. I. O., 
whose plans in that direction were 
mentioned in this column not long 
ago, has begun the campaign to or­
ganize the workers in the Texas 
field. Harvey C. Fremming of 
Washington, president of the Inter­
national Association of Oil Field. 
Gas Well and Refinery Workers and 
close friend of John Lewis, is in 
charge of the operations. A rival 
movement for members and pres­
tige will be started in a few days 
by the A. F. of L.

Gov. James V. Allred of Texas 
has given notice that he will use 
“ every resource”  against sit-down 
strikes, which he declares are un­
lawful and un-American. He added: 

“ My investigation convinces me 
that sit-down strike organizers have 
invaded Texas. Sit-down methods 
do not represent the desires of an 
overwhelming majority of organized 
labor in this state."

Radicals Stage Sit-Down 
in Minnesota Senate

N EARLY l.OOO Farmer Labor 
zealots, apparently inspired by 

pointed remarks of Gov. Elmer A. 
Benson, began a sit-own siege in 
the Minnesota state house in an 
effort to force the state legislators 
to enact Gov. Benson's program to 
soak the rich and petition congress 
to pack the Supreme court of the 
United States.

They chose the senate chamber ( 
for their legislative demonstration. 
They chose this chamber because i 
the senate, conservative in its eco­
nomic and political makeup, suc­
cessfully has balked the governor’s 
radical program. The house has 
been more pliant.

In their sit-down siege the lobby­
ists had the apparent blessing, if 
not the indirect encouragement, of 
Governor Benson.

Arm y Day Marks America’s 
Entry Into the W ar

PROCLAIMED by the President, 
congress and all governors, 

Army day was celebrated through­
out the nation on April 6, the twen­
tieth anniversary of America's en­
trance into the World war.

The keynote of Army day, ac- J 
cording to Rear Admiral Reginald 
R. Belknap. U. S. N. retired, gen­
eral chairman of the day, is “ peace 
through preparedness.”

“ We who have seen the terrible 
destruction wrought by war want to 
do all in our power to avoid another 
war," he said. “ The best way to do ■ 
this, we believe, is by having a I 
strong, well-trained, well-equipped 
army and navy. So strengthened, 
an aggressor nation will think twice 
before trying to draw us into war.”  

The best way to achieve this pre­
paredness, he added, is by carry­
ing out the provisions of the Nation­
al Defense act of 1920, in appropri­
ations, personnel, material and 
training. He also urged continuing 
the navy at full treaty strength, 
fully manned, actively trained and 
with an adequate trained reserve.

Norris Still Plans for 
National Power Authority

SENATOR GEORGE NORRIS of 
Nebraska is intent on his plan 

for the creation of a national power 
authority similar to T » n n « » »  
V a l l e y  authority, 
and he intends to in­
troduce a bill for 
this during the pres­
ent session of con­
gress. This he an­
nounced after con­
ferring with th e  
President, and he 
intimated the idea 
was approved by 
Mr. Roosevelt. He 
has experts at work 
investigating its fea- * en’ Norris 
sibility and mapping out the details.

“ All rivers of the United States 
should be controlled by the nation if 
their nature is subject to it by na­
tional flood control policy,”  the sen­
ator said. “ Whenever the river will 
develop power, we should take ad­
vantage of it. I ’ve always regarded 
power as a subsidiary or by-product 
of flood controL”

More than 100 high-ranking offi­
cers, most of them belonging to the 
air force, were said to have been 
implicated in the plot which was 
seemingly well laid in all parts of 
Spanish Morocco and the southern 
tip of European Spain.

Government troops were said to 
be pushing back toward Cordoba the 
Fascist forces which were trying to 
break through for capture of the 
rich coal and mineral territory 
about Pozoblanco. The insurgent 
army there, alleged to include 10.- 
000 Italians and Germans, was in 
danger of being surrounded and an­
nihilated.

Great Britain and France offi­
cially warned Franco that they 
would no longer tolerate the stop­
ping and searching of British and 
French merchant vessels by tus 
warships.

President Discusses the 
Labor Situation 
PR E SID E N T ROOSEVELT dis- 
* cussed the labor situation with 
Secretary Perkins and Sidney Hill­
man, chief organizer of the C. I. O. 
drive to unionize the textile work­
ers. Hillman told him he was hope­
ful the problems of the textile in­
dustry could be settled by co-opera­
tion and arbitration, and it was re­
ported that he promised the textile 
workers would not attempt to use 
the sit-down strike.

Senator Wagner of New York de­
livered an address in the senate on 
the sit-down strike situation, charg­
ing that the blame of it rested on a 
few giant corporations which, he 
said, have “ hamstrung" the labor 
relations board b" invoking injunc­
tions in the courts and “ who have 
openly banded together to defy”  the 
labor relations law.

Deriding the cdll for new federal 
legislation to meet the crisis. Sena­
tor Wagner declared that “ the lack 
of power in the federal government 
to enforce the labor relations act 
and not any weakness in existing 
law is the root cause for the pres­
ent economic warfare.”

Representative Martin Dies of 
Texas appeared before the house 
rules committee and urged action 
on his resolution for a congressional 
investigation of the strike situation. 
He again called upon the President 
to intervene and pointed to section 
5299 of the revised United States 
statutes as giving the chief execu­
tive authority to take action in the 
event of such an occurrence as the 
Chrysler strike.

The continued silence of the Pres­
ident on the issue is "ominous," 
Representative Charles L. Gifford 
of Massachusetts told the house. He 
warned the President against the 
rise to power of John L. Lewis.

Negotiations for settlement of the 
General Motors strike were pro­
gressing slowly, and officials of the 
corporation said that 10,100 employ- J 
ees were idle in four plants be- 
cause of strikes in Pontiac and 
Flint, Mich.

Ludendorff Takes Part 
in W ar on Religion

GB E N . ERICH LUDENDORFF.
who was German quartermas­

ter-general during the World war, 
is head of the “ German god”  move­
ment and plans to take an active 
part in the struggle between the 
Nazis and the church, directing his 
attacks especially at the old reli­
gious orders. In the current num­
ber of his magazine. At the Holy 
Source of German Force, he de­
clares that Hitler has agreed to give 
Ludendorff's movement a recog­
nized status.

The general. In a statement 
framed like an army order, told his 
lieutenants that the principle at 
stake is "the welding together of 
the people in a totalitarian state.”

Meat Imports Reported
to Be Increasing

ACCORDING to a survey made 
for the Com Belt Farm Dailies, 

an increasing share of domestic 
meat requirements is coming from 
European countries and Canada, at 
the expense of American live stock 
producers.

Importations of pork from Poland 
early in March were running at rec­
ord high levels, while increased 
shipments were unloaded at New 
York from Denmark. Lithuania. It­
aly, Hungary, Holland, Germany. 
Estonia, Czechoslovakia, Canada, 
and Argentina. The United States in 
normal times supplies Europe with 
meat, the farm papers pointed out.

“ It must be obvious that through 
restricted production and reciprocal 
tariff agreements we have adopted 
policies in this country that have 
opened our doors to the importa­
tion of meats In substantial vol­
ume.”  the survey commented.

M. Raudolph. experimented in ter­
racing the soil. But even then it 
was not entirely successful, for 
each farmer had his own idea, and 
often did not cooperate.

Patrick Henry in making a soul- 
stirring speech following the Rev­
olution stated "He is the greatest 
patriot, who stops the most gul­
lies.”

Aside from a material selfish
viewpoint, a farmer may feel as in 
the days o f the colonists that it is 
an act of patriotism in putting 
forth his best effort in trying to 
control the erosion o f the soil. Lo­
cal farmers who have experiment­
ed have readily seen the benefit in 
whatever methods they have at­
tempted. and results have been en­
couraging.

Dr. Paul Sears of Oklahoma, au­
thority on soil conservatism, states 
that drouths should be accepted as 
normal hazards in a farmer's life, 
and provisions made for them as 
such. Some of his provisions sound 
very practical, but each section of 
the country has it’s own soil prob­
lems. which have to be met intel­
ligently and with reason.

A LL  SCHOOL BUILDINGS 
SHOULD BE INSPECTED

The appalling disaster in the 
school at New London, Texas, in 
which hundreds of students per­
ished when an explosion, followed 
by fire, destroyed a new $1,000,000 
building, should bring to public at­
tention an old and grave problem— 
protection for school children.

Regardless o f the cause o f this 
cataclysm, it emphasizes the fact 
that thousands of schools through­
out the nation, including some 
which are supposedly model plants, 
contain hazards that may any day, 
any minute result in disaster 
equally great.

It may seem unbelievable, but 
schools still exist in which the 
doors, open inward. I f  fire broke 
out, panic stricken children would 
pack against these doors, making 
it impossible to open them. And 
when the flames were extinguished, 
blackened, unrecognizable bodies 
would be found.

In other schools fire escapes are 
inadequate, or are difficult to 
reach. In others heating plants are 
of poor construction or are in bad 
repair. In others, stairways are 
narrow and are so designed and 
situated that a fire breaking out on 
a lower story would immediately 
roar up the stair walls, fed by 
drafts, making it impossible for 
children on upper stories to es­
cape. They wouldn’t even have a 
fighting chance for life.

Yes, literally thousands of 
schools contain hazards such as 
these.' Experts from fire preven­
tative organizations have often in­
spected relatively new school build­
ings and found, to the astonish­
ment of the proud board o f trust­
ees, that they teemed with haz­
ards, any one of which could cause 
disaster and wholesale death.

Whatever the cause o f the New 
London disaster, it should make the 
people think, and their thinking 
should force expert inspection of 
every school in America, and the 
elimination of any hazards found.

SHEEP and Lambs: Sheep have 
wintered well so fa r  and are re­
ported on April 1 to be in better 
than normal condition. Ewes gen- 
etally are In good flesh; however, 
some sections over the sU te re­
port flocka as being thin, but 
strong. There have been some losses 
in the few  early lambs which have 
been dropped. Prospects fo r a lamb 
crop thia season are very good, 
with the bulk o f the lambing begin­
ning after May 1. Very few  wool 
contracts have been reported dur­
ing March; however, wool prices 
remain atrong. The condition o f 
■heep and lambs is reported at 
eighty seven percent o f normal as 
compared with eighty six percent 
last month and 86.1 for the aver­
age o f the past ten years.

Rain Necessary 
For Plant Growth

Social Security forma and sys­
tems— The Messenger.

There are no drouth resistant 
plants, altho some crops, by means 
o f numerous rootlets are more e f­
ficient in the use o f soil moisture 
than others and for this reason are 
considered to be drouth resistant, 
says Tom Reid o f the New Mexico 
State College. Moisture must be 
available at the proper time to 
produce plant growth o f any kind.

Soms crops will wait long per­
iods for rainfall and when it does 
come are equipped so that the m oiv 
ture is taken up quickly, resulting 
in a vigorous growth. K afir will 
remain practically dormant thru a 
severe dry spell and when mois­
ture comes makes a good produc­
tion. On the other hand, milo will 
produce a crop with a very limited 
amount o f moisture but the total 
crop will be proportionately small. 
A lfa lfa , too, will use water at any 
time o f the year.

Cool nights, followed by days 
with the greatest amount o f sun­
shine, provided sufficient moisture 
is available to mature the crop, 
will produce the most vigorous dis­
ease free and hardy type o f seed 
that ia available on the market 
Crops grown in the non-irrigated 
areas o f New Mexico are not deep 
rooted, but are such plants as fill 
up the surface soil with a mass of 
roots ready at any time to absorb 
the limited surface moisture and 
use it. There is very little d iffer­
ence in the root growth o f the dif 
ferent sorghums or the different 
varietis o f corn. Y et where rain­
fall is limited, plans with mini­
mum top growth are best adapted.

Since a crop o f high quality can 
be produced when moisture condi­
tions are favorable it is suggested 
that quality seed be used when ever 
possible to Insure good results. Use 
seed that haa proven ita adaptation 
and performance.

Aurora Borealis V aries ; 

W h ite , Green, Red, Purple
The intrepid English and Dutch 

tailors who searched for the north­
west passage, a supposed water 
route around the northern end of 
North America, failed in their main 
objective, but nevertheless supplied 
scientific men with a wealth of me­
teorological information. The one 
phenomenon that most impressed 
them, and one that has come to be 
regarded as typical of northern lati­
tudes, is the aurora borealis or 
northern lights, observes a writer 
In the Chicago Tribune.

This is an unearthly display of light 
that appears in the sky at night. 
It may be seen as far south as the 
northern part of the United States. 
In the eastern hemisphere, how­
ever, it is rarely seen farther south 
than the northern parts of Norway. 
Sweden and Russia. It usually ap­
pears as one of several distinct pat­
terns of light. It may be an arch, 
the lower side of which is sharply 
defined, with the upper gradually 
fading into darkness; or the lower

edge, instead of being arched, may 
be curved in irregular folds like the 
edge of a draped curtain. Some­
times it takes the form of radiant 
beams which may seem to spiral 
upward toward an infinite point at 
the zenith.

In color the aurora varies from 
pearly white to a pale green, al­
though it has on occasion shown 
shades of red or purple. It may be 
easily the brightest object in the 
nocturnal sky, or it may be barely 
visible. It may last for only a few 
minutes or for many hours.

Why Animals Hibernate
The hibernation of animals is due 

to a slowing down of the pituitary 
gland, according to an authority. 
The slowing down causes an accu­
mulation of fat from the unused 
energy obtained from foodstuffs, 
and is not due to any prudent pre­
cautions on the part of the animal

The intrepid English and Dutch 

railors who searched for the north­
west passage, a supposed water 
route around the northern end of 
North America, failed in their main 
objective, but nevertheless supplied 
scientific men with a wealth of me­
teorological information. The one 
phenomenon that most impressed 
them, and one that has come to be 
regarded as typical of northern lati­
tudes, is the aurora borealis or 
northern lights, observes a writer 
in the Chicago Tribune.

This is an unearthly display of light 
that appears in the sky at night. 
It may be seen as far south as the 
northern part of the United States. 
In the eastern hemisphere, how­
ever, it is rarely seen farther south 
than the northern parts of Norway, 
Sweden and Russia. It usually ap­
pears as one of several distinct pat­
terns of light. It may be an arch, 
the lower side of which is sharply 
defined, with the upper gradually 
fading into darkness; or the lower

' edge, instead of being arched, may 
be curved in irregular folds like the 

l edge of a draped curtain. Some­
times it takes the form of radiant 
beams which may seem to spiral 
upward toward an infinite point at 
the zenith.

In color the aurora varies from 
pearly white to a pale green, al­
though it has on occasion shown 
shades of red or purple. It may be 
easily the brightest object in the 
nocturnal sky. or it may be barely 
visible. It may last for only a few 
minutes or for many hours.

one industry to another as rapidly 
as efficiency permits. The part John 
L. Lewis played in swaying the la­
bor vote in the last election guar­
antees that C. I. O. shall have 
plenty of friends in federal and state 
governments.

C. I. O. leaders are taking full 
advantage of their power. The very

in the creation ond dissemination 
of radio, press and moving picture 
news reel propaganda. Their speak­
ers travel the road, using sound- 
cars where they will be most ef­
fective, just as the political orators 
did during the 1936 election cam­
paign.

They tell the worker of the rea­
sons for this new movement which 
we have covered above. They also 
tell him that his "economic fron­
tier" has disappeared; he can no 
longer, if he is dissatisfied, pick up 
and head west for new ventures, or 
get himself a job in another indus­
try.

They 
can read and write. Many of them 
are college-educated; some are ac­
tually "career men.”  They do not 
operate in grimy little offices with 
battered cuspidors and nothing but 
the cobwebs to keep the plaster 
from falling off the ceiling. When 
they meet with industrialists they 
are ready to talk the industrialists' 
language. Their offices are just as 
modern as those of their opponents. 
And frequently they know more 
about the enemy's business than the 
enemy does.

They 
use airplanes to speed from council 
to council. They engage the best 
suites in the best hotels. Their of­
fices are located in the finest build­
ings.

Leaders are chosen from diversi­
fied fields in which there are C. I. O. 
member unions. They form a board 
of strategy not unlike the boards of 
directors of the firms with which 
they are dealing.

Working together harmoniously, 
these leaders ars using the meth­
ods of the big industries to sell 
their ideas to the workers and to 
the public. They have hired experts

grievances will be adjusted fairly. 
There must be a definite under­
standing as to the operations of the 
rules of seniority. All these things 
C. 1. O. promises to accomplish for 
him.

C. I. O. leaders seldom can be 
bulldozed by the representatives of 
industry. They are well enough in­
formed to recognize any tricks or 
misstatements at once. Their re­
search departments arm them with 
statistics fully as convincing as 
those of the companies with whom 
they are dealing. C. I. O. knows a 
corporation's financial statement 
from A to Z. and its research de­
partment has read between the 
lines.

The corporations have clever law­
yers who can tell their executives 
how to get around certain legal dif­
ficulties, and are ever at hand to 
advise in negotiations. So has the 
C. I. O. Its lawyers in New York. 
Washington. Detroit. Chicago. Pitts­
burgh and other cities are a match 
for the corporation lawyers. Legal 
advice is important in keeping the 
central organization clear of 
charges which might be pressed 
against it in the conduct of sit-down 
strikes which have been held il­
legal by most authorities.

Even the high-powered propagan­
da and public relations corps of 
industry has not been able to outdo 
the C. I. O. Newspaper men of 
wide experience handle the press 
relations of the C. I. O., and they 
have done a good job—in much the 
same way that the industrial press 
agents have wooed public opinion 
by inducing corporation executives 
to co-operate with the press.

The C. I. O. press agents have 
been careful to cultivate the most 
favorable relations with all news­
papers, whether they are friendly, 
hostile or luke-warm. They give re­
porters "tip-offs" when it is likely 
some big news will break. They 
send out mimeographed “ releases" 
of stories citing the union's side of 
a controversy. What is probably 
most important of all. they make 
sure that individuals in the union 
behave themselves in the presence 
of the press, never preventing a 
photographer from getting his pic­
ture or giving a reporter a discour­
teous reply. They encourage the 
leaders to sit down with the press 
and discuss problems "frankly.”

There are few tricks of psychol­
ogy C. I. O. overlooks. C. I. O. is 
determined to get somewhere. But 
how far?

The American people are alert to 
the forces which threaten the bul­
warks of national life, and are 
ready to take intelligent and ef­
fective action against them when 
fully aroused to the danger. The 
powers of evil know this to be 
true and are careful to avoid any­
thing that directs our attention to 
what is constantly going on under 
cover. The liquor question is one 
of our nation's most serious prob­
lems. The devastating results of 
the widespread sale and use of in­
toxicants will only be known as 
Christian men and women unmask 
this wicked business which poses 
under the banner of congenial and 
pleasant living, and proudly points 
to its recognition by the govern­
ment as a legal enterprise.

The facts are available through 
various temperance organizations 
and in such books as "Alcohol and 
Man,”  by Dr. Emerson of Colum­
bia university. The Sunday School 
lessons for 1937 present four oppor­
tunities to bring the matter square­
ly before the adults and children 
who are ln our Bible Schools. We 
have already (Jan. 31) considered 
the economic problem, and will 
later deal with intemperance as a 
social and moral evil. The lesson 
for today affords a special oppor­
tunity to touch on the scientific 
side, presenting intoxicants in their 
true light as a poison. Look up 
the word "intoxicate" in a good 
dictionary and you at once have a 
picture cf what beer. wine, and 
whiskey do to the human body.

The Christian approach to any 
consideration cf the matter is by 
recognizing that man is a spiritual 
being, dwelling in a physical body. 
Our first Scripture portion presents 
a foundation principle.

I. We Live in a World of Moral 
Responsibility (Gen 13 13; 19-23-23).

Life is not a careless drifting 
from day to day. from pleasure to 
pleasure, into sin or not as one 
may choose, with no responsibility 
for one's actions. Man was created 
in the likeness and image cf God. 
He possesses the power of choice. 
He knows right from wrong. If 
he chooses to do right he has all 
the resources of the omnipotent 
God to call upon as his strength and 
stay. But if he chooses to turn his 
back upon God and upon Christ, and 
to go into the ways ot sin, let 
him be sure that there is a day cf 
Judgment to come from which he 
shall in no wise escape. The de­
struction of the wicked cities of the 
plain, terrible as it was in Itself, 
is but a prophecy of judgment to 
come. See Luke 10:10-12.

II. Men Go Two Different Ways 
(Deut. 32:31-33).

Moses contrasts the Rock in 
which his people trusted, and the 
corrupt standards of their heathen 
neighbors by which they were 
tempted. One greater than Moses 
speke of the two ways (read Matt. 
7:13, 14). and pointed out the sad 
fact that there are many that go 
down the broad way to destruction, 
and few who walk in the narrow 
way of life. Let us seek to win 
our young men and women away 
from the sinful ways of this world.

III. The Liqucr Way Is the Wrong 
Way (Prov. 23:29-32).

Skillfjl indeed are the advertis­
ing devices of the liquor interests! 
They associate their intoxicants 
(poisons) with holiday festivities, 
happy family gatherings, social 
preferment, and so on. They do not 
picture the bleary eye, the babbling 
tongue. the "wounds without 
cause.”  They carefully overlook 
the broken-hearted mother, the rag­
ged children, the empty cupboard, 
and the devastated home life. They 
say nothing of the men who have 
lost their characters and their jobs, 
and of the women who have lowered 
themselves beyond description be­
cause of their love for liquor. Let 
us in tenderness and heart-broken 
humility present to our Sunday 
School classes that picture, which 
is a disgrace to our nation. The 
wine may look red. and it may 
even go "smoothly down the throat”  
(a possible translation of the words 
“ when it moveth aright,”  v. 31), 
but it still has the bite of a serpen' 
and the sting of an adder (v. 32).

The Victoria Cross, the most cov­

eted honor in the British army, is 
conferred not for the performance 
of duty. It is given to those who 
go beyond mere duty and perform 
prodigies of valor and daring. It Is 
not the first mile of duty that marks 
the Christian. It is the second milt 
of love and compassion and for­
giveness.
