Suits Deferred Royalty Doubled

Judge Thomas J. Mabry, in the
Chaves county district court at
Roswell Friday, sustained demur-
rers filed by the attorneys for three
defendants, C. E. Smith, B. E. Spen-
cer and Langford Keith, whom the
state of New Mexico seeks to en-
Join from appropriating shallow
ground water of the artesian basin
without permits from the state en-
ginners.

Suits against R. O. Whitney and
Glen Wheeler were dismissed, as
they were issued permits by the
State Engineer after the injunction
suit was filed.

The demurrers state that the
complainant (State of New Mexico)
does not state facts sufficient to
constitute a cause of action in that
it is not alleged that the water al-
leged to have been appropriated by
the defendants is the water of an
underground stream, channel, ar-
tesian basin, reservoir or lake, the
boundaries of which the state en-
gineer of the state of New Mexico
has found to be reasonably ascer-
tainable and thereby subject to the
Jurisdiction of said State Engineer;
and further that it is not alleged
that such boundaries have been
reasonably ascertained by the state
engineer so as to subject said wa-
ter to the jurisdiction of the state
engineer.

Following the court’s action in
sustaining this demurrer, Lake J.
Frazier, assistant district attorney,
filed amended complaints against
the three defendants. In the orig-
inal complaints, the defendants
were alleged to have illegally ap-
propriated shallow ground water
of the artesian basin, “being public
waters,” while in the amended com-
plaints the defendants are alleged
to have illegally appropriated “the
shallow ground water of the artes-
ian basin, being waters of under-
ground streams, channels, reser-
voirs or lakes having reasonably as-
certainable boundaries and being
public waters of the State of New
Mexico.”

The amended complaints, like
the original complaints, ask the
court to enjoin the defendants from
appropriating the shallow ground
water of the Roswell Artesian bas-
in unless and until they are granted
a permit to do so by the state en-
gineer.

Judge Mabry gave the attorneys
for the defendants ten days in
which to file additional pleadings
and said he would hold another
hearing the latter part of this
month.

FENCE POST FARMS
THRIVE IN THE WEST

WALLA WALLA, Wash.— “Re-
member the fence posts” has be-
come an important axiom in the
lumber producing Pacific north-
west,

Experts have determined 88,000,-
000 board feet of lumber are used
each year in replacing fence posts
in Washington and Oregon alone.
In states where farms are smaller,
the annual fence post consumption
is much larger.

Lumber companies have estab-
lished several “post farms” near
here to test various methods of
treating posts to withstand weath-
er and insects.

Numbers
of grass hoppers were found in
Bernalillo, Sandoval, Taos, Rio
Arriba and San Miguel. Further
appeals were made to farmers and
merchants to report the appearance
of grass hoppers in any other coun-
ty of the state

Meanwhile 1,400 tons of poison
mixture was spread over Union
county in an effort to check the
spreading horde. Efforts to kill
off the pests before they develop
wings and invade other areas will
be made. In Colorado where farm-
ers were hard hit a few days ago,
state, county and federal forces
have apparently been victorius in
eradicating a large number of the
insects and according to the latest
information danger of wholesale
destruction of crops has passed.

Farmers here expressed no fears
of a grass hopper invasion. Hop-
pers have been found in grain
fields, but their numbers are not
sufficient to cause any concern. If
hoppers made their appearance in
numbers large enough to justify
putting out the poison, the farm
land is concentrated enough to
make a poisoning campaign a com-
paratively easy matter. Cotton and
other crops have been free of

Proper Use Of Fly¥
Sprays Important

Indications are that, unless prop-
erly used, fly repellents when used |
on dairy cows do more harm th:m;
do the flies, according to E. E. An-|
derson of the New Mexico State|

The popular idea of the great m-;
jury by flies in connection |
with work has resulted in
many proprietary mixtures being |
put on the market, designed to keep l
off flies. Investigations by several |
state experiment stations, includ- |
ing New Mexico, have failed to|
show any advantage from the use
of these mixtures except to keep |
the cows quiet while they are be-
ing milked. On the other hand,
when used regularly, many sprays
cover the skin with a sticky, gum-
my substance which stops up the
pores, causing an increase in body
temperature, thus doing more harm
to the animals than would the flies.
When a spray is used which leaves

done

dairy

should be washed often enough to
prevent such an accumulation.
Many fly sprays are on the mark-

A good spray is one-half
ed with one gallon of kerosene and
one cup of cresol compound. Let
this stand for 24 hours and then
strain it thru a cloth. Another very
satisfactory fly repellent can be
made by mixing one gallon of fish
oil with two ounces of oil of tar,
two ounces of oil of Pennyroyal,
and eight ounces of kerosene.

Very good insurance against the
annoyance of flies around the dairy
is to keep the milk in quarters and
surroundings free from an accumu-
lation of manure, and other filth
and debris, since flies are hatched
in materials of this nature. The an-
noyance of flies around the dairy
from now until cold weather comes
next fall may be minimized not
only for the cows but also for the
milker by following these simple
directions.

BOARDING HOUSE

WONDER how many of the

women who are just simple little
housewives today would be famous,
if they had the time to take from
demands of their homes and fam-
tlies?

Carrie Jacobs Bond made her
success because circumstances
forced her to change from a house
wife to a business woman. She
was born in Janesville, Wisconsin,
in 1863. She liked music and stud
ied piano from childhood until she
married at the age of eighteen
When she was twenty-five, she re-
married Dr. Frank L. Bond, who
took a sympathetic interest in her
music and encouraged her to com
pose. She wrote one song, ‘‘Is My
Dolly Dead?', at that time and it
was accepted; but the work was
merely a hobby with her and she
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did not produce more. She devoted
her time and efforts to being a good
housewife and mother for the Doec-
tor and her little boy. Then, Dr
Bond was killed in an accident and
she was left an invalid without
money, and an eight-year-old son

Carrie Jicobs Bond did not lose
heart. She rented a large house in
Chicago and took in roomers. She
made some moncy as a dressmaker
and painting chin: They were so
poor that her son had to go to
work soon thereafter as a delivery
boy Ambitiously, she devoted all
her spare time to composing sSongs
Through financial support from a
woman singer she started a small
music publishing house, writing the
words and music, and painting the
cover designs of the songs she print-
ed. She even promoted the songs
herself, and little by little she won
success. Today the songs she wrote
are remembered and sung through-
out the world, “A Perfect Day,”
‘I Love You Truly,"” **His Lullaby,"”
“My Son,” “Do You Remember?"

Russia Worries Over Prestige.

The puzzle also arises: If one
dictator can dispose of eight of the
most prominent men of the army in
one fell swoop, why would it not
be as easy for eight generals to do
away with one dictator?

Russia is definitely worried over
the effect of her internal military
disharmony upon the outside world.
Diplomatic divisions of the western
European powers lost no time in
taking advantage of it. Germany
and Italy, particularly, acted quick-
ly. Their dream has always been
of a four-power alliance with France
and Great Britain. But France, con-
trolled by a communistic party gov-
ernment, in sympathy with the Rus-
sians and out of sympathy with the
Fascists, has been the stumbling
block. Now Germany is trying to
convince France that she had better
forsake any alliance with Russia
because it would be too unreliable
The recent resignation of the Popu-
lar Front government in France
may work to the advantage of the
Fascists, also.

There is no doubt that the French
must be a little uneasy over this
new weakness of the nation they
had counted upon as their most im-
portant ally. The Red army can
hardly look so powerful today as
it did a few weeks ago. And the
French can hardly help remember-
ing how powerful that same army
looked before the World war and
how pititul it looked once the war
got under way.

Russia’s importance among the
powers of the world has always
been limited by her difficulty in pre-
serving her own unity. Stretching

Ninety per cent of all the area of
the union is included in the largest
of the eleven constituent republics,
the Russian Federative Socialist Re
public, which also includes more
than two-thirds of the population
The other ten are: Ukrainia, White
Russia, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Ar
menia, Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan,
Tadjikistan, Kazakhstan and Kirghi-
zia. All except White Russia, Ar-
menia, Turkmenistan and Kirghizia
contain smaller republics within
themselves

Rich in Natural Resources.
The 175,000,000 people are as va-

ried as the physiography. They fall
into some 180 different groups and
speak 150 different languages and
dialects; the government makes no
attempt at establishing a national
language

There are more Russians than
persons of a er n ality
the Russians composing about half
the ilatior The other principal
groups, i f their number
are:  Ukr White Russians
Kazaks, U Tatars, Georgians,
Turks, Armenians, Jews, Germans
Mordva, Shuvash, Tajiks Poles
Turkmens, Kirghiz, Bashkirs and
Votyaks

These are some of the reasons
Russia’s tremendous natural re-
sources have been little more than
dipped intc She is almost com-
pletely self-sufficient, with a vast

wealth of coal, iron, oil, gold and
other minerals, as well as rich farm
lands and wide stretches of fine vir-

gin timber
Josef Stalin's personal dictator-
ship is all-powerful He is secre-

tary-general of the political bureau
of the central executive committee
of the communist party of the Union
of Socialistic Soviet Republics,
which is quite a mouthful any way
The party bosses the
state (for law has decreed that it
is the only party which shall be rec-
ognized), the central executive com-
mittee bosses the party, the politi-
cal bureau bosses the committee,
and Stalin bosses the bureau.

By virtue of the constitution adopt-
ed in December there is a parlia-
ment—or soviet—composed of a so-
viet of the union and a soviet of the
nationalities, and called the Su-
preme Soviet. Together the two
bodies exert all legislative and ad-
ministrative authority, through a
cabinet appointed by the Supreme

Soviet and known as the council of |

people's commissars. But through
the political structure outlined in the
foregoing paragraph it may be seen
that what they do is dictated by
Josef Stalin.

Production Speeded Up.

Russia is now in the last year of
its second Five-Year Plan for ag-
ricultural and industrial develop-
ment by the state, under which the
state controls the entire economic
life of the nation. The first of these
plans was started by Stalin in 1928;
private trade was suppressed, land-
owners liquidated and agriculture
collectivized.

Production under the second Five-
Year Plan was speeded up greatly,
for both economic and military rea-
sons.

A few facts serve to illustrate the
effectiveness of the programs. Elec-
tric power production in the Soviet
Union was 5,007,000,000 kilowatt
hours in the year before the first
Five-Year Plan; last year it was
32.600,000,000 kilowatt - hours
In steel production the Soviet
Union rose to a position second
only to Germany among European
producers last year. In 1927 it man-
ufactured a total of 680 automobiles;
last year, 138,000. The total grain
harvest was 92,010,000 metric tons
in 1935, although it fell off to less
than 77,000,000 metric tons last year,
because of widespread drouths. The
19368 cotton crop set a new record

Latest reports are that there will
be a third Five-Year Plan started
which will go into effect January 1.
