Oak Tombs Reveal “Modern Girl” VVa* 
Popular ’Way Back in the Bronze Age

Danish flappers of 4 000 years ago 
liked to shock their elders as much 
as their sisters do today.

And one little lady 'way back in 
the Bronze age even went so far as 
to wear short skirts But she caught 
cold and died as a result.

That la the interpretation that se­
rious-minded archaeologists place 
upon their latest "find" at Egtved, 
Jutland, according to a Copenhagen 
correspondent in the Philadelphia 
Record.

The girl's remains, together with 
her clothing, remarkably preserved, 
were found In a hollow oak tree 
trunk of the type Bronze age folk on 
Jutland's rocky short used for 
tombs.

They don't know her name, but 
they call her Olga, and they say she 
wasn't over twenty and must have 
been remarkably beautiful.

Olga, it teems, had an oval face, 
a determined little chin, pearly 
teeth and a wealth o f  flaxen hair

which awept back from her broad 
forehead.

But ahe was different from all oth 
er women of her time. The others, 
probably because of their pride in 
the newly discovered craft of weav­
ing. dressed in voluminous gar 
ments.

Olga, however, rebelled. On her 
mother's primitive hand loom she 
wove a cloth of finely spun wool. 
Then, with needles of bone and 
bronze, she knitted a neat sweater. 
By plaiting hundreds of woolen 
cords, she fashioned a brief skirt— 
so brief, in fact, that it came well 
above the knee.

With earringi of bronze wire and 
the traditional plaque on a braided 
belt, ahe appeared not unlike the 
modern outdoor girL

But her revolutionary costume. It 
appears, waa not suited to Jutland's 
bitter climate.

F. D. R. on Farm Eill
PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT, re 
* turning to his Hyde Park home, 
was giving especial attention to the 
farm legislation which he wishes 
passed by congress in the extraordi- 
nary session. He sent duplicate let­
ters to Chairman Ellison D. Smith 
of the senate agriculture committee 
and Chairman Marvin Jones of the 
house committee urging them to 
speed up the legislation, but warn- 
ing that it must be kept within 
budgetary limits unless congress 
was prepared to impose new taxes 

‘ The new national farm act 
should safeguard farmers’ income 
as well as their soil fertility." the 
President wrote. "It should pro­
vide for storage of reserve food sup­
plies in an ever normal granary, 
so that if severe and widespread 
drouth recurs consumers will be as­
sured of more adequate supplies 
with less drastic increases in price 
than otherwise would be the case.

"It should provide for control of 
surpluses when and if necessary, 
but at the same time it should pre­
serve the export markets that still 
are open to our farmers.

"It should protect both farmers 
and consumers against extreme ups 
and downs in prices of farm prod­
ucts. It should be financed by sound 
fiscal methods. Local administra­
tion should be kept in the farmers’ 
hands."

Urging sound fiscal relations. Mr.
Roosevelt said that it is important 
not to interfere with the expected 
balancing of the budget in the fiscal 
year 1938-‘39.

Experts in Washington figure the 
new farm program may cost as 
much as *1,000.000,000 in the first 
year.

Farmer* Warned on Loans
C'DWARD A. O’NEAL, president 
I - ' of the American Farm Bureau 
federation, headed a group of farm 
leaders who called on the Presi­
dent for the purpose of asking loans 
of 60 cents a bushel on corn to im­
prove prices. It was understood 
Mr. Roosevelt warned that crop 
loans should not be pushed so high 
that the drain on federal revenues 
would become too heavy; and that

Building Furnace Fire la Fa* j  
Operation When You Follow 

Few Simple Rules

IT 'S  really no trick to build a 
* good furnace fire quickly and 

easily.
Leave a layer of ashes about 

two inches deep spread on the 
grates. Spread about two inches 
o f coal over this layer of ashes. 
Over the coal, place a generous 
amount of kindling—newspapers 
and light, dry wood.

The turn damper in the smoke 
pipe and the ashpit damper should

lam uom p~
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ce open wide. If the ashpit damper 
on your furnace is in back, open 
it and also the ashpit door in 
front. This assures maximum 
draft and quick ignition.

When the kindling is burning 
well, add fresh coal gradually. In 
this way you get a deep fire in 
little time—the kindling burning 
the coal beneath it, and the fire, 
in turn, igniting the coal above it. 
From time to time, add additional 
fuel until you have a solid, deep 
fire. When this is done, check 
your dampers and close the ash­
pit door.

Should the kindling while ignit­
ing smoke a bit through the fur­
nace door crevices, it ia due to 
the chimney being cold and not 
providing enough draft to carry 
off the smoke. This is easily 
overcom e by wadding a bit of 
newspaper, lighting it. and in­
serting it into the check damper. 
This heats the air, creating a 
draft in the flue pipe and chimney 
and carries the smoke away.

WASHINGTON —  Marketing 
quotas proposed for cotton, wheat 
and rice failed Monday to win a 
place in the house agriculture 
committee’s rough draft of new 
general farm legislation.

The committee sent the tentative 
bill to the printer without “ provi­
sion for msrketing quotas except 
in the case of tobacco. It left the 
way open, however, for the propos­
als to be placed in the measure 
later.

Secretary Wallace reported re­
cently farmers believed msrketing 
quotas might well be placed on the 
entire cotton crop, and in the case 
o f corn and wheat, quotas might 
be necessary when surpluses be­
came excessive.

The tentative bill centered ar­
ound provisions for compulsory 
regulation of tobacco and for con­
trol o f wheat, cotton and rice 
merely by benefit payments to co­
operating producers. Members 
said provisions for corn had not 
been worked out.

They reported the tobacco con­
trol system under consideration 
would require buyers of tobacco 
marketed in excess o f federal quo­
tas to pay penalty taxes represent­
ing fifty per cent of its value.

CO-EDUCATION’S PROGRESS -

There have been many discus­
sions on coeducation. Next week,1 
November 7th to 13th, is called 
American Education week, and a 1 
fitting time for a review of ro- I 
education's progress.

Horace Mann, who once gave up 
a career as a brilliant lawryer to 
devote himself to education, said: 
“ If there ever was a cause, if \ 
ever there can be a cause worthy 
to be upheld by all. o f toil or saf- 
rifice that the human heart can 
endure, it is the cause o f Educa- j 
tion." A little over a hundred j 
years ago, our country was going. 
through a revival, called a school 
revival. They were attempting to 
create a system o f education sim­
ilar to the tradition of English 
higher learning, and thus out o f ; 
this was born the idea of inter- j 
mingling the sexes in the same ‘ 
school, and until very recently this 
idea has been classed as peculiar 
to the American system of educa-' 
tion. But the idea, because of it’s 
attractive economical value, and its , 
simplicity spread over the universe.

In our country the Western' 
states have always been more len­
ient toward the idea, those hold­
ing back, hesitantly, were the At­
lantic and Southern states. Ober- 
lin Collegiate Institute in Ohio 
was the first to permit the femin­
ine sex to enroll, and history re­
veals no path o f roses for those 
first timid and modest girls. All 
honor and glory to them, for their 
pioneering in a field that would 
envelop a world!

Foreign countries have adopted 
coeducation, however. Among | 
those are: Great Britain and her, 
colonies; Russia; Germany and 
Switzerland, who stand foremost. 
Others are Italy, France. Spain 
Austria Hungary, Holland, Sweden 
and Belgium.

Our early fathers decided in fa ­
vor o f coeducation, with this in 
mind: that many of the curtural 
and priceless associations are ob- J 
tained through the likes and dis-1 
likes of the human soul, and the 
intermingling of the aexes in the 
same schools, would carry on this 
great idea of cultural growth. The 
United States stands alone in the 
flattering number of women com­
pleting university educations. This 
idea alone should bring a sense of 
great pride; that we live in such 
a great expanse of broadminded­
ness.

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FIRST OF TUGWELLTOWNS’ IS BORN
Families Start Moving Into 885 Houses of Model Community 

Built by Resettlement Administration at Greenbelt, Md.

ONE of Prof. Rexford Guy 
Tugwell's principal Uto­

pias is now open for business, 
and some say it's good and 
some say it's bad. At any 
rate, the first families have 
moved into Greenbelt. Md., 
“ model town”  of the reset­
tlement administration for­
merly headed by Tugwell, 
and perhaps we shall one day 
see just how effective the co­
operative, slumless com­
munity can be.

A poor ago thii time Greenbelt 
o n  the target of much criticism 
concerning high costs, waste and 
venture of the federal government 
Into "collectivism,”  "communism.”  
and other horrible social and eco­
nomic isms which, during the heat­
ed days of the last presidential cam­
paign. were grouped under one gen­
eral head—"Tugwelllsm.”  Friends 
of the project usually had defenses 
for these charges; what you believe 
is,probably greatly influenced by the 
trend of your politics. The impor­
tant thing today is that the experi­
ment is definitely under way. and is 
•oon to be followed by counterparts 
In other sections of the nation.

Greenbelt. with Its 885 housing 
units, rests on a crescent-shaped 
plateau. IS miles outside Washing 
ton. D. C. Standing sentinel over 
the town Is a belt of green trees 
from which It gets its name. Mir­
roring it is an artificial lake of some 
25 acres.

Here 885 families, hand-picked to 
give the project the greatest chance 
of success, will find homes at rents 
varying from *18 to *41 a month. 
Their local government will be run 
by an ultra-modern city manager 
under the first city manager char- i 
ter to be granted by the state of [ 
Maryland. All the community's 
business will be directed and con­
ducted by a Rochdale co-operative, 
which was sponsored by the late Ed­
ward A. Fi.ene, Boston merchant. 
Settlers who buy shares in the "con­
sumer distribution corporation" will 
receive rebates at all the stores in 
the community.

Inhabitants Carefully Selected.
It is not easy for a family to be 

admitted to life In Greenbelt. The 
resettlement administration has tak­
en every precaution in selecting the 
tenants and. purportedly, political 
“ pull" doesn't mean a thing. First, 
all persons with incomes of *1.000 
to *2.100, who were interested, were 
asked to register with RA. giving 
name, residence, income and other 
Information; hundreds were dropped 
Immediately on the basis of this 
preliminary data. Thoae whose ap­
plications survived were asked for 
more detailed information about 
themselves, and this was checked 
by officials. The candidates were 
then visited in their homes, their 
character and credit ratings investi­
gated and their references verified. 
The final selections were made on 
the basis of a summary of all these 
findings. If Greenbelt is to succeed, 
the durability of its buildings must 
be matched by the integrity and sin­
cerity of its inhabitants.

These tenants will be living in 
the most completely planned com­
munity in America. Where they may 
have lived in city slums, with poor 
environment for their children, they 
are now set down in the rolling 
green hills of Maryland, where fresh 
air is plentiful, where there is a 
good school, where their budgets 
will allow them to live as well as 
their much wealthier city neighbors.

Greenbelt’s citizens can go to and 
from work in the city, if they like, 
by bus. At home in the evening 
after the day's labors they can put­

ter around in a garden. They will 
have a real share in the community 
life, the opportunity to enjoy lake 
sports and free range of several 
thousand beautiful acres of town 
land.

The houses are white with en- I 
semble grouping and harmonizing 
architecture. The drive and walks 
are flanked with trees, most of them 
still young. There are as few traffic 
hazards as possible, with very im­
aginable precaution for safety hav­
ing been taken. All highways are 
crossed by means of underpasses, 
so that the children who attend the 
two schools will not find it neces­
sary to watch out for automobiles.

Queer at first do Greenbelt's 
houses appear to the uninitiated, for 
the front doors are at the back, if 
that is not taxing the reader's logic. 
In other words, they face on the 
open space at the rear, rather than 
on the street. They are durable and 
attractive, but not ornate.

Kitchens Are Sensibly Modern. 
Foundations are of concrete and 

roofs of tinted slate. Broad case­
ment windows assure plenty of sun­
light. and plenty of air. In this cli­
mate the summers are likely to be 
hot, but ceilings of poured concrete, 
reinforced with steel rods, keep the 
rooms cool. Brass-capped door sills 
combine with copper weather 
sheathing to banish drafts. Founda­
tions and walls have been built to 
last a hundred years, but they 
have not been foolishly planned to 
outlast the Coliseum in Rome. Clos­
ets are of knotty pine, and oak is 
used on stairways only where they 
are most likely to be trod upon.

Kitchens are modern, compact, 
economical—but not faddish. There 
are metal cupboards with deep 
shelves and smooth, easy-dusting 
doors. Sinks are of enamel and 
bathroom walls are covered with 
inexpensive waterproof paint All 
fixture* are sturdy and in good 
taste.

Greenbelt’ s business and commu­
nity center at the head of the resi­
dential crescent includes a mer­
cantile building, a municipal ga­
rage. a fire-house, a town inn. a res­
taurant and a school. The latter is 
perhaps the most remarkable build­
ing. Gray concrete pilaster* flank 
its sides like inverted flying but­
tresses. There is a chiseled frieze 
of cubist characters. Interiors are 
the ultimate in scientific design. The 
buttresses support the walls of a 
spacious gymnasium. Light brown 
walls and great expanses of white 
plaster help to diffuse the plentiful 
sunlight which enters corridors and 
school rooms through windows and 
glasi brick panels built into the 
wall*. Students keep their belong­
ings in individual lockers. The out­
er wall of each classroom Is of 
transparent glass, stretching al­
most the entire height of the room. 
Conditions such as these are about 
all a teacher could ask for.

All commercial operations are 
conducted by the consumers' cor­
poration. Two per cent of the grosa 
revenue will be turned over to the 
federal government as rent; any re­
maining profits will be returned to 
the customers as dividends. Operat­
ed on this plan will be a general 
merchandise store, a drug store, a 
food and meat market, a motion pic­
ture theater, a barber shop, a beau­
ty parlor and a garage and service 
station. When and if the community 
decides it docs not like this system, 
it may adopt a new one.

This Is “ Tugwelltown.”
There are no churches in Green­

belt but free land is available for 
them if community groups desire to 
build them. Greenbelters are given 
plenty of opportunity to contribute 
their share toward the beautifying 
of the town. Anyone may secure 
the head gardener's advice at any

time free of charge Trees or bushes 
for landscaping may be obtained 
free from the town nursery to which 
they were transplanted when the 
land was cleared.

Greenbelt epitomizea Professor 
Tugwell's philosophy. He said Ita 
aim was:

"To obtain a large tract of land 
and thus avoid the complications or­
dinarily due to diverse ownerships; 
in this tract to create a community, 
protected by an encircling green 
belt; the community to be designed 
primarily for families of modest In­
comes. and arranged and managed 
ao as to encourage a family and 
community life which will be better 
than they now enjoy, but which will 
not involve subjecting them to co­
ercive or theoretical and untested 
discipline.

"The dwellings and the land upon 
which they are located are to be 
held in one ownership, preferably a 
public agency to which the federal 
government will transfer title, and 
which agency will rent or lease the 
dwellings but will not sell them; a 
municipal government to be set up. 
in character with such governments 
now existing or possible In that re­
gion; co-ordination to be estab­
lished. in relation to the local and 
state governments, so that there 
may be provided those public serv­
ices of educational and other char­
acter which the community will re­
quire; and. finally, to accomplish 
these purposes in such a way that 
the community may be a taxpaying 
participant in the region, that ex­
travagant outlay* from the individ­
ual family income will not be necea- 
sary. and that the rent* will be auit- 
able to families of modest Income.

"To develop a land-use plan for 
the entire tract; to devise a system 
of rural economy co-ordinated with 
the land-use plan for the rural por­
tions of the tract surrounding the 
suburban community; and to inte­
grate both the physical plans and 
the economies of the rural area and 
the suburban community.”

Whether or not the model town 
can be regarded as the answer to 
the low-cost housing program, even 
if Greenbelt succeeds as a happy, 
prospering community, depends on 
how you look at it. It has been 
pointed out by opponents that the 
project cost lar too much and that 
there were too many delays, alleg­
edly attributable to "government 
efficiency,”  In its construction.

What Sponsors Contend.
Only 8C5 families may be housed 

in Greenbelt. opponents point out. 
yet the cost is *14.227.000. or more 
than *16,000 a house. The govern 
ment's estimated net return on tha 
investment, they say. is less than 
4  of 1 per cent. Even if interest 
were waived, it would take 237 years 
to repay the cost.

Against this the sponsors reply 
that it is unfair to pro-rate the cost 
among the houses alone, for it in­
cludes the business buildings, land­
scaping and many other things. Pre­
sumably their answer would have 
been the same if the cost had been 
regarded *16.000 per family.

Also there is the argument that 
the "made work,”  transient relief 
labor and such, skyrocketed the 
cost. They contend that low-cost 
housing is spreading and that re­
payments under the Wagner act will 
be more generous than those at 
Greenbelt. They attempt' to show 
that costs of slum conditions are in­
direct but that they are even greater 
than the cost to the government of 
subsidizing model communities; that 
well-built homes are in the long 
run cheaper than flimsier dwellings 
built for sale; and the Greenbelt 
accountants write off a third of the 
total cost as excess labor costs, more 
directly chargeable to work relief 
than to the Greenbelt residents.

L i g h t s h i p s , bobbing
about the sea along our 
coast, warning mariners 

of dangerous shoals, may not 
stir the imagination of pas­
sengers on passing ships, but 
they have played an impor­
tant part in guarding life and 
property at sea.

They have repeatedly given ref­
uge to the the shipwrecked. A Ger­
man submarine raider visited New­
port in 1916. before we entered the 
World war. Later it went out and 
made ita lair near Nantucket light­
ship. where, until the alarm spread, 
vessels were contantly passing The 
submarine sank a number of un­
armed merchant ship*, the crews of 
which took refuge on the lightship 
At one time there were US ship­
wrecked men aboard the lightship, 
and 19 ships' boats were trailing on 
a line astern.

As bad weather ensued shortly, 
and the locality la 47 miles from 
the nearest land, it ta certain that 
many of these seamen would have 
lost their lives had it not been for 
the haven provided by the lightship 

The only navigational aid in this 
country destroyed by the enemy 
during the World war was the Dia­
mond Shoal lightship off Cape Hat- 
teras.

On the afternoon of August 9. 1918. 
a submarine raider began firing at 
a merchant ship about a mile and 
a half away, Tlie lightship broad­
cast by radio a warning to other 
vessels in the vicinity, and this was 
undoubtedly the means of saving 
many ships. But it resulted tn the 
submarine's firing six shots at the 
lightship, and later returning and 
sinking it by gunfire.

The crew got away in boats, and. 
after seeing the ship go to the bot­
tom. they landed safely that evening 
on Cape Hatteraa.

Home Notable Life Saving Work. 
Blunts Reef lightship marks the 

outer limit of rocks off Cape Men­
docino, a wild and desolate section 
of the California coast 

At 1:30 on a June morning In 
1916. the lookout reported a boat 
hailing the lightship. On coming 
alongside, the officer In charge stat­
ed that the steamship Bear had 
stranded between the cape and 
False Cape rock. In all. nine life­
boat* came alongside, and 155 peo­
ple from the Bear, including many 
women, were taken aboard the 
lightship and given hot coffee and 
warm bedding.

Other lifeboats arrived later with 
more survivor*. Eventually all 
these people were transferred to 
land by the steamer Grace Dollar 

This all happened during dense 
fog which had lasted for two days, 
with the station fog signals sound­
ing regularly. Now a radio-beacon 
has been placed on Blunts Reef 
lightship.

In 1916. Fire Island lightship, in 
the approach to New York, was 
rammed by the steamer Philadel­
phian, and her side cut open for 
four feet below the water line.

The ship was saved from linking 
only by the remarkable presence of 
mind and quick work of her crew, 
who shifted weights, slung out boats, 
and filled them with water, so as 
to list the vessel and bring the dam­
age above the water line.

Lightship number one was retired 
from duty in 1930. after 75 years of 
service This vessel was built for 
the station then known as Nantuck­
et New South Shoals, and remained 
on this exposed station for 36 ve->rs. 
with only sails for power.

In early days it was not easy to 
maintain lightships on outside sta­
tions. The first attempts In this 
country were made at Sandy Hook, 
at the entrance to New York bay. 
in 1823. and at Diamond Shoal, off 
Cape Hatteras. in 1824 tn the latter 
case the ship broke from her moor 
■ngs within a few months, and, after 
being replaced several times, was 
wrecked in 1827. It was 70 years 
before another lightship was placed 
ofi Diamond Shoal.

Marked advance has since been 
made in lightship design. The 
breaking strength of mooring chains 

j has been doubled; even a West In- 
| dies hurricane passing up the coast 
seldom parts a mooring 

In the gale of September. 1933. 
jiamond Shoal lightship dragged 
rer 5.500 pound mushroom anchor

five miles, but the mooring chain 
withstood the tremendous strain.

Our coastal lighthouse system was 
fairly well completed in the last 
century. Structures which house 
the great light* of today were tor 
the most part built from 60 to 80 
years ago.

Progress in recent years has been
more in technical improvement*, 
making use of radio, electricity,
new illuminants. and improved fog
signal*.

Now and then, however, change* 
must be made in the primary sta­
tions themselves; new need* call 
for new stations, the abandonment 
of old towers, or the substitution of 
lest expensive automatic lights.

Six light stations of the first rank, 
recently completed, show the differ­
ent needs that occasionally aria*. 
At North Manitou. in the northern 
part of Lake Michigan, a station 
hat been built tn 22 feet of water to 
take the place of a lightship Two 
other similar stations have recently 
been completed in Util lake.

At Cape Decision. Alaska, a new 
light and fog signal station stands 
in a key position for the navigation 
of southeast Alaska, situated at it 
it at an entrance from the outside, 
and at a turning point for the inside 
passages.

At the south end of Santa Barbara 
channel off the coast of California, 
navigation It now safeguarded by 
the station on Anacapa island, a 
guide both to coasting vessels and 
to those approaching Lot Angeles 
from the open sea.

The sixth of these new primary 
stations stands at the entrance from 
Lake Huron to the St. Mary's river, 
where it was necessary to have a 
guide close to the channel for the 
Lake Superior traffic.

The most powerful light in the 
American lighthouse system shines 
from a low structure atop the At­
lantic Highlands at Navesink. New 
Jersey. Its penetrating beam meas­
ures 9.000 000 candli power.

V ic iss itu d e *  or L igh t h o u se*.

Progress, as well as nature's as­
saults. sometimes dooms fine old 
lighthouse* Often these towers fig­
ure prominently in local history and 
romance. Fortunately, such old 
towers sometimes can be preserved.

The state of New Jersey has taken 
over the tall tower of Barnegat 
light which it of diminished im­
portance to navigation. The first 
Cape Henry tower, in Virginia, hat 
been transferred to a patriotic or­
ganization. and that at Cape Flori­
da is preserved by a private pur­
chaser.

When the sea encroaches, it t* 
often difficult to save an old station. 
Usually it is less expensive to 
move it. or to build another light­
house.

Thu*, along the low-lying, sandy 
south Atlantic states and Gulf 
coasts, many early masonry tower* 
nave succumbed to the sea. Metal 
structures have been dismantled 
and moved back to places of safety.

Eleven years ago the historic 
lighthouse at Cape Henlopen. Dela­
ware. was destroyed by the inroad* 
of the Atlantic. Henlopen was one 
of the early Colonial lights.

Our steady change to modern au­
tomatic lights has saved the public 
much money. But for primary 
lights the maxim is, “ Safety is 
found only in certainty." and human 
attention, given by lightkeepera, 
must be retained. An exception ia 
the lighthouse operated by the Unit­
ed States government on Navassa 
island in the West Indies. Here the 
keepers were removed because of 
difficulty in maintaining them on 
this uninhabited and barren island 
between Jamaica and Hispaniola. 
This lighthouse now has two auto­
matic flashing lights, one above the 
other, with independent gas supplies 
for each, to insure that one light will 
always show

Ingenious devices are utilized tc
save gas or electricity in burning 
the automatic lights. Sun valves, 
depending on the rate of expansion 
of different metals, are used to turn 
off the acetylene gas lights during 
the daytime

Recently the light-sensitive cell 
has been employed to turn on and 
off automatic electric lights opera! 
ed from batteries.

II. "Mortify Your Members . . . 
upon the Earth" (vv. 5-9).

Tlie most spiritual Christian is the 
one "he is most sensitive to tin 
and most earnest in hit purpose 

! that it should be mortified—which 
means "put to death.”  We may 

j not temporize—we must not com- 
i promise with sin. Put it to death.

The list of things which are to be 
put away include a number of sins 

I which we recognize at once as ut- 
' terly inconsistent with a Christian 
I profession. But note also that there 
are a number of them which are ail 
too common among Christian peo­
ple — covetousness, anger, wrath, 
malice, and so forth. Lying and 
shameful talk are condom.d by some 
• and practiced by many). We have 
a rather long list of what Dr. Van 
Dyke called by the anomalous name 
ut "Respectable Sins ot Nice Peo­
ple." But a realization of what it 
means to be a Christian at once 
rules out as sinful indeed those 
things which may be received with 
a false cloak of respectability 
among some who profess to follow 
Christ.

III. "Put On the New Man" (vv. 
11-17).

Christianity is positive. We put 
off sin—we put on righteousness. 
Knowing no lines of racial or creed- 
al distinction we recognize Christ 
as "all and in all.”  Then as "G od’ s 
elect, holy and beloved,”  we are 
clothed with the Spirit of Christ 
Tenderhearted, kind, lowly, meek, 
of a forgiving spirit long-suffering; 
all these Christlike ways of living 
should appear in those who are hid 
with him in God. As the encircling 
band which holds together these 
beautiful and precious virtues, we

These outward manifestations of 
our oneness with Christ have an in­
ward controlling power—for in our 
hearts "the peace of Christ”  is to 
"ru le."

—object—at firat; the great, big, 
dull bulk o f the nation will rub 

' its sleepy eyes and try to make 
out why there should be a war, 
and will say, earnestly and indig­
nantly, ‘It ia unjust and dishonor­
able, and there is no necessity for 
it.’ Then a handful will shout 
louder. A few fair men on the 
other side will argue and reason 
against the war with speech and 
pen. and at first will have a hear­
ing and will be applauded; but it 
will not last long; those others will 
outmart them, and presently the 

j anti-war audiencea will thin out 
i and lose popularity. Before long 
you will see this curious thing; the 
speakers stoned from the platform, 
and free speech strangled by 
hordes of furious men who in their 

- hearts are still at one with 
those who stone speakers— as ear­
lier—but do not dare say so. And 
now the whole nation—pulpit and 
all—will take up the war-cry, and 
shout itself hoarse, and mob any 
honest man who ventures to open 
his mouth; and presently such 
mouths will cease to open. Next 
the statesmen will invent cheap 
lies, putting the blame upon the i 
nation that it attacked, and every 
man will he glad o f those con­
science-soothing falsities, and will 
diligently study them, and refuse 
to examine any refutations o f 
them; and thus he will by and by 
convince himself that the war ia 
just, and will thank God for the 
better sleep he enjoya after this 
process of grotesque self-decep­
tion.”—Pittsburgh Press.

Hull, Author Of 
Kearney (lode To 
Be Honored Soon

To one man more than to any 
other, the citizens of New Mex­
ico owe a tribute of respect for 
his service to the state in estab­
lishing an orderly and legal form 
of government when this section 
was taken into possession by Gen­
eral Philip Kearney in 1846. Quite 
naturally there had to be some 
form of law and the then existing 
law was not, in its entirety, adapt­
ed to our theories of government. 
Until the Organic Act, which cre­
ated the Territory o f New Mexico 
was passed in 1850, the country 
was under military government. 
During this time a code o f laws, 
known as the Kearney code, was in 
effect. It was so complete and 
equitable that it was carried down, 
in great part, into our laws in ef­
fect today.

The author o f this code was a 
private soldier in General Kear­
ney’s division, Willard Preble Hull 
by name. He was a graduate of 
Yale college in the class o f ’39 
and was elected to Congress from 
his district in Missouri while with 
General Kearney at Santa Fe. He
