The government thus acted swift-
ly to carry out its pledge to the
United States government that of-
ficers responsible for the Panay
attack would be punished, said
Domei, the Japanese news agency.

Mail Christmas
Packages Now

Christmas isn't Christmas to the
person you send a gift to, unless
the recipient receives the gift at
least by Christmas morning. [f
mailing a gift to  friends or|
relatives at distant points, you|
should mail the gift in ample time |
for the gift to reach its destination
before Christmas day. To receive
a gift after Christmas day has|
passed lessens its value to the re-|
cipient. Gifts at the Yuletide sea-
son are largely a matter of senti-
ment and that sentiment of course
is lacking for the person who re. |
ceives a Christmas package after |
the season has passed. |

The time to mail your packages |
is now. Local post office officials|
said the Christmas mailing has|
been comparatively light thus far, |
which may mean that someone will |
be disappointed i

Remember too that Christmas
packages are not handled like or-
dinary mailing packages and it
takes about a third longer for a
Christmas package to reach its des-
tination. For instance Christmas
boxes mailed to Ohio will be sent
to a central point of distribution
and there worked for the particu-
Jar part of the state. Such a pro-
cess, made necessary by huge vol-
umes of mailing, is slow of course.

These facts should be held in
mind if you expect the recipient
to open and enjoy his or her gift
by Christmas.

Bordering the shore of Manila

Mineral .\’upplies

Many stockmen are using miner<{§
' al suppliements that are very ex-
I ¢ because they do not supply
the minerals needed in New Mex-
ico According to W. H. Tolbert
of the New Mexico State College,
there is only one mineral in which
New Mexico ranges are deficient

and that is phosphorus.

Calcium is a mineral that is re-
quired to be fed as a supplement
in many sections of the United

but ranges of New Mexico
are not deficient in this mineral
There are many mixtures that are
being compounded and sold in the
state that contain a high percent-
age of calcium and a relatively low

of phosphorus. These
io not supply the neces-
sary amount of phosphorus, and
all other ingredients in them are
valueless to New Mexico stockmen.

In purchasing mineral supple-
ments, the stockmen should remem-
ber that supplement
should contain about nine pounds
of phosphorus to 100 pounds of
mineral mixture (salt and miner-
al) Phosphorus should not be
confused with P205 which is shown
in the analysis of many mineral
mixtures. P205 contains only
forty-three percent, or less than
one-half, phosphorus. All mineral
mixtures and purchases of mineral
supplement should be based upon
the phosphorus content.

Stockmen should be sure that
any salt and mineral mixture con-
tains nine pounds of phosphorus to
each 100 pounds.

That mixture which furnishes
the highest percentage of phosphor-
us at the lowest cost per pound
would be the most economical sup-
plement to use.

Because of the warm, dry, win-
ter climate, growers in the south-
west are able to produce early
hatching eggs on a commercial
scale. Cooperative turkey-shipp-
ing associations assemble the eggs
in large numbers. With conven-
jent supplies of eggs, commercial
hatcheries are able to conduct large
scale hatching operations.

Few indeed are the stories that
will bear retelling or the books that
are worth re-reading. Rare is the
song that we care to hear more than
once. How significant then that we
come to the observance of Christ-
mas each year with hearts full of
delight in the story of the birth of
Jesus, eager again to hear the ac-
count from God's Word, and to lis-
ten with attentive souls for the
sound of the angel's song in the
Christmas music,

The birth of our Lord as the In- |
carnate Saviour of men is still front
page, headline news, even in 1937,
The glad tidings of his coming still
color the thinking and living of a
world that has gone far from him,
that lives today in hatred and en-
mity, even while outwardly recall-
ing the coming of the One who was
to bring peace on earth. We have
even gone so far that men feel that
the way to promote peace is to use
the sword. Until the Prince of
Peace himself shall reign there
may be no other way. But let us
be certain at this Christmas time
that the tender baby hand from the
cradle at Bethlehem has reached
out hearts and lives, bringing us
peace with God and good will toward
men.

The first seven verses of our chap-
ter relate the coming of Mary with
Joseph to God's appointed place at
his appointed time, for the entrance
into this world of the Son of God as
the “Word"” that “was made flesh
and dwelt among us"” (John 1:14).
Our lesson opens with the proclama-
tion of the blessed good news to the

Christ was a great teacher, one

whom the common people heard
gladly, ‘“for he taught them as one
that had authority, and not as the
scribes™ (Mark 1:22). He was a
leader among men, and lived a life
which was an example beyond that
of any man.
