roads.

Railway purchases in New Mex-
ico last year totaled $3,584,631, the
report shows. These purchases
were made in thirty-seven towns
and cities located in twenty out of
thirty-one counties.

Wages paid to railway employes

The review discloses that, for

Fishing License

Issue Increased

SANTA FE—A total of 28980
persons, an increase of 5,423 over
the previous year, paid for the
privilege of fishing in New Mexico
during the last fishing season, the
State Game department reported
Saturday.

A report released by Game War-
den Elliott Barker showed that dur-
ing the license year from April 1,
1937, to March 31, 1938, sportsmen
bought 28,980 fishing licenses of
all kinds compared with 23,5567
during the previous period.

Barker, examining the report,
predicted that during the next
twelve months an increase of 3,000
fishing licenses would be recorded
including 2,000 resident and 1,000
non-resident.

Total license revenue for the last
year was $154,067.50 compared
with $130,816.80 during the pre-
vious period, the report showed.

Of this amount, .678 percent
came from resident sportsmen and
322 percent from non-residents,

The total number of licenses of
all kinds sold, fishing and hunting,
was 49,408 compared with 42,414
during the previous year.

Issue Increased

SANTA FE—A total of 28,980 1/ 0, 0t ot bed to pay for

persons, an increase of 5,423 over
the previous year, paid for the
privilege of fishing in New Mexico
during the last fishing season, the
State Game department reported
Saturday.

A report released by Game War-
den Elliott Barker showed that dur-

ing the license year from April 1, it

1937, to March 31, 1938, sportsmen
bought 28980 fishing licenses of
all kinds compared with 23,5567
during the previous period.

Barker, examining the report,
predicted that during the next
twelve months an increase of 3,000
fishing licenses would be recorded
including 2,000 resident and 1,000
non-resident.

Total license revenue for the last
year was $154,067.560 compared
with $130,816.80 during the pre-
vious period, the report showed.

Of this amount, .678 percent
came from resident sportsmen and
322 percent from non-residents.

The total number of licenses of
all kinds sold, fishing and hunting,
was 49,408 compared with 42414
during the previous year.

Tax Excmptions

WASHINGTON, D.C.—President
Roosevelt Monday asked congress
to remove “promptly” tax exemp-
tions on income from all future
government bond issues, federal,
state and local-—and on all govern-
ment salaries.

Existing exemptions, he said, re-
sulted from judicial decisions and
could be eliminated by a “short,
simple statute” which he predicted
the courts would uphold.

Some advocates of ending ex-
emptions claimed a constitutional
amendment is necessary. Roose-
velt said recent decisions indicated
courts were following a different
line of thought from that ruling
the federal government could not
tax state bonds, nor state govern-
ment federal bonds.

Comes in the Last Few Hours of Sleep

When you wake up after a sound
h slumber you may feel as|
though your rest was unbroken and

continuous all night long. Really, |
though, you went through a chang-
ing pattern of deep sleep, stirring

nt, near-arousal and then
o the depths of quiet
p again. This pattern is repeat-
ver and over throughout the
night, but as morning approaches
the depths of sleep become shallow-
er and the sleeper is easier to awak-
en before the alarm clock finishes
the job

This pattern of sleep was found In
the course of experiments conducted
at the department of physiology of
the University of Chicago with both
dogs and human beings. By elec-
trical means the tossings and stir-

|

| rings of the sleepers were recorded

and measurement was made of the
degree of noise required to disturb
them '

Each person seems to have his
own pattern of movement and levol‘

of sensitivity to noise, and he tends
to follow this pattern more or less
regularly, the investigators sald in
reporting their findings to the Jour-
nal of Experimental Psychology
The ease with which a person can

be awakened is related to the length

of time since he last moved rather

than the time of the night. Individ
uals differ in both restlessness and
soundness of their sleep, but the dif
ferences are not always in the same
direction for both factors. On the

average, the most quiet sleeper is
the one most easily aroused

In a normal night's sleep, the
greatest amount of tossing and also
the most frequent spontaneous
awakenings of the sleeper come In
the last few hours of sleep. Toward
morning the sleep becomes shallow-
er and shallower. Sometimes, how-
ever, the sleeper will settle down
toward the end of his sleep for about
forty-five minutes of quiet, deep
slumber like that he enjoyed during
the first of the night.

Take it from the American As-
sociation of Petroleum Geologists,
who have their ears to the ground,
there’s no basis for such fears.
Meeting in New Orleans recently,
the geologists decided there isn’t
even basis for belief that when oil
reserves in sight are used up the
supply will end.

They say present known reserves
are the greatest ever; express be-
lief the visible supply will run the
country more than sixteen years;
declare new discoveries and deeper
drilling will prolong the supply in-
definitely.

When it comes to shooting at
numbers with trailers of twelve to
fifteen zeros, astronomers have
nothing on the lads who juggle
digits in the natural gas industry.
When they talk about figures, they

{throw the adding machines way

over into high gear

More than 2,000,000,000,000 (two |
trillion to you) cubic feet of nat-
ural gas are produced annually ml
the United States! Ever since 1906,
statisticians started
stringing out those zeros, Ameri-
can natural gas fields have yielded
36.000,000,000,000 cubic feet. That
sum would stagger an adding ma-
chine!

Figure out how much energy this
represented. Every cubic foot of
natural gas produces about 1,000
British thermal units of heat en-
ergy. So-0-0, the heat energy pro-
duced since 1906 would total
36,000,000,000,000,000 (thirty-six
quadrillion B. t. u. plenty of en-
ergy—and zeros!

Boom!—

Science has a way of exploding
myths. The latest noise came from
the explosion of that old one about
a “petroleum shortage,” pet of
pencil-chewers who worry about
things which never happen.

Take it from the American As-|
sociation of Petroleum Geologists, |
who have their ears to the ground, |
there’s no basis for such fears.
Meeting in New Orleans recently,
the geologists decided there isn't
even basis for belief that when oil
reserves in sight are used up the
supply will end.

They say present known reserves
are the greatest ever; express be-
lief the visible supply will run the
country more than sixteen years;
declare new discoveries and deeper
drilling will prolong the supply in-
definitely.

Old Anthropoid Custom—

Goals Set For

Return of Grass

The Agricultural Adjustment
Administration has announced res-
toration-land goals for ten states

{in the great plains area, totaling
{6,000 acres for the region. New

Mexico's allotment for this project

[is 150,000 acres.

H. R. Tolley, administrator of |
the AAA, states that the restora-
tion-land phase of the program is
a direct move by the AAA toward
a permanent system of efficient
land utilization. *“It is a matter of
general agreement,” he said, “that
in windswept areas of little rain-
fall, much grazing land has been
put to unprofitable cultivation
Such use of the land results in ser
ious wind erosion, and usually the
crops planted on it return inade-
quate Income.

“This year the AAA program of-
fers farmers in the great plains
aArea assistance in returning some
of that kind of land permanently
to grass. Payments of fifty cents
an acre will be made to farmers
co-operating in the program for
taking land unfit for cultivation
off a cropland basis and letting it
return permanently to natural
cover,

“The restoration payments at
the fifty-cent rate are expected to
continue for a period of three years

|in order to help finance the shift.

In this way, the AAA program will
encourage individuals to contrib-
ute to a national program of bet-
ter land use, and at the same time, |
improve their own farming opera- |
tions.” |

In most cases, natural reseeding |
will be sufficient to restore cover. |
However, in instances where ser-|
ious blowing of the soil will occur?
unless other steps are taken, farm-
ers with restoration land will be
required to use practices that will
check erosion. If restoration land
is not adequately protected, deduc-
tions of $1.00 an acre will be made
from any AAA payments otherwise
earned for a farm.

(Issued by the New Mexico Depart-
ment of Public Welfare)

The relief burden of the New
Mexico Department of Public Wel-
fare jumped tremendously at the
beginning of 1938, according to
Mrs. Charldee Donaldson, County
Director of Public welfare for
Eddy county. More than twice
as many applications for general

«|relief were received during Jan-

uary than during December, 1937,
A total of 4,221 applications for

| general relief were received by the

department during the months,
compared to 2,102 during Decem-
ber and 2,368 during January of
1937. Figures for the other ten
months of last year ranged from a
low of 630 applications during July
to 2,070 during October.

The increase in applications has
continued during 1938, each month
showing a large gain over the cor-
responding month of 1937.

Direct relief payments in Janu-
ary were made in 2339 cases
throughout the state, benefiting a

| total of 6,253 individuals. Of these

cases, thirty-two were in Eddy
county. The average payment per
person in the county was $2.72.
The average amount paid per
person in the state was $2.75.
Notwithstanding the number of
new applications received, the num-
ber pending at the end of January,
2,103, was less than half the num-
ber received during the month and
only seventy-three percent of the

number pending at the end of Jan- |

uary, 1937. The decrease in pend-
ing applications is due to greater
efficiency in meeting the needs of
clients, and to shifting general re-
lief cases to categorical aids, such
as old-age assistance and aid to
dependent children, or to federal
work programs such as WPA,

LORD BYRON A PLAYBOY

Two handicaps attended George
Gordon, Lord Byron: his family
environment and his own vanity
Gordon grew up without train
ing, for his mother, being desert.
ed by her wilful husband, the
rowdy Captain Byron, declined
inte melancholia so overwhelm-
ing that at times her mind
seemed doomed. The parents left
the boy to grow up alone,

Byron's natural pride was en-
hanced by his unexpected inheri-
tance of the estate and title, for
which there had been two heirs
ahead of him. His attractiveness
combined with his lack of princi-
ple kept him in mix-ups with
women all his life.

His marriage to a lovely wom-
an of England went happily for
only a short time. Soon after
their daughter was born, Lady
Byron left her husband, never to
return to him. She steadfastly
refused to give any reason for
this, but London soon heard of
his behavior in a scandal. He
was ostracized, and fled to Ialy.

Until the end of his life, Byron
lived on the continent.

For a time he was stunned with
grief; he lost track of time or place
He was not conscious of anything
except vague oblivions.

When the keepers came and
found that he had burst his chains
they did not consider that it was
worthwhile to chain him fast again,
so they left him free to walk about
the dungeon

Then he wanted to see the world
again, and he made steps up the
side of the uneven rock wall until
he could clutch the ledge of the
window and pull himself up to look
out through the little opening,
Across the waters of Lake Leman
and opposite the castle, he saw in
the distance an island, green and
bright in the summer sun.

Freedom Meaningless,

Then one day he was set free
Someone came to the castle and
made negotiations. After a time a
keeper opened the heavy barred
door and told him that he could now
go free.

The prisoner stood alone on the
shore of the lake. Where could he
go? He had no one in the world
to whom he could return. Every
kinsman had been killed, there was
no friend left who would welcome
it. He was still as much alone as
if he were yet chained to his pillar
in the dungeon

Lord Byron wrote his poem, ‘““The
Prisoner of Chillon,” from a true
story. There was a prisoner, one
