Sm all-M outh and Large-M outh Bass of
Different T ype and H abits, Expert Says

The general rule for telling the 
difference between a small-mouth 
and a large-mouth bass is that the 
mouth of the small-mouth does not 
extend beyond a point below the 

one | eye while the mouth of the large 
mouth does extend back of the eye. 
according to a w riter in the Indi­
anapolis News. The small-mouth is 
found in most clear-running 
stream s and clear cold lakes from 
the St. Lawrence river to Dakota, 
and southward to South Carolina. 
It varies in different localities, but 
at m aturity  is usually one to two 
feet long, with a weight of two to 
five pounds. The adult is generally 
olive-green, often darker on the 
head. It has the arrowy rush of the 
trout, the untiring strength and bold 
leap of the salmon, while it has a 
system of fighting tactics peculiarly 
its own. It will rise to the artificial 
fly as readily as the salmon or the 
brook trout, under the sam e condi­
tions; and will take the live minnow.

The large-mouth black bass is as 
abundant as the small-mouth spe­
cies. but prefers lakes, bayous, and 
sluggish rather than running waters. 
It is found from Canada southward 
even into Mexico. It averages in 
length one to two and one-half feet, 
and in weight two to eight pounds. 
Its color is dark green above and 
silvery below, the young having a 
broad blackish band on the sides 
with dark spots above and below It. 
It is called in various places by 
m any different names, as Oswego 
bass, straw  bass, green bass, bayou 
bass, green trout and chub. It is 
alm ost as game a fish as the small 
mouth. Its specific name "sal- 
m oides" (Latin salmo. salmon and 
Greek eidos, like! was given it 
from a fancied resemblance to •  
salmon.

At its extrem ities the an ­

cient land of Palestine is 160 
miles long and 70 miles wide. 
That an a rea  so sm all should 
have nurtured three of the 
world’s g rea test religions is 
an historical and geographic 
phenomenon.

Thus we know that alm ost 
a thousand years before 
Christ the Hebrew tribes of 
Palestine recognized a na­
tional god, the wrathful J e ­
hovah. We know even better 
how the Christ child was 
born in Bethlehem  several 
centuries later, m arking the 
s ta rt of modern Christianity. 
Less fam iliar is the story of 
M ohammedism, which from 
a n  inauspicious s ta r t in the 
Holy Land has spread until it is 
ta‘w em braced by a tenth of the 
world's population.

But if this is phenomenal, it is 
even m ore shocking to realize that 
the cradle of religion, the traditional 
home of peaceful prophets and phi­
losophers. is now in the m idst of a 
modern "holy w ar" in which the 
ghosts of half-forgotten traditions 
have come home to roost.

Down through the centuries. He­
brews. Christians and Arabs found 
their freedom threatened and d e ­
stroyed by successive waves of in­
vaders. it  is recalled that in 1100 
B C . upon their return  from Egypt, 
the Israelites held sway over P a l­
estine and retained that power a l­
most unbroken until the Roman in­
vasion of 63 B. C. Though Jews 
have since been dispersed through­
out the world, they have not for­
gotten their "prom ised land" and 
the hope that some day they might 
return.

B rita in  th e  L ib e r a to r
Christianity cam e next and pros­

pered tem porarily  despite the des­
potic Roman rule Then, from A ra­
bia to the south, cam e a new wave 
uf religion known as M ohammed­
ism. Its followers swept into P a l­
estine, threw  over the Roman re ­
gim e and becam e m asters uf the 
Holy Land.

Today Palestine happens to be 
one of G reat B rita in 's numerous 
problem s The modern background 
of this problem  dates back to 1915 
when the B ritish were scurrying 
around for allies To help defeat 
Turkey they enlisted A rabic sup­
port and in 1917 m arched tr iu m ­
phantly into Jerusalem . In return 
Sir Henry MacMahon. British high 
com m issioner for Egypt, had prom ­
ised the sheriff of Mecca that Arabs 
would be given their independence.

But G reat Britain forgot this 
prom ise under the pressure of war. 
Crafty Lord Balfour saw the value 
of Jew ish m onetary support. With 
Dr Chaim Weixmann, leader of the 
Zionist movement, he won the B rit­
ish cabinet over to a plan whereby 
Palestine would be installed as a 
national home for Jew s once the 
war was finished. The fam ous Bal­
four declaration of November. 1917, 
was followed by a League of N a­
tions m andate giving G reat Britain 
control over the Holy Land.

Of course, no menu 
is com plete w ithout a heaping 
dish of flu ffy , cream y w hite 
m ashed potatoes, served w ith  rich 
g ib let g rav y  and spark ling  red 
c ranberry  sauce. Baked squash and 
cream ed onions a re  favo rite  veg­
etables, and the onions can be 
made especially delicious w ith a 
sp rink ling  o f bread crum bs to a s t­
ed golden-brow n in b u tte r. A sim ­
ple salad , celery , and some of 
M other's best pickles will be a wel­
come addition  to  th e  meal.

A fte r such a bountiful meal, the 
fam ily should be sa tisfied  w ith 
only one dessert, but pum pkin pie 
and hot mince pies a re  a s  much a 
p a rt o f th e  T hanksgiving dinner 
as th e  tu rk ey  itself. O ther de­
licious desserts  m igh t include 
steam ed holiday pudding, ice 
cream , g e la tin , f ru it  sauce w ith 
cake or ju s t a  piece o f the all-tim e 
favorite  f ru it  cake.

KANSAS CITY. M O .-D r Thomas 
Parran . surgeon general of the Unit­
ed States public health service and 
d irector of the country’* largest 
m edical service and research  organ 
ization. said that unless an epidem 
ie occurs, the nation will have in 
1938 the lowest death ra te  ever 
known.

The death ra te  from ail diseases 
during the first half of 1938 decreased 
•H  per cent from the 1937 rate. Doc 
tor P arran  declared, being only II 
deaths for every 100 persons.

"Although this decrease in the 
m ortality ra te  is reflected in nearly 
all the im portant causes of death, 
about 80 per cent of the decrease is 
accounted for by the decline tn the 
num ber of influenza and pneumonia 
v ictim s," he said. Death from flu 
dropped 05 per cent and from pneu 
monia. 25 per c e n t

"The widespread efforts to prevent 
traffic accidents apparently are  
achieving success." he sdded. "since 
the m ortslity  rs te  from automobile 
accidents for the first half of the 
year is 20 per cent lets than during 
the sim ilar period of 1937 "

The only im portant cause of death 
which showed a higher ra te  this year 
than last is cancer, which was 3 per 
cent g reater This does not neces 
sarily m ean that cancer is on the in­
crease. public health officials ex 
plained, but indicates that the dis 
ease Is being better diagnosed '

The life expectancy of the average 
American today is about 59 years A 
century ago it was less than half of 
this life span.

U. S. MARINE RAND HAS FIGURED IN HISTORIC EPISODES
WASHINGTON -F r o m  an organ 

ization composed of a handful ot 
i "fife and d rum m ers.” the United 

States M arine band has grown to 
one of the most famous military 
groups in the world.

The sm artly  clad bandsmen, *r 
I rayed in scarle t coats, scarlet or 

white caps, and elaborate oroamen 
, tat ion across the uniform, are in 

constant dem and for affairs of state 
l and patriotic gatherings. They *p

pear frequently at White House re ­
ceptions and concerts of the Pan- 
American Union.

The M arines' fife and drum  corps, 
organized shortly after the Marine 
corps was established just prior to 
the Revolutionary war, usually con­
sisted of "bands" of 10 or more m u­
sicians.

When the war ended m ilitary ac­
tivity virtually cam e to an end and 
the M arines' musical unit ceased to

function In 1798. however, the Ma­
rine corps was brought to life again 
and provision was made for a band

When the national capital was 
moved from Philadelphia to Wash­
ington in 1800 the M arines also were 
transferred.

The band often held Its concerts 
on a hill where the M arines pitched 
camp, and the music supplied much- 
needed entertainm ent for the popu­
lace

In those days the band consisted 
of two oboes, two clarinets, two 
french horns, a bassoon and a 
drum . The band did not possess 
a bass drum  and efforts to obtain 
one "w ere not successful for sev­
eral m onths."

The band made Its official debut 
at President Adams' New Y ear's 
Day reception at the White House in 
1801 Ever since that day the band 
has played on this day.

Politics
Like all na tu ra l phenomena and 

m any not ao natural. U. S. political 
fortune* run in cycle* of liberalism  
and conservatum . Thu* every 
lengthy Republican adm inutration  
ha* been cucceeded by •  ihorter 
D em ocratic one, attesting to the 
A m erican people's inherent conserv­
atism . Since the Republican party 
reached its la test low ebb under 
Candidate Alfred Landon in 1936, 
none but the most optimistic expect­
ed anything but a m inor gain so 
early  as 1938. But it has proved 
otherwise, thanks to (1) a growing 
belief that the Roosevelt adm inistra­
tion's expensive recovery efforts 
have been unsuccessful, and (11 * 
fear that New Deal policies were en­
couraging the growth of radicalism

Moreover, it has been apparent 
that the public m ust eventually pro­
test against the political corruption 
which unavoidably gathers around 
so large a financial project as WPA. 
Though the Roosevelt adm inistration 
m ay be blam eless in this respect, 
such political m achines as tha t of 
Pennsylvania 's Gov. George H. 
E arle  have unsavory reputations.

Another consideration, one that re ­
ceived less attention than eventually 
proved justified, was dissatisfaction 
among A m erica’s num erically im ­
portant farm ers Since the agricu l­
tu ral vote can control congress, it 
looked bad for the adm inistration 
when this y ear 's  highly touted farm  
program  failed. Despite Secretary 
of Agriculture Henry A W allace's 
sincere efforts. New Deal farm  leg­
islation has left producers in north­
ern  states without perm anent relief.

Almost without exception the No­
vem ber general election has there ­
fore m ade the U. S. re tu rn  to its 
m ost norm al political alignm ent in 
19 years. (Sr* Mrpi. Always Dem­
ocratic. the "solid South" has clung 
tenaciously to tradition. But this 
tradition does not mean the South 
will line up 100 per cent behind 
P resident Roosevelt, for South C ar­
olina. Georgia and M aryland elect­
ed senators partially  unsym pathetic 
with the New Deal. Several other 
southern senators and congressm en, 
not up for re-election this year, 
a re  also unsym pathetic.

Though in m any cases the Repub­
lican trend is not so g rea t as the 
above m ap might indicate, p rac ti­
cally all northern states have shown 
a surge back to conservatism . This 
was especially m arked in Minnesota 
and Wisconsin, where Farm er-L abor 
and Progressive partisans were 
ousted after long incumbencies. 
Michigan swung away from Demo- | 
cratic Gov. F rank Murphy largely 
because he sym pathized with the 
radically tinged Comm ittee for In­
dustrial Organization. In all north­
western sta tes the swing to Repub­
licanism was due partly  to agricul­
tural dissatisfaction. New E ngland's 
ndustrial population rebelled 

against allegedly oppressive taxa­
tion and the C. 1. O.. while this te r ­
ritory’s traditional conservatism  
also played an im portant role. Sub­
stantially the sam e explanation can 
be m ade for votes in Ohio and 
Pennsylvania.

The only im portant New Deal 
gams have come in California, 
where a rock-ribbed Republican 
governor was ousted: in North Da­
kota, whose notoriously unsettled 
political situation has freakishly 
placed a D em ocrat in the governor's 
chair, and in M aryland.

But such a resum e does not tell 
the entire story, for even those 
states which rem ained D em ocratic 
have shown an amazingly strong Re­
publican upsurge. New Y ork's Gov. 
Herbert H. Lehman won by only 
VO.OOO votes over his Republican op­
ponent, youthful Thomas E. Dewey, 
whereas two years ago Mr. Leh­
man had a 500.000 m argin. Illinois, 
which rem ains predominantly. New 
Deal, increased its Republican house 
representation and returned a much 
larger conservative vote than in 
1936.

Having gained at least 8 senators, 
75 house m em bers and 11 governors, 
the Republican party  once m ore has 
» vocal m inority in congress. M ore­
over its 1940 presidential hopes are 
better, despite the defeat in New 
York of Tom Dewey, once consid­

ered a likely candidate. If the 1938 
election has created any new presi­
dential possibilities, they are  Ohio'* 
Republican Sen. Robert Taft and 
M issouri's Democratic Sen. Bennett 
Champ Clark.

What the Republican upsurge will 
do for the U. S. rem ains conjectural, 
but post-election stock m arket activ. 
ity has been encouraging. To aid 
industry, the A m ericsn Federation 
of Labor ta already banking on G. 
O. P. congressional aid in am end­
ing the Wagner labor relations a c t  
The outstanding tac t is tha t 1938's 
Republican party  has em erged s 
liberal entity, well-spanked for its 
form er ultra-conservatism .

Foreign
That a state visit can hold much 

International im portance is som e­
times hard  to believe, since state 
visitors make a studied effort to 
avoid shop talk with their hosts. But 
diplomatic G reat Britain refuses to 
minimize the significance of King 
G eorge's visit to the U. S. next 
sum m er, and every sign indicates 
the English reasoning is c o rrec t

Coupled with the U. S. visit is an 
invitation for French President Al­
bert Lebrun to drink tea in Bucking­
ham  palace next spring, thereby re­
turning the honor accorded by 
G eorge's visit to P aris  this past 
sum m er. While all this sounds like 
social pother, it really m eans that 
F rance and England are desperate­
ly trying to give the world a specta­
cle of dem ocratic solidarity, offset­
ting the trum peting of P rem ier Be­
nito Mussolini and Chancellor Adolf 
Hitler. Though King G eorge's visit 
will not result in a U. S.-British 
p a c t it will certainly tighten the 
bonds between England and A m er­
ica.

This m eans that next spring and 
sum m er Italy and G erm any will go 
into eclipse, while world dem ocra­
cy stages its show. There is every

reason to believe the Fascist-Naz 
nations appreciate this and realize 
they must gain their concessions 
from F rance and Britain within the 
next six months. That is why Hit­
ler is pressing his dem ands for a 
return of British-m andated colonies, 
and why Mussolini is urging in ter­
nationalization of the Suez canal.i
People

The death of Turkey's dictator. 
President Kemal Ataturk, removes 
the most colorful totalitarianist of 
our era. A m an whose passion was 
violation of every accepted rule of 
human behavior, he custom arily 
stayed up all night, ate every food 
that disagreed with him, had an 
amazingly large capacity for raki 
liquor and champagne, was Tur­
key's champion cigarette smoker 
and drank gallons of coffee every 
day. He detested exercise. More 
benevolent and less anxious for self- 
aggrandizem ent than most d ic ta­
tors. M ustapha Kemal established a 
model nation out of the post-war 
debris of Turkey. At his death, the 
nation he founded looks in bewil­
derm ent for a successor, while Eu­
rope fears southeasternbound Adolf 
Hitler m ay seize the opportunity to 
establish his economic strength in 
the Dardanelles.

Feed Adolescent Correctly or Tragic Consequences 

May Result, Warns C . Houston Goudiss; Teeth 
Must Receive Special Consideration

OFFHAND, it m ay seem as if there could be very little 
connection between a deficient diet during adolescence 

and painful childbirth in la te r y^ars. Yet it has been demon­
stra ted  clinically that there is a definite link. It has likewise 
been determ ined that the kind of food which is fed adolescents 
has a significant and fa r-*  
reaching influence upon their 
teeth in later life, and in the 
case of girls, upon the teeth of 
their children when they in 
turn become m others.

Preparation for Parenthood 
A dolescence is a difficult period 

a t best. And if a  g irl tak e s  an un ­
balanced  d ie t a t 
th is  tim e , the  r e ­
su lt m ay  be an  un ­
s tab le  n ervous sy s­
tem , poor physical 
deve lopm en t, low ­
e red  v ita lity  and 
inab ility  to  fight 
off in fections. This 
lack  of s trong  r e ­
s is tan ce  m ay  open 
the w ay to  den ta l 
d isea se  and to  a 
v a rie ty  of o th er se ­

rious in fec tions a s  w ell.
I t  h a s  a lso  been  es tab lish ed  th a t 

if a g irl ta poorly nou rished  d u r ­
ing th ese  y e a rs  of ra p id  develop­
m en t, th e re  m ay  not be th e  s lig h t­
e s t ind ica tion  of th a t fa c t  un til she 
firs t becom es an  e x p e c ta n t m o th ­
e r. T hen  she  w ill p ay  fo r h e r 
m o th e r 's  lack  of nu tritio n  know l­
edge.
