Weddings, differences between 
actual names and those on the pay­
roll, and just plain personal pref­
erence have resulted in approxi­
mately 1,000,000 changes in the 
old-age insurance records, accord­
ing to Lyman H. Brewer, acting 
manager of the Albuquerque office 
of the board.

Brewer added that in response 
to requests from workers with so­
cial security accounts, changes of 
name are being made at the rate 
o f 1,500 a day.

He explained that the board 
early recognised the desirability 
o f recording not only the actual 
name of a participant in the old- 
age insurance system but his or 
her name as it appears currently 
on the payroll.

Newly married women are re­
sponsible for the greatest percent­
age of changes. The desire of 
women to change their names is 
also reflected in the requests for 
alterations in the records. Brewer 
added. Numerous cases were cited 
o f women named Elizabeth who 
wanted to be known as "Betty,” 
“ Lisbeth," “ Beth,”  “ Bette" or “ Liz- 
xie," because their names appear 
that way on the payroll. Aside 
from marriage, the most frequent 
reason for a change of name is the 
use of a "working" name other 
than the actual name of the wage 
earner.

To facilitate changes in the rec­
ords, the board distributes through 
all field offices a form for appli­
cant* to fill out showing the name 
already appearing on the records 
and the change desired.

‘Last Day” Cause 
For Rejoicing

Observance o f Mother’s Day on 
the second Sunday of May each 
year is more than a token o f af­
fection for one’s own mother.

Observance o f Muther’s Day 
cannot be completed by— for in­
stance—a call on one’s mother, a 
few flowers and a peck on the 
cheek.

Observance of Mother’s Day in­
volves respect and consideration 
and thought for the mothers of all 
time—for the mothers of years 
gone by, for the mothers of today 
—and for the mothers of tomor­
row.

In years gone by the sacrifice 
of maternal life was appalling, 
and it says much for the courage 
of the mothers of the past that 
our race was perpetuated.

Even today about 30,000 deaths 
associated with maternity occur 
each year in the United States and 
since maternity is a normal pro­
cess and not a disease it is clear 
that something is wrong.

Modern medical science, when 
given a chance, can virtually guar­
antee safe maternity. It is obvious 
then that modern medical science 
is not being given the change it 
should have. It is obvious too 
that the mothers o f today are not 
fully informed as to the steps they 
should take to protect themselves 
against unnecessary hazards. The 
answer is concise and clear.

Expectant mothers must realize 
that both for their own sake and 
for that o f the new life the time 
to become interested in a success­
ful outcome is the moment the ex­
pectancy is realised.

The first and most important 
step to assure the successful out­
come is for the mother to place 
herself under the guidance of a 
competent physician at the com­
mencement of her pregnancy and 
to follow the directions of that 
physician throughout her waiting 
period, keeping in close touch with 
him and keeping him informed as 
to her condition.

This then is the answer, and for 
our observance of Mother’s Day 
this year let us work towards the 
safety of the mothers of the future 
by spreading the gospel of the 
necessity for adequate medical care 
to insure happy motherhood for 
mothers yet to come.

Cool freshly made coffee quick­
ly; cream butter, add peanut but­
ter and salt; blend thoroughly. 
Add sugar, alternately with coffee, 
a small amount at a time. Cream 
thoroughly after each addition un­
til smooth. Add vanilla. (Store 
in covered jar, if desired, until 
reaiiy to use.) Makes enough frost­
ing to cover tops and sides of two 
8-inch layers.

Ited and Gold Salad
Drain contents o f one No. 2 can 

grapefruit sections from juice; 
marinate sections in F rench dress­
ing to which maraschino juice has 
been added.

Two cups mashed ripe bananas

eggs, beaten; 1 cup milk; I S  
teasp a. vanilla; 1 pint cream 
(whipping or coffee.)

Use ripe bananas — yellow peel 
flecked with brown. Mix together 
bananas, lemon juice and sugar. 
Add salt, eggs, milk and vanilla. 
Stir in cream. Freeze, using 8 
parts ice to 1 quart ice cream salt. 
Makes about 2 quarts.

Brazil Nut Ice Box C ookies 
Two cups flour; 2 teasps. phos­

phate baking powder; % teasp. 
salt; Vi cup butter; its cups brown 
sugar, firmly packed; 1 egg, well 
beaten; 1 cup chopped Brasil nuts; 
2 Vi teasps. vanilla.

Sift flour, measure, add baking 
powder, salt and sift again. Cream 
butter; add sugar gradually, and 
cream well. Add egg, Brazil nuts 
and vanilla. Add flour gradually, 
mixing well. Shape into rolls 1H 
inches in diameter; roll in waxed 
paper. Chill until firm. Cut in 
t«-inch slices; bake on ungreased 
sheet in hot oven (426" F.) about 
5 minutes. Six dozen cookies.
