K. P. Spears was
elected president and general
manager, Charles Steinman vice
president, and M, J, Healy, gen-
eral superintendent of construc-
tion. J. A. Wilhite was appoint-
ed temporary secretary. Another
meeting was held later when the
officers of the company were
elected and other preliminary
work accomplished.

““We shall begin the work of
construction as soon after the
holidays,” said President Spears,
and when the work is hegun it
will be pushed.

““You know we shall o along
a line west from Dallas to Ros-
well, and from there we may
branch out. There is some coun-
country and many good towns
that our line will tap. We have
already received a great many
offers of bonuses from towns close
to the route.”

It is possible the company may
run a ‘‘feeder” into Lincoln
county.

RAILWAY BUILDING IN NEW
MEXICO.
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Exceeds all Other Western States.

The following statement from
a well known miningj journal of
the west is interesting reading
for the opponents of statehood for
New Mexico, who believe that
there is no progress in the terri-
tory. An increase in railroad
mileage is a pretty good sign as
to how the country is developing.
The item in question is as follows:

“In the record of railroad build-
ing for 1903, New Mexico stands
first among the western mining
states with 192 miles of new
trackage. Next comes (California,
with 167 miles; Arizona, with 117
miles; Utah with 120 miles, and
Montana with 71 miles. In the
United States, including Alaska,
5,723 miles of trackage were ad-
ded, making a total of. railroad
lines in opporation to date of 209-
855 miles. = In Colorado 42 miles
of road were built in 1903, but
there is good reasons to anticipate
an important showing for 1904,
as what is expected on the Moffart
road alone will add materially to
the state’s milage.”

There is no doubt that with the
building of the Belen cut-off, the
Albuquerque Eartern, Santa Fe
extentions in various parts of the
territory and the comstruction of
other proposed roads, the record
for the yéar just beginning will
be cousiderably ahead of the one
for the past year. This fact is
significant and means much for
the prosperity of New Mexico
during the coming year.

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Africander the Turf King.

With the racing season of 1903 on
the running turf at a close, so far as
the lcading stables are concerned, the
good cold Africander stands out as
the bright particular star of the year
as, a money getter, with a little more
than $70,000 as his winnings. This is
a remarkable showing for a 3-year-old
and has seldom been surpassed, al-
though it is by no means a record.

Africander’s winnings place himr
high up in the list of American 3-year-
olds, and entitle his sire, Star Ruby,
to second place in the list of Ameri-
can sires for the year. By their vic-
tories in the Brooklyn and Suburban
handicaps he and Irish Lad excel the
3-year-olds of all previous years, being
the first to win these events, and un-
der weight never before carried by 3-
vear-olds in these races. As showing
the great uncertainty of the racing
game it may be said that as a 2-year-
old Africander was a very ordinary
colt and gave no indication that the
following season would find him the
best colt in the United States.

In the all-aged division Waterboy
leads, with between $40,000 and $50.-
000 to his owner's credit. Among the

2-year-olds Hamburg Belle, winner of
the Futurity, captured the largest
i amount, about $45,000. These figures
are nowhere near the limits of former
yvears. When Mr, Keene’s Domino was
two years old his winnings reached
the enormous total of $186,000, which
is the American record, and one which
has rarely ever been surpassed since
racing began. In order to do this
Domino had to go through the season
with a single defeat, and was fortun-
ately in condition to start for all the
rich stakes in which he was engaged.

Another surprise of the year is to
be found in the fact that Ben Strome
leads all sires in winnings of his get
with $99,000 to his credit. Heretofore
the Ben Stromes were regarded as
very 'speedy, but were regarded in
many quarters as lacking in the higher
racing qualities. His record this year,
therefore, will do much to revise these
opinions.

From the standpoint of high-class
racing the season was a brilllant one,
with the western multi-millionaire, J.
B. Haggan, carrying off the honors.
His stable was stronger than ever be-
fore, and bids fair to be still more
formidable in 1904.

FATHER OF HIS CITY'

RECORD OF A USEFUL CITIZEN.

Andrew H. Green Deserved His Title
of Father of Greater New York—
Interested in Niagara Falls Reser-
vation—Helped Plan New York’'s
Most Valuable Public Institutions.

Press dispatches in annuncing the
assassination of Andrew H. Green by
a.‘crazy negro continually spoke of him
as “the Father of Greater New York.”
Mr. Green did other things quite as im-
portant for the benefit of the public.
He was one of the men who helped
induce the state to purchase Niagara
Falls Rescrvation, the great park sur-
rounding the American side of the
falls. He has been president of the
board since 1887. It may be of interest
to know also that he was one of the
executors of the will of Samuel J.
Tilden and of William B. Ogden. The
following regarding the way in which
he obtained the name of ‘“Father of
Greater New York” is from the Buffalo
Express:

“His Niagara Falls associations were

tvpical of his life work. He held many
public offices, but mostly without pay.
He was a representative—perhaps the
very best in the state—of that broad
public spirit which seeks the good of
one’s fellows, the welfare of posterity,
and finds the dearest reward for his
labors in the knowledge that he has
done or has helped to do a good work.
In the metropolis where he lived they
called him “the Father of Greater New
York.” He was proud of that title
and he had earned it. So long ago as
1868 he worked out a plan for the
consolidation of the cities of New York
and Brooklyn and surrounding terri-
tory. When finally, in 1897, consolida-
tion was brought about, it was found
that the plan of government which
Andrew H Green had drawn up almost
thirty vears before was the most work-
able one that could be devised, and it
is the plan under which New York is
governed to-day. As he was one of the
prime movers in the establishment of
the state park at Niagara Falls, so,
many years before, he was one of those
who had most to do with the creation
of Central park, New York. He be-
came the first president and executive
officer of the Central Park Board, and
held that office during the entire for-
mative period, 1857 to 1870. He plan-
ned the consolidation of the Astor,
Lenox and Tilden libraries into the
New York public library and became
one of ils trustees. He originated the
plan of the Metropolitan Museum and
Art and became one of its first trustees.
He originated the plan of the Ameri-
can Museum of Natural History. He
was the founder and president of the
New York Zoological society. This is
a long record of publie-spirited acts,
vet il tells only the most important
ones.”

IS FREAK OF MEMORY.
Explanation of the Powers of “Light-
ning Calculators.”
Arithmetical prodigies, often spoken
of as “lightning calculators,” have an
unusual capacity for combining num-
bers. The wonderful feats of these
prodigies have been pronounced genu-
ine by competent judges, although
their psychological peculiarities, how-
ever, seem characteristic of -most of
the known cases; an extraordinary
memory for numerical combinations,
and unusual methods for grouping
numbers. That their ability is not
entirely the result of special training
is attested by the early age at which
the power is manifested. Thus, at
the age of 6, T. H. Safford computed
mentally the number (617,760) of bar-
ley-corns in 1,040 rods, and could ex-
tract the cube roots of numbers of 9
and 10 figures. Buxton solved the
problem, to find the product of doub-
ling a farthing 139 times, the result,
expressed in pounds, being a number
of 39 figures. Zerah Colburn, at 9
yvears of age, gave at sight the factors
of .394,967,297, and in 20 seconds
found mentally the number of hours
in 1,811 years. Raising 991 to the
fifth power in thirteen operations, and
giving the product of any pair of two-
figure numbers in 11-2 seconds, are
feats accomplished by Arthur Griffith,
who also memorized the squares of all
numbers up to 130 and the cubes up

to 100,
