Board convened Thursday morning, February 
4th, 1904.

Present: P. L. Kronse, chairman; Sipio Sala­
zar and S. C. Wiener, members; Leslie Ellis, 
clerk.

In the matter of the petition ef J. E. West et 
als, praying for the establishment of a public 
road in section 24, township 10 s r 13 east. H. B. 
Ferguson appearing on behalf of James E. Cree, 
in opposition to the establishment of said road, 
and 8. F, Mathews representing J. E. West.

It is moved by 8 . C. Wiener that the order for 
the establishment o f the above-described road 
be rescinded and that the petition praying for 
the establishment of said road be rejected; 
which motion was seconded by 8ipio Salazar, 
Carried. And 8 . F. Mathews protests against 
said action for the reason that J. E. West and 
his attorney of record, have had no notice of any 
action to be taken in the matter by this board; 
that said board has acted without the introduc­
tion of any testimony further than oral state­
ment.

Now comes Ira Wetmore and prays thiR board 
for the establishment ot the following described 
road: Leaving the Nogal road about 200 yards 
above Thos. J. Kyle’s house; thence in a north­
east direction to north line of southeast quarter 
of northeast quarter aud southwest quarter of 
northwest quarter section 6 township 9, r 14east, 
this being the section line between the land of 
J. P. Saunders and Steve Raymond. Following 
that line due east to artesian well owned by New 
Mexico Fuel company ; thence on their land in 
an easterly direction to Coalora postoffice, this 
being the route now traveled by the mail.

Now comes A. H. Hudspeth on behalf of A. L. 
Shely and protests against the establishment of 
the above described road: unless the said road is 
established on dividing line of Saunders and 
Raymons land. Letter from W. M. Murray pro­
testing against the establishment of said road 
was read. The board having heard the argu­
ments of A. H. Hudspeth on behalf of A. L. Shely 
and ira Wet more on behalf of himself, did order 
u d decree as follows, to-wit : It is moved by 8.
< . Wie.ier, that the above described road be es­
tablished on dividing line between Raymonds 
aud Saunders, which said motion was seconded 
by Sipio Salazar and carried. Raymond is to 
give 3j feet on said road and Saunders 3U feet as 
required by law, and Ira Wetmore is to put said 
road in good traveling condition within 30 days 
from date.

Now comes 8. F. Mathews, on behalf of T. B. 
Garst et als, and prays this board for the estab­
lishment of a public road described as follows: 
Running from W. B. Puckett’s to Bonito. Road 
runs through R. A. Hunnicutt’s land s54 seli sec 
26 and nwJ4 of neii of sec 35; thence through 
W. Hunnicutt’s land, se4 of nw4 sec 35; thence 
through James E. Cree’s land ne4 of sw4 sec 
34. thence through J,R . Bond’s place, se4 of se4 
o f sec 34, and nw4 of ne4 of sec 3, tp 10 s, r 18 
east, and thence to intersect with old Nogal road 
running to Bonito at Crockett’s place; said new 

. road leaving Angus and Capitan road about one 
half mile west of Puckett’s place. Thence Tun­
ing westerly across a stony point of Hunnicutt’s 
field.

ing the above described road be rescinded and 
that the petutun praying for the establishment 
of said road .<e rejected. The motion was secon­
ded by Sipio Salazar and carried. And now

From Current Issue, Texas.

No one familiar with the con­
ditions can question that men are 
fast losing- that degree of respect 
for the courts that is at all times 
desirable. One were not justifi­
ed in saying that the courts are 
coming into contempt; but it is 
undoubtedly true that so fre­
quently do murderers go scott 
free, or escape with a punish­
ment so inadequate as to be a 
mockery of justice, that many 
men seriously question whether 
the courts are able to offer that 
protection against murders to 
which society is entitled.

This is a dangerous condition. 
It is time for remedial action 
when tne law-abiding no longer 
have confidence in the courts and 
the lawless no longer have fear 
of them. Such a feeling marks 
a far step toward a return to the 
law of barbarism, which upholds 
the rights of might.

The multitude of technicalities 
with which the law has been en­
cumbered have been incorporated 
in the law for the laudable pur­
pose of safeguarding the citizen 
in all the rights of an innocent 
man. But the purpose of some 
of these technicalities has been 
so perverted that, instead of pro­
tecting innocence, they shield 
guilt. Practice seems to show 
that in our zeal to safeguard the 
rights of the innocent man, we 
have in reality gone to the succor 
of the criminal.

No one needs to be told how 
difficult it is to prove, according 
to the technical forms of the law, 
that which is morally certain. 
Many a juror has agreed to a 
verdict of acquittal, though 
morally convinced that the man 
whom he freed was guilty. : But 
his discretion was restricted 
technicalities of the law that he 
had no alternative than to agree 
to a verdict which he believed to 
be almost absurd.

Soldiers’ Incidental Hurts.
Said an Eighty-Sixth Illinois man. “ I 

did not run to bullet wounds, but I had 
bruises until I couldn't rest, and in 
the army a bruise was a bruise, as I 
learned by long and painful experi­
ence. I got my first bruise before I 
had been in the service sixty days. 
That was at Perryville, Oct. 8. 1802. 
We were lying down behind a rail 
fence when a bullet from the rifle of 
a rebel sharpshooter struck a rail 
right above my head, flattened out like 
a pancake, glanced off in my direction, 
struck me on the shoulder, leaving a 
black and blue spot as big as my hand. 
That bullet hurt me worse than if it 
had gone through me, and yet I was 
reported bruised, not wounded.

“ Again at Jay’s sawmill at Chicka- 
mauga a flattened ball or a piece of a 
shell grazed me so close as to bruise 
and blister the skin, and again I got 
no sympathy and was laughed at for 
not tallying a hit. At Buzzard's Roost 
in May, 1864. we fought in a corn field 
from early morning before daylight 
until 8 o ’clock at night. Along in the 
afternoon, tuckered out with the hot 
fighting and the hot weather, I 
squared myself behind a tree for a 
rest.

“ I told the boys I was going to take 
a nap. This was meant to be a joke, 
but, sitting against the tree, I went to 
sleep, my head wabbled to one side, 
exposing my camp-kettle hat, and a 
Johnnie put a bullet through the hat 
so close to my head as to cut the 
hair. I aw’oke with a start, to be 
laughed at by the boys. I got another 
scratch at Kenesaw and a blister or 
bruise at Peach Tree Creek, and an­
other at Jonesboro, but I got no fur­
lough on any of them. I can’t truth­
fully say that I was wounded, and yet 
that bruise on my shoulder troubles 
me to this day.”

‘ ‘I had worse luck than that,” said 
L e  sergeant. "On the night our divis­
ion crossed the Tennessee river in the 
march on Chattanooga, in September, 
1863, I met with the queerest mishap 
that ever befell a soldier. I had been 
on heavy duty for t\yo days and nights 
and It seemed to me I couldn’t keep 
awake another minute if all of Bragg’s 
army came swooping down the gorge 
through which we were moving. I 
remember looking up at the ruins of 
the high bridge and trestlework at 
Falling Water, between Shellmound 
and Lookout mountain, and then all 
was blank.

"I had gone to sleep, walking. We 
were marching in fours, rifles at a 
right-shoulder shift, and the men on 
either side stood shoulder to shoulder, 
so for a time I slept and walked. 
When a turn came in the road the 
mechanism of my body, set for going 
ahead, stopped, and I went down like 
a log, my rifle striking me a cruel blow 
and my face striking the rough 
ground. I was hurt worse than if a 
bullet had gone through my arm, but 
in my pain and misery t heard the 
laughs and shouts of the men jeering 
me. I carry the marks of that fall to­
day, but the men of the old company 
would call me a fraud if I should say 
I was wounded at Falling Water.”

"My most painful wound,” said the 
Captain, "did not come irom bursting 
shell, or rifle bullet or saber cut. In 
going up Missionary Ridge I was close 
behind a great big fellow, who push­
ed his way through brush and abattis 
alter the manner of a fly-bitten bull. 
At one point he bent forward the 
sharpened prongs of a branch of a 
fallen tree, and, releasing himself, let 
the sharp points fly back. They struck 
me at the knee, with the swiftness of 
a swinging saber, tore my trousers on 
that leg. and left three great gashes 
across the knee. It was not a wound 
from the soldier’s point of view, and I 
did not fall out. I climbed on, blind 
with pain, and I carry the scars to this 
day, but I was not among those report­
ed wounded.”—Chicago Inter Ocean.

He 
would go his own course, and had no 
idea of trusting himself with a blast­
ed nutshell,’ and then he went below 
for his pistols.

"I called my right-hand man of the 
crew and told him that I wanted the 
maintopsail filled. He answered with 
a clear ‘Aye, are, sir,’ in a manner 
that was not to be misunderstood, and 
my confidence was perfectly restored.

“ From that moment I became mas­
ter of the vessel, and immediately 
gave all necessary orders for making 
sail, notifying the captain not to come 
on with his pistols unless he wished 
to go overboard, for I really would 
have had very little trouble in having 
such an order obeyed.”— Memphis 
Commercial-Appeal.

Rare Southern Flag.
The "Richmond Grays,’ organized 

seventeen years before the civil war, 
had a fine silk flag, the Stars and 
Stripes, which was carried by Color 
Sergeant J. T. Rodgers until 1859, 
when a new one was obtained and 
carried until the company went
into the Confederate service. 
During the civil war the wife 
of Sergeant Rodgers carefully preserv­
ed the original flag, which was pre­
sented to this post when it visited 
Richmond in 1866.

Tallest Building on Earth.
A New York dispatch says that the 

tallest building on earth is to be erect­
ed in lower Broadway if the present 
plans are carried out. With five stor­
ies below the street level, forty stories 
high from the entrance to the top floor 
and surmounted by a sixty-foot tower, 
the gigantic new building will have a 
total height of 615 feet, making it over 
twice as high as the Flatiron building, 
and almost as tall again as the Park 
Row building, which at present holds 
the record.

This building would extend one full 
block on Broadway, and its cost, in­
cluding the site, will reach $10,000,000. 
The land is said to have been secured, 
and the completion of the building 
within on** year is promised.

Milan’s Traveling Postoffices.
A  new form of electric postal wagon 

lately tried at Milan has met with con­
siderable success. It is used to take 
the mail from the boxes, stamp it en 
route and arrange it for distribution 
through the city or to other towns, 
cities and countries, thus effecting a 
considerable saving of time over the 
method of sorting the mail in tbc 
main office after it has been brought 
in by the carriers. One employe re­
mains in the wagon, and another re­
moves the mail from the boxes and 
passes it to the one inside, who 
stamps and sorts it while the wagon 
is proceeding to the next box. At 
specified places along the streets car­
riers receive mail from each section 
of the city, which permits the letters 
to be at once distributed without pass 
ing through the central office.

Improved Ear Trumpet.
In many cases of deafness which 

only a short time ago would have 
been considered incurable the physi­
cian has been enabled to at least find 
some mechanical appliance which 
would make it possible for the man or 
woman to catch many sounds which 
were entirely inaudible before. Of 
course, these aids to the hearing have 
been carried about in the hand, as a 
rule, but the trouble is generally 
slight in comparison with the advant­
ages gained.

this is unnecessary, as the latest ap­
pliance of this class is designed to be 
carried in the hat, without assistance 
from either hand. The sound receiv­
ing bells are located in the crown on 
either side of the head, and the tubes 
which convey these sounds to the ears 
project downward through the rim of j 
the hat, as illustrated. The connect- | 
ing tubes are capable of adjustment 
as to length, and the whole arrange­
ment is scarcely noticeable, at least 
in comparison to the old style ear 
trumpet or metallic fan formerly used.

Transporting Live Fish.
An interesting experiment is to be 

made in Germany for the conveyance 
of live fish from the coast to the In­
land towns. A Berlin merchant inter­
ested in the transportation of fish to 
the German and Russian markets has 
devised an arrangement by which a 
series of water tanks are placed on 
either side of a railway car, and 
tharo it is aerated by contact with the 
external air. One car fitted with 
twelve tanks on either side can con­
vey about $40,000 worth of live fish. 
The arrangement will enable the in­
habitants of towns removed from the 
seaboard to obtain fish in a better 
condition.

Mr. Hough is full of reminis­
cences of his stay here, and asked 
the writer about this and that 
old pioneer, some of whom have 
passed over the river, but many 
are yet living and will give the 
glad hand to the author of

Thus, the “ Bug Bible” 
won its name because of its render­
ing of Psalms xci, 5, “ afraid of bugs 
by night,” which is now rendered “ ter­
ror by night.” The “ Treacle Bible” 
rendered Jeremiah, viii, 22, “ Is there 
no treacle in Gilead?” The “ Rosin 
Bible” was an edition of the Douai 
Bible, which translated this same 
line, “ Is there no rosin in Gilead?” 
The “ Breeches Bible” came by its 
name because it translated Genesis 
iii, 7, “ Making themselves breeches 
out of fig leaves.” The “ Place Mak­
ers’ Bible” printed Matthew v, 9, 
“ Blessed are the place makers, for 
they shall be called the children of 
God.” The “ Wicked Bible” won its 
fame from the fact that the negative 
was omitted from the Seventh Com­
mandment. The printer was fined 
£300 for the error.—New York Trib­
une.
