The Situation in Russia Getting 
Worse. Revolution Impend, 
ing.

St. Peterburg, Nov. 12.—Pol­

and is riot pertbitted to become a 
second Finland. The Russian 
government, in a strongly word­
ed communication published this 
morning serves notice on the 
Polish Nationalists that for good 
or ill, the ancient kingdom of 
Poland has now become an in­
tegral part of the empire, and; 
that while the government in­
tends fully to observe the nation­
al rights of Poland, any attempt 
to wrest the Polish autonomy 
from the emperor would be con­
sidered an act of revolt and would 
lead the Poles into the sorrowful 
paths trodden by them in 1831 
and 1863.

The Russian authorities re­
cognize the gravity of the move­
ment in which two antagonistic 
parties, the Nationalists and the 
Socialists, under the leadership 
of such Poles as Henrik Sienkie- 
wiez, the novelist, have joined 
forces, and they declare that 
none of the benefits of the eman­
cipation manifesto can be Conferr­
ed on a “country in revolt.”

Warsaw, Nov, 12.—The pro­
clamation of martial law in all of 
the ten governments of Russian 
Poland has caused surprise and 
exasperations here, and there 
are apprehen ions th«t it will 
provoke disturbances worse than 
those that have already taken 
place.

The city is panic-Striken. 
There are persistent rumors of 
the organization of anti-Jewish 
riots and the houses of Jews are 
baricaded and watched day and 
night. ' The Jews are arming 
themselves with knives, revolv­
ers and rifles.

Owing tc the general strike the 
distress is hourlv increasing. 
There is a scarcity of coal and 
food.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 12.—With 
each day’s developments it be­
comes more apparent that Rus­
sian reformers have learned lit­
tle of the lessons of history, and 
that Russia is destined, like oth­
er countries before her, to travel 
a thorny path to freedom.

She seems determined to pay 
t he heaviest price for her póliti- 
c al education.

The Santa Fe New Mexican

“The El Paso & Southwestern 
is making the permanent loca­
tion of a standard gauge line 
from Torrance to Dawson via 
Las Vegas, which will be a coun­
terpart to the Santa Fe Central 
Railway; capitalists who have 
acquired extensive timber and 
mineral lands 4 adjoining the 
Pecos Forest Reserve, are sur­
veying a 60 mile narrow gauge 
railroad from the Meadow City 
to their properties* which will he 
similar to the Denver & Rio 
Grande Railroad. The New

Mexican has reiterated again 
and again, that eventually Santa 
Fe and Las Vegas, on account of 
the varied and almost illimitable 
resources and magnificent beauty 
of their surroundings, will be ' 
large and prosperous cities, not 
given to the fluctuations that 
come to cities dependent almost 
entirely upon railroad or manu­
facturing favors, without regard 
to the resources and adaptability 
of the surrounding country.”

Soldiers Used Comrade as a Shield
B ritish  T rooper W ho S erv ed  

A gainst th e  B o ers  L iv es  to  
T ell of T err ib le  E x p er ien ce  
on  South  A frican  F ie ld s .

Probably  not ano the r  m an alive has 
had  the  te rr ib le  experience  of P r i ­
va te  Dunning, form erly  of the  N orth ­
um berland  fusiliers, whose body was 
used  as a firing shield by Ids com­
rades  during  an  affair of o u tpos ts  in 
the  South African war.

The Soldiers and Sa ilo rs’ H elp  So­
ciety, which has  done so m uch good 
w ork  am ong disabled soldiers, has 
been  employing D unning a t  ligh t c a r ­
pen try  w'ork, but he has now becom e 
so weak th a t  it has  been n e c e ssa ry  to 
t ran s fe r  him to the l igh te r  task  of 
baske t  making.

The story of his experience  was 
modestly told by Dunning to  a London 
E xpress  rep resen ta tive  recently .

He was one of a d e ta ch m en t of 
500 guard ing  a  convoy from W olm ar- 
an s tad  to K lerksdorp , w hich  w as a t ­
tacked  by 3,000 Boers n ea r  the  la t te r  
place.

“ I could see noth ing  but one big 
man on a big g ray  horse, m oving 
about am ong the  trees  fifty y a rd s  
aw ay .” he said. “ I thought of n o th in g  
but him and kept saying  to m yself:  
‘I m ust bring  him down.’

“ I k n e lt  down an d  fired carefullj'. 
T he  big m an cam e  down like a  shot, 
and th e  g ray  h o rse  bolted. A t the  
sam e in s ta n t  abou t a dozen men broke 
cover tw en ty  yards  aw ay  and fired a t  
me. I was h i t  in severa l  p laces and 
w en t down. I was still  conscious, but 

! our men thought. I w as  dead and used 
me and th e  bodies of o th e r  m en as a 
r a m p a r t  to fire over, until, one by 
one, they  w ere all silenced.

“ I rem em b er  som e m en dragging  my 
c lo thes  off m e la te r  on. They left 
m e s ta rk  naked, b u t  one of them  pu t 
m y w a te r  bottle  to  my m outh  and 
sa id : ‘Good by, chap ; you’re  going.”

D unning  had e igh t bulle ts in his 
body and a b roken  a rm . Some of the  
bu lle ts ,  w ere  not ex trac ted  until lie 
reach ed  K rugersdorp , e igh t days la t ­
er. P rac tica lly  all the  ribs on the  
r ig h t  side have  been  sho t away, and 
he  now w e a rs  a th ick  felt ja c k e t  with 
steel suppo rts  to keep  h im  from col­
lapsing.

H e has  a  pension of I sh illing  G 
pence a day, which he supp lem ents  a 
l it t le  by baske t m aking. E ven  th is 
ligh t work, however, is obviously a 
severe  ta sk  upon him  arid he is f re ­
quently  unable  to  c a r ry  it on. He is 
30 y e a rs  old and has  one child and a 
young and p re tty  wife, who. it is plain, 
idolizes the  broken  soldier.

Real Son of the American Revolution

J a m es M. E dw ards of T o led o . 
O hio, H as U nqualified  Right to 
Bear That P roud T ii ie —S on  
of a M inute Man.

To be one of about fifteen of the  
surv iv ing  Sons of ihe A m erican  Revo­
lution and to be th e  only surv iv ing  
son of a p a rt ic ip a to r  in the  h is to ric  
ba ttle  of Lexington is the  proud d is­
tinction borne by Jas. M. E dw ards  of 
Toledo, ^phio. Mr. E d w ard s  is in h is  
ninety-second year, and lives w ith h is 
son. The fact th a t  lie is the  only su r ­
viving son is not lo be w ondered  a t  
when wre consider th a t  peace has been  
declared for m ore than  120 years. Ac­
cording to the  ro s te r  of the  Sons of 
the  Am erican Revolution p repared  
early  in 1904 th e re  w ere  th e n  twenty- 
one surviving sons. But s ince th a t  
tim e it  is known that, six at leas t  have  
died.

J. M. E dw ards  is the  son of Eben- 
ezer Edw ards, who was a m in u te  m an 
from Acton, Mass., and who fired one 
of the  first guns in defense  of Con­
cord road and stood by Capt. Davis 
when he was s tru c k  down by th e  first 
English gun fired in the rev o lu tiona ry

struggle . E benezer  E dw ards  was born 
in 1757 in Acton, and  w as a c a rp en te r  
by trade . At the  age of 18 be  ran  
aw ay and enlisted . He was finally 
t ran s fe r red  to F o r t  Doi Chester, w here  
be spen t some time. A fter  th ree  years  
of se rv ice  be received honorab le  
d ischarge  and  w en t to the  G reen  Hills 
of New H am psh ire . T here  lie m arr ied  
L ydia  W heeler, and by h e r  had  eleven 
ch ild ren , all of whom a re  dead. H e  
m arr ied  M ary F lin t  in 1801, and  by h e r  
be had four children, the  youngest be­
ing Ja m es  M.. who is the  sole su rv i­
vor. E benezer died in 1826.

Ja m es  M. E dw ards  was born Dec. 
27, 1814, and was m arr ied  to  E lizabe th  
Moffitt of C am bridge M arch 6, 1854; 
they  recen tly  ce lebra ted  th e ir  fifty- 
first a n n iv e rsa ry  together. F our ch il­
dren  b lessed th is  union, all of whom 
a re  living. T hey  a re  F ra n k  M., an  
a t to rn ey  in Boston; H erber t ,  a  pro­
fessional m an of Toledo, Ohio; E liza­
beth  of St. Paul and  Mrs. A ugusta  
S ee rs  of Chico, Cal. Mr. E dw ards  was 
first a b an k er  in Boston a  num ber  of 
years , and  la te r  was in the  w holesale  
lum ber business  in G rand Rapids, 
Mich.

“T h e re  a re  ce r ta in  spots known to 
and recognized  by the  deer in m ost 
fo res ts  called ‘soiling pools,’ ” says an 
E nglish  w rite r .  “They a re  usually 
peaty  pools to  which the  s tags resort, 
o f ten  a t  n igh t, to wallow and have  a 
good tim e  generally . H ere  I have  oc­
casionally  seen  them  rolling on the ir  
backs, though  m ore o ften  b lack  bub 
b les  b u rs t in g  sluggishly  on th e  su r ­
face of th e  w a te r  have told me th a t  I 
h av e  come ju s t  in t im e  to m iss th e ir  
la te  occupan ts . I w as spying a d is tan t  
hillside  one day las t  Sep tem ber w hen 
som e b r ig h t  ob jec t  flashing in the  sun 
cau g h t my eye, and looking th rough  
th*«i g lass I saw  i t  w as a  stag. He 
w as s ta n d in g  shak ing  h im self by the  
edge o f one  of these  pools, the  w a te r  
flying off h im  in all d irections. It was 
th e  sun  flashing on th is  which had  a t ­
t ra c te d  my a tten tion . T he pools are  
m uch used  in  the  fall of the  year, be­
g inn ing  approx im ate ly  on Sept. 20, 
know n in Gaelic as  ‘the day of the  
ro a r in g ,’ though , of course, the  exact 
da te  v a rie s  ve ry  much according  to 
the  season. I have  heard  s ta g s  ro a r  
as  early  as  Sept. 10, though th is  is 
r a th e r  unusual. I t  is m ore of a bel­

RUSSIA’S PLIGHT.
The friends of constitutional 

government hailed with delight 
the announcement some weeks 
ago that the czar had agreed to 
give the Russian people a voice 
in the government. Since that 
announcement, however, the 
world has been repeatedly shock­
ed and horrified over the number 
and extent of the massacres that 
have occurred ' in the czar’s do-• i ' .
minions.

The difficulty seems to be that 
the czar is not willing to grant 
enough and the radicals want too 
much. The iron hand of a ruth­
less soldiery has fallen . heavily 
on the people in all parts of the 
empire, and the “substance of 
things hoped for. and- the evi­
dence of things. not seen” have 
vanished, leaving the nation 
bleeding with no relief in sight.

Constitutional government in 
Russia is a long way off, even if 
the demands of the people are 
granted. In Russia there are no 
parties, there are groups, each 
hostile to the other, and it will 
require many years to eradicate 
this feeling and to restore con­
fidence.

Race and religion cut more 
figure in the government of Rus­
sia than mere party. For in­
stance, the Poles will forifi no 
alignment with any other group, 
the Dudal, ' or Arristocratic 
group, peasants of the empire, 
which constitute the main pop­
ulation, and yet will receive the 
least. Again, religion is a rock 
upon which the government 
would split if nothing else inter- 
vend. Russia is the .third Mo- 
hammedon power in the world, 
and all know that a Musselman 
will mix his religion with no 
other. The Greek church is the 
state church, but is opposed by 
other virulent eclesiastical bodies, 
the membership of each ready to 
go to war with all other sects.

So it is readily seen how next 
to impossible it is for the minis­
try to get along; for it will have 
no party to support it, and will 
have to depend on a coalation or 
combination of some of these dis­
cordant elements, a hope that is 
indeed pitiable, and yet there

seems little chance for an impr vc- 
ment in the near future. It may 
be necessary for the Russian na­
tion to go through the throes of 
French revolution and purge it­
self of these conflicting groups. 
Blood will of course flow, but 
has not thousands already been 
butchered in cold blood, and that 
too when no prospect presented 
itself for a better form of govern­
ment. The people bad just as 
well take up the fight, and if 
they are slain they will have the 
satisfaction of knowing they 
have a cause to fight for.

The Territorial Republican 
committee met in Santa Fe Fri­
day and did a lot of resoluting, 
but left the most important sub­
ject quietly alone—“What to do 
with Andrews ” They also fail­
ed to endorse the governor and 
others for reappointment, and 
this looks as though they had 
heard something; for your aver­
age politician or the kind that 
met in Santa Fe usually stops 
short of nothing that will keep 
administration to the front. 
They probably heard something 
drop up about Washington, and 
didn’t want to get in the way of 
the band wagon.

DOES COL. FOUNTAIN LIVE?
P ossib le*-H ardIy Probable

Old residents of this section of 
New Mexico recall the disap­
pearance of Col. A. J. Fountain 
and son, in the early part of 
1896.

“Judge T. C. Tiliôtsob has an 
orchard, ranging from four to 
twelve years old and it paid himf 
in marketed apples this sëaSon, 
the sum of $44.00, net, per tree. 
This waS the average of the en­
tire orchard at two cents per 
pound for the fruit, delivered at 
Alamogordo, sixty miles away. 

tThis is èotm ting’only picked' ap­
ples and no windfalls are cdunt-* - i *
ed. His four-year-old Ben Davis I 
trees averaged 440 pounds of ap-j 
pies, while in other countries the 
trees bear little or nothing until 
six years old*.’

B. CleVe, the well known mer­
chant at Elk, has 161 apple trees 
on one and a half acres. The 
proceeds of his sale of apples was 
$1,800 for the one and one1 half 
acres, or $1,200 per acre. Besides 
this, there is now ten thousand
pounds of • windfalls on the

ground. ' These are as good ap­
ples as the ones sold, but were 
blown from the trees and arè 
never put in on delivery.”
