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T he Hamilton Joint Statehood bill contains about forty sections, 
w hich , of course, relate to Oklahoma and Indian Territory as well 
as New Mexico and Arizona. In fact, the first seventeen sections  
deal exclusively with the former two territories, and the part of the 
act which directly interests the inhabitants of the territories of New  
Mexico arid Arizona begins with the eighteenth.

Naturally the text is too long for reproduction in full, so we pre­
sent a synopsis.

Sec. 18. T h a t  the inhabitants of all that area known as Ari­
zona and New Mexico may become the state of Arizona.

19. All. qualified electors are authorized to vote for and choose 
delegates to form a convention. T he number of delegates is to be 
110. of which New Mexico is to furnish 06, Arizona 44. T he dele­
gates  are to be apportioned from the two territories, on a basis of 
population as shown by the census of 1900. A registration list is 
to be prepared in the same manner as now authorized by the two  
territories, and the election of delegates to be conducted in the regular 
way.

Sec. 20. T h e  delegates thus elected shall meet at Santa Fe  
on the fifth Monday after their election, and shall, upon organiza-  
tion, declare on behalf of the people of the proposed state that they  
adopt the constitution of the United States; and authorizes said 
couvention to form a constitution for the new state. The constitu­
tion shall be republican in form and shall in all respects coincide 
with the requirements for statehood as provided in the Federal  
statutes. T he debt of the two territories shall be assumed by the 
new state. Provision must be made for the maintenance of public 
schools, which shall be conducted in English; but other languages  
may also be taught.

T h a t  no restrictions of the right of suffrage on account of race, 
color or previous condition of servitude shall be enacted; and that  
all state officials must be able to read and write the English  
language .

T hat  the capital shall be temporarily located at Santa Fe until 
the vear 1915.

T h a t  said constitution shall be presented to the people, for ratifi­
cation or rejection, not less than sixty clays nor more than six months  
after the adjournment of the constitutional convention.

Sec. 22. T h a t  the new state shall be entitled to two representa­
tives in the United States house of»representatives, and that said I 
representatives, together with the governor and other state officials 
provided for in the constitution, shall be elected bn the same day of 
the election for the adoption of the constitution.

In this cection provision is made for the support of free non sec­
tarian schools. Four sections in each township are set aside for 
this purpose; viz: 13, 16, 33 and 36.

Sec. 24. T w o  hundred sections of land are appropriated for the 
erection of legislative,  executive and judicial buildings.

Sec. 25. Three hundred sections of land are granted for the ex­
clusive support of universities.

Sec. 26. F ive  per centum of all the net proceeds from the sale  
of public lands in said state shall be paid to said state as a perma­
nent fund, the interest only to be used for the support of the common 
schools.

Sec. 27. All granted lands for educational purposes may be 
appraised and disposed of at public sale, the receipts therefrom to 
constitute a peripaf'ent fund. But said lands may be leased for a 
period not to exceed five years; and such lands are no 
homestead entry or preemption.

Sec. 36. A n  appropropriation of one hundred and fifty thousand  
dollars is provided for to pay the expenses of the convention, regis­
tration, printing, election, etc.

W hile  i t  is know n th a t pa­
tie n ts  cu red  in the  sa lubrious region  
of th e  w est have been ab le  to re tu rn  
and live in th e  e a s te rn  s ta te s  from  
w hence th ey  cam e, it is also know n 
th a t  o th e rs  can  never leave the  region 
in w hich they  recovered, for on th e ir  
re tu rn  to  th e ir  own s ta te  th e ir  d is­
ease  recu rs.

Prof. C ornet of Berlin, a w rite r  of 
in te rn a tio n a l repu ta tion , says: “To­
day we righ tly  regard  no one c lim ate  
as specific. T ubercu losis occurs in the  
w arm th  of th e  sou th  as well as in the  
colder n o rth , and upon lofty p lateaus.

“Many pa­
tie n ts  could be well pu t on the  road to 
recovery  in th e ir  own s ta te  a t  a  cost 
w hich would bare ly  defray  th e ir  ex- 
penses to  and  from  Colorado and A ri­
zona.”
| T he fa tigue  of a  long journey  is bad 
fo r a  consum ptive.
I T he  lack  of hom e com forts in a d is­
ta n t  s ta te , and  th e  inab ility  often  to  
ob ta in  p roper accom m odations un less 
a t  a p roh ib itive  price, n a tu ra lly  hand i­
cap th e  best efforts m ade to cu re  the  
pa tien t.

I t is of­
ten  no t so m uch th e  best c lim ate  for 
th e  d isease  as th e  b e s t place for the  
consum ptive.

B e tte r  by fa r  to se t 
them  driv ing  in cows or an y th in g  else 
w hich will re lieve  th e  body and m ind 
from  th e  s tra in  of a  d ay ’s w ork in 
th e  school room. F ancy  w ork  is w ell 
in  its  place, bu t i t  is a  ce rta in ty  th a t  
i t  m u st be m ade to  keep  its  place.
