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FOREST SERVICE CIRCULAR.
The following circular from the Department of Forestry, to the 

various supervisors of forest reserves, has been received by -Super­
visor Hightower; and as i&ontains a new ruling on the grazing of 
stock on reserves, and many of our readers are interested in this 
subject, the circular is herewith presented:

“In accordance with the forest-reserve rules aud regulations, on 
and after January 1. 1906, a moderate fee will be charged for the 
privilege of grazing all classes of live stock.

“The forest reserves belong to all the people, but of necessity, 
under proper management, their use for grazing purposes can only 
be allowed to a limited number. Therefore it is fair and just that 
those who receive the grazing privilege should pay a small fee which 
will go toward helping to pay the running expenses of the reserves.

“In order to protect and assist home builders, a special concession 
will be made in the grazing fee on cattle for of 1906 as follows:

“The permits of each state or territory for the year 1905 will be 
listed in order of the number of the cattle covered; then beginning 
with the smallest, one-half of the permits will be counted off, and 
the number of cattle shown by the largest of these will be taken as 
a basis for this concession.

“Applicants for grazing permits will be charged only half rate on 
cattle np to the number thus established for their state or territory, 
but all cattle over this number will be charged for at the full rate.

“In determining the amount to be ̂ charged, the advantages of the 
locality, method and cost of handling stock, transportation facilities, 
market conditions, and demand for range will be considered and the 
rate established accordingly. The number of stock to be allowed on 
each reserve will be fixed on the basis of mixed stock as they are 
usually owned and ranged in the locality.

“ In calculating the number for which permit will be required, and 
the amount to be paid for the privilige of grazing cattle and horses, 
all animals six months old and over at the time of eutering will be 
counted, but no charge will be made for calves and colts under six 
months of age at the time of entering, or for those born during the 
year for which permit is granted. The intent is that the calves^and 
colts raised during any calendar year shall be charged for during 
the following year.

••The fact that young stock require less feed than old stock is ta­
ken into consideration in fixing the rate, and in all cases the charge 
will be reasonable in comparison with the advantages of the reserve.

“ In counting sheep and goats, all animals six month* old and over 
at the time of entering will be counted as grown stcck, and each 
two head of lam^s or kids under six months old will be counted as 
equal to one head of grown stock. '

“ When sheep or goats enter a reserve for the purpose of lambing 
or kidding there, an additional charge of 2 cents per head will be 
made on the grown stock, and the permit number required and 
amount to be paid for grazing the lambs or kids raised will 1 e esti­
mated on the average per cent of lambs or kids usually raised in the 
locality, two head to count a9 one. Thus, a person who wishes to 
drive in 1,000 ewes for the purpose of lambing on a range where the 
average lambing i* estimated to be 80 per cent would be required to 
have a permit for, and. pay the grazing fee on, 1,4C0 head. The 80 
per cent increase on 1,000 ewes or 800 lambs to be raised would be 
count* d as equal to 400 grown sheep.

“It will be the aim of the forest service to restrict the allowance 
for each reserve to a number of stock which experience shows to be 
the actual grazing capacity of the range under normal conditions, 
to make such range divisions among applicants and different classes 
of stock as are for the best interest of the reserve and commonwealth, 
and to divide the grazing privileges fairly. The advantages gi\Pen 
in the use of a protected range are considered to be full compensa­
tion for the money collected, and the earnest cooperation of stockmen 
is solicited to carry out the policy of a conservative use of the range 
under such restrictions and regulations as will insure its permanent 
utility.

A fte r m any  cen tu rie s  of geograph ica l 
p ro g ress , one-seventh  of th e  e s tim a t­
ed land  su rface  of the  w orld rem ain s  
h idden  from  know ledge. A round th e

N orth  Pole a lm o st 3,000,000 square  
m iles of a re a  is yet. to be surveyed, 
and  a t th e  South  Pole lies a co n tin en t 
m ore th an  tw ice th e  size of E urope 
aw aitin g  exp lo ra tion .

N ot only a re  th e  te r re s tr ia l  poles 
a w a itin g  th e  ad v en tu re r, bu t th e  even 
m ore im p o rtan t m agnetic  poles, of 
w hich  th e re  a re  a lso  two, a re  n o t y e t 
a cc u ra te ly  ch arted . R oss discovered  
th e  n o rth  m agnetic  pole in 1831, hu t 
h?o in s tru m e n ts  w ere p rim itiv e  com ­
pared  w ith  those  now  m ade, and  th e  
know ledge of m agne tism  seventy-five 
3 e a rs  ago did no t equal th a t  of to-day. 
R oss m ay have  d iscovered  th e  n o rth  
m ag n e tic  pole, and  he m ay no t have 
done so. Capt. A m undsen le ft N or­
w ay  on an  exped ition  tw o y ea rs  pgo 
to  red isco v er i t  and  to accu ra te ly  
c h a r t  th is  im p o rtan t spot.

“Italian” climate.

The information came over the 
phone from Lincoln Monday night 
that the store building and its 
contents of W. A. Hyde, at Hon­
do, 12 miles below Lincoln, was 
destroyed by fire Monday. Ho 
particulars are obtainable, on ac­
count of the deep snow, which 
stopped communication between 
places not having phones, and we 
therefore only able to give the 
bare report. Our readers will re­
call that tliis same family met a 
similar disaster near the same 
place u little over three years ago.

B ut 
th e  n u m b er of in ju rie s  th a t  a rise  from  
m alice, o r passion , or b ru ta l ind iffer­
ence to  th e  r ig h ts  of o th e r  p lay e rs  and 
th e  co u rte sies  of th e  gam e, is  sufficient 
to  w a rra n t th e  dem and th a t  th e  gam e 
shall be played b e tte r , o r  no t a t  all.

In E urope a  re sp ira to ry  and  life­
sav ing  ap p ara tu s  has been used  w ith  
considerab le  success by m iners, fire­
m en and o thers , who a re  req u ired  to 
p e n e tra te  m ines o r a p a rtm e n ts  th a t  
a re  filled w ith sm oke or u n b rea th ab le  
gases, especially  a f te r  acc iden ts such 
as explosions. W ith  th is  ap p a ra tu s  
sufficient a ir  and oxygen a re  carried  
to suppo rt resp ira tio n  for tw o hours, 
even  w hile th e  individual is w orking. 
T he ap p a ra tu s  consists of a  m ask  or 
helm et, w hich com pletely covers the  
face, but exposes the  ears, so th a t  
w hile the  eyes of th e  w eare r a re  p ro­
tec ted  from  th e  sm oke he can h e a r  
d istinc tly .

T here  a re  connected  w ith  th e  m ask  
two ru b b er bags—one for th e  exhaled  
a ir  and th e  o th e r connected  w ith  th e  
oxygen and th e  reg en era ted  air. T he 
fo rm er is con tained  in s tee l cy linders, 
and by m eans of p roper reducing  
valves ac ts  on the  a ir  a fte r  th e  c a r­
bonic acid w hich has been exhaled  is 
absorbed by g ranu la ted  potash . T he 
in s tru m e n t w eighs about tw en ty -e igh t 
pounds, bu t is su re  in its  action , and 
has been used successfu lly  by th e  
P a ris  fire d ep artm en t, w here, in ad ­
d ition , po rtab le  e lec tric  ligh ts  w ith 
flexible cables form  a p a rt of the  
equipm ent, and thus allow  firem en to  
p e n e tra te  d a rk  and sm oky room s and 
ce lla rs  to save life o r cu t off gas or 
e lec tric ity , or perform  som e o th e r  u se ­
ful duties. In m ines the  ' ap p a ra tu s  
is valuable in case of acc iden ts due to 
fire-dam p or explosion, and it is com ­
ing in to  ex tensive  use  fo r th is  pu r­
pose.— M ontreal H erald .

Som etim es th e  a r t is t  ge ts  only a dol­
lar a pair for the  eyes, w hile now and 
again  sh«. ge ts  as m uch a s  $2 a pair.

Out of 100,000 re p re ­
sen ta tiv e  p rescrip tions, d ispensed in 
drug  s to res  in all p a rts  of th e  U nited 
S ta tes, it  w as found th a t  70 per cen t 
conta ined  opium  or som e one of its  
p repara tions.

It 
is a lso true  th a t  but a  m odera te  pro­
portion  of p ro p rie ta ry  m edicines con­
ta in  any poison or narco tic , and, when 
th ey  do, i t  is generally  in such sm all 
qu an titie s  or so pro tec ted  by accom ­
panying an tido tes, as to carry  w ith it 
no danger w ha tever.”
