I No Permanently Rich.
It Is quite unnecessary in this coun 

try, says Dr. Charles \V. Eliot, of Har 
vard, in World’s Work, to feel alarm 
about the rise of a permanent class 
of very rich people. To transmit greal 
estates is hard. They get divided 01 
dispersed. The heirs are often unablt 
to keep their inherited treasures, os 
if, by the help of lawyers and othei 
hired agents, they manage to keej 
them, they cease to accumulate, ani 
only spend. This is one of the natural 
effects on his children of the very ricb 
man’s mode of life. With rarest excep- 
tion the very rich men of to-day ar€ 
not the sons of the very rich men ol 
•10 years ago, but are new men. It will 
be the same 30 years hence. The wise 
rich father will try to put his sons 
into those beneficent professions and 
occupations which have strong intel­
lectual and moral interest, and in 
which pecuniary independence is a 
distinct advantage. Such are the pub­
lic service in elective or appointive of­
fices, the ministry, scientific reasearch, 
social service, and the management ol 
charities and of serviceable endowed 
institutions. Inherited wealth enables 
young men to devote themselves early 
to these fine employments, which are 
not pecuniarily remunerative, but yet 
possess the highest sort of interest and 
offer all the rewards of beneficent in- 
lluence among men.

Health of School Children.
Proper attention to the health ot 

children is an excellent civic invest- 
_Ujent. A great part of the diseases 
which develop as chronic in after life 
could be obviated by closer medical 
supersivion of children’s health. Es­
pecially defects in hearing, eyesight 
or teeth can be checked in early life, 
while in later years they become too 
confirmed to yield to treatment. The 
investigation of the board of educa­
tion have shown that a majority ol 
the school children have either de­
fective eyesight or a tendency to bad 
vision. It is now proposed to ex­
amine the school children’s teeth al­
so. This experiment has been tried in 
Germany, where attention to the 
teeth has improved the eyesight and 
the hearing by improving the diges­
tion of the children treated. It is as 
necessary for a child to have sound 
senses and good bodily health as men­
tal development. In the majority of 
the occupations at which the present 
school children of the present will in 
future years earn their livelihood, 
sound health and a good physique will 
be of more value than education frills.

PROF. MATTEUCCI STICKS TO HIS  
POST DURING ERUPTION.

Brave Director of the Royal Observa­
tory, Who, at Risk of His L ife ,. 

Saved Naples from 
Panic.

The world is just awakening to the 
fact that Matteucci, the man who 
braved Vesuvius in her most violent 
moods and kept Naples informed and 
prevented wild panic in the city, is the 
hero of the hour. During all those aw­
ful days when the volcano was vomit­
ing forth its rivers of lava and its 
great clouds of ashes, Prof. Matteucci 
remained at his post In the observatory 
on the top o f the mount, and when it 
is realized that the present eruption 
is the most violent outbreak since that 
of A. D. 79, when Pompeii and Hercu­
laneum were destroyed, we can begin 
to understand the real sublimity of his 
heroism.

He has stayed there, in the ruins of 
the observatory, early wrecked by the 
hot ashes thrown from the crater of 
the volcano. His friends implored him 
to save himself, but he believed that 
during this terrible time, if at any 
time at all, his duty demanded that he 
remain—that he could be of real help 
to the many thousands of people liv­
ing near the volcano by warning them 
when further peril was impending, and 
by reassuring them when the volcano 
began to show signs of having spent 
its force.

And in this belief he has been justi- 
f.ed. On Tuesday and Wednesday,

in Naples there was a veritable panic, 
when the people believed that the city 
was about to be blotted out, when the 
prisoners in the jail mutinied, and the 
poorer classes, declaring that the au­
thorities were to blame for the loss of 
many lives, were in the mood for any 
excess, it was the messages from Mat­
teucci that furnished the one note oi 
hope. It Is, indeed, more than proba­
ble that they turned the scale at the 
critical moment and averted a terrible 
outbreak on the part of the population.

The knowledge that this man, in the 
midst of peril far greater, indescriba­
bly greater than that of any inhabi­
tant of Naples, remained cool and full 
of faith that conditions were about to 
grow brighter, must surely have served 
to calm the fears of thousands.

Six years ago the scientific world 
was startled by reading that an ob­
server had camped for three days on 
the edge of the crater of Vesuvius 
while the volcano was in violent erup­
tion. At that time the boiling lava 
was within 260 feet of the top of the 
crater, enormous blocks of stone were 
thrown out, and great quantities of the 
scoriae. The observer who camped on 
the edge of the crater was Prof. Mat­
teucci, who had then been director of 
the royal observatory for four years.

The details later received regarding 
the proceedings of the professor only 
served to increase the general wonder 
at hi* Intrepidity. It was related how, 
on one occasion, when he was camping, 
not on the edge of the crater, but on 
the mountain side some distance be­
low, the volcano threw up a block of

ELECTRIC MOTOR CAR
R APID LY SUPPLANTING STEAM  

LOCOMOTIVES.

Steps Which the Great Railroads Are 
Taking- to Install the New Motive 

Power—Cheaper, Cleaner 
and Better.

A few years ago when some one had 
the boldnes to propound the question: 
“ Will the electric railway motor sup­
plant the steam locomotive?” it excit­
ed a smile of amused incredulity 
among- railroad men, and nothing 
more, but the developments of recent 
years has clearly demonstrated that 
electricity is about to give the steam 
locomotive a tight to a finish, with the 
odds in favor ol the former motive 
power.

It was in 188S that the first street 
car was successfully pulled through the 
streets of Richmond, Va., by an elec­
tric motor, and from that humble be­
ginning it has widened its sphere of 
usefulness until it has not only be 
come the motive power on suburban 
and interurban lines, but many electric 
roads have been built to parallel steam 
lines, and has shown itself a danger­
ous rival, for whereas the first electric 
cars were equipped with a 15-horse 
power motor, cars are now built up to 
400 and 500-horse power.

Railroad companies are notoriously 
conservative in their business meth­
ods, hut as every new electrical tri­
umph meant another incroachment 
upon the steam locomotive, these ad­
vances became so persistent that at 
last the railroad companies were 
forced to take notice in self-defense. 
And now practically every trunk line 
railroad company has begun the in­
stallation of electricity on its lines, or

this

been made there, the Gould roads will 
naturally fall into line.

The Grand Trunk line recently con­
tracted for electric power to operate 
its lines under the St. Clair river be­
tween Detroit and Windsor.

The Illinois Central railroad is mak­
ing similar preparations for the intro­
duction of electricity; indeed, there is 
not a steam railroad man in the coun­
try who would have pooh-poohed the 
idea five years ago that will not tell 
you now that the electric railway era 
has dawned and that the electric loco­
motive is the coming propelling agent 
for railroad trains.

The officials of the Union Pacific 
have been experimenting at Omaha 
with the road’s new motor car, No. 7, 
which is just out of the shops. The 
design somewhat resembles an airship 
on wheels, with a door in the center 
of the body instead of on the sides, 
and high, round windows. The car is 
said to be an improvement over the 
previous cars, in that special provis­
ions have been made for climbing 
grades. The system of ventilation is 
pronounced to be superior, and the car 
to be dustproof.

LACK OF LABORERS.

Leave W ork In the Country for Idle* 
neat in the City.

In other countries the growth of dis­
content is chiefly, if not wholly, due to 
the excessive supply of labor, says the 
Chicago Journal. But in the United 
States the demand for labor greatly 
exceeds the supply. The difficulty is 
that labor crowds into the already con­
gested cities and will not even in ex­
treme necessity go into the country, 
where It is lacking.

President Hill of the Great Northern 
railroad says that “ in the West pros­
perity is everywhere in evidence. The 
only drawback is a scarcity of labor. 
As a matter of fact, labor is so scarce 
that many farmers are selling a portion 
of their land because enough labor can­
not be obtained to carry on operations 
on a large scale.”

We hear the same complaint every 
year. Throughout the fertile and pros­
perous Wes4 crops go to waste in great 
measure because labor enough to care 
for them cannot be had at any price. 
Meanwhile cities like Chicago are over­
flowing with unskilled laborers, who 
have nothing to do but grumble and 
talk of that new millennium they call 
Socialism.

During all the years since the war 
the urban population of the country 
has been growing at the expense of the 
rural population. Though of late the 
farmer’s life has been relieved of most 
of the loneliness and discomforts that 
used to make it less desirable than city 
life in those respects and he now has 
free delivery of letters and newspa­
pers, telephone connection and rapid 
transit by trolley lines almost every­
where, yet most farmers’ sons head for 
the cities as soon as possible and the 
cities receive by far t he largest propor­
tion of immigrants.

Aside from the inconvenience and 
distress this tendency produces, it is 
not a goo<\ omen for the Nation’s moral 
or physical health. The lure of the city 
is in most cases a lure for unwhole­
some deRires—the desire to get rich 
quickly, to procure enervating and de­
moralizing luxuries, to enjoy those dis­
sipations which thrive wherever great 
numbers of men and women are hud­
dled together.

P L A G U E  OF CATS.

The Paris Police Adopt Stringent  
Measures.

Cats in London are often a nuisance 
to the householder when they fight 
upon the roof in the middle of the 
night, but in Paris, especially near the 
llalles Centrales, they are said to have 
become a public danger. It appears 
that these animals swarm in thousands 
all over the markets, and, as most of 
them are mangy and otherwise dis­
eased, it. is feared that they will con­
taminate the goods set. out. for sale, 
so the police have issued an edict that 
all the stray cats are to be captured 
and put into a lethal chamber, and as 
a consequence the kind-hearted market 
women have adopted many of the cats 
and now claim them as their own prop­
erty. Bus M. Guichard, the police in­
spector in charge of the markets, will 
hoar of no mercy, and the offending 
animals are to be slaughtered without 
delay. The police are to surround the 
market and to carry sacks in which to 
put the captured cats. What is to be 
done if the cats escape on to the roofs 
is not stated.

Course in Agriculture.
While Massachusetts is disposed to 

pay increasing attention to technical 
education, Vermont is planning to 
make elementary study of the general 
subject of agriculture a part of the 
regular public school course. The 
state superintendent of education is in 
charge of the movement, and a series 
of meetings to be held in different 
parts of the state will serve to awaken 
general interest in the plan. The main 
point in view is the general advance 
of useful education.

A gentleman who travels much in 
Cení ral Americ a tells an interesting 
story about his experience with trop­
ical birds. To put it in his own 
words, he says; “ In cleaning up the 
site to build the railroad station at 
Sonsonate in the republic of El Salva­
dor, I left standing a tree called the 
templsque, which was, and is still, the 
favorite nesting place for several 
kinds of birds. With the aid of a lad­
der one day I secured from the nest 
some young sinsontes (mockingbirds.) 
Fearing that I could not secure the 
right kind of food for them, I made a 
roiagh cage and put them In it. I 
placed it where the parents of the 
little captives could take care of their 
young ones, which they soon did with 
all the solicitude I expected.

“ Excepting the shelter of the wings 
of their progenitors, and liberty to 
fly freely in the air, I think they en­
joyed every inducement to grow strong 
and be happy in their comfortable 
prison. Perhaps the impossibility of 
getting into the cage made the parent 
birds more affectionate and assiduous 
in their visits. When the breeding 
time arrived, I watched the expectant 
mother birds gathering feathers, moss 
and other material with which to build 
their nests. One of my peons remarked 
‘Boss, you better bid adieu to your 
chicks; their daddies are going to get 
them poison from the brush.’ His re­
marks made me think of what I had 
read in natural history at school, that 
when the African swallow emigrates 
to Europe the invalids and the very 
young birds which cannot accompany 
them are poisoned. Still I did not be­
lieve that the parents of my young sin­
sontes could be so cruel or so wise as 
to kill my birdies. Yet, a few days 
after, I had the sorrow to find one of 
my mocking birds stone dead. I took 
it out and dissected it, hoping to as­
certain the nature of the poison. I 
feared that the peon might be playing 
a joke on me. I had to abandon the 
idea when I found in the poor bird’s 
stomach, among other things, a piece 
of undigested and swollen pink but­
terfly. All the rest of my prisoners 
died one after the other, and in the 
stomach of each I found remains of 
the swollen pink butterfly. Then I 
instructed my peons to catch some but­
terflies, which I fed to the wild mock­
ing birds, and bad occasion to ob­
serve that they ate them all except the 
pink ones. These birds were free and 
wild ones and had an instinctive dis­
cretion which made them reject the in­
jurious food. My poor prisoners could 
not refuse what was put down their 
throats by their wise parents, who thus 
brought them poison from the brush.”

*

“ These Presents.”
Many people if asked the meaning 

of the word “ presents” in the phrase 
“ by these presents” would be entirely 
unable to give it. It means “ these 
present words,” or “ this present docu­
ment.” It was familiar enough for­
merly. In “ Love’s Labour’s Lost” the 
king asks Jaquenetta, “ What present 
hast thou there?”—the “ present” be­
ing a letter. Bacon writes that Romu­
lus after his death was said to have 
sent a “ present” to the Roman people 
bidding them devote themselves to 
arms. Shakespeare even uses “ pres­
ent” to mean money in hand.

He then took up the charge of 
withholding relief as a punitive 
measure in disorderly districts, 
which was the keynote of the 
interpellation, and entered a gen­
eral denial. The minister ex­
plained that such action had been 
taken where the peasantry in 
their unreasoning had destroyed 
the magazines of grain accutnu-

sai<l M. Alladin, in conclusion.
After a more temperate address 

on the part of M. Roditchoff, a 
leader of the constitutional dem­
ocrats in the lower house, M. 
Stolypin again ascended the ros­
trum. The demonstration occur­
red at the end of his second ex­
planation.

During the succeeding debate 
the leaders ©f the constitutional 
democrats and of the group of 
toil got together and agreed upon 
the text of the resolution which 
was adopted almost unanimously:

“ The lower house of parlia­
ment, finding that the relief of 
the famine stricken population
