Washington, Dec. 22.— Presi- 

Roosevelt called in a coterie of 
newspaper correspondents today 
and told them he would fight 
congress to the last ditch on the 
negro troops question, even if it 
leads to impeachment proceedings

On this issue he invites im­
peachment, or any other form of 
contest congress may select.

The president announces that 
if congress attempts to reinstate 
the discharged soldiers he will 
veto the bill or bills reinstating 
them.

If congress passes such a meas­
ure or measures over his xeto he 
will find the means to annul the 
law or laws so enacted.

The president defies congress, 
His declaration of position today 
is that, despite what congress may 
or may not direct, his order shall 
stand.

The president thinks he acted 
within his authority under the 
articles of war and the constitu­
tion in dismissing the negroes. 
If congress decides otherwise, 
President Roosevelt announces 
»efore band that he will pay no 

ü d to the congressional inter-
t UUou of the law and the con­

stitution.

Eggs covered with boiling water and 
allowed to stand for five minutes are 
more nourishing and easier digested 
than eggs placed in boiling water and 
allowed to boil furiously for three and 
one-lialf minutes.

Strong Brine of Cold Water and Salt  
Will Do the Work.

It is impossible to tell whether a 
color is fast before washing, says thé 
Boston Traveler, but by far the safest 
plan is to “ set” the color before it 
goes to the tub for the first time. One 
of the best methods of setting deli­
cate colors consists in simply making 
a strong brine of cold water and salt 
and soaking the garment from 12 to 
24 hours. Of course this should be 
done just before going to the laundry, 
and the salt should not be allowed 
to dry in it. This is especially good 
for all shades of pink and green, and 
colors once set this wrny will be 
bright as long as it w’ould be possible 
to expect it. A strong solution of 
alum and water is good, particularly 
with blues and the more delicate 
shades of brown, but its effect is not 
so lasting as that of salt, and it is 
sometimes necessary to renew the 
bath after the first three or four 
washings.

To Clean Macintosh Cloaks.
Dip the garment first in cold soft 

water; then, with a scrubbing brush 
and yellow soap proceed to scrub it 
all over, having spread it flat on a 
deal table. When the dirt is removed, 
dip the cloak in repeated waters t* 
get rid of the suds, but do not wring 
it. Hang up in the air to dry. Paint 
may be removed by turpentine, but 
common so?*p and plenty of scrubbing 
will do th  ̂ - cüs.

R A IL R O A D  B U IL D IN G .

Twenty-five Thousand Miles of Nova 
Road Planned.

The aggregate railway mileage 
under contract for construction or In 
immediate prospect in the United 
States and Canada is over 22,000 
miles, says the American Monthly Re­
view of Reviews for October. The ag­
gregate of cash to be used in this con­
struction and in the great projects of 
tho American trunk line railways is 
over $750,000,000. If the entire gold 
production of the world in the two 
greatest gold years of history were 
applied to this construction it would 
fall far short of meeting it.

In the early part of the year the 
Railway Age compiled the railway pro­
jects at that time under contract or 
under construction in the United 
States. This compilation showed an 
aggregate of over 13,000 miles, located
ns follows:

Middle states ................................ 398
Scuth Atlantic states.................. 1,462
Gulf and Mississippi valley

In Canada the total mileage pro­

jected is the heaviest in the history 
of that country. Taking the east with 
the west, four great companies con* 
template the construction of over 
9,000 miles of railway.

In addition, there have come to 
light since this compilation was made 
American projects that will probably 
bring the total to well over 25,000 
miles of standard gauge railway.

Inevitably a considerable proportion 
of this mileage will never be con­
structed. A great many companies 
entirely disappear, are bought off, o: 
fail through various causes to com­
plete the tasks they have undertaken. 
Yet, even with this deduction, it would 
appear that there are live and legiti­
mate railway projects on this conti­
nent to-day that call for the creation 
of well over 22,000 miles of track. In 
the light of this fact, the years 190H 
and 1907 are practically to go down 
into history as one of the most strik­
ing periods in the railway history of 
the western world.

The Game Season.

For the benefit of its readers 
the News publishes below a syn­
opsis of the existing territori.il 
game laws.

It is unlawful to kill, trap, in­
jure or destroy, at any time, any 
elk, mountain sheep, beaver or 
ptarmigan within the territory of 
New Mexico; a violation of the 
provisions of the section is deem­
ed a misdemeanor and is punish­
able by a fine of not less than $100 
nor more than $500, or imprison­
ment for not less than 30 nor 
more than 90 days, or both fine 
and imprisonment.

It is unlawful to kill, trap, en­
snare, injure or destroy any ante­
lope, pheasant, bob-white quail 
or wild pigeon, for a period of 
five years after the passage of this 
act (March 13, 1905), Penalty, 
$50 to $100 fine, and 30 to 60 days 
imprisonment. Deer with horns 
may be killed with a gun only, 
during the period commencing 
September 15th, and ending 
October 31st.

Turtle doves may be killed 
with a gun only, from August 
1st to September 30 of each year.

Crested quail, wild turkey, 
grouse and prarie chicken may be 
killed with a gun only during the 
months of October, November 
and December of each year.

“Pcpovers” Had Origin in B a!n ot 
Chinese Cook.

This recipe for popovers cams from 
California, from Sam, a “China boy” 
cook, who always called this delicious 
breakfast bread “Jim Pops.” He used 
to bake them In stoneware cups, but 
hot, buttered gem pans will answer. 
For one dozen “Jim Pops” allow four 
eggs, one cup pastry flour, half a tea­
spoonful salt and a pint rich milk. 
'Heat whites of the eggs to a stiff froth 
with a wire cake whip, and set aside. 
Heat the yolks with a Dover beater 
and add to them the milk. Sift to­
gether a liberal pint of flour and a 
.half teaspoonful salt and beat the 
milk gradually into it, still using the 
Dover beater. When the flour, milk 
and egg from a stiff batter without 
lumps, take out the beater and grad­
ually fold in the stiffly beaten whites. 
Do not stir once with a circular mo­
tion after adding the whites, hut in­
corporate them in the mixture by 
folding so as not to break down the 
air cells in the beaten eggs. Have 
the cups well greased, pour in the 
batter and bake three-quarters of an 
hour, in a moderately hot oven, until 
the puffs are well popped and delicate­
ly browned.

TO C L E A N  L A C E  C U R T A IN S .

Proper Drying the Most Difficult Part 
of the Operation.

First shake the curtains free from 
dust and then wash them in warm 
suds, squeeze gently so as not *c 
break the meshes in the lace and 
tWave up and down. Do not rub then 
either with the hands or on a board. 
¡Boil, rinse, blue or yellow with coffee 
it they are ecru, starch lightly before 
•the net begins to dry, then put in the 
igir (sunshine if convenient) and dry 
¡as quickly as is possible. Drying Is 
¡the most difficult part of the cleans- 
‘ing, for each scallop in the curtain 
should be pulled into shape ar-d 
pinned either to a regular curtain 
frame or on a sheet put on the flocr, 
for unless the corners and edges are 
all stretched taut, the curtains mc-y 
dry in creases and wrinkles that aie 
undesirable.

Dry cleaning is done with some 
cleansing fluid, such as benzine or 
gasoline, that can be bought in ac ? 
paint shop or drug store.

A  Little Clothespin Lore.
Clothespins that have been boiled 

for ten or fifteen minutes will out­
last those that have not been sub­
jected to this process. After using, 
clothespins should not be left exposed 
to the air and dust, but put awa) 
clean and dry. Many careless maids 
have a senseless practice of tossing 
them on the ground when taking down 
the clothes. To avoid this, make he' 
a clothespin bed-ticking apron, wit!) 
a large ̂ pocket across the bottom. Be­
fore going out to hang or take in th? 
clothes, tie this about the waist, hav­
ing the pocket filled with pins when 
going out, and instruct her to put the 
pins directly in when taking down 
the clothes. In cold weather aching 
fingers can be prevented by heating 
the pins in the oven just before goin>i 
out to hang the clothes.

Dutch Apple Cake.
One pint of flour, 1 teaspoonfful oi 

cream of tartar, % teaspoon of sods, 
% cup of of butter, salt, 1 egg, 1 scant 
cup of milk. Four sour apples, 2 tea­
spoons of sugar. Mix dry ingredi­
ents and rub in butter. Add egg and 
milk well beaten. Cut apples in V* 
pieces and lay on top of dough. 
Sprinkle sugar over top and bake in 
hot oven. Serve with cream.

W ash ing Flannels.
Flannels should not be hung to dry 

in the sunshine, but in a shady spot, 
and they should be washed and drlet* 
with as much speed as Is possible 
Some people advise no wringing, brj 
merely allowing the w’oolen garments 
to drip from the line, fn order t : avoid 
shrinkage.

Meat Inspection in Pari«.
There are in Paris three principal 

abattoirs, the largest of which, “La 
Vilette,” is in the northern quarter of 
the city; “Vaugirard,” which was 
opened in 1898, and replaced the old 
slaughter-house of Grenelle; and “Vil­
lejuif,” where horses are slain for 
food. Any butcher may slaughter ani­
mals at these abattoirs on payment of 
a tax of 2 francs (40 cents) a hundred 
kilograms (220 pounds) on the meat 
so prepared. Butchers of the more 
important class and specially licensed 
are permitted to sell the meat which 
they have thus provided directly to 
the smaller dealers who keep retail 
meat stores throughout the city. In­
spectors are in constant attendance 
and any meat found infected with dis­
ease or otherwise unfit for food is sat­
urated with petroleum and condemned. 
Prior to the year 1810 the butchers of 
Paris slaughtered animals in the 
streets and public squares, but at that 
time municipal slaughter - houses— 
“abattoirs”—were established where 
animals intended for human food are 
inspected and the whole process of 
slaughtering and disposal of the meat 
and offal are kept under official sur­
veillance.

Earnings of Novelists.
Authors earn much less in France 

than in England. The late Sir Walter 
Besant ten years ago estimated that 
there were 50 novelists in England 
who earned upward of a thousand a 
year. There are now probably nearer 
a hundred and fifty; while in France 
there are almost certainly not more 
than 50 who make a living at all. An 
English novelist of standing will re­
ceive eighteer.pence on every copy of 
a book sold. Some novelists receive 
two shillings. Emile Zola, who touched 
high water mark in Fiance, got a 
franc, which is rather less than ten- 
pence. Seven pence halfpenny is 
considered excellent pay, and four- 
pence and fivepence are common.

Income From Abroad.
The London Economist states that 

British capitalists draw an income of 
$500,000,000 from their foreign invest­
ments. Last fiscal year they paid 
income tax on $330,300,000, as com­
pared with $195,100,000 20 years ago. 
The largest amount is derived from 
interest on foreign and colonial gov­
ernment securities and the next larg­
est sum from dividends and interest 
from foreign and colonial conce-rna.

Parisian Meat Supply.
The last year for which complete 

statistics concerning the meat sup­
ply of Paris have been published is 
1903. From the reports of that year 
it appears that 267,027 cattle, 274,390 
calves and 2,047,770 sheep were 
slaughtered at the city abattoirs and 
produced 156,007,850 kilograms (or 
327,616,485 pounds) of meat, of which 
123,712,180 kilograms (259,795,578 
pounds) were consumed in Paris, and 
32,292,650 kilograms exported. Some 
of the choicest of French beef goes to 
England, where the fillets and other 
prime cuts are in demand for clubs, 
hotels, and the best class of restau­
rants. During the same year there 
were killed 282,50S hogs, which yield­
ed 27,G57,350 kilograms (5S,080,435 
pounds of pork, and 29,370 horses, 
which furnished 7,305,650 kilograms 
(or 15,341,865 pounds) of meat, all of 
which was consumed in Paris.

Honey From Spain and Germany.
There are 1,690,000 beehives, pro­

ducing 19,000 tons of honey, in Spain, 
which is the second greatest producer 
of honey in the world. Germany, 
with 2,000,000 beehives, produces 20,- 
000 tons.

Curry of Celery—Cook until ten­
der, two cupfuls of chopped celery, 
using stock for the purpose if it is 
at hand; drain the celery, reserving 
the stock. Cook one teaspoouful of 
onion in a little butter, being careful, 
not to let it burn, then thicken the 
stock with flour, rubbed very smoooth 
in butter and mixed with two table­
spoonfuls of curry powder. Stir till 
smooth, and until the stock is slightly 
thickened, and then add the celery, 
the cooked onion, and one tablespoon­
ful of lemon juice; let the whole boil 
up together, then draw to the back 
of the range till ready to serve. 
Serve the curry with plain boiled rice.

As a Breakfast Dish—Take four 
fresh eggs, four tablespoonfuls of 
chopped celery, one spoonful of butter 
and salt and pepper to season. Cook 
the celery over a slow fire in boiling 
water for fifteen minutes, then drain; 
put the butter into a saucepan, and 
when it is melted add the tender cel­
ery; when thoroughly heated, taking 
care that the butter does not burn, 
turn in the eggs and keep stirring 
with a silver spoon until they are 
firm; season and turn out into a hot 
dish, serving with squares of buttered 
toast.
