AN APPALLING AFFLICTION.

The House of Secretary Tracy Burned 
and His Wife and Daughter 

Perish in the Flames.
W a s h in g t o n , F eb . 8 .— T h e  h o u se  

of Secre tary  T racy  caugh t fire a t 6 :45 th is 
m orning and w as com pletely destroyed.

The fire w as discovered a t  6:45 by pass­
ers-by , who gave the alarm  to the  butler. 
T hat p arty  claim s to  have aroused all the 
inm ates, bu t none of them  escaped w ithou t 
in juries and th ree  lives w ere lost. M ary, 
the  youngest daughter, and a F ren ch  
maid w ere burned to death  and  M rs. 
T racy  received in juries from smoko and 
jum ping out of a  w indow th a t w ere fatal. 
The S ecre ta ry  w as rescued iu an uncon­
scious condition, b u t i t  is thought that, he 
w ill recover. M rs. W ilm erding, eldest 
d augh ter of the Secre tary , and little  g irl 
Alice escaped by jum ping lro in  second 
story  windows.

S ecre ta ry  T racy 's  house is a  th ree -sto ry  
and basem ent brick, and has recen tly  un­
dergone ex tensive im provem ents.

Persons passing th e  house a t 7 o’clock 
th is m orning saw  smoko issuing from  the 
fro n t windows, and u t once raised  an alarm  
of fire, and th e  fire and police departm eu ts 
responded prom ptly. T he prem ises w ere 
alm ost concealed by tho dense smoke, 
w hich w as th ickened by th e  heavy  fog, 
w hich w as ju s t lifting.

I t  w as soon discovered th a t th e  house 
was all ablaze inside and th a t th e  main 
s ta irw ay  w as burn t, th u s  cu tting  off com­
m unication w ith  the  sleeping apartm en ts 
on the second and th ird  floors. Several 
stream s of w ate r w ere  played on the 
flames and every  effort w as made to chock 
the fire and to rescue th e  occupants.

A scene of w ildest confusion ensued 
w hen i t  w as known th a t all the  m em bers 
of the fam ily w ere in  the  house. T he fire­
men behaved like heroes in the em ergency 
and w en t through fireaud  smoke in search  
ing for them  in the different apartm en ts.

M rs. W ilm erding, th e  S ecre ta ry 's  daugh­
te r  and M iss W ilm erding forced th e ir  w ay 
through the blinding smoke and jum ped 
from a second story window a t th e  front. 
L adders w ere raised  for them , bu t in  th e ir 
excitem ent they  failed to see them . Mrs. 
W ilm erding sprained her le ft w ris t and 
w as severely  bruised.

H er d augh ter w as badly in jured  in the 
low er limbs, bu t b roke no bones. They 
both suffered severely  from  th e  shock. 
They w ere taken a t  once to the residence 
of Dr. B ax te r, near by, and resto ra tives 
applied.

O w ing to  th e  sad event, the P res id en t 
and M rs. H arrison  have recalled in v ita ­
tions to  th e  s ta te  d inner in honor of the 
Suprem e C ourt on T hursday  next.

The rem ains of M rs. T racy and M iss 
T racy  lie to -n igh t in caskets in th e  cen te r 
of the E ast room of th e  W hite H ouse be­
neath  c ry s ta l chandeliers, whose ligh t less 
than  a w eek ago shone upon them  as they 
gayly greeted  th e ir  num erous friends a t 
the la s t p residen tia l reception.

POLYGAMY A CRIME.

So Says the Supreme Court of the 
United States.

W a s h in g t o n . D. C ., Feb. 3 .— T h e  
Suprem o C ourt of the U nited S ta te s  to­
day rendered  an opinion affirming th e  con­
stitu tio n a lity  of the Edm unds-Tuckor Idahc 
te s t  oa th  w hich is in tended to  prevent 
M orm ons from  voting.

The case cam e up on an application for 
a  w rit  of habeas corpus, made by Samuel 
D. D avis w ho is in ja il in  Idaho, having 
been sentenced for unlaw fu lly  tak ing  the 
prescribed te s t oath w hen he was a mem­
ber of th e  M ormon church.

The cou rt denies the application for a 
w rit o f habeas corpus, holding th a t polyg­
am y is a  crim e and th a t the  constitu tional 
provision guaran tee ing  freedom of religion 
is no t in tended  to p reven t the punishm ent 
of any person w ho,in the name of religion, 
com m its a crim e in th e  eyes of the law.

The court, in its  opinion, says bigamy 
and  polygam y are  crim es by the law s of 
tno U nited  S ta tes  and  Idaho. They tend  to 
destroy  the pu rity  of the  m arriage re la­
tions, to  d is tu rb  th e  peace of fam ilies, de­
grade women and debase men. Few  
crim es a re  more pernicious to the best in­
te re s ts  of society, and receive more gen­
e ra l and  deserved punishm ent. To call 
th e ir  advocacy a te n e t of religion is to 
offend th e  common sense of m ankind. To 
extend exem ption from  punishm ent for 
such crim es w ould be a  shock to th e  moral 
judgm ent of the com m unity. I t  is a s­
sum ed by the counsel of pe titioner tha t 
because no mode of w orship  can be estab ­
lished by law , or relig ious tenets enforced 
in th is country , there to re , any form  of 
worship m ay be follow ed and any tenets, 
how ever destru c tiv e  of society, m ay be 
hold and  advocated, if asserted  to be part 
of th e  religious doctrines of those advo­
cating  anti p rac tic ing  them , bu t no th ing  is 
fu r th e r  from  th e  tru th . W hile legislation 
for th e  estab lishm en t of religion is forbid­
den and its  free exercise perm itted  i t  does 
no t follow th a t  every th ing  w hich m a j be 
so called can be to lera ted . Crim e is not 
less excused because sanctioned by any 
particu la r sec t th a t  m ay designate  i t  as a 
religion.

ANOTHER CENTENNIAL.

The ItsSupreme Court Celebrates 
One Hundreth Birthday.

N e w  Y o r k , F eb . -4.— T h e  sad  e v e n ts  
of the la s t few  days a t  W ashington dim m ed 
considerably the celebration of th e  centen­
nial of th e  F ederal Jud ic iary , w hich w as 
inaugurated  th is morning. The w ea th en  
too, w as very  unfavorable, a  heavy ra in  
falling.

T he attendance  a t th e  exercises in the 
M etropolitan opera house w as tho m ost 
noted th a t ever filled the m agnificent 
building. D istrib u ted  about th e  galleries 
w ere banners and shields bearing th e  coats 
of arm s of the various states.

T he in terio r of the building w as o ther­
w ise claboratelv  decorated.

On the rig h t of th e  stage, in the  fron t 
row, w ere seated the  m em bers o f the 
U nited S ta te s  Suprem e C ourt. E x -P res i­
den t G rover C leveland presided. The 
o thers seated on tho  stage included ex- 
Ju s tice  W illiam  S trong, S enator E varts , 
T. J. Semm es of N ew  O rleans, G eneral 
W illiam  T. Sherm an, Chauncey M. Depow 
and D avid Dudley F ie ld .

W hile th e  d istinguished  gathering  w as 
leaving the carriages a t  the door and fill­
ing th e  seats un til th ere  w as standing  room 
only, a g rand  sym phony o rchestra  played 
the “ C oronation’’ m arch, the ove rtu re  to 
“ Zam pa,” and the “ A m erican F an tas ie . 
W hen the las t a ir  had been played, cx- 
P res id en t C leveland stepped forw ard. Ho 
w as cheered to  the echo, and it w as some 
m inutes before he could speak. Bowing 
his acknow ledgem ents and expressing his 
appreciation of the generous welcomo ac­
corded him, M r. C leveland began his ad ­
dress, in which, am ong o ther th ings, he 
said :

“ In th e  w ork of crea ting  our N ation, the 
elem ents of free  governm ent w ere sup­
plied by concessions of the sovereign 
S ta te s , by th e  su rren d er of accustom ed 
lig h ts , and by the inspiration  of pure and 
d is in terested  patrio tism . If  from  these 
e lem en ts there  had not been evolved th a t 
fea tu re  in our federal system , w hich is our 
them e to-day, tho s tru c tu re  m ight have 
been fa ir  to  look upon, m ight have pre­
sented a sem nlance of solidity and s tren g th  
bu t it  would have been only a resem blance, 
and the completed edifico would havo had 
w ith in  its  foundations the im firm ity of de 
cay and ru in .’’

Rev. M organ Dixon then  led in prayer.
Ex-Judgo A rnoux of the New Y ork 

S ta te  H ar Association nex t delivered  a 
b rief address of welcome.

’I t  w as to aeep up and be a hale fellow  
well m et w ith  tho sam e m em bers of Con­
gress, also, who are  now runn ing  me down, 
th a t I  firs t w ent to  th e  races. My curse 
is on tho races. I w ish to  God I had never 
gone n ear them.

‘M iss T hiebault, of w hom such hideous 
falsehoods are  told, had  nothing to do w ith  
my fall. H ad I alw ays taken  h e r advice I  
would be in a d ifferen t position to -day .”

The Stricken Secretary.
W a sh in g t o n , D. C., F eb . 4.—S ecre ta ry  

Tracy continues to  im prove slowly. Many 
prom inent people called d u ring  th e  m orn­
ing, and w ere inform ed th a t  th e  sec re ta ry  
is g e tting  along nicely.

H is son, F ran k  H. T racy , a rr iv ed  th is 
m orning on a special tra in . H e is the 
first m em ber of h is fam ily th a t tho secre­
tary  has seen since th e  aw ful calam ity  of 
yesterday. H is presence was an unm is­
takab le  source of joy and hope to h is be­
reaved parent.

The P re s id en t sen t early  in tho m orning 
to inquire  a f te r  tho  secre ta ry  and P riv a te  
S ecre ta ry  H alford called in person about 
ten o’clock to consult in regard  to the sec­
re ta ry 's  rem oval to th e  W hite House.

The secre ta ry  has d isplayed w onderful 
recupera tive  pow er and a t  11 o’clock su r­
prised h is physicians by getting  ou t of bed 
and dressing  him self. H e showed such 
stren g th  th a t he w as allowed to  descend 
to tho lib ra ry  and rem ain  there  a portion 
of th e  day. D uring th e  m orning he w as 
v isited by tho P res id en t and S ecre tary  
Noble.

T h is afternoon S ecro tary  T racy  was re ­
moved to  the W hite  House, his physicians 
having pronounced him  ou t of danger.

S ho rtly  a f te r  h is a rr iv a l he requested  to 
be taken  into th e  E a s t room and shown the 
caskets contain ing th e  rem ains of h is w ife 
and daugh ter. T hey w ere covered w ith  
oeautiful flowers. S tand ing  a t  the  head, 
betw een them  both, w as a largo palm tree, 
irran g ed  so th a t tho loaves drooped g race­
fully over the dead. Tho secre ta ry  was 
much affected by th e  sigh t, and sobbed as 
though h is h e a rt would break.

T he cask e t contain ing M rs. T racy’» 
body w as opened and he was allowed to 
look upon h e r face for th e  last, tim e. The 
other body w as in no condition for inipec- 
;1od, and the casket was lift o«>nod,

REED’S STATEMENT,

He Explains to the Public the Reasons 
For His Course.

W a s h in g t o n , D. C., February 2—  
S peaker Reed to-day m ade to a rep re sen t­
ative  of th e  A ssociated P re ss  the following 
s ta tem en t concerning the R epublican posi­
tion in the  p resen t g re a t controversy  :

M r. C arlisle  w as en tire ly  r ig h t w hen he 
said in substance  th a t  the  decision of the 
H ouse th a t  a quorum  w as constitu ted  to do 
business w hen a m ajority  of the House was 
p resen t, would change from  th e  founda­
tion the  method of doing business. I t  cer 
ta in ly  w ill do so, fo r i t  w ill enable the m a­
jo rity  elec ted  by the people to ru le  by their 
own votes and not by the sufferance of the 
m inority .

T he ru le  of th e  m ajority  is a t  th e  very 
base of our G overnm ent. I f  i t  be no t true  
our fa ith  is vain  and w e a re  y e t in  our 
sins. Look a t  th e  p ractical w orking of the 
o ther doctrine. The R epublicans have a 
m ajority  of seven, b u t they have only th ree 
over a quorum —168 is our num ber, 165 is a 
quorum . I f  we a re  to fu rn ish  a quorum 
and th e  D em ocratic p a rty  be silen t when 
business is to be transacted , b u t vocal 
w hen i t  is to be obstructed , then  th ere  can 
be b u t four R epublicans absen t on penalty  
of a  stoppage of public business.

Now, le t us see how th a t  works. Wo are 
allowed bu t th ree  absen tees. M r. Rock­
w ell Is s ic k ; i t  would endanger h is life to 
com e; Mr. W ilber is in the sam e case: T. 
W. B row n is too sick  to  be able to be there  
all th e  tim e; Mr. C asw ell’s  w ife w as dy­
in g ; ano ther m em ber m ust be w ith  his 
w ife  fo r reasons som ew hat sim ilar. Ju s t 
about th is num ber of m em bers w ill be at 
all tim es e ither sick or incapacitated .T hese 
may g e t well, bu t o thers fa ll sick  in their 
tu rn . T here  is th en  our quorum , accord 
ing to  Mr. C arlisle’s idea, gone entirely , 
gone to  pieces, though, even a f te r  all fraud 
shall be deducted, th e  people had found for 
th e  R epublicans by seven m ajority  

Mr. C arlisle says th e re  is no precedent 
for th e  decision of th e  House. I have per­
sonally  seen and heard  him fu rn ish  a hun­
dred. A  hundred tim es I have heard  him 
declare  th a t  the  num ber for and against 
such a  bill was, say, 60 for and 20 against 
—m athem aticailly  less than  a  q uo rum - 
and y e t declare th e  b ill passed and  then 
sign th e  bill, thereby  certify ing  u nder the 
m ost solemn sanction of his oath  of office 
th a t the  bill had properly and constitu  
tionally  passed tbe House. How could he 
have done th is  if h is  doctrine bo tru e  that 
a  quorum  m ust vote? U nderstand  me. 
D ay a f te r  day Mr. C arlisle, iu  my pres 
ence, has declared such  a  bill had  votes foi 
and aga in s t by b is own count as Speaker, 
less th an  a  quorum , and y e t im m ediately 
declared  i t  passed, and has signed i t —thus 
fu rn ish ing  the only proof th a t th e  P re s i 
d en t could have th a t  it  hud passed. How 
could th is  be except on th e  plain ground 
th a t If a  quorum  did not vote,tho presenco 
of a  quorum  was enough.

B u t th is  m a tte r does not need argum ent. 
In M r. C arlisle’s own S ta te , in  D em ocratic 
T ennessee, in D em ocratic N ew  York, in 
D em ocratic Ohio, in M assachusetts  and in 
the courts everyw here, as you m ay see b.y 
Mr. B u tte rw o rth ’s speech, tho  doctrine 
Just upheld  by tbe H ouse is the law  of the 
land, and it  ought to be if good governm ent 
is n o t to  perish from  th e  face of th e  earth, 

N ot a  ru ling  has been made in the House 
to suppress filibustering  which has not the 
fu ll sanction  of p arliam en tary  law. That 
men should re s is t only shows how ingrain 
ed a w rong course has become and how 
hecessary  the rem edy.

W h a t is th e  H ouse try in g  to  d o ! Why, 
to perform  its  h ig h es t function, th a t of de 
tid in g  the rig h t of a  m em ber to  h is seat' 
U ntil 1883 no m an ev e r dared  to filibuster 
aga in s t such r  case. No m an ought to be 
allow ed to  do i t  to-day. Y et every day 
th ree  hours a re  w asted  in  approving the 
journal, w hen five m inutes would be ample 
T hese th ree  hours belong to public husi 
ness. The people do no t u nders tand  that 
every ro ll call consum es th ree  q u a rte rs  ol 
an hour.

W hen we first cam e here  the  obstruc 
tionists declared th a t  they  would die in the 
last d itch  ag a in s t any  ru les they  did no> 
approve of, and now they  are  w an ting  tc 
ilic a t  Thermopylae in defense of the liber 
ties of th e ir  coun try  because we don’ 
force th e  ru les on them . If  there  could be 
few er deaths a t  Thermopylae, and more 
business in th e  H ouse, th e  coun try  would 
be b e tte r  off. I t  is tru e  th a t Democratic 
leaders like Mr. C arlisle  have lung since 
ceased to p artic ipa te  in n defiance of good 
jovernm ent. b u t theyjuvciuiubiii. should now make
¿hem selves heard  affirm atively on the side 
af order.

CONGRESSIONAL.

Defending the Mormons.
W a s h in g t o n , J a n .  3 1 .— The House 

C om m ittee on T errito rie s  to-day heard  an 
argum ent by Hon. Jerem iah  W ilson of th is 
city on the bill fo r the adm ission of the 
T errito ry  of Idaho as a S ta te  of the Union 
Mr. W ilson appeared in behalf of the Mor 
mens and addressed  the  com m ittee in op­
position to tho provision in th e  constitu  
tion of Idaho, as adopted a t  Boise C :'v  las t 
year, d isfranch ising  the M ormons.

H e contended th a t  th e  only safe  ground 
for th e  com m ittee to  take in th is  m atte r 
was to  deal w ith  th is  as w ith  every caso 
w here a  man com m its a  crim e, no t to in- 
lu ire  w hat he believes o r teaches, bu t 
when th a t belief b reaks ou t in to  an overt 
ic t w hich is tho commission of crim e, then 
punish him by d isen franch isem en t a f te r  
;he comm ission of th e  o v ert act. H e said 
ie  protested  ag a in s t depriv ing th e  35,000 
Mormons in th e  te rrito ry  of th e  righ ts, 
jriv ileges and im m unities of A m erican 
dtizens and aga in s t im posing upon them  
.axatiou and com pelling them  to be ;r  all 
.be burdens of a state government and at 
.he same time rifus« them those right*

S e n a t e—Mr. V ance addressed the Sen 

ate on tho negro em igration  bill. Mr. 
Vance sarcastica lly  characterized Mr. In ­
galls’ recen t speech as o rational pyrotech­
nics, concealing a paucity  of ideas; a c ­
knowledged th a t the  milleiiiiim had not 
yet daw ned on tho Sou th  and th a t the 
land of reconstruction  w as no t y e t a land 
of p erfec t righteousness. Ho re fe rred  to 
the N orthern  gerrym andering, blocks of 
five, ejection of colored children from  
w hite schools, etc., and hoped in tim e 
somo accomplished black man m ight bo 
sen t to rep resen t the country  iu some 
o ther land besides H ay ti und S iberia. R e­
ferring  to Mr. Inga lls’ rem ark  th a t tho 
South is stand ing  on a volcano, he said 
th a t th e  South needed no help. I t  could 
wage w ar w ithou t assistance  from  an y ­
body and could easily  m anage and over- 
ome tho uprising  of »7,000,000 negroes. 

Then th ere  would come a solution of tho 
negro problom th a t w ould stay  solved, 
liven  a high-sprited, cu ltivated , dom inant 
ace, occupying a free  S ta te , w ith  th a t 
ace, a race of m anum itted  slaves of re- 
:ent barbaric  origin, how should the  tw o 

be made to dw ell together iu peace und 
fra te rn ity  f I t  is a fundam ental principle 
of A m erican law th a t tho m ajority  shall 

ulo (w ith in  tim e ); bu t it  is a principle of 
n a tu ra l law  th a t tb e  s tronger m ust ru le  
w ithout lim it. T he negro is not incapable 
of civilization, b u t is incapable of keei>- 
iug  up w ith  the civilization of th e  w hite  
race. Ho (V ance’s) solution of th e  negro 
problem  w as simply, “ H ands off!”

In  conclusion he said, addressing  him ­
self to  M r. In g a lls : “ I f  you cannot help 
e ith e r the black o r tho w hite, common de­
cency requires th a t you should hold your 
peace.” He could not, he said, support the 
em igration b ill; i t  d id  not reach  th e  case.

M r. H am pton spoke briefly. W hile in 
full accord w ith  th e  proposed m easure he 
did not th ink  tho rem edy m et the re quire 
m ents of the case. A djourned.

H ouse. -  Tho galleries of the house w ere 
crow ded to th e ir u tm ost capacity  long be­
fore noon to-day by specta to rs an tic ipating  
a resum ption of tho contest of yesterday. 
N or w ere they disappointed, fo r as the 
c lerk  read  th e  journal in th e  usual m anner 
om itting tho detailed vote by yeas and 
nays on the question of tho consideration 
of the contested election case, Mr. B reck - 
enridgo rose and dem anded the reading of 
the fu ll vote. A fte r a m om ent’s hesitation  
the Speaker d irected  th is to be done. T his 
having been done, Mr. H reckenridge ,de  
rnauded th e  read ing  of th e  nam es of those 
not voting, and the S peaker ordered th is 
done. Then Mr. S p ringer dem anded the 
reading of the fu ll s ta tem en t of M r. Reed, 
giving the ground for h is ru ling  yesterday, 
and th e  clerk proceeded to read accord ingly. 
Tho lead ing  of th e  journal having been 
completed, Mr. M cK inley moved th a t the 
journal bo approved, and upon th a t motion 
demanded the previous question. The 
yeas and nays hav ing  been ordered, the 
order, “  Don’t  vote ,” w as passed around 
the D em ocratic side of the cham ber and 
studiously obeyed.

B efore the vote w as announced, th e  
Speaker directed tho c lerk  to record the 
nam es of th irty  membors whom he enum 
era ted  as present, and tho Speaker then 
announced the vote to stand , yeas 100, nays 
1, and added, “ W hich, in addition to the 
gentlem en present, constitu te  a  quorum, 
and th e  previous question is o rdered.”

T h is brought fo rth  a storm  of applause 
from the Republican side.

Mr. S pringer (Illinois) made a point of 
o rder to the quorum , and said th a t if the 
S peaker so decided he would take  an 
appeal.

T he Speaker s a id : “ Tho cha ir declines 
to en te rta in  th e  appeal of th e  gentlem an 
from  Illinois.” |A pplause on the Repub­
lican side and hisses from the D emocrats.] 

Then, amid wild cheering on the Demo­
cra tic  side, Mr. B reckenriuge (K entucky) 
rushed down the aislo and, standing  in 
fro n t of tho Speaker exclaim ed: “From  
th a t we appea l! T here  is no appeal pend 
ing. T here w as an appeal yesterday , bu t 
th is  is a d ifferent appeal, because tho 
S peaker is assum ing th a t  th e  House w ill 
susta in  h is decision of yesterday , and so 
is carry ing  by h is own vote to-day the 
decision he has m ade.”

C heer a f te r  cheer arose from tho D em o­
cra tic  side, mingled w ith hisscB from  the 
R epublicans, un til th e  House resembled 
a perfect bedlam. In  the m idst of th e  tu 
m u lt th e  Speaker sta ted  tho question to bo 
on the motion to  approve tho  journal, and, 
yeas and nays hav ing  been ordered, di 
reeted  tho clerk  to call tho roll, and tho 
vote resulted , yeas 162, nays 1.

The Speaker declared the motion carried  
and directed the clerk  to en te r on th e  jou r­
nal tho nam es of th e  m em bers p resen t bu t 
no t voting.

A fte r another storm , occasioned by Mr. 
S p ringer's  p ers is ten t efforts, w hich in  the 
end proved unsuccessful, to address tho 
chair, tho House becam e quiet and tho 
floor w as accorded to M r. M cKinley who 
spoke upon the appeal of yesterday ana  
supported tho S peaker’s decision.

Mr. M cKinley moved to lay on tho table  
tho appeal from th e  S peaker's  decision,and 
shouts of disapproval ¿«ore heard on tho 
D em ocratic side, bu t Mr. M cKinley per­
sisted.

Tho clerk  proceeded w ith the call, no 
D em ocrat responding and m ost of them  
leaving th e ir sea ts and re tir in g  to  tho cloak 
rooms. The Speaker,how ever,follow ed tho 
roll-call and noted down tho names of D em - 
c ra ts  p resen t and no t voting. The non­
voting m em bers w ere again called, hu t still 
no D em ocrats responded. W hen th e  vote 
w as completed th e  S)>eaker took th e  re ­
tu rn s  from the ta lly  c lerk  and ordered tho 
c lerk  to record the imnies of tw en ty -six  
D em ocrats p resen t and declining to vote. 
H e then announced th e  vote—162 yeas, 
and none in the negative—and declared tho 
motion to lay tho appeal on th e  tuble car­
ried.

Tho House then  adjourned u n til to-mor 
row, th e  Republicans jub ilan t a t th e ir  suc­
cess and tho D em ocrats correspondingly 
depressed.

Mr. Springer—'There a re  no ru les  for tb s  
House. , .  ..

The S peaker—T here  a re  ru les fo r th e  
House.

Mr. Springer—W here are  thoy.
The Speaker T he ru les th a t govern  all 

parliam en tary  assem blies, and these  ru les  
m ost d istinctly  declare  th a t  a  m otion to  ad ­
journ  is no t debatable,«)! w hich th e  gen tle­
m an is perfectly  aw are’.

The motion to adjourn w as lost—yeas 
135, nays 162 and tho question recu rrin g  
on th e  dem and for the previous question, 
the yeas and nays w ore ordered. Tho 
D em ocrats again pursued the policy of no t 
voting and the S peaker once m ore p u r­
sued his method of jo ttingdow n the nam es 
of mem bers p resen t and not voting. The 
vote being heavy the S neaker d irec ted  the 
clerk  to en te r on tn e  journal tno nam es o l 
several m em bers p resen t b u t no t voting.

Mr. Bynum  (Indiana) moved to  adjourn , 
b u t th e  Speaker declined to  recognize h im , 
and again  pu t th e  m otion on th e  approval 
of th e  journal. T he ro ll-call w as then  
ailed and the old tac tic s  w ere  b rought in 

to play. The vote completed, th e  S peaker 
handed a  lis t to th e  c lerk  to  record  of those 
p resen t and not voting.

Then the fiercest storm  of tho  th ree  d ay s’ 
b a ttle  b u rs t upon th e  House. Mr. B ynum  
( Indiana) rushed  to  th e  fron t and demand 
ed th e  floor on a question of personal p riv ­
ilege, and proceeded to a rra ig n  th e  
Speaker.

To his speech the  Speaker replied as fol­
lows : The House w ill not allow  itse lf to  
be deceived by ep ithets . W hat has been 
done here  has been done in tho face o f th e  
world, and is sub ject to its  d iscrim inating  
judgm ent. Tho proceedings of th is House, 
so f a r  as tho ch a ir is concerned, have been 
orderly  (Dem ocratic hisses), su itable, in 
conform ity to th e  ru les of parliam en tary  
law  (renew ed hisses), and th e  refu sa l of 
the cha ir to en te rta in  a motion to  adjourn  
a t  th is  juncture  is s tr ic tly  in accordance 
therew ith . (D em ocratic groans.)

T here is no possibility  by w hich th e  
o rderly  m ethods of parliam en tary  proced­
ure can bo used to stop legislation, lienee, 
when any m em ber o r se t of m em bers u n ­
d ertake  to oppose th e  orderly  progress of 
business, even b j the use of tho ord inari­
ly recognized parliam en tary  motions, it  is 
the r ig h t of the m ajority  to refuse to have 
those m otions en te rta ined  and cause pub­
lic business to proeoed.

P rim arily  the organ of the Houso 
is the man elected to the speakership . 
I t  is his du ty  in a c lear case, rec ­
ognizing tho situation , to endeavor 
to  carry  out the w ishes and desires ol the 
m ajority  of the body he rep resen ts . W hen 
ever i t  becomes ap p aren t th a t th e  o rdi­
nary ,proper p >nh«m; u ta ry  motions a re  b e ­
ing used solely for th e  purpose of delay 
and obstruction , w hen mem bers b reak  
over an unprecedented  ru le  | correcting  h im ­
se lf;, b reak over a  ru le  laiqilause and 
laugh ter on D em ocratic side] in regard  to 
the reading of the journal, when a gentle­
m an Rieps down to the fron t am id ap ­
plause of his associates and announce tha t 
lie in tends to m ake opposition iu every  d i­
rection , it  becomes apparen t to the House 
and the comm unity w hat his purpose Is. 
I t  is then  tho duty  of the S peaker to taae , 
u nder parliam en tary  law. tho proper 
course in regal'd to  Such m atters, ami in 
o rder th a t there  may not he any m isunder­
stand ing  as to w hether o r not it  is the 
w ish  and desire  of th e  m ajority  of the 
H ouse th a t a question of appeal from  the 
re fu sa l of th e  ch a ir to en te rta in  a motion 
w ill be p resented  to the  House.

Tho appeal w as then laid upon the tab le  
—yeas 162, nays none—the Speaker, as 
usual, counting the requ isite  num ber to 
m ake a  quorum.

Mr. S pringer moved to adjourn, b u t the 
S peaker said th a t  tho decision of tho cha ir 
hail been sustained  by the House and re ­
fused to  en te rta in  th e  motion. Tho Speaker 
thereupon recognized Mr. Dal/.ell of P en n ­
sylvania, to  speak on tho S in ith -Jackson  
election ca9e.

Mr. Dalzell then proceeded to speak, but 
tho uproar continued un til Mr. C risp ad ­
vised his colleagues th a t  thoy should give 
th e  election case a qu ie t hearing so that 
they  m ight pass upou it  intelligently . This 
advico was acted upon and a t  th e  conclu 
sioiiof Mr. D alzell’s argum ent, th e  House 
adjourned.

SATURDAY, EEB. 1.
The Senate  w as not in session.
H o u se .—The sam e w rangling  w hich had 

occupied the th ree  o r four previous day9 
w as renew ed w ith  sim ilar resu lts . The 
contested  election caso w as called but little 
p rogress w as m ade .

MONDAY, FEB. 3.
S e n a t e — Im m ediately a f te r  read ing  the 

journal Mr. Cam eron announced tho re ­
cent afflictions iu the fam ilies of two mem­
bers of tho  C abinet and moved adjourn­
m ent, w hich w as agreed to unanim ously.

H ouse—A fter th e  usual parliam entary 
fight th e  Sm ith-Jackson  contest election 
case w as resum ed. M essrs. O’F erre ll, 
G reenhalge, O uthw aite, Lacey and Wilson 
took p a rt in the debate.

A t th e  conclusion of Mr. W ilson’s re ­
m arks th e  questions recu rred  on ordering 
the previous question on the adoption ol 
the report of tho Com m ittee on Elections 
and i t  w as ordered—yeas 166; nays nono.

T his is the first tim e since the  m eeting of 
Congress th a t the  R epublicans havo hud n 
quorum  voting,and th e  resu lt w as received 
w ith applause. The only absentees on the 
Republican side w ere Mr. Casw ell and Mr. 
W ilber, both of whom are  sick.

F ou r roll calls w ere requ ired  before a 
vote came finally on seating  Mr. Sm ith, 
the contestan t, h u t a t  the end ho w as de­
clared entitled  to a  sea t by a vote of yeas 
166, nays none.

A NEW DISTRICT

For Lincol, Chavis uudEddy Counties.
Tho following letter has been received 

by Mr. G. A. Richardson of this place: 
W a s a in g t o n , D. C., Jan. 30, '90. 

Mr. G. A. R i c h a r d s o n ,
Roswell, New Mexico.

Dear Sir:—Your favor of the 15th iust., 
is at hand and its contents have been 
duly noted. In compliance with your re­
quest I have introduced a bill providing 
for an additional associate justice of tho 
supreme court of tho Territory of New 
Mexico, and will do all I can to push it 
to its final passage. The House commit­
tee on-the judiciary has never reported 
a bill to the House of Representatives as­
signing an associate justice to any par­
ticular district in the territory—that as­
signment is always made by the chief 
justice and his associates. If the bill, a 
copy of which you will find enclosed, is 
passed, I hope that the judge appointed 
under and by virtne of said bill, may be
assigned to your county. With regards

A Bill to provide for an additional as­
sociate justice of the supreme court of 
the Territory of New Mexico.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House 

of Representatives of the United States 
of America in Congress assembled, That 
hereafter the supreme court of the Ter­
ritory of New Mexico shall consist of a 
chief justice and four associate justices, 
any three of whom shall constitute a 
quorum.

S ec. 2. That it shall be the duty of tho 
President to appoint one additional as­
sociate justice of said supremo court in 
manner now provided by law, who shall 
hold his office for the term of four years, 
and until his successou appointed and 
qualified.

S ec. 3. That th e said Territory shall 
be divided into five judicial districts, and 
a district court shall bo held in each dis­
trict by one of the justices of the supremo 
court, at such time and place as may be 
prescribed by law. Each judge, after as­
signment, shall reside in the district to 
which he is assigned.

S ec. 4. That the present chief justice
and his associates are hereby vested with 
power and authority, and they are here­
by directed, to divide said Territory into 
five judicial districts, and m a k e  such hb 
signments of the judges provided for in 
tho first section of this act as shall in 
their judgment be meet and proper.

S ec. 5. That the said district court 
shall have jurisdiction, and the same is 
hereby vested, to hear, try, and deter­
mine all matters and causes that the 
courts of the other districts of the Terri­
tory now possess; and for such purposes 
two terms of said court shall be held an­
nually, at such places within said dis­
trict as may be designated by the chiof 
justice and his associates, or a majority 
of them; and grand and petit jurors shall 
be summoned thereon in the manner 
now required by law.

S ec. G. That all offenses committed 
before the passage of this act shall be 
prosecuted, tried, and determined in the 
same manner and with the same effect 
(except as to the number of judges, as if 
this act had not passed.

This is not quite in harmony with the 
indorsement of the bar and supreme 
bench of the territory in that but oue 
new judge is asked for, but we believe 
the bill will bo amended, or a new one in­
troduced, asking for two judges instead 
of one. We feel very certain that the 
chief justice and associate justices will 
assign tho new judge to Lincoln, Chaves 
and Eddy counties ns the fifth judicial 
district.

It is 
bad to lean your back against anything 
cold, particularly when it is an icy pave­
ment, upon which your vertebral ar­
rangement has caromed with a jolt that 
shakes tho buttons off your coat. A1 
ways eat your breakfast before beginning 
your journey. If you haven’t any break 
fast, don’t journey. After violent exer 
ciso—like putting up the stoves or nail­
ing down the carpets—novor ride around 
town in an open carriage. It is better 
to walk. It is also cheaper. When 
hoarse speak ns little as possible. If you 
are not hoarse, it won’t do you any harm 
to keep your mouth shut, too- Don’t 
light the fire with kerosene. Lot the 
hired girl do it. She hasn't any wife 
and children. You have. Don’t roam 
around the house in your bare feet at 
the dead of night trying to pick up stray 
tacks. Men have been known to dislo­
cate their jaw through thin bad practice. 
When you see a mnn put the lighted end 
of a cigar in his mouth, don’t ask him if 
it is hot enough. Serious injury has 
often resulted from this habit.

OUR FAME SPREADING.

Congressman Peters, of Kansas, who 
lately gave his district notice thut he 
would decline to serve further because 
he cannot afford it, figures up his month­
ly expenses at Washington at $50 more 
than his salary. Ho pays $150 for his 
board and lodging, and a stenographer to 
attend to his correspondence nnd send­
ing off his public documents and seeds 
ooets him $100 a month. His postago is 
$30 a month. His cab hire iR $30 or $40 
a month. His newspaper subscription 
aggregates Bbout $.'10 a month. Then 
there is a bill of $40 or $50 a month to a 
man who works the land office for his 
constituents. These terms aggregate an 
expenso of $380 or $100 per month. His 
incidental expenses are $50 por month.

The Pecos Valley Becoming Famous 
Throughout the East.

A correspondent to the New York 
Evening Post, in an articlo on “Irrigation 
in New Mexico,” has the following to say 
ubout the Pecos valley and its prospects:

C o l o r a d o  S p r in g s , Colo., Dec. 31st.— 
The territory of Now Mexico is to-day re­
ceiving much attention from capitalists 
interested in the establishment of irriga­
tion works. Blessed with an unsurpass­
ed climate and rich fertile soil, New Mex 
ico is cortuinly destined through well- 
conducted irrigation to become a danger­
ous competitor to California in tho fruit 
market of the United States. And when 
she has as good railroad communication 
as some of tho more northerly states, the 
farmers of those Btates will be astonish­
ed at the amount of grain she will ship.

All irrigation in New Mexico will be 
conducted by private enterprise, and 
when people know to whut an extent 
money is being invested in the building 
of reservoir and canals in that territory, 
they will wonder that any demand for 
government aid ever should have boen 
made. Your correspondent has had an 
opportunity to look mure particularly in­
to tho scheme of irrigating the great val­
ley of the Rio Pecos, by which the set­
tler no longer runs tho risk of being 
burned up by the long droughts to which 
theso otherwise most desirable lands are 
subject. * * * *,

Aside from the advantages of this val­
ley as a health resort, the inducements 
to farmers to settle there are great. 
There is not a single day in tho whole 
year that outdoor work can not be car­
ried on. The plow ueed never stop on 
account of weather. Tho crops grow ten 
months out of the year, during which 
time the sun shines every day. No such 
thing is know as crop failures. Twenty 
acres of this richest of soils will support 
a family and yield some savings besides. 
The farmer in the Pecos valley is not 
compelled to feed his family five months 
in tho year out of the earnings of the 
otliei seven. He does not require to feed 
his stock while his land produces noth 
ing. In point of fact, this climate is a 
business factor of no small moment, and 
the farmer, working under its benign in­
fluence, can figure on his returns with as 
much certainty as in any other legiti 
mate business. To the fruit grower the 
Pecos valley offers great inducements to 
plant his vineyaid. Being in the same 
latitude as Los Angeles and San Diego, 
Cal., blit possessing a much superior 
climate, splendid crops are obtainod. All 
fruits grow here to perfection, and it 
may be termed the home of the grape 
The tender varieties, such as the Muscat 
and Hamburg, grow here in the open 
vineyard and yield very large returns. 
The vineyard has realized $200 per acre 
steadily for several years. The valley is 
1,000 miles nearor the eastern markets 
than California, und with direct railroad 
transportation assured, the success of 
the fruit growor is, with any ordinary 
amount of care, certain.

Passing on to look into the cultivation 
of the ranchman’s staple, “alfalfH,” a 
good example is furnished by the farm 
of Judge E. T. Stone, which is situuted 
near Roswell. He has 200 acres under 
this crop planted from one to three years 
ago. Last season he let out 75 acres of 
it on shares, the lessee to attend to the 
irrigating, cut and stack the product, 
which amounted to 388 tons. His half, 
at $10 per ton, amounted to more than 
$25 per acre. There is no possibility of 
overproduction of alfalfa. The country 
is full of range cattle, and feeders are al­
ways anxious to get all the alfalfa they 
cun. And, as has been said - i it, it is 
the one crop which disappoints the 
farmer by exceeding his expectations

Examining the topographical features 
of the valley, a pleasanter situation can 
hardly be found. The geueral slope of 
the rock formation is gradual from the 
continental divide east to the Mississippi 
valley. Nearly parallel mountain ranges 
break the general formation north and 
south. The Rio Pecos has no high moun 
tain ranges to the oast, but apparently 
follows a lino of fracture in a southeast 
erly direction. The irrigable lands of 
the valley are chiefly on the western side 
of the river, which runs between abrupt 
banks 15 to 30 feet high. Those banks 
indicate the character of the soil, which 
is generally of a color shading from a 
reddish to a chocolate brown, and never 
less than 10 feet in depth.

Coming now to look into the irrigating 
canals themselves and their capacity, a 
truly astonishing array of figures greets 
us. The northern canal is constructed 
30 feet wide on the bottom, with sides 
sloping 1% feet in 1, and to carry wator
5 feet deep. This cannl takes its supply 
from the Rio Hondo, the principal trib­
utary of the Pecos below the junction of 
the Bercnda and North Spring rivers, 
Three miles from its head the canal 
crosses and receives the waters of the 
South Spring river, and it is deepened to 
0 feet here to accommodate the increas 
ed supply. The southern canal is at 
present being reconstructed, with a width 
of 45 feet on bottom, 63 feet on top and
6 feet at depth, and it is intended to util 
ize the entire water of tho Rio Pecos 
during the irrigating season. Its length 
within the territory will he 55 miles. At 
the point where this canal is taken from 
the river a stone dam about 30 feet high 
is being constructed, which will not cost 
less than $40,000. This dam will form an 
immense lake several miles in length 
where an enormous quantity of water 
will bo Btored.

Residents of southeastern Colorado 
and southwestern Kansns to the number 
of 10,000 have sent a petition to congress 
praying government aid for irrigation 
enterprises in the west. They claim 
that the territory embraced within t.ho 
limits doscribod by tho petition yields 
to the government in the past and 
certain future payments more than $12, 
000,000 in cash, and sot forth that tho 
government has already expended for 
public improvements east of the Missis 
eippi river at least five times as much 
money per enpita as west of that line, 
and ns we have nolther rivers nor liar 
bors to deepen or improve, nor coast 
defenses to provide for, but may on the 
other hand become the gardon and 
grnnnry of the nation, the demand for 
public expenditures in this region must 
always remain comparatively slight.

An old merchant and advertiser, 
speaking of merchants cutting their ad­
vertising in full times, pronounces it a 
doubtful policy. If advertising pays 
when times are good and they have 
plenty of orders, it should be more valua­
ble when timPB are bad and they stand 
in need of business. When money is 
hard to get people are on the lookout for 
bargains, and then is the time when the 
best business men advertise their wares 
and show where those bargains may be 
procured. Advertising is not a luxury, 
but a business necessity, and the time 
when it is needed the most is when there 
is greatest dearth of orders.

Good advice that should be heeded: 
Drink nothing without seeing it. Sign 
nothing without reading it, and make 
sure that it means nothing more thnn it 
says. In any business never wade in 
where you cannot see the bottom. Put 
no dependence on the label of a bag, and 
count money before you receipt for it. 
See the sack open before you buy what 
is in it, for ho who trades in the dark 
ness asks to be cheated.

There is a great deal of “wild-cat” bus­
iness connected with tho numerous irri­
gation schemes now being floated in the 
east, or being attempted, by numerous 
companies in this territory; anil it is tho 
duty of the press to put on the brakes 
and show the utter impossibility of many 
of them ever doing tho investors or the 
territory any good. Wo anticipate that 
several of them are nothing more than 
land steals, with the object of selling 
stock, which will in the end do New Mex­
ico an irroparable injury. It is b well 
known fact that it is impossible to make 
a two-foot stream of water fill a forty- 
foot ditch, especially in the summer, 
when many of them go absolutely dry. 
We presumo that when the water fails, 
and the bottoms of the ditches become a 
halo of flying dust, nnd the farmer stands 
surrounded by the hazy mist of disap­
pointment, that the good Lord will open 
up providential streams of supply all 
along the line, nnd boom the ditch stock 
to fabulous prices.—Kingston Shaft.

EDDY EXTRACTS.
From the Area«. Feb. 1st.

Forty thousand feet of lumber has ar­
rived at the upper Roswell canai for the 
construction of headgates, Ac., on which 
work will soon begin.

reinforcoment of clerks snd book­
keepers.

G. A. Richardson and N. Jaffa, both of 
Roswell, the former the leading attorney 
in that section and the latter the senior 
partner in the well known and popular 
mercantile firm of Jaffa, Prager & Co., 
visited Eddy during the week. W. A. 
Hawkins showed them around the town 
and took them for a drive down the val­
ley. They were much pleased with what 
they saw, and before leaving purchased 
a few town lots for nest eggs.

Capt. Mann went up to Roswell on 
Sunday to pay the ditch laborers. He 
was accompanied by Mr. Lucky who 
went up on canal business. They re­
turned to Eddy Tuesday, making the 
trip from Roswell in thirteen hours. Has 
anyone ever made the trip quicker?

A Lookout correspondent writes: “The 
expedition of cattlemen, which went out 
from here to round up McKenzie’s range 
on the plains, about fifty miles east of 
here, hnda successful trip and recovered 
a great many burnt cattle, which princi­
pally belonged to Mrs. Allison and the 
Chisuin Cattle company. They arrested 
McKenzie, the owner of a large cattle 
ranch out there; who is supposod to be 
the ringleader in the stealing And burn 
ing of «rattle. His men had all left when 
the Pecos cattlemen got there, and he 
was the only one on the ranch. Deputy 
Sheriff Perry arrested him and carried 
him to Roswell where he will have a pre­
limary examination.”

A representative of the Argus drove 
up to the big dam during the week with 
Captain Clark, business manager for W. 
C. Bradbury <fc Co., the contractors of 
the work, nnd was surprised to see how 
rapidly the work of construction was 
progressing. The main ent or water way 
to the canal, cut through the solid rock, 
is more than half finished. The crews 
are working from both ends. The base 
of the dam, built on bedrock, is 75 feet 
wide. It will be forty-five feet high and 
12 feet wide at the top. There will be a 
solid bank of earth 25 feet wide extend­
ing the entire length of the dam, resting 
on the rocks on the inside. This will pre­
vent the water from percorating or seap­
ing through. Work on the west side is 
being pushed ahead at a rapid rate. The 
current and the volume of the river is 
pushed ahead of the rock workers from 
the east end, and is cutting the east bank 
down to bedrock much faster than al 
most any number of men could do. There 
are some 200 men and 60 teams employ­
ed on the mammoth work, and it is ex­
pected that the water will be turned in 
about the 1st of March. When finished 
the job will reflect great credit upon 
Messrs. Bradbury & Co. and their able 
corps of assistants.

IV., E. & P. V. R. R.
These letters stand for the Washburn, 

Eddy nnd Pecos Valley railroad. This 
road is not an assured fact, but it is one 
of the possibilities of the near future. A 
dispatch to tbe Fort Worth Gazette 
from Washburn, dated the 23d, states 
that the Santa Fe will be continued from 
that place to El Paso as soon as the line 
from Hodge to Fort Worth is completed. 
A contract for the first hundred miles 
has already been let to the contractors 
on the Hodge nnd Fort Worth road, and 
engineers from Denver are locating the 
line further on. The preliminary line for 
this road has already been run. and if 
followed by later surveys, this road will 
bring the iron horse to our doors. Thore 
is not a road headed for El Paso or Mex­
ico from the east but will pass through 
the Pecos valley. Eddy wants a railroad, 
and, as we have previously remarked, 
Eddy always gets what she wants.— 
Eddy Argus.

The Eddy Argus in the foregoing news 
note omits an important part of the 
name of the new railroad for the Pecos 
vnlley. The letters should lie W. R. E. 
A P. V. R. R., and stand for Washburn, 
Roswell, Eddy and Pecos Valley railroad. 
However we want the road, name or no 
name, and we are going to get it.

TME CJURT HOUSE.

What Some of the Engineers and 
Builders sty about the Court 

House foundation.
At the request of a ntmber of the 

citizens and tax payers if the County 
we ha /e asked the Engineers, builders 
and mechanics to give their opinion as to 
the suficienoy of the foundation for the 
court house as per the plans and spe­
cifications if placed upon the chosen site. 
Mr. L. M. Long is an engineer of exper- 
ence in heavy building and his opinion 
aught jo hare weight in this matter, he 
cays. “The specifications as they now are 
I do not consider sufficient for the safety 
of the building, especially the foundation 
for the tower, I would recommend that 
the concrete base be at least 8 feet wide 
and 1% feet thick under the tower and 
6 feet wide 1% feet thick under remain­
der of building, the expense created will 
be much iess in propoition to the factor 
of safety increased,” Mr. Long said 
futher that there would be no great 
factor of safety with this improvement 
*>.nd that he would not guarantee the 
building not to settle unequal which 
would eauce the walls to crack.

Mr. Blashek, whom we consider one 
of the best mechanics and judges of 
the values of material for building, in 
fact a mechanical genius; has keen in­
terviewed on the question and he says, 
“The present plan is wholy insufficient 
and unsafe the building will certainly 
settle nitre rapidly under the heavy 
presure, or tower of the structure than 
at other parts and the result will be the 
walls will crack and our court house be­
come unfit for use.” Mr. Blashek re­
commends, if a concrete base is used at 
all, that it should be four feet thick and 
8 feet wide, the present plan is good 
enough for hard solid ground but not 
for soft mucky soil such as is the Court 
House grounds.

Mr. Howell an Engineer of ability and 
long years of experance says in answer 
to this statement “What is your opinion 
about the eourt house foundation for 
safety, as per the present plans, which 
includes a base of concrete one foot 
under the ground, one foot thick and 5 
feet wide, with a presure of about 5 tons 
to the square foot on part, and two tons 
or less on other part of the founda­
tion.”

“I think it is insufficient on this 
ground, the court house block, I have 
never calculufed the weight of tbe build­
ing, or the presure on the foundation, 1 
answer from the statement made by you, 
the building would certainly settle un­
evenly which would cause the walls to 
break. The pressure should be the same 
on all parts of the foundation or the 
resisting power equal to the difference. 
I would reccomend piling to insure a 
factor of safety, but that would be ex­
pensive, if they would get long timbers, 
such as may be had in the red-wood 
forests in California and lay them full 
length on top of this concrete founda­
tion so as to make the presure equal all 
around it might be secure otherwise I 
think not.

Mr. John Campbell an Engineer who 
recently removed from Las Vegas snd is 
now' the partner of A. H. Whetstone 
says:

“I think if the soil is thoroughly 
drained to n sufficient depth any ordinary 
foundation will be sufficient.

These men are oxperts, and their opin 
ions have been asked because they have 
practical knowledge of such things. 
Again we ask the Comm issioners to 
settle the question of foundation before 
doing any thing els.
