All tbe makers o f great fletiou are 
more or less under tbe spell of their 
Immediate surroundings, but few have 
made It more apparent thau Charles 
Dickens Those who knew tbe circum­
stances saw plainly that be had put 
himself and bis sad childhood into 
many of hts pathetic short stories. 
This is especially true of “The Ghost 
in Master H.'s Room." which is an ac­
count of things which happened to 
btm In his troubled boyhood. As a 
child be was a firm believer in ghosts, 
and It is probable that he nevei entire­
ly abandoned his faith in spectral ap­
pearances Many o f hit tales are |>eo- 
pled with disembodied spirits, and they 
are like the ghosts of no other writer. 
They are tbe K|>ooks that appeal to one 
and make one believe In their genuine 
ness. They are frequently more real 
tbau tbe living characters who consort 
with them Although they are dead, 
they conduct themselves like living en 
titles.

Dickens' Christmas ghosts are unique

I have successfully copied 
with the camera tbe utterly faded pho­
tograph of a classmate of forty years 
previous.

Changes in the plgmcut of tbe skin, 
undiscovered by tbe eye. appear with 
distinctness on the sensitive plate, and 
It Is said that ample warning of ap­
proaching disease has been thereby 
given.

The camera takes pictures o f sub­
jects which cannot be made to appear 
on the ground glass and of those which 
the eye o f msti has never seen.

When nature insllluled milk as a food
site provid'd Ihe maimer of supplying 
It in such n w ay I hat it should not he 
exposed to external contamination, 
Human ingenuity Im* Intituled the 
uiellpMl, and when ltie scientist wants 
to secure milk it) its natural state tie 
Inserts a sterilised gin** tube into tbe 
tent a ml draws milk Into a sterilised 
bottle.

The point of Interest to ibe duiry 
farmer in ibis Is that milk takeu from 
a cow in this manner will usually keep 
fresh and sweet at room temperature 
for a long time If protected from later 
contamination. I'nun tbe above oue 
can lay down all the necessary rules 
for the proper handling o f hi* product, 
and they may I** summed tip III this 
advice:

Do not expose milk more than Is ab­
solutely necessary. Manifestly some 
exi*>stire will take place. We not only 
i timiol do u* (lie scientist due*, but our 
object I* uot to produce sterile uiilk. 
but a marketable article that will re­
tain ita original properties for a lim­
ited period of time. In order to do thi* 
we must Imitate *<> far its we can the 
method of tile scientist, and tbe closer 
we nllain to it tbe better will la* the 
pnxlm-t. Even w hen the milk has Imhii 
expoeed then remains a simple and 
powerful corrective In keeping milk at 
a low temperature.

So much Is 
granted. Bui this exposure can lie 
made as slight and a* harmless and 
as short as possible That Is to say. 
milk in Its passage from the cow to 
tlo' «sm*umer should enter a small 
number of vessels, ihe fewer tbe bet 
let- The surface it touches lu these 
vessels should lie reduced ns much as 
can In-, anil tbe openings lu these ves­
sel* should be as small as the purpose 
will allow .

I l l  
show yon how to build luo yards of 
good road through the worst sand, and 
with that lesson von rau continue It." I 

In tbe low places in the wind lulls 
Mr Spoou found dose to the proposed 
road a gumbo-like soil which he mixed j 
with 75 per cent of sand With this 
mixture he constructed a road that 
after a hard wluter and almost con­
stant travel is still like a race track.

Tne proposed road was first lined— 
center stakes and side stakes set at the 
required distances. Tbe road lied sur­
face was plowed, disorganizing every 
part o f It. Tbe harrow was then used, 
separating turf and grass from tbe 
sand The grading and leveling fol­
lowed. making easy grades where re 
quired The road plow was again 
used, this time outaide tbe stakes. 
Three furrows were thrown to the 
stakes, making a brace to bold tbe 
clay In the roadbed. On top o f tbe 
clay bottom in tbe road trench were 
spread sand and gumbo, care being 
taken that no grass or roots were left 
in It. Tbe mixture o f sand and gam- 
bo was slanted so as to abed tbe wa­
ter Time hardens the gumbo land 
mixture

This 100 yards of experiment waked 
up the farmers and tbe city folk of 
I>odge. Immediately two and one-balf 
miles additional road were const ruef­
ul For ulne mouths tbe ruad has 
stood the teat, and the farmers in nth 
er parts o f the county are building 
similar roads.

CARE OF ROADS. ]

AfUr Good Ones Art Constructed They 
Should Bo Cared For Regularly.

The good road era has begun In
uiau.v states and already the steam
roller, the piles of crushed rock along 
I he roadside and the digging out o f the
original roadway are familiar sights 
lu many of the eastern slates. The
roads built are generally of approved
UlucadUfU enlistruvtton. which, com­
pleted. are perfect strips ,,f white rib 
Ih>ii limning through the green fields
anil hills of the rural sections.

Those roads are perfectly built, auu 
as soon as completed the farmers and
other ratepayers eouteutedly sit track 
amt exclaim Those roaits are now 
good for a generation or more with­
out trouble." This is a serious error 
and oue being made in many states. 
That it Is an error Is borne out by the 
dust cloud raised by a passing cur 
trm cling at twenty miles per hour or 
perhaps faster.

Mauy fail to realise that whenever 
dust is raised a road is !icing destroy­
ed. This is imrticularly the ease on 
smooth macadam surface*, where there 
i> nothing to hold the dust on the road 
and where every cross wiud blows off 
any loose material.

Vs soon as mad* are built nrrntigi 
n.eiits should be made to keep them 
in repair. With roads it Is essentially 
“a stitch In time saves nine.”  Home 
dust preventive should he used imme­
diately macadam roads are completed 
in order to prevent dust.

Massachusetts has proved that mad 
treatments are a success and more 
economical than continuous applica­
tions o f water, and in England dust 
preventing is always considered a part 
of the road problem.

WOMEN BUILD ROADS.
8tart Campaign Far Batter Highways 
In Virginia, and Intaraat la Spreading.
Women of tbe country sections in 

many parts o f tbe state o f \ irginta 
have taken up the work o f road build­
ing lu Fairfax county as well as in 
other counties this has been reported.

Miss Edith Thompson o f Fairfax 
county, a pretty young woman, accom­
panied by her young sister and her 
mother, recently reported that they 
had built three miles of good roads 
single handed while their men worked 
on tbe farm. Other women in the 
state. Iieeoming interested in the cam­
paign for lietter roads, are following 
this exatuple.

How to Avoid Making Ruto.
Serious damage soon results from 

the common practice o f driving In the 
track made by preceding vehicles, 
especially with heavy loads on narrow 
tire*. Buts would scarcely, i f  ever, ap­
pear on a well constructed road If 
driver* would vary their track even 
only a few inches. It would be no­
ticed that, no matter bow deep the 
rut, it will disappear when a sharp 
turn occurs as the horses vary their 
course around a corner and traffic I 
spreads out over the full width of tbe 
mad. This Is one of the principal 
cause* o f deterioration of a macadam 
road and could easily be remedied with 
a little care on tbe part of the drivers.

Oiling a Kansas Road.
Mome time ago a mile of country 

road south o f Sedan. Kan., was oiled 
under llie direction of the Sedan Com­
mercial dub. Fifty dollurx was paid 
fur this, and It was all raised by pub- 
lb- subscription. The oil had to be 
bnnleJ so far that the cost of hauling 
was almost equal to the price of the 
oil. Nevertheless the total cost of 
dragging the road and o f soaking it in 
oil was only $50.

Tbe road was oiled in May- and is 
yet in almost ns good condition as It 
was when finished. It Is well round­
ed up. with good drainage, and the oil 
has made it solid, something like as­
phalt pavement. The road is tbe talk 
o f the farmer*. They will go a mile 
or two out of their way just to us* it 
In driving Into Sedan.

Bad Highway Building.
A road engineer puts It this way: 

"There ought to be a law to stop fools 
building highway*. This Idea that the 
outer edge o f a highway-sod, dirt and 
stone, all—ahould be thrown into the 
center of the road ought to entitle the 
people wbo do K to ninety day* la 
Jail."

Tribute to Rood Drag's Volu*.
Walter Shoemaker, rural free deliv­

ery carrier in Drumore, Lancaster 
county. Pa., wrote to the Lancaster 
(Pa.) Automobile club about the split 
log road drag a* follows

“ I drive on a piece of road on which 
the drag has been used and I can see 
that It Is tbe best road I have on my 
entire mall route. I  think tbe split 
log drag is just tbe thing to make 
good roads. Rural free delivery car­
rier* want good roads just as well as 
the farmers want good roads aud Just 
as well as the automobile men want 
good roads, and we want to help the 
farmers all we can.”
