Postmaster Doolt in in Inte/ni* Bites 

Pointers as to Preparations F o r .  
Free Delivery.

Postmaster i>oole was just in 
the right hum r to be interviewed 
last week when The Standard) 
reporter called around his way, 
and devoted a!>out half an hour 
o f valuable time in giving points 
of interest t<> the general public 
concerning the postoffke depart­
ment.

Upon Iteing asked as to the 
progress made so far in the pres­
ent fiscal year, he stated that the 
last financial rej>ort showed a 
small but very gratifying in­
crease over last year, and he con­
fidently expected to see the Bra­
dy postoffice enter the $10,000 
class if business showed the same 
ratio of increase during the re­
mainder of the fiscal year.

Mr. Doole was asked how this 
would benefit the town and stat­
ed that the benefits were mani­
fold in that the clerical force 
would probably be increased as it 
became apparent to the depart­
ment that it was a steady growth 
instead o f a spasmodic increase.
