IN 1 EEDING PLACES

Dangerous to Young Pigs and Should
Be Avoided During Hot Weather,
Don't let your hog feeding places get
dusty, especially In the warm summer
time, because such a condition Is a
menace to the well being of your herd
Dust is dangerous to young pigs and
it should be avolded as much as pos-

sible In hot weather.

During the warm days of summer,
especially during seasons when dry
weather {2 the rule, the feeding places
in the hog lots are apt to get dusty
This condition is detrimntal to the wel]

being of the hogs, especially the pigs, |

as young pigs and dust do not go well |

together, When this is the case the pigs
often are seized with hacking cough-
ing spells which ecan easlly be traced
to the dust Iin thelr feeding placea

The best way to avold this Is to have
a feeding floor and keep It washed off
clean or at least well swept at all
times, thus keeping the dust nuisance
down. If it is absolutely necessary to
feed the hogs on the ground the feed
should be scattered upon different
parts of the pasture and not fed con-
tinuously In one place until dust ae-
cumulates. This is a Ilttle thing, but
sometimes great evils result from it
that could be avolded by a Ifttle care
and attention.

KEEP PIGS SEPARATE

It 1s Bad to Permit Youna Animals to
o Congregate,

In ralslng young pigs It is a bad
plan to permit those of different sizes
to run together for the reason that
the smaller and weaker ones do not
nave an equal chance with the larger
plgs. This practice has been the
cause of so-called dbad luck of many
hog ralsers.

In a herd of fifty pigs or more 1t is
very seldom the case that the pigs are
all of the same size, and the only
practical way to handle them Is to
rort them according to size. If this
fs not done the little fellows wlill be
ro crowded out that they will be runt-
ed and never worth much for pork or
anything else,

The most successful hog ralsers are
now, each year, devoting more time to
the practice of separating the pigs Into
smal]l lots, allowing along about ten
to twenty pigs In each lot and sorting
them closely according to size. This
gives a hetter chance for some Indl-
vidual attentlon to different pigs, and
makes it reasonably certain that each
plg gets his share of the feed, Over-
erowding the pigs often deprives many
of them of what shade thers ia In the
1ot and the presence of a conslerable
number generally means a Adirty wal.
lowing place.

This method of handling, of course,
means separate pastures, but these
small pastures will be founq ctical
and handy at all seasons of the year.

Not Wise to Select Mo
| Head Herd
| A grade or mongrel hog, no matter

how well he may appear, lacks the an-
ceatral influence that the pure-bred
has behind h'm. This beine the case,
ft 18 hardly necessary to see at this
time, when the improved breeds of
swine are so numerous and the desir-
able qualitles are understood, that It
would not be wise to select anything
but a pure-bred sire. '

No animal can Yte expected to trans-
mit what he has not within him in
makeup or hereditary Influences, It is
far safer to trust a pure-bred sire tha
has some defects than to use a cross-
breed or grade that may outdo It in
general looks. The pure-breeds have
been bred and selected with the {dea of
economical production In mind for so
long a perlod of years that they can be
depended on to reproduce their leading
characteristics with a great deal of
certainty,
