SPRING MOVEMENT ON
Shipments of Range Cattle from the Brad) 

Country to Oklahoma Pastures 
Begin List Sunday.

The annual spring c a t t l e  
“ rush,”  is on, but it looks as if 
it will b£ the poorest excuse for 
a “ rush”  the Brady Country has 
ever furnished the railroads. The 
recent rains have made fine grass 
an assured fact all over this sec­
tion of Texas. In fact, the 
range conditions are said to be 
better than for several years, 
and it would seem that cattle 
would have to be shipped in to 
eat up our own grass instead of 
shipping to foreign pastures.

The season opened last Sun 
day, the first consignments being 
loaded at Menard where about 
fifty cars a day have been ac­
counted for up to the middle of 
the w’eek. Brady’s first train 
will be loaded next Sunday by 
G. R., C. T. and J. E. White.

W. M. Hundley, local agent 
for the Frisco, reports total book­
ings of 1310 cars for Brady, 
Callan and Menard, o f which 410 
are to be loaded at Brady. How­
ever, these bookings were all 
made prior to the cattlemen’ s 
convention and before the rains, 
hence it is almost a certainty 
that many changes will be made. 
Last spring the bookings were 
1600 cars, o f which 1068 were 
actually shipped. Even with 
the same ratio this year it will 
he readily seen that the ship­
ments will be light, compara­
tively speaking. Then when the 
top-notch local range conditions 
are considered it appears that the 
Frisco’s tonnage on cattle this 
season will be light in the ex­
treme.

Brady was the recipient re 
cently of a neat advertisement 
in the “ Hartford Agent,”  a 
trade paper published by the 
Hartford Fire Insurance Co. 
This paper has a wide circulation 
going to every agent o f the Hart­
ford Company in the world.

MACADAMIZE SQUARE
Cit) Council Decides to Start Work In- 

mediitoly Laying Crushed Rock 
on the Public Squire.

The city council in regular ses­
sion Monday took an important 
step when it ordered that work 
be immediately begun on the 
macadamizing of t h e  public 
square. While this work w i l l  
not be started on an extensive 
scale, yet the plans call for con 
tinous work until it is completed.

of com and cotton. The men1 
and women must raise ten acres | 
of each crop and the boys and ¡ 
girls cultivate two acres of each. 
There are no charges o f any kind 
to contestants but they must 
send in their names to the Con­
gress before the first day of 
Apnl. Applications mailed April 
1st, and bearing postmark of 
that date will be accepted.

EIGHT CENTS A DAY.
Worker»’ Pay In England Whan Board 

Was a Shilling a Weak.
There was a time when a workman 

In Ungland received 8 ceuts a day a« 
an rdinnry wage, when skilled nr 
tlvin« commanded 12 cents n -lav and 
when women worked In the field at 
su'di tasks as reaping straw, hoeing, 
planting bran* and washing sheep 
fot 2 cent* a day. and a wise student 
of the subject has expressed the opln 
len that the British workman of that 
day wa* t»etter off than he has ever 
tieen since then.

That sound* paradoxical. Hut the 
explanation is this: The workman
w ho sold his service* for 8 cents s 
day could buy good beef or mutton for 
l'-j cents a pound. Wheat cost him on 
the average only 18 cents a bushel 
He i ould get board for 12 to lfi cents 
a week. The pay he would receive for 
fifteen weeks’ sere Ices would suffice 
to purchase a supply of suitable food 1 
stuffs, according to the standard of ht* 
time (consisting of wheat, malt and 
oatmeal), to maintain his family for 
an cotlre year.

Under these circumstances 8 cents a 
»lay- Increased to 12 cent* In harvest 
time-was a fair wage, and "time* 
were good" for the average workman. 
—McClure'» Magazine.
