As will be noted in the 
letter there will be no charge 
whatsoever made by the Govern­
ment for the services of the en­
gineer furnished, and the only 
expense involved will be his for 
livery hire.

class condition. A further ad­
vantage is that it being an object 
road building is assurance in it­
self that the work will be done 
right.

Too much cannot be said in 
praise of Secretary Hardison’s 
successful efforts to secure this 
assistance from the Government. 
From the time the road bonds 
were first talked of, he has been 
at work in an endeavor to secure 
government aid, and quite natur­
ally he feels elated over his suc­
cess.

The securing of a Government 
road expert has converted many 
opponents of the road b o n d  
issue, and with the beginning of 
road building in Precinct No. 1, 
we feel sure that the good roads 
rrtovement will find unanimous 
favor in all parts of the county, 
and within the next few years 
McCulloch county will be renown­
ed for the excellence of her 
roads.
