This was written on a banner 
displayed at a State-wide Pro­
hibition rally not long since. It 
was and is a noble sentiment to 
vhich every man with red blood 
in his veins can subscribe. We 
most heartily do, and we would 
not jrive one boy for all the tax­
es o f the universe. But the 
trouble is that the motto is 
wrong in conception and in ap­
plication. That is to say it has 
no earlhl> place in this cam­
paign.
