CLEAN UP DAY JAN. 26
THE CITY COUNCIL ADOPTS 

HEALTH MEASURE.

No Ouarantine Deemed Neces­
sary at Present. But Every 

Precaution is Urged.

Friday. January 26th, has 
been named by the city council 
as “ Clean I ’p Day” in Brady, 
and every citizen is expected to 
do his share of the work. Wag­
ons will be provided to visit all 
parts of the city and haul away 
all rubbish and trash. In addi­
tion, every precautionary meas­
ure is being urged, and the lib -! 
eral use of lime is encouraged. I

So far not a single case of 
spinal meningitis has made its 
appearance anywhere in this 
vicinity, nor are there the 
slightest indications of a visit j 
of the epidemic. While ever 
alert to the welfare and well-j 
being of the city, it has not 
been deemed necessary by the 
city and county health officers,; 
acting in conjunction with the ; 
Commercial club and city coun-; 
cil, to quarantine the city, and j 
no steps toward this end have 
been taken.

This was the concensus of 
opinion at a meeting o f Brady 
physicians and the directors of 
the Commercial club held Mon­
day. The meeting was called by 
City Health Officer Dr. J. B. j 
Granville, and those in attend­
ance were requested to act in 
lieu of a city board of health. I 
Acting upon the advice o f State 
Health Officer Ralph Steiner, 
land in keeping with the opinion 
given by Dr. Dowling, state 
healtl officer of Louisiana,.res­
olution- were adopted and pre­
sented at a meeting of the city 
council Monday. The city coun-, 
cil. in turn, adopted the resolu-! 
tion>. and urge upon the citizens 
o f Brady the strict observance 
and assistance o f the clean-up; 
order.

The following are the resolu-1 
tions:
To the Mayor and City Council

of the City of Brady, Texas. 
Gentlemen:

As a committee appointed by 
the Commercial club of the city 
of Brady we !>eg to submit to 
you the following suggestions:

1. We wish to state that at
a conference of our local phy­
sicians and the business men 
represented by the Commercial 
club, it was decided not to place 
Brady under a strict or lax 
quarantine, but for the protec­
tion of our citizens we respect­
fully ask that the following 
steps be taken: We ask that
your l>ody name a day as a gen­
eral “ Holiday and Clean-Up” 
day for our city, requesting all 
business houses to close their 
respective places »if business 
and encouraging their employ­
ees to give every assistance pos­
sible in this crusade.

2. That the city bear what­
ever expense that may arise 
from this campaign as recom­
mended by the city health officer 
and the sanitary committee.

2. That all citizens be ad­
vised to clean their respective 
premises and cqllect all garbage, 
cans, trash, etc., in cans or con­
tainers easily accessible to the 
streets and in time to be re­
moved by the wagons, not later 
than Friday at 12 o’clock.

4. That we especially urge1 
that attention be given to our 
streets and alleys and all garb­
age. trash, cans, etc., l>e remov­
ed.
