COTTON STATISTICS.

McCulloch County Ginned 12.- 
611 Bales Past Year.

The following statistics on 
the cotton crop last year have 
betjn prepared especially for The 
Brady Standard by the Com­
mercial Secretaries and Busi­
ness Men’s Association, Wash- 
inton, I). C .:

The United States Depart­
ment of Commerce and I.abor 
has just issued its report on 
cotton ginned in Texas in 1911 
by counties. There were 4,107,- 
152 bales ginned in the state, 
which is an increase over 1910 
of 1,157,184 bales or 28.2 per 
cent. Ellis county ranks first, 
with 136,427 bales ginned. Mc­
Lennan second, with 120,801 
and Hill third, with 117,221 
bales ginned. McCulloch coun­
ty has a total o f 12,641 bales 
ginned during this year, which 
is an increase over the previ- 
OU' year of 3,250 bales.

Texas produces 28 per cent of 
the cotton grown in the United 
States and 21 per cent o f the 
world’s crop.

The Texas Welfare Commis­
sion is investigating the produc­
tion of and the methods of mar­
keting cotton and will discuss 
this subject at the next session 
which will be held in San An­
tonio on June 10th.

I.ohn Oil Co. Brings In Well On 
Foster I^ase.

Another good well is report­
ed in the Lohn community, hav­
ing been brought in on the Fos­
ter tract Monday by the Lohn 
Oil Co., at the head o f which 
is J. A. Copeland. The first oil 
indications were had Satua*>~. 
and the well was brought* in 
Monday. The oil Was found at 
a depth o f about 300 feet in 
a porous rock, and the gas in 
the well was sufficient to force 
the oil to within thirty feet o f 
the top.

The formation of the rock 
in which the oil was found and 
the oil indications are said to be 
exactly like that found at a 
depth o f 940 feet at Electra, 
w'here gushers were brought in 
at a depth o f approximately 
1.040 feet. This makes pros­
pects for oil at Lohn appear all 
the better, and every' driller in 
the field is greatly encouraged 
by the finding.

Those are very nice,’ 
says Mr. Jones, ‘ ‘and I am sell­
ing them for five cents per 
pound.”

“ Man-sakes alive, ain’t they| 
high?” says the farmer. "Say, 
Mr. Jones, what are those cab­
bage worth?”

“ Those are worth four cents 
per pound,”  says Mr. Jones. 
Those are fresh and sound.”

“ My Lord, ain’t they high? 
Say, Mr. Jones, you got any 
black-eyed peas?”

“ Yes."
“ What are they worth?”
“ Well 1 am selling 15 pounds 

to the $1.U0, or $4.00 per bu."
“ In the name of Moses, how 

are people to live and stuff so 
high ?”

“ Got any navy beans?”
“ Oh, yes.”
“ What are they worth?" 
“They are worth 10 pounds 

to the dollar, or $(>.00 per bush­
el.”

This is the kind of farming 

that is going on all over the 
South, and there is no hope for 
the people until they change and 
make their farms produce all 
those things. The farmer can­
not raise cotton and buy his liv­
ing. Then quit the cotton and 
raise the living and see how 
quick it will change the condi­
tion of the Southern farmer.

Some farmers will tell you 
they can’t raise gardens and 
truck patches, yet these same 
farmers can nicely cultivate 100 
acres in cotton, when two acres 
properly cultivated would fur­
nish an ordinary family all the 
vegetables they would consume 
the year round. Some farmers! 
can’t raise a pig or a chicken.1 
They eat too much, and yet they j 
must buy such things and givej 
a mortgage in order to buy.

No wonder the farmer leads 
a life o f poverty ; no wonder he 
is oppressed; no wonder the 
blight has fallen on the man­
hood and womanhood of the 
South; no wonder they have 
been made to drink the dregs 
of poverty.
