( ommissioners Offer Bounty of 
5 Cents for Jack Rabbit 
Scalps Taken in County.

Probably the most notewor­
thy transaction of the commis­
sioners court while in regular 
session last week was the ap­
propriation of $500 out of the 
general fund of the county to 
be used in payment of bounties 
on jack and cotton tail rabbits. 
The court ordered that the sum 
of 5 cents be paid for the scalp 
of each jack rabbit and 2 1-2 
cents for the scalp of each cot­
ton tail rabbit, the ears being 
required as evidence of killing 
and affidavits filed with each of 
the claims that the rabbits were 
killed in McCulloch county. The 
order remains in force for three 
months, beginning June 14th.

The court also ordered the 
payment of $100 to John Mc- 
Cleary and of $1:5.85 to M. C. 
Dutton for the right-of-way 
deed for the extension of the 
cemetery road.

The court canvassed the re­
turns of the election held in the 
Stacy county line common 
school district on the 25th of 
May upon the question of issu­
ing $4,800 school bonds to run 
forty years and bearing five per 
cent interest. The court declar­
ed the election legally held and 
canvassed the returns as fol­
lows: For the bonds, 28; against 
0. The court declared the prop­
osition carried and ordered the! 
tax levied accordingly.

The court authorized the pri­
vate or public sale by the trus­
tees of the Waldrip common 
school district of the old school 
building, the proceeds to be 
turned in to the building fund 
of the district.

Monthly reports of S. H. Mayoj 
and John Rainbolt were exam­
ined and approved.

The court met on Tusday.j 
June 11th as a board of equali­
zation to hear complaints from 
the taxpayers as to their action 
in raising property.

The court also affixed the val­
uation of all unrendered prop­
erty as presented by the tax- i 
payers.

Court adjourned on Friday. 
June 14th.

Brown and San Saba counties 
have been offering a bounty on 
rabbit scalps for some time with 
the result that a great number 
have been slaughtered and the 
na t̂ is gradually being extermi­
nated. • combined efforts of 
the citizens in the counties 
where bounties are offered 
should go a long way towards 
ridding the country of the pest, 
and the commissioners of other 
counties should follow the good 
example and likewise offer a 
bounty.

NEW BUSINESS BLOCK
PRETTIEST AND MOST MOD­

ERN IN THE CITY.

Solid Plate (»lass Front, Brass 
Trimmings. Marble Base 

and Modern Awning.
The plans and specifications 

for the new Abney & Vincent 
block have been completed and 
call for a building that will be a 
model for future construction in 
Brady. Abney & Vincent have 
purchased the Brady National 
bank lot adjoining their proper­
ty on the west and will rebuild 
the entire half-block, giving the 
south side of the square one of 
the most attractive and orna­
mental buildings in the city.

The reconstructed block, will 
be divided into two buildings, 
one occupying the same space 
as the former Brady National 
bank building, and the other the 
space of the old Abney & Vin­
cent building, the latter to be 
constructed as one entire room. 
The former will be 30x110 ft. in 
dimensions, while the latter will 
cover a ground space 50x90 ft. 
and be double decked in the rear

The exterior of the block will 
present a line of solid plate glass 
front, with brass comishes and 
trimmings, and wiht a 12-inch 
marble base running the length 
of the front at the foot of the 
plate glass. There will be three 
recessed entrances, each recess 
being paved with tile, one of the 
entrances being to the building 
on the west, while the building 
proper will be equipped with two 
entrances. The plate glass 
fronts will be 7x10 ft., while 
the plate glass recesses will be 
6L._ixlO ft. A modern swinging 
awning will complete the attrac­
tive apearance of the block, and 
above the awning will be a 36- 
inch sash. Florentine glass being 

I used. The pillars and the space 
of lOU, ft. above the “I” beam 
will be constructed of hand­
some pressed brick similar to 
that used on the new Brady Na­
tional bank building. The west 
wall of the old building on the 
corner will be retained, the op­
enings being closed and the en­
tire wall being cemented over 
and designed in cement blocks.

Messrs. Abney & Vincent are 
to be congratulated upon their 
enterprise and progressiveness 
and Brady citizens will take no 
less pride in the handsome new
