I understand the
law now to be that it is unlawful
for anyone to enter upon the in-
land of another without
the consent of the owner, pro-
prietor or agent in charge, and
hunt with firearms, or
therein catch or take any fish
from any pond, lake, tank or
stream, or in any other mannes
depredate upon the came. The
penalty is not less than $10 nor
more than $£100. The enclosur-
es mentioned are inclosures leas
than 2,000 acres, and there
no requirement that such inclos-
ed lands be posted for the pen-
alty to apply. This law is ef-
fective in every county in Texas
Upton county. Where
include more than
2,000 acres there is no law iv
force in this state, in my opin-
making it unlawful to fish
hunt therein, without the
sent of the owner, proprie-
tor or agent in charge. There
i no law providing for the post-
ing of such inclosures and there.
