■ with an average yield of 30 bush­
els; Claud Baker and Roy 
Vaughn, Pasche— 15 bushels; 
G. R. White and Ben Thornton— 
37 bushels; C. C. Johanson— 16 
bushels, 24 on volunteer; W. F. 
Roberts, Lohn, 37 1-2 bushels.
