CHARGED WITH THEFT.

Two Boys Arrested on Serious
Charge— Released on Bond.
One of the most regrettable 

occurrences in Brady for some 
time was the arrest here on 
Tuesday morning of Jimmie 
Wade and Autrey Bumguardner, 
charged with the theft of two 
bicycles and six automobile cas­

ings at San Angelo last Satur­
day.

The two boys left here last 
week in the Wade car to take 
Mrs. J. P. Lindsay to Miles, and 
upon starting home decided to 

I come by way of San Angelo. 
They are alleged to have taken 
four new casings from a garage 
and stopped on the street and 
cut two more off a car owned by 
Buster Jones, federal immigrant 
inspector at San Angelo, which 

(was standing on one of the 
downtown streets of the city. 
They then left for Brady, but 
when about eight miles out of 
town suffered a breakdown and 
had to walk back into town for 
repairs. After securing the 
material necessary to make the

bicycles were loaded into the car 
and the journey resumed, but

Rev. J. T. Tracy Here From 
Mason in Interest of Good 

Road Movement.

Rev. J. T. Tracy was here 
yesterday from his home at 
Mason, and while in the city en­
deavored to interest the citizens 
in a proposed turnpike from 
Brady to Mason, and the propo­
sition as presented by him met 
with enthusiastic approval from 
those with whom he talked.

Mr. Tracy is a former resident 
of Tennessee, a state which is 
honey-combed from one end to 
the other by these thorough­
fares and he knows their value 
to a community from personal 
observation. The plan in use in 
that state and the one advocated 
by him seems the most equitable 
and just way to secure these 
improvements and is one that 
has never been advocated to 
any great extent in Texas.

The proposition, as presented 
to a reporter o f The Standard, 
is to form a stock company 
here and at Mason among the 
business and professional men 
and to offer the stock to farmers 
along the right-of-way who care 

| to make the investment. He

believes that in this way suffi­
cient funds can be raised to 
build a first-class pike sixty 
feet in width, with thirty feet 
in the center macadamized to a 
depth of six inches. The esti­
mated cost of the road is $3,000 
per mile, not including the 
cost of a bridge over the San 
Saba river.

As an investment Mr. Tracy 
states that the proposition is a 
good one, and that he knows of 
a number of pikes in Tennessee 
which pay the stockholders as 
high as 25'. , and none less than 
10', . After the completion of 
the road toll stations are located 

(every five miles and a fee of 5c 
| exacted from those traveling on 
horseback; 10c for single bug­
gies; 15c for double buggies and 
25c for freighters. The revenue 

.thus derived will take care of 
maintenance and provide suffi­
cient funds for a dividend to 
stockholders ranging from 10'k 
to 25'i on the investment. It 
is pointed out that in the present 
condition of the Brady-Mason 
road that two days is required 
for a round trip between the 
two places by freighters and 
that the maximum of freight 
handled by a single team will 
not exceed an average of 2000 
pounds. At the regular rate of 
20c per cwt. the freighter earns 
$4.00 per day if he is loaded 
both going and coming, while on 

] the turnpike he can handle 
(6000 pounds with the same team.

which at the above rate would 
bring him $12.00 and leave him 
$10.50 for the day’s work after 
paying the toll of $1.50.

It is the intention of those in­
terested in the matter to call a 
mass meeting here and at Mason 
in the near future and to begin 
active work in the organization 
of the company to promote the 
building of the thoroughfare, 
and Mr. Tracy has volunteered 
to be present and address the 
meeting on the plan he has set 
forth.

The Standard has secured a 
series of articles on this subject 
which will set forth in full de­
tail the p l a n  as outlined 
above.They will show their value 
as compared with railroads, 
their revenue producing qual­
ities and should be closely read 
and studied by all interested in 
this movement. The first of the 
series will appear in the issue of 
next Friday.

FROM CANAL ZONE.

Allen Nash Writes Interestingly 
of Conditions in Panama.

The following letter from
Allen Nash, a resident of 
Panama, to his sister, Mrs.C. W.
Scott, of this city w*ll be of in­
terest to readers of The Stand­
ard.

Gaturn, C. Z. Jan. 18. 
Dear Sister and Family:

Your letter received several1 
days ago. Was glad to hear 
from you and to know that all 
were well and feeling fine. My 
health was never better, and I 
think Gatum the healthiest | 
place I ever lived; about 150 
feet above the sea level and still 
right at the salt water where 
we get the fresh salt breeze 
all the time. The dry sea­
son is now on and the weather is 
ideal,—simply fine. Work is 
progressing very well, lots of 
work and there always will be 
lots of work keeping up the 
canal. Have been working for 
over two months in the control 
house, this is the best job on the 
canal. It is surely a big job all 
the way through.

Had a very pleasant Christ­
mas. played Santa Claus for the 
Sunday school Christmas tree. 
Have a class of boys about 12 to 
14 years old and have some 
great times with them. I took 
the class to Colon recently to 
see some warships and submar­
ines. Sunday after Christmas I 
went on a trip to an island 
about 14 miles from Panama out 
in the Pacific; the government 
has a sanitarium out there. I 
saw some curious things. This 
country is very curious and old; 
have seen churches and old forts 
over 20Q years old, visited some 
old Spanish forts and saw an is­
land where Morgan lived— saw 
his old prison.

I do not think I will have any 
trouble getting a place on the 
permanent force. The perman­
ent force job will pay from 
1*150.00 to $165.00 per month, 
and a house to live in. The new 
houses are reinforced concrete, 
have four rooms and a bath, a 
screened in porch on both sides, 
the rooms are about 18x20 feet, 
with a 12 foot ceiling and mod­
ern in every respect.

tVent to Colon today. Went 
aboard the battleship Minnesota. 
Enjoyed my visit very much.
I see so much I hardly know 
what to write about. Have been 
out in the jungles and gathered 
cocoanuts right off the trees.

Maggie will be down the first 
of March. Have quite a col­
lection of curios which I will 
send to you some of these days. 
I took a 14 mile boat ride New 
Year’s day in a native (K.vnka) 
boat and had to paddle all the 
way. The longer I stay and the 
more I see, the larger the canal 
looks. The people in the states 
do not realize the size or im­
portance of this work.

Will send you more pictures 
soon and a souvenir book of the 
canal. Living is very cheap 
here. You should see ~ome of 
the fine needle work done by 
the natives. I get very lone­
some sometimes, but there is a 
good Y. M. C. A. with plenty of 
good books and all the latest 
papers to read. Have moving 
picture shows twice a week and 
one hardlv has time to get lone­
some. Will have lots of tour­
ists from now on for four or five 
months.

WONDER WORDS.

Wonder, Ore., Jan.23. 
Editor Brady Standard:

First let me tell you what it 
is doing Here. Raining of
course. It has been hard at it 
for nearly a month steady.

Every’ old tin can, every goods 
box, every old shoe, bucket, tub, 
kettle and everything else that 
will hold water is brimming full 
and running over.

Our well as well as the well 
of every other person has 
sprung a leak at the top and 
the water is all getting out and 
running off like a spring branch.

The Uiards on the barn lack­
ed an inch of coming together 
last summer; now they are cup­
ping up and bulging out, and 
pushing each other off. .

Now about the products of 
this country (agricultural.)

We raise all manner of fruits 
and vegetables, except those be­
longing to the tropics. We are 
still using vegetables fresh from 
our garden which 1 planted in 
the latter part of last summer; 
Namely, turnips, radishes, let­
tuce, mustard, cabbage, green 
onions, carrots, parsnips and cel- 
lery, etc.

Now don’t begin to imagine 
that we have no cold weather 
here, for we scarcely have any 
other kind. No warm weather 
at all in the w’inter time, and 
yet no excessive cold. 1 will ex­
plain it to you later.

Vegetables grown in this cool 
damp climate are certainty crisp 
and tender and juicy. We grow 
almost any kind of fruit also, 
except those belonging to a 
tropical country. Berries: Yel­
low raspberries, black raspber­
ries and red raspberries, black­
berries of five or six different 
varieties, and strawberries of 
five or six different kinds, some 
of them as large as hen eggs. 
Then, we have a dozen other 
sorts of berries, such as ojran- 
berries. dewberries etc. Huckle­
berries grow wild, there are 
three varieties, red. blue and 
black.

We have more different var­
ieties of apples, pears and plums 
than I have room to mention, 
end 1 presume it goes without 
question that they excel in ap­
pearance and flavor the fruit of 
any other country.

During the 13 years 1 have 
lived here there never has been 
an entire failure of fruit on ac­
count of frost, and yet we have 
had more frost in springtime 
than I ever saw in any other 
state. The reason is we have so 
much fog. Fruits and vege­
tables will freze solid and then 
thaw out so gradually that they 
do not wilt. Irish potatoes 
grown here are better in taste 
than any I ever ate in other 
countries.

Corn, cane sweet potatoes, to­
bacco and okra do not do well 
here. The nights are too cold. 
Com will make roasting ears, 
but does not get dry in the fall. 
Water melons do fairly well in 
warm, sandy river bottom soil.
1 never have seen peanuts grow­

ling here.
In another article I will tell 

you of some of the pests farmers 
and orchardists have to contend 
with.

Apricots do not do well here, 
peaches in some localities real 
well, in others not so good. 
Grapes maturp well if not irri­
gated. if irrigated, they do not 
rinen well.

I will now give yon a few 
prices of-farm products. Wheat
2 cents a pound, com $2.50 a 
cwt., hay $15.00 per ton, butter 
40 cents oer pound, eggs 35 
cents per dozen, pork 15 cents a 
pound, bacon 20 and 30 cents a 
pound, lard 17 cents a pound.
